Suffering from

HOSTILES DEFEATED,

Railroad Men Congratulated
on the Defeat of Inimical
Legislation.

Roswell Riller's Clear Cut
Argument Kills a Two-
Cent Rate.

A Movement to Boyecott Lines
Which Pay Agents Com-
missions.

Northwestern Roads Agitat-
ing the Question of Tour-
ists’ Rates.

Cnicaco, Mareh 24.—Railroad men are
congratulating themselves over the de-
feat in several states of measures hos-
tile to the interests of railway corpora-
tions that have been introduced in the
legislatures. Rosweil Miller’s clear cut
argument before the Wisconsin legis-
lative committee is supposed to have
Leen the death blow to the two-cent rate
in that state. Aund similar bills in other
staies have met with premature death
or disastrous defeat. But in Illinois
the fight has not yet been settled, ana
several Dbills of vital interest to the

railroads of the state are yet to
be passed upon by the legislature.
One of these, the bill for a maxi-

muin passenger rate of two cents a mile,
will meet with the united opposition ot
the roads. It is contended that such
a law would be a disastrous blow at the
prosperity of the railways, and elab-
orate and foreible arzuments have been
prepared opposing the passage of the
law, wiich will be presented to the leg-
islature at the proper time. Another
bill which will meet with determined
opoosition is that introduced at the in-
stigation of railroad employes to make
coiparnies responsible for any injury
received by an employve while on duty,
whether the injury is received through
the negligence of the company or its
employes.

BOYCOYTTING LINES.
Vigorous Opposition to Agents’
Commissions.

CuicAco, March 24.—The board of
rulings of the Central Traffic and Trunk
Line associations, composed of Chair-
man Goddard, Blauchard, Donald and
Fariner, has begun operations under the
reeent agreement to boycott all con-
neeting lines that continue to pay com-
missions to agents in the territory of
those associations. ‘I'ne board has sent
two cr three telegzrams to the Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy management with-
in afew days, cialming to have satis-
factory evidence that the road in ques-
tion B:as been paying commissions
to  Eastern arents on Febru-
ary business in coutravention of
the notice of Jan. 12, and demanding
either a denial or confirmation of the
charge. The Burlington people have
replied that as no specifie charge is
made no specific answer can be given;
that they have not intended to ignore
the agreement of the Eastern roads in
regard to commissions, and have cer-
tainly paid no commisslons to persons
not asking for them. They contend,
however, that the board of rulings has
no right to demand a discontinuaice of
commission paying without some guar-
antee thai the Burlington will continue
to receive an equitable share ot the pas-
senger business from the East. T'he
latest dispateh trom the board of rulings
intimates that uuless the Burlington
begins as early as March 31 to conform to
the rule of the joint committee in regard
to commissions the tickets of that road
In the Eastern ticket cffices will be
turned to the wall, and all West-bound
business ticketed over other lines. It
is doubtful if this threat can be carried
out, as there is not tiie most abvsolute
harmony among the roads that are
parties to the agreement. At the New
York meeting a resolution providing
for the discharge of any ticket agent of
an Eastern road caught accepting com-
missions was defeated. Thus, while
no peaalty is provided for the agents
who aceept commissions, it is proposed
to punish the lines that pay them. This
leaves the Western roads without any
sort of guarantee that they can discon-
tinue paying commissions and still re-
ceive a fair share of the business con-
trolled by Eastern roads. The general
passenger agents of the Western roads
are to have a conference on this suject.

BIG SCHEME.

GOULD’S

Proposition to Unite the Leading
lailway Systems.

NEw Yorg, March 24.—The scheme
to unite the great railroad systems of
the West and Southwest under one gen-
eral management is making some prog-
ress. The financial departments of the
Union Facifie, the Atchison, the Mis-
souri Pacifie, the Central Pacifie, and
the Pacific Mail company are preparing
a detailed statement showing the condi-
tion and the earning capacity of their
respective properties. These state-
ments are to form the basis upon which
the relative value of each property is to
be determined. The plan is to form a
new corporation, with a ecapital stock
large enough to cover all interests that
may be willing to join. There will be
no competition, and joint agencies will
replace’ individual agencies wherever
sucir a thing is possible. Conferences
between Gould, Huntington and the At-
chison people are of frequent occur-
rence.

THE ALTON OBJECTS.

Meeting in Chicago of’ the South-
western Lines,

Cnrcaco, March 24.—A meeting of
the Southwestern lines was held to-day
to consider a proposition to make the
same freight rates from Milwaukee that
are in force from Chicago on traflic des-
tined to Texas points via St. Lous.
Herctofore the rates from Milwaukee
have been bigher than from Chicago,
the difference being 6 cenis on first-
class, 5 eents on second class, 4 cents on
third, 3 cents on fourth and 2 cents on
the rencaining classes. All the roads
except the Chicazo & Ailton agreed to a
revision of the percentage, so that the
same rates could be made to appily from
Milwaukee and Chicago. "T'he Alton re-
fused to agree to this, on the ground
that it would be an injustice to Chicago
shippers, and it notified the other lines
that, whatever rates they might make
from Milwaukee, it would preserve the
usual differentials from Chicago.

Tourists' Rates.

CH1CAGO, March 24.—The Northwest-
ern roads are having considerable difii-
culty in deciding upon summer tourist
rates beiween Chicago and St. Paul.
Some of the lines are in favor of a round
trip rate of £20, the same that was in ef-
fect last year, while others want to
make the rate §18.50 in order to shut out
the scalpers. Still others are opposed
to the making of tourist rates to St. Paul
and Minneapolis proper. The commit-
tee bhaving the matter in charge made a
majority and a minority report at a
meeting of the interested lines this aft-
ernoon. No agreement could be reached
and another committee of seven was ap-
pomnted to consider the question and re-
pourt at the nextregular meeting of the
Western Passenger association.

Brokers Want Damages.
Cuicaao, March 24.—The Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway com-
pany was made defendant yesterday in

two suits brought in the circuit court by
Ticket Brokers James A. Webb and
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George A. Fellows, each claiming §5,000
damages. On a charge that the ticket
brokers had in their possession a num-
ber of tickets obLtained by false pre-
tenses, the company swore out a search
warran{ gnd ransacked their offices. On
the hearing of the case the brokers
were discherged.

Succeds Wistar Morris.
PmrApELPHIA, March 24-—George
Wood, of the firm of R. D. Wood & Co.,
iron workers, was to-day chosen a di-
rector of the Penusylvania Railroad
coimpauy, to fill the vacanecy caused by
the death of Wistar Morris.

Canadian Pacific Earnings.

LA GRIPPE IN CHICAGO.

Unprecedented Ravages of the
Epidemic.

Cuicaco, March 24.—The grip epi-
demie is unabated in this city and the
mortality continues appalling. Up to
midnight deaths for two weeks aggre-
gated 1,540, or thirty-five per thousand,
which is unprecedented in the history
of Chicago. Nearly all died from ecli-
mratic eomplaints. Drug stores have
been compelled to merease their foree
of clerks. Undertakers are crowded
with work, and mauny funerals are tak-
ing place as early as 7 a. m. and as late
as Lwilight. The hospitals of the Alex-
ian Brothers, the German Brothers; the
Augustana, St. Joseph’s and the
Presbyterian hospitals, which usual-
ly take only accidents or paid
patients, have opened their doors
doors to the victims of the griv and are
crowded. Eight physicians of the
(zerman hospital were taken down yes-
terday, and sevenly-two nurses of the
I1linois Training School for Nurses who
have been ministering to the sick have
succumbed since Saturday, and some
are in a critical condition. At the
women’s and children’s hospital, out of
a stafl of forty physicians, nurses and
attendants, al) but five are unfit for
duty. 'The physicians are in hopes that
the disease will wear itself out, but all
say that until there is a change in the
weather no great improvement can be
expected.

TRADE GOES SOARING

Everything in the Chicago
Spaculative Pits Strong
and Active.

Cable Quotations ot the En-
" iglish Market Were Con-
tradictory.

For Awhile the Bulls Kept the
Shorts on an Active
Canter.

‘The, Prsvailing Tone of the
Wall Street Market Quite
Heavy.

CHicaco, March 24 —Everything in the
speculative pits on the board of trade went
soaring during the early part of the session
to-day, but later the buying furore gave way
to one of setling. and all of the sharp ad-
vances made over last night's closing figures
were lost with something beside in most
cases. Wheat opened with a boom, with
sales all along the line from $1.05 to $1.06
for the May option against $1.041a at the
close vesterday. Cable quotations of the
English market were countradictory. Beer-
bohm srid cargoes of @alifornian wheat

were 2d to 6d higher, while the
public dispatch to the board of trade quoted
car goes 1tad lower. Liverpool was

strong, however, and all the other advices
were for the time being ignored, including
an increase of the amount on ocean passage
of 2432000 bu, and large receipts in the
Northwest. Bullish news for the first half
of the session went fora great deel, while
auything of an opposite tendeney was imme-
diately lost sight of. The shorts were still
feeling the impetus of the pace with which
they were hurried along yesterday, and the
bulls kert them on the run without a-breath-
ing spell until their own ends had been ac-
complished. That was after they had so agi-
tated the shorts that they bought blindly and
recklessly, upon which ‘opportumty the ball
holdings to an_enormous smount were
dumped upon. Price fluctuations could
p scarcely be followed in the first hour so er-

ratic were they, but the trend was
upward. Up to $L06, down to
$1.051, again to $L.06%s, and back

again to $1.055%3 were some of the more ma-
terial changes of the day. About 12:30p. m.
it became apparent that the bulls had gotten
their satisfactioa out of the bulge which had
been gradualiy gaining in strength for a
week or more, and the alert scatpers immedi-
ately climbed into the leading position and
smashed the loitering fabric until 2lsc was
hammered off its early highest price. The
bulls controlled the eorn murket, starting it
on the jump 2nd in the same wild fashion as
on the two preceding days. May wasdifficult
to buy untii the price was over 70¢, and that
was almost immediately after the start.

Poultry Notes,

The following notes are from Rural
Life:

Make your nestslarge and low so that
he hen will not break the eggs in get-
ing on and off. e

When laree turkeys are wanted, both
the gobbler and the hen should be of
good size and possess the qualities de-
sired in the offspring. Using.a large
gobbler with small hens will not pro-
duce the best results.

There is an old saying, used in times
of war. ““T'rust to Providence and kee
your powder dry.” Our advice in poul-
try keeping is almost the same, with
ouly this ehange: “Irust to Providence
and keep your poultry house dry.”

In case of cholera the tollowing rec-
ipe will be found an excellent réemedys,
Equal parts of sulphur, vosin, alum gum
camphor, red pepper, charcoal and:
phosphate of lime; powder and mix
thoroughly, giving a tablespoonful fn'
each quart of ground feed. Clean the
hen house thoroughly and sprinkle air~
slacked lime around the house and over
the runs and this dread disease of poul-
try will disappear.

As the time of year approaches when
parties will be sending for esgs, it ig
necessary ithat everything be in readi-
ness to receive them. Have a good
quict hen ready to set; unpack the eggs
carefully, letting them stand twenty-
four hours before placing them under
the hen. A day or two before vou ex-
pect the eggs to hateh sprinkie them
with tepid water, as this moistens the
inside lining ot the ezg and allows the
chick to get out of its prison a great deal
easier,

Our attention has been ealled to the
condition of a great deal of poultry thag
enters our markets. 1t is evideut the
chickens have had no special care: have
had no extra feed to fit them for the
market, and are in no condition for the
table. ‘I'he flesh does not have thas
nice, sweet flavor that it ought to have,
being touzh and insipid. If you witl
take the oldest chickens you have and

feed them a few weeks on soft food be-
fore you are ready to market them, you
will find them almost as sweet and ten.
der as a young chicken. The selley
would uot only gain on the increase in
weight but the customers would be bet
ter satisfied, and we believe the markef
