The House Makes Its First At-
tack Upon Two Important
Railroad Bills.

Mr. Currier Advocates a Meas-
ure in the Interest of ths
Alliance Party,

The Bill Is to Be Impracti-
cable by Legislators of
High Standing.

4Able Exposition of Railroad
Problem by Mr. Stivers,
Democratic Leader.

The two railroad bills, the Currier
substitute and the Searle substitute for
the famous House File 68, was a special
order in the house yesterday afternoon.
Mr. Richardson, of Otter Tail, was
called by the speaker to preside over
the discussion. The reading of the two
bills occupied over an hour. It was,
therefore, not until 3 o'clock that the
members  got
down to the

Mr. Currier
recommended to pass.

A scere of Alliance members im-
mediately seconded the proposition.

Mr. Searle was instantly upon his
feet, and moved to amend that the
Searle substitute be recommended to
pass.

This was seconded by a whole host of
members.

The first pitched battle in the house
this session was thus inaugurated.

The Battle Opens.

Mr. Currier went to the front of the clerk’s
@esk and delivered a most exhaustive as
well as very able address in support of his
motion. Mr. Currier has devoted consider-
acle time and study to the railroad problem,
and is descerving of the warmest praise for
the admirable manner in which he handled
his side of the question. His presentation
was not only forcible, but clear and easily
understandable. There was no ‘“beating
about the bush.” He stood before the house
as an Alliance member—as a spokesman of
the farming interest of this great state. He
warmly denounced the extortionate rates
chrrged in the past by the railroads. The
farmers had been “bled almost to death.™
The interstate commerce act had remedied
many of the evils under which the people
had long suffered, but there was much that
remained to be done. To atwain _this end he
originally introduced House File No. 68,
which, with certain amendments, was a copy
of the JIowa law. He, however. found that
public sentiment was not yet formed
to acecept so drastic a bill, and
in deference to the general expres-
gion of the people he had introduced
his substitute bill. if the bill was passed it
would give the farmers relief, and half a loaf
was better than nore. Mr. Currier then
lucidly explained his bill, section by section,
and showing the material changes from the
present law. Foremost among the changes
was the enforcement of the distance iariff.
This was one thiug needful to enable farm-
ers and small tralesmen in the country to

Prosecute Their Business

with the same chances and the same oppor-
tunities that any other man in the large cities
bad. The farme 1d the country tradesmen
wanted fair play—unothing more and nothing
less. The Alliance men did not wish to do
auy injustice to any common carriers; they
eimply wanted justice and fair play.

Mr. Reeve—What is the essential difference
between the Searie substitute and the Currler
substitute?

Mr. Currier—A very great difference. The
Searle substitute repeals what little power
the railroad commission already bas.

Speaker C hamplin—There is a prevailing
opinion that th distance tariff will militate
against people living in distant portions of
the state.

Mr. Currier—I don’t understand that it will
do anything of the kind.

Mr. Searle followed Mr. Currier, ably re-
?‘;_ ng to the latter gentieman and support-

ng his own substitute bill. Prior, however,
to entering upon the genera: subject, he
made ihe following remarks:

Searle dropped this “personal matter
and tackled the important task of urging the
rdoption of his biil. He interestingly traced
the recent effect of railroad legislation, en-
‘:\r;ing upon the difference between the two
ills before the house. The essential differ-
ence wes that of the distance tariff, Adopt
this new and untried schedule of a distance
tariff and they would demoralize the busi-
ness of almost every small town in this
state. All that was necessary in the way of
railroad 1u'x~lullul) was to amend the present
railroad law—amend 1t to meet the objections
of the courts. That is what was done in his
bill, and it was nll that was necessary.

of the employe. The railroads were our serv-
antst we were their masters. 1t has been
held that the railways of the country. being
the highways, that they had theright to regu-
late and control their affairs. We, therefore,
come down to these substitute bilis,of which
he would say that he believed that H. F, 602,
Mr. Searle’s bill. was the best of the two.
The other bill was not a very bad one. The
only feature in the Currier substitute that he
radically objected against was the distance
tariff. The present state railroad law of 1887
had proved to be a very effectual law. Mr.
Searle had pointed out how rates had been
gradually reduced, he might have said rap-
idly reduced. Within the past year the state
law had been held in abeyance by the de-
cision of the United States supreme ecourt,
buteven during that time there had been a
reduction of freight rates, He had not

heard any complaint that the rates
were too high, but that they were
unequal. There were some points in regard

to the mmequaliity of rates which the average
citizen did not understand, because he did
not take the trouble to investigate. What
did the law of 1887 provide. It was well they
should know this, because Mr. Searle’s bill
merely proposed to make that law effectual.
Mr. Stivers briefly enumerated the previsions
of the iaw, the vrotection provided for the
payment of employes’ wages, the prohibi-
tion of

the long and short haul clause, upon whizh
he spoke at length. He explained the opera-
tion of this distance tariff. He illustrated the
Great Northern and Nortnern Pacific run-
ning trom the Red River valiey to Duluth.
The Great Northern was the longer iine, but
under the overation ot the disiance tariff, it
would be prevented from making a \pv(‘ml
rate for the carrving of grain from the Red
river valley to lJulmh in order to compete
with the Northern Pacific road. If it did
make a lower rate, it would have to make a
similar reduction in its rates to intermediate
points. It could be easily seen how the op-
eration of such a tariff would be destructive
of all competition.

There was a long discussion on this resolu
tion, the objections raised by the members
being chiefly against the charges for attor-
neys. It was argued by some members that
these were excessive. Motions Lo have the
matter referred to the comimittee on claims
and the committee on appropriations were
voted down. I C. Stevens, of Ramsey,
explained that detailed statements had been
supplied to the election committee showing
the actual expenditures of the contestants
and contestees in the election cases. The at-
torney fees had been scaled to their present
figures. Mr. Stevens pointed out that whena |
member was returned to that house,if his seat
was contested, it was but just that the state
should see that he was furnished
with {‘-i‘npf‘r legal and other assistance.

expenditure of money. There ouglll 10 be
no hesitancy on the part of the house in pass-
ing this resolution so far as the items of
Messrs. Daly, Price and Bowman are con-
cerned.

The resolution was temporarily laid aside,
recciving 50 afiirmative votes—2 less than the
necessary number.

Hon. A. S. Crosstield was heard in sup-
port of a Dbill authorizing the appoint-
ment of an agent to represent the state
at Washington to prosecute the claims
of Minnesota against the federal govern-
ment. The payment of this agent will
be a percentage of the claims collected.

Nothing definite was done by the com-
mittee in regard to the p.lsaagu of the
bill.
