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LITERARY  ATHLETES,

Famous Scholars Debate the
Authorship of the Shake-
speare Plays.

Senator Donnelly Tells Why
Bacon Was Perforce
the Author.

Professor Freeman Discloses
Errors Precluding Such
a Possibility. %

A Rattling Discussion, in
Which the Sage Has the
Best of It.

There was a meeting of two noted
athletes last night., But they were men-
tal, not physical athletes, and the audi-
ence that assembled at the People’s
church was of cultured ladies and gen-
tlemen. The athletes were lgnatius
Donnelly, the noted champion of the
theory that ascribes to Lord Bacon the
authorship of the so-called Shakespeare
plays, and Prof. Freeman, of the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin, a famous Shakespear-
ianscholar and champion. Gov. Merriam
was prevented, by illness in the family,
from being present, and Senator W.
. Dean gracefully presided and intro-
duced the disputants. The subject was:
“Did Franeis Bacon write the Shake-
speare plays?” and thearrangement was
that Donnelly should have forty-five
minutes to open, to be followed by
Freeman for the same time,
and each to have fifteen minutes,
m turn, to close the debate.
A little more than that time was al-
lowed each, and two notable arguments
resulted.  While the applause was lib-
erally distributed, it was the consensus
of opinion that Donnelly bad the best
of the dispute. The space allowed was
too short for anything like a fair expo-
sition of ecither side of the question, but
the Saze resorted to argument and left
the ridicule tothe collegian: the ridicule
reacted somewhat and the professor was
the sufferer thereby.

‘ihe Sage’s Opening.

Senator Donnelly began with an argu-
ment to show that the author of the
Shakespeare plays could not have been
a wan of Shakespeare’s meager attain-
ments. lie paid an eloquent tribute to
the genius of that autbor and took up
the first head: "The author must have
been a man soundly versed in the law.
Whenever a layinan attempted to handle
law terms he blundered, but Chief Jus-
tice Campbell has declared that “from
the law of Shakespeare there is no ap-
peal.” ‘That author was also a profound
philosopher, and such was Bacon and
such was not Shakespeare. The speaker
gave quotations to show the knowledge
of physies that the author must have
possessed.  That author must also have
been an aristocrat, as every line of the
plays shows his feelings and sympa-
thies to have been against the lower
classes. This also fitted Bacon and
could not have applied to the **butcher

boy,”  Shakespeare. The author
must also have been a phil-
anthropist and must have had an
ingrained opposition to kingeraft.

He painted monarchs in the most re-
pulsive colors, aud selected of the Eng-
lish kings only those—save Henry V.—-
of despicable character. The same
feelings came out in his deification of
tyrant muvder in the tragedy of Julius
Ciesar. This was all characteristic of
Bacon, not Shakespeare.

In tiowing language Mr. Donmnelly
went ou to show the evidences of re-
fined scholarship in the works. He
showed the results of work by English
lexicographers, in which the letter *‘a”
alone was covered. showing Shake-
speare’s plays had added in that letter
238 new words, or, in proportion, 5,000
new words to the English lan-
guage, adding one-third to its power.
The evideut effort to select elegance
of language was a type of Bacon
and not of Shakespeare, and this point
was admirably eulogized upon. The
author of Shakespeare, he proved very
conclusively, must have veen a Protest-
ant, as was Bacon, and not a Catholie,
as was Shakespeare. Iie must also
have been an adherent of the Essex
party, as DBacon certainly was. Here
followed some remarkable parallelisins
from Bacon’s works and the Shake-
speare plays. The famous letter of Sir
Toby Matthews' was given and Ben
Johnson’s famous tribute to Bacon,
which appears in the same lanznage on
the title page of the early ShaKespear-
ian edition. The speaker also cited
the fact of Bacon’s refusal to try
Essex for playing part of Richard I1I.,
and the reasons given as plainly show-
mg Bacon’s authorship. Considerable
time was interestingly occupied in
showing how impossible it was for any
but the cultured, classical and traveled
Bacon to have produced the plays, and
the speaker turned to a diagram illus-
trating his *Great Cryptogram.” In
this he showed the system of combining
page numbers and italies aud producing
words showing the hidden authorship.
As an example he produced the words
“Francis Bacon, son of Nicholas Ba-
con.” Ie was in the midst of this ex-
planation when his time expired.

Freeman Responds,

Prof. Freeman, who was received
with loud applause, followed Mr. Don-
nelly, and in a satirical manuner pro-
ceeded to show that the plays of Shake-
speare could not have been written by
a man so pre-eminently philosophical
and learned as was Sir Francis Bacon.
His opening reinarks were made in the
form of a pleading by an attorney be-
tore a court, and were strictly legal in
phraseology. Remarks were made
on some of the works of his
opponent, which were not strietly in the
iine of the debate, but personality was
soon forgotten and the speaker attacked
the Xkeystone of the Baconian arch,
which was, *‘that a man without scho-
lastic training could not have written
the plays of Shakespeare.” If sucha
proposition held good, why then it
might be said that Abrahamn Lincoln,
who never received any college educa-
tion, could not have written any of his
inaugural addresses or composed any of
his famous speeches. Yet no one ever
doubted that Abranam Lincoln had com-
posed these works, or was the author of
the famous short speech delivered at
Gettysburg. Prof. Freeman then read
a number of quotations from the Shaies-
peare plays, showing that in **Pericles”
a reference was made to a “pistol,”
when the time of the play was hundreds
of years before the pistol was invented.
In “*King John” the word ‘‘commoner”
wss used, yet in King John’s time com-
mons were not in existence. In the
same manner Jack Cade is made to
speak of printing, a generation before
its invention by Caxton. Aristotle is
quoted in *“Troilus and Cresseda” cen-

turies before the time when the action
of the play takes place. So in **Corio-
lanus,” the characters of Alexander,
Cato and Galen are iniroduced some
hundreds of years before they saw the
light of day. Bohemiais made a sea-
port ¢ountry when it is inland, which
is as grave aa error as if Mr. Blaine in
a dispatch stated that Colorado bordered
on Lake Michigan. These errors, said
Prof. Freeman, proved conclusively that
a man so learned in all the arts, classics

and geographv of the time a
was - Sir  Francis Bacon coul
never have written the plays.
Could a learned man like Bacon

have spoken of Chrisiian burial as be-
ing contemporary. with an emperor of
Russia and the heathen worship of ths
oracle of Delphi? Yet these g}%'ng in-
consistencies existed in the * int,er’s
Hale,”
and Roman history, would er have
laced Spanish raplers in the hands of
man soldiers or introduce gclerxhy-
gmn into Rome centuries before the
irth of Chris

These grave errors proved that the

Bacon, the student gg Greeian-
v

Look learning of the author was very
defective, and that po historian like
Bacon would have ever made these
mistakes which caused Ben Jonson to
laugh at them.

The writer of the plays was indiffer-
cnt to time, place and circumstence 1o
which Bacon was devoted. The plays
show that they contain the scholarship
of wisdom and not the scholarship of
the college.

Mr. Donuelly had undertaken to prove
that the writer of the plays must have
been a brilliant lawyer because the legal
phrases were perfectly correct, and legal
aspects introduced into the plays could
not be controverted. Twenty-four voca-
tions claimed Shakespeare as a member,
which proved he belonged to nome. If
he was a lawyer, he must have been a
clergyman, soldier, sailor, doctor, ete.

Shakespeare was not a college-bred
man, aand it was claimed that on that
account he could not have written the
plays. Neither Jonathan Swift nor Sir
Walter Scott were university men, yet
they had written most brilliant works. -

Shakespeare had played with his
company wany times before the court
of Elizabeth, and he mixed with the
nobles of the day in the court, clubs and
famous inus, and it was from these as-
sociations he had obtained his insight
into the workingsof the various callings
wiiich claimed him.

As to the reference in Mr. Donnelly’s
“Cryptogram™ that St. Albans was fre-
quently mentioned, showing that Bacon
had inserted the word intentionally, as
it was his home, there was no proof that
he had ever lived there, while War-
wickshire,where Shakespeave lived. was
mentioned twenty-nine times. Of the
names used in  the plays, 95 per
cent were names which can be found in
the records of Stratford on Avon, show-
ing that Shakespeare had used the
names familiar to him from his youth.
If Bacon had eoined 5,000 new words in
the plays, as stated by Mr. Donnelly, it
would have resulted in the plays being
unintelligible to the audiences before
which they were played, and for whom
they were written. Goethe had said of
Shakespeare, **le drew a sponge over
the whole table of human knowledge.”

Prof. Freeman was greeted with loud
applause at the close of his address, and
Mr. Donnelly theu replied 1n a fifteen-
minute speech.

Mir. Donnelly in Response,

Mr. Donnelly, who was
happy frame of mind, said that his op-
ponent had proved to the audience that
the man who wrote the plays was the
most ignorant of his time. As to the
game of billiards mentioned in **An-
thony and Cleopatra,” the human en-
cyclopedia who wrote the plays knew
that the game was older than the time
of Cleopatra. How could Shakespeare

have written the plays when
it was admitted that he was
not a colleze-bred man? Why
whole sentences and scenes were

written 1n French, and words and
phrases translated from Italian, Span-
ish, Latin and Greek, and, though
Shakespeare might have had the fac-
ulty, he never conid have done this by
hanging around the grogshops of Loa-
don. As to the introduction of certain
words in the plays, such as *pistol,”
“cannon,” “printing,” when such
things did not exist at the time of the
play’s action, why this was done to
preserve the internal narrative which
demanded it, for he cared but
little for the plays themselves
as he did for iis hidden pur-
pose. The reference to Abraham
Lincoln was not well taken, said Mr.
Donnelly, for if Mr. Lincoln had em-
beilished his speeches with quotations
from the classics and foreign ianguages,
instead of using plain Anglo-Saxon, the
natural assumption, knowing the story
of his life, would be that some one had
writtéen them for him, Chauncey Depew
for instance. (‘This remark gave rise to
loud laughter.) Stress had been laid by
Prof. Freeman on the mention of War-
wickshire in the plays, yet not a men-
tion was made anywhere to Stratford
ou Avon, yet St. Albans was mentioned
frequently.

The reason that Bacon did not admit
his authorship of the plays was that he
was a noble, connected with the noblest
families of England, and he would have
been disgraced and ruined if it were
known that he was the author of plays
presented in the low theaters of the
time, which did not even possess a roof,
and were the rendesvous of the appren-
tices of that day.

The Professor Closes.

The fifteen minutes having expired,
Prof. Freeman once more took the
rostrum and said he would show that
Francis Bacon was not a poet, as had
been claimed. Lie wrote three masques
which were so wretchedly bad that they
were expunged from the fifteen vol-
umes of his works. As to his poems,
they “were doggerel of the worse kind,
and would not vreflect any eredit
upon a child in any school in
St. Paul. Bacon was claimed
as a poet, and he wrote verses for Es-
sex, who desired by that means to be
reconciled to the queen, who was very
romantie. The verses must have been
vcllg bad, for Essex died upon the scaf-
fold.

Mr. Donnelly had undertaken to prove
that in the letter which Sir Toby Math-
ews had sent to Sir Francis Bacon, ac-
knowledzing the receipt of a valuable
boolk, that the book was a copy of the
plays, and that the posteript. *“The
best wit I know of our nation,
this side of the sea, is
of your lordship’s name, though known
by another,” realiy referred to his
authorship of the plays, which he had
confided to his dear friend Mathews.
Such was not the case. What the post-
seript realiy meant was that the best
wit, who at presentis in Spain (this side
of the sea), is Sir Francis Cottingham
(of your lordship’s name), who was
traveling as Mr. Smith (though known
by another),in company with the princes
?f the blooa and the Duke of Bucking-

THE SECRET OUT.

“Federal City"” Is a Story of St.
Paul and Minneapolis United.
The secret is out at last.

For some_ days past the public has
been mystified, and its curiosity, whetted
by the appearance in the daiiy papers
of ambiguous advertisements in rela-
tion to *‘Federal City.” They ran,
“Federal City has 900,000 population;”
“The loveliest women on earth live in
Federal City,” ete. Considerable spec-
ulation was indulged as to the meaning
of the iines. DBut the secrer is at last
out. **Federal City™ is a book, or rather
a pamphlet, which was issued yester-
day. 1t is anonymous, and the incogna-
tive production is credited to **An Op-
timist,”” The impression is that the
writer is a Minneapolitan, as the senti-
ment leans in that direction, but it 18
possible that a St. Paulite penned the
work, and in an effort to be perfeetly
fair, leaned toward the other side.

The book purports to be *a re minis-
cence of the time before St. Paul and
Minneapolis were united.” and at
length reviews the causes which led to
actual union. After the census row
was over the wiser heads of both- cities
were led to see the advantages of a
union, which was accordingly effected.
Great aifficulty was experienced in the
selection of a name for the united citles,
and Federal City was finally agreed to.
The story isdated twenty-five years
hence, when Federal City has 900,000
population, and is still booming. The
‘story has every pen element of origin-
ality, but is brightly and cleverly told,
and, as the author suggests, contains
several very valuable hints for our own
times.

A GAME OF SEVEN-UP

To Be Enjoyed by the New
School Inspectors After
May 15.

Synopsis of the New gLaw
Which Disposes of the
Sechoo! Board.

Surprise That the Murnane
Jury Did Not Quickly Get
a Verdiet.

No Danger of a Secarcity ef
Hen Fruit for Easter Egg
Purposes.

Perhaps the most important bill to
which the governorhas placed his sig-
niture daring the present session of the
legislature, is House file 804, introduced
by the Ramsey county delegation. *‘H.
F. 804 may to many, and, in fact to the
majority of persons, simply mean a
number and nothing more, but its title
shows that every person in the eity of
St. Paul is deeply concerned in the new
law, for it is **A bill for an act to abolish
the board of education of the city of St.
Paul.” ~

This measure was signed a few days
ago by Gov. Merriam, and the chief ex-
ecutive’s characterteristic caligraphy
numbered the days of the present board
of education, which to quote a distin-
guished senator of Ramsey, “is a con-
founded board and has run the city into
millions of debt.”

Whatever may have been done by the
board of education which is about to
pass out of existence, its successors will
have no chance to emulate 1ts example,
as will be seen from the appended syn-
opsis of the new bill, which places the
whole care of the schools in the hands
of the city of St. Paul. The term,
“Board of Eduecation,” will, after the
15th of May, simply be a memorized
phrase, for on and aiter that date the
*Board of Inspectors” will see the light
of day.

The chief provisions of the bill are as
follows: -

The New Law.

On or before May 1, 1891, seven persons
shall be apoointed by the mayor of the city
of St. Paul as school inspectors of the city.
Three of the inspectors shatl hold office for
the term of one year, two for two years, and
two for three vears, their respective sue-
cessors Lo be appointed by the mayor on cr
before the 1st of March of each year for the
term of three years. Each inspectoris re-
quired to take an oath on entering odice that
he will faithfully discharge his duties, and
support the constitution of the United States
and the state of Minnesota,

The board of ednecation as now constituted
shall remain in office until May 15, 1891, when
the term of its existence shall expire.

The several school inspectors wiil meet on
May 15, 1891, and on the second Tuesday of
March of each year thereafter and elect a
president and vice president and secretery,
whose term of office shall be one year. They
shall also, 1n June, 132, elect a superintend-
ent of schools, whose term shall be for two
years,

The board of school inspectors shall pos-
sess and exercise, under the supervision of
the city, all the powers and rights now
vested in the board of education, except the
right and power to be a corporation. but
shall be vested as the head of an executive
branch of the government of the city of St,
Paul with all the powers vested by this
act, or by the general laws of the state, asa
separate and indapendent school district and
no other powers. Said board of inspectors
shall have power to adopt rules and regala-
tions for its own government as it may deem
best not inconsistent with the provisious of
this city.

The city of St. Paul is made a separate and
independent school district, with power to
contract and be contracted with, sue and be
sued, and vested with all rights relating to
school districts specified by the general laws |
of the state.

The board of iuspectors must on or before |
June 1, each year after 1891, make a repori to I
the mayor of all work doune in the schools
during the previous. school year extending
from Sept. 1 to July 1: also a statement show-
ing the number of teachers and employes of
the board and the compensation paid. All
teachers must be appointed not later than
June 15 each year. The report of the board
shall b2 sent by the mayor to the commun
council with his recommendation of his ap-
proval or disapproval, the council to have
the power to reduce the total amount of sal-
aries for the ensuing school vear: but they
shall have no power to increase or fix the
amount of any salary, the board of inspect-
ors being requirad to fix salaries as they may
deem wise and just and most conducive to
the public welfare.

Salaries shell be paid monthly by a requisi-

rant upon the city treasurer as provided in
this aect,

Teachers appointed shall serve during the
pleasure of the board, and shall not be sub-
ject to an annual election.

When the board may find that new schools
are required, they must make a report to the
common council, and if there are sufficient
funds available for the purpose. the council
mlg by a three-fourths vote order the mayor
an e president of the board to selecta
suitable site, and erect a building in accord-
ance with the plans provided by the board o f
inspectors. All proposals for materials and
building and furnishing must be advertised
for by the mayor and president of the board
for at least three weeks, and awarded to the
lowest responsible bidder, who shall be re-
quired to give boods that the contract will be
taithfully carrsed out.

Before the proposals are advertised, all
plaus for said ouilding shall be open to the
inspection of all people in the office of the
secretary of the board of inspectors.

All contracts for the purchase of sites, the
erection and furnishing of school buildings
shall be made between the contractor and the
city of St. Paul, the same being paid for out
of the city treasury on a requisition upon the
city comptroller from the msayor and presi-
dent of the board.

All new buildings must be inspected in
course of construction by a building inspect-
or appointed by the mayor and confirmed by
the council. =

All property now in the possession of the
board of education as a corporation is di-
vested from it, and vested in the city of St.
Paul in trust for the uses of education solely,
forever.

The expense of the public schools in any
year must not exceed the amount appropri-
ated and set apart by the common council,
and the council is prohibited from making a
greater tax levy in any one year for the sup-
port ot the schools than two arnd a haif mills
on the dollar or less than two mills on the
dollar, of which amount the council may set
apart oue-half mill on the dollar for the erec-
tion of new school houses, or for creating a
fund for that purpose.

The,board of inspectors shall have no
power to create any indebtedness against the
city of St. Paul in any manner whatever
until the common council has by ordinance
ordained the expenditures for school pur-
poses, and must then not exceed the amount
so apportioned; and any violation of this
provision shall be a misdemeanor, and upon
couviction any party so violating the law
shall be punished by imprisonment in the
county jail for six months,

All school supplies shall be purchased by
a commitiee consisting of the mayor, the
president of the common council and the
city treasurer, who must be supplied by the
board of iuspectors with an annual estimate
of what is required for the schools. Said
supplies to be awarded by contract,after hav-
ing been bid for, to the lowest bidder.

The city of St. Paul is charged with the
payment of all bonds issued by the board of
education, as well as all legal outstanding
and floating liabilities, and is required to
make provisions for the payment of the
same. Amny vole, act, neglect or omission by
or on the part of any member of the board
or any officet therecf, as in this act pre-
scribed or prohibited as the case may be,
shall be prima facia evidence that the same
was done with willful intent to evade the pro-
visions of this act: and upon the prosecution
of any person for the commission of any
offense in this act defined, it shall not be
necessary to prove the wiilfu!l intent of the
person offending, and upon such prosecu-
tion, upon the wrongful vote or act or omis-
sion being shown, the willful intent shall be
presumed until the contrary appears.

The board of inspeciors are empowered to
make rules and provisions to compel the at-
tendance at school of truant children, and
may require the police of the city to assist in
enforeing such rules.

A SURPRISING DELAY.

Contrary to General Expectation
There Has Been No Verdict in
the Murnane Case.

The case of W. R. Murnane went to
the jury at 3 o’clock yesterday after-
noon. It was a matter of scme surprise
that a verdict was not reached promptly,
but no agreement was reached up to 10
o’clock, the latest hour fixed by Judge
Kerr for receiving the verdict. In his
address to the jury County Attorney
O’Brien said it was not a pleasant task
to him to prosecute an old schoolmate
and who afterwards held a superior
position to him when engaged

to do his duty fairly. He thought that
a fair interpretation of the evidence
shows that Murnane had not conducted
the office in a business way. He had
himself admitted that a balance of
1,512 of the county’s funds were in his
hands Dee.

Judge Kerr delivered
an exhaustive charge, in which he called
attention to the principle thata mere
holding of the money in his possession
Wwas not an appropriation to his use,and
it was the province of the jury to de-
termine from the facts whether or not
Murnane had actually appropriated the
'tun‘ds to his own use, as charged in the
indictment. Judge Kerr, the attorneys,
and a number of friends remained in
the court room until 5 o’clock, thinking
the jury would be in at any time. Judge
Kerr then left word that he would be
found at home until 7 o’clock, but that
after that hour he need not be sent for
until 10 p. m. At the latter hour, no
verdict haying been reached, the jury
was locked up for the night.

Hen Fruit More Plentiful, and
" There Is No Easter Scarcity.

The somewhat alarming price of
22 cents a dozen charged for ecgs
during the past week gave risetoa
rumor yesterday that there was a corner
somewhere, and that the price would
be still higher until after the Easter de-
mand had been filled. The fact that
the price ver dozen for eggs fell from
the above figure to 18 cents yesterday
is, however, reassuring, and after con-
ference with a number of commission
dealers it may be confidently asserted
that to-day eggs will be plenty at 15
cents. John De Camp, the Robert street
commission dealer, gives probably the
true reason for the recent scarcity of
hen fruit. Since thethawing weather set
in, country roads all over the West have
been in a well-nigh impassable con-
dition, and farmers have held the pro-
duet of their hennery’s for future mar-
keting. Recognizing that the price for
eggs just now would be more than usu-
ally good, they have placed any number
in the market in the last couple of days,
and the break in prices has resulted.
Mr. De Camp thinks there is no reason
to anticipate an egg famine. He admits,
though, that the commodity has been
searce all through the season, and ad-
vances as the principal reason that the
scarcity of grain last fall in the Dakotas
and some parts ot this state induced
farmers to kill their chickens in prefer-
ence to wintering them, which latter
process would have cost more than the
value of the eggs to be obtained.
