three shots point blank at M. Baltcheff,
who fell dead. A crowd immediately
collected at the seene of the shooting,

A number of per-
SONS A witnessed the murder report
that the sssassin had three accomplices,
who assisted nm to escape. The shoot-
inz of Minister Baltcheff has caused the

No mo-
tive has been suggested for the murder
of the minister of finance, but it is pre-
sumed that the conspirators may have
intended to take the the life of Premier

MAFIA MURDER.

A Bavarian Merchant Killed by an
; Italian Stiletto.

Vizxya, Mareh 27.—A dispatch from
Kufstein, a fortified town of the Tyrol
on the Inp and near the Bavarian
frontier, brings news of a murder by a
Mafia conspirator. From the few de-
tails received from the scene of the
tragedy, it appears that a well-known
merchant of Kufstein, who was upon
the point of entering a railroad car at
that place, was suddenly confronted by
an Italian, who plunged a stiletto in
the merchant’s breast, Kkilling him al-
most instantly. The Italian, who turns
out to be a*'workman employed in the
neighborhood, was promptly arrested,
and from the investigation subsequently
made by the police authorities, it seems
that the Italian was a member of the
hideous Matia society, and that he had
killed the merchant in mistake fora
compatriot whom he had been detailed
to kill for some real or fancied wrong
done to the Mafia society, and for which
the prisoner’s compatriot had been con-
demned to death by one of the Mafia’s
secret tribunals. The murder of the
merchant of Kufstein has created con-
siderable excitement, and there is a
feeling of dangerous indiznation grow-
ing against the Italian secret society.

COURT HOUSE FIRED.

Iacendiarvies at Work While the
Judge Sums Up.

Conrg, March 27.—While the judge
was summing up to-day in the court
house herz, in the case of the govern-
ment against Michael O'Brien, Dalton
and others charged with assaulting the
pelice and with rioting at Tipperary at
the time of the tral of Messrs. Wiliiam
O'Brien and John Dillon, the court
house was suddenly seton fire and a
scene of alarm aud confusion followed.
All the eccupants of the building man-

aged to make their way to the
street. The police are investigating
the ir. The fire was discov-
ered by a barrister who noticed the
reflection of the flames on the glass
dome of the roem. The court was

packed at the time, and only the cool-
ness of the judge and the police pre-
vented a panic. Despite all efforts to
extinguish the fire the flames spread
rapidly, and the building was soon all
ablaze. The court house, including the
municipal council chamber, and the
city and couuty ofiices, was totaliy de-
stroyed. ‘The intense heat melted the
lead on the roof of the building, and the
molten metal poured to the ground in
streams, hindering the work of the fire-
men. Dnring the height of the fire the
roof of the court house suddenly fell in
with a ecrash, and the walls collapsed,
to the imminent peril of a large number

of bystauders, who had ventured
dangerously near to the burning
bailding. Some of the aichives
were saved, but many documents,

some of them dating back for centuries,
were destroyed. When the flagstaff
which surmounted the building was
burned away, and the union jack fell
into the fames, the onlookers set up a
great cheer. The cause of the fireis
attributed to a defective flue, which ig-
nited the woodwork of the roof. The
trial, which was so disturbed, will be
resuiged at a later date.

AN UNINVITED GUEST.
Sudden Appearance of an Insane
BMan at a Chavity Ball.

JEL¥FAST, Mareh 27.—A terrible scene
occurred last night duricg the progress
of a charity ball, which was given at
Stragaddy, County Donegal.

MIGHT BREAK STONE.

A Suggestion in Regard to Prison-
ers of the State.
To the Editor of the Globe.

Having been in St. Cloud a few days
ago and overbearing a good deal of talk
on the convict labor question, in compe-
tition with civilians rights, and seeing
the papers are devoting a good deal of
space in commenting on it and the man-
agement of those state institutions, but
no one seeming to make any sugges-
tions to remedy them by which these
talks of jobbery can be done away with,
I herewith submit my ideas of the sub-
ject. By what I can learn the great aim
has been to try and make those institu-
tions self-supporting, or as much so as
possible, but which seems to have been
generally demonstrated aun utter tailure
when considering the expense the
taxpayers of the state have been put to
in furnishing different experimental
plants for the manufactures tried. Now
I think there is one way that their labor
could be employved to the advantage ot
the whole state, and that is, they could
be employed in Dbreaking stone for
macadamizing our roads, for which both
the St. Cloud and Stillwater institutions
are admirably located, as there is an
endless supply of the raw ma-
terial at Dboth these places. My
method for distribution would be
that each county should be entitled to
S0 many tons in proportion to area and
population. that each district couid
make applications through the county
commissioners for their supply, and the
power vested in the to decide what was
necessary for the best resuits to their
county. That our legislators should
make some arrangements with the rail-
roads, that they should distribute them
at so mueh per ton on the postal system
in any part of the state, and any coun-
ties having natural advantages that do
not require a supply should be entitled

to their provortionate cost as a re-
bate on their taxes, for everybody
will admit that if there is any-

thing Minnesota needs it is good roads.
Now, I think my ideas would have the
following advantages: First, it would
do away witih the great bug-a-boo of
competition with honest labor. Second,
it would be tried without a great cost to
the taxpayer for an expensive plant.
Third, no one wili deny that good roads
are the best signs of civilization.
Fourth, all the taxpayers will see some
results for the taxes they pay to keep
up those institutions. Fifth, it will do
away with the charges of jobbery
against officers and would-be contract-
ors and give us a rest from these re-
ports of rottenness in the management
of those institutions, 1 hope. Yours
truly, R. H. WiLcox.

DUN'S REVIEW,

The Outlook Throughout the
Country Fairly Good.

NEW Yors, March 27.—R. C. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review ot trade says: If no newsis
good news, as concerns the condition of bus-
iness at this season, the outlook is fairly sat-
isfactory. Trade has been rather quiet and
hesitating, as is natnral at this season, and
there is rather more complaint of slow col-
lections, but throughout the Northwest bad
weather and the bad state ot country roads
supply an expianation. Money is in fair
and increasing supply. and though still tight
at Lalt Sake and scarce at Jacksonville. and
in stronger demand at Omaha and Milwau-
kec, is almost everywhere easier. so that
wants of legitimate business are met without
trouble. ‘The outlook tor the coming crop
conunues exceptionally good. It has been a
week of unhealthy speculation in some
products owing to desperate efforts of
powerful combinations to force prices on
which they can unload without loss. W heat
rose to $1.1685¢ on Monday, and at $1.1514 1s
still 2¢  higher than a week ago, sales here
baving been 73,000,000 bu, and corn, with
sales 35,000,000 bu, has risen 434c to T8lec,
while oats at 598ic are less than Ic hlgher.
Pork products advance, and coffee and oil
are small fraction easier, while cotton is a
sixteenth lower., The general average of
prices reached its highest voint this year on
Monday, and though now a fraction lower is
still 1 per cent above last week. But manu-
factured products do not share in the ad-
vance, except in a few cases. The iron mar-
ket has a beiter tone. Railsare firm but very
dull, and manufactured nroduets are on the
whole weaker. Copper is weaker and tin
steady with lead a shade higher. Wool is sell-
ing steadily at Boston, and the very large
cousumption of Australian is a surprise,
it seems due in part to the bad condition of
many Western fleeces, but in part to the
fact that the home supply 1s nearly exhaust-
ed. Carpet works at Philadelphia are fairly
busy and buying freely, many mills having
orders for ihe season. At Boston, money is
easy and trade dull on account of the weath-
er. Pittsburg notes some decline in struet-
ural iron, blooms and billets, At Cincinnati
the carriage trade is brisk, and at Louisville
tobacco is largely offered without much
change in prices. Cleveland has fairly good
trade, but clothing, iron and ore are dull,
while boots and shoes are in better demand.
Detroit notes but $18.50 for charcoal iron, but
a good outlook for building. At Chicago
dry goods,clothing and shoes are dull, shough
sales exceed last year's for the same week,
and wool receipts conslderabiy increase,while
there is decrease in flour and lard and a de-
crease one-half in dressed beef. At other
Northwestern points trade is fair though
much affected by weather and the state of
the roads, but slow collections are the rule.
New Orleans finds trade only fair, but cot-
ton receipts increase, sugar is dull, molasses
stronger and rice firm. Trade at Savanunah
is holding its own, but at Jacksonville is
dull, the orange crop having been marketed.
The outlook for vegetables is good. A note-
worthy feature of the South is the number of
new ll)il“l:fll(’llll‘lﬂﬂ’ concerns announced.
The treasury has put out nearly $5,000,000
more than it has taken in during the week,
but part has gone abroad. The business fail-
ures occurring throughout the country dur-
ing the last seven days number 256 as com-
pared with a total of 275 last week. For the
corresponaing week of last year the figures
were 243,

GOMMISSION REFORM

Passenger Agef\t Eustis Ex-
plains His Position Upon
the Question.

So Far as Passes Are Involved
They Have Nothing to Do
With the Case.

Harvest Excursions Have the
Effect of Demoralizing
Rates.

Missouri Traffic Officials Op-
posed to Gould’s Com-
petition.

CoicAco, March 27.—It is claimed
that the controversy between the Bur-
lington road and the board of rulings of
the Eastern lines, on the commissien
question, is simply a part of a deep laid
scheme conceived by General Passen-
ger Agent Eustis, of the Burlington, in
furtherance of the movement to abolish
commissions and to limit the issuing of
free transportation to the agents of
other roads. Mr. Eustis said this after-
noon: *“The article in reference to our
position upon the commission reform
which Eastern lines have undertaken
has no foundation whatever in fact.
We have no deep laid schemes for the
furtherance of the movement in ques-
tion, and [ have no idea that the action
of the Eastern roads will lead to the

abolishment of commissions. So
far as passes are concerned,
it has nothing to do with

this question. Last year we issued an-
nual passes toa large number of rail-
road men in the United States. This
year we are passing the same men npon
application, but are issuing trip passes
instead of annuals. This is a great deal
more work for us, and the reason the
annual passes are not issued is because
of thne pass agreement, to abrogate
which would bring upon us many other
complications of a serious nature to
free transportation over the Burlington
lines now, as they ever were. Our con-
troversy with the Eastern lines on the
subject of the paying of commissions is
one which as yet does not interest peo-
ple generally. If the position the East-
ern lines have taken is an unfair one,
we shall probably demonstrate it before
we get through, and when that is done
they will undoubtedly recede, as they
cannot afford any more than we can to
fight for a position which is untenable.”

HARVEST EXCURSIONS,

They Have the Eifect of Demoral-
izing Rates.

CuicAaGo, March 27.— The question of
whether the so-called homeseekers’ ex-
cursions to Western points shall be re-
vived this year is just now agitating the
managers and general passenger agents
of the Western roads. There is a dif-
ference of opinion as to the advisability
of continuing these excursions,which in
the past had the effect of demoralizing
rates throughout a wide locality. The
majority are strongly opposed to them
on the ground that they are detrimental
to the regular business of the lines
adopting them, but the proposition has
been made to inaugurate a series of five
homeseekers’ excursions forjthe season
of 1891, beginning about May 15, and
the matter is to be considered at the
April meetings of the Western I'raffic
and Trans-Missouri associations.

GOULD’S COMPETITION.

Missouri Trafiic Officials Opposed
to It.

CHicaco, March 27.—Some of the
traffic officials of the Missouri river
roads who attended a meeting at Omaha
vesterday are more bitter than ever in
their denunciation of what they are
pleased to term Gould metbods of com-
petition. The meeting in question was
for the purpose of adjusting rates on
coal from lowa and Missouri mines to
Omaha and trans-Missouri points. It
was called by the Missouri people, who
asserted that these rates were being
cut by some of their competitors, and
vet it is claimed that the matter de-
veloped the fact that the oniy road
guilty of manipulating the rates was
the Missouri Pacific. A resolution was
then presented providing for the future
maintenance of coal rates on the agreed
tariff basis by all lines, but the Mis-
sourt Pacific boldly showed its hand
by voting against it, and the meeting
adjourned without action.

WISCONSIN CENTRAL.

Survey Made to Give It an En-
trance Into Whitewater.

MiLwAUKEE, Wis.,, March 27.—Sur-
veys have been made to give the Chi-
cago & Lake Geneva road an entrance
into Whitewater and the other towns
through which the Wisconsin Central
proposes to build its new projected
road, and itis stated that work will
be commenced very soon. Proceedings
are to be begun for the condemnation
of property that is wanted for right of
wyy iInto the towns. The Wisconsin
Central will have to build the road this
year or else forfeit the aid voted by the
interested towns, for it was stipulated
that the bonds authorized to be issued
should become invalid unless the line
were ready to do business by January,
1892,

PACIFIC SHORT LINE.

First Official Statement of Its Af-
fairs Issuecd.

Sroux Crry, lo., March 27.—The re-
ceivers of the Wyoming DPacific Im-
provement company and the Nebraska
& Western railroad have issued their
first official statement of the affairs of
the Pacific Short Line railway. 1t shows
that the Sioux City people have not, as
they announced, secured control of the
road; that the property is still owned
by the Manhattan Trust company, of
New York, and that holders ot unse-
cured claims, of which about $250,000

are outstanding, wili probably lose
them. Sioux City people, who have

subseribed about $300,600, will have to
buy the Manhattan company out or lose
their money.

Finley Postpones Action.

CuicAaGo, March 27.—Chairman Fin-
ley heard of the arguments to-day in the
application of the Minneapolis & St.
Louis road for authority to make 4 rate
of $13 from St. Paul to Kansas City on
the ground that -scailpers were selling
tickets at that fizure over the Chicago,
St. Paul & Kansas City line. The rep-
resentative of the latter road agreed 1o
use every effort to clear the market of
the disturbing tickets, and to give him
an opportunity to do so Chairman Fin-
ley decided to postpone action in the
matter until April 6.

President Egan’s Demand.

CHiCcAGO, March 27.—The board of
commissioners of the Western Traflic
association was in session again to-day,
but no decisions have been given out on
any of the cases under consideration.
President Egan of the Chicago, St. Paul
& Kansas City road, has submitted to
the board an argument in support of his
demand for an increased percentage ot
the traffic in the Southwestern biind
pool, and the waitter has been taken
under advisement.

Warden Garvin Would Dress Prisoners
in Various Colors.

The Three Suits to Indicate the Dispo-

Warden Garvin stated to a GLOBE
representative yesterday that he is
much in favor of introducing the grad-
ing system among the inmates of the
prison here, sumilar to the system intro-
duced by him with success at the St.
| Cloud reformatory, and now in vogue
"in nearly all of the prisons in the
United States. His plan is to grade the
conviets according to their merits and
behavior, having three distinct classes.

with blue clothes. the second grade
‘with gray and the third grade with the
striped clothing they now wear. He
believes that by this modus op-
erandi | better discipline can be
attained among  the prisoners
than by the method now in
vogue. If this new rule should be en-
forced he would also divide the cells
into three separate grades. He isalso
1n favor of numbering the prisoners as
they arrive, so that every man in the
prison is known by number. He be-
lieves that by these changes the tougher
class of criminals now confined in the
prison would show a desire to work up,
80 as to attain a place in the first grade.
The matter lies with the board of man-
agers to decide, and the warden is con-
fident that it could be done sucecess-
fully. The only expense entailed would
be in getting the new uniforms, but
this, it is said, would be quickly made
up by the better behavior and more
work of the convicts.
