Northwestemds at Outs

Regarding Their Summer
Schedule.

Majority and Minority Re-
ports to Be Made at To-
day’s Meeting.

The Commission Question
Causing Worry Among
Western Lines.

Great Falling- Off in Volume
of East-Bound Freight
Shipments.

CHICAGO, April 6.—The committee of
seven appointed to decide what rate
should be established on business be-
tween Chicago and St. Paul for the sum-
mer of 1801 held its final meeting to-day,
and disagreed. The report to be sub-
mitted to the Western Passenger asso-
ciation at its regular meeting to-morrow
will be divided into a majority and a
minority report, as was the case last
month, the question being 1o nearer a
settlement than it was at that time.
Two or three of the lines are apparently
determined that a ronnd trip rate of
$18.50 shall be established, while others
are no less determined that the rate
shall  not be lower than §20.
A postponement is announced in
the hearing of the application of the
Minneapolis & St. louis road for au-
thority to make a rate of £13 from St.
Paul and Minneapolis to Kansas City.
The basis of the application was that
rates had been cut to that figure by
sealpers handling the tickets of the
Chicago. St. Paul & Kansas City. The
latter was to have cleared itself of this
charge to-day, but by mutual consent
the hearing was deferred until next
Monday.

THE COMMISSION QUESTION.

Western Roads Impatiently Wait-
ing for a Decision.

Ciicaco, April 6.—The Western
roads are waiting somewhat impatientiy
for the board of rulings of the Trunk
Line and Central Traffic associations to
say what course will be pursued with
regard to the lines that are still paying
commissions to Eastern agents on pas-
senger business. A general passenger
agent said: *We practically agreed
last weck to resume the payment of
commissions, but decided to hold off for
a few days pending a further con-
ference of Chairmen Goddard and
Blanchard with the Trunk Line officials
in that quarter within forty-eight
hours.  You see Western roads are
divided en the question of abolishing
commissions, and it is important to
bring them in with the New York. In
the meantime it looks to me asif the
Chicago, Burlington & Quincy has the
best of the sitvation. If any other West-
ern road had taken its position I believe
the board of ralings would have de-
clared a boycott atonce, but it is alto-
gether a different matter to undertakgy
to boycott a road that has a traffic with
the Pennsylvania company. DBesides,
the Union"Pacific has joined the DBur-
lington in resuming the payment of
connnissions, and if a boycott is declared
azainst both these roads, how are the
Eastern lines going to handle business
destined to Nebraska and Kansas
points? The runk lines must take some
decisive action within the next two or
three days or their pet scheme will fall
to the ground.”

TWO REASONS FOR IT.

Low Prices Abroad and Opening
of Navigation.

Cimicaco, April 6.—A considerable
falling off in the volume of eastbound
freight shipments for last week as com-
pared with that of the week previous is
said to be due to the stagnation of the
export business. The price of grain in
Liverpool was so much lower than the
price liere. owing to receipts from lndia
and Russia. thai inorder to secure ship-
ments of wheat to that market it would
have been mnecessary to shrink the
inland rate to about 23 cents per
hundred pounds and absorb the ocean
rate entirely. Last Tuesday when
the price of corn was 73 cents in Liver-
pool it was 82 cents in New England. so
that the order of thinzs was reversed,
and foreign grain sold in this country.
Another cause or decrease is found in
the fact that the lake lines are loading
their vessels for the opening of naviga-
tion, and at rates that make the rail-
roads sick at heart. Shipments of flour,
grain and provisions from Chicago to
the seaboard by the lines in the Central
Traffic association last week aggregated
38,105 tons against 44,388 for the pre-
ceeding week, a decrease of 6,283 tons,
and against 43,737 for the corresponding
week last year, a decrease of 5,632 tons.
The Vanderbilt lines carried 52 per
cent of the business, the Pennsylvania
lines 13 per cent. the Chicago & Grand
Trunk 28 per cent, the Baltimore &
Ohio 7 per cent.

GOODS IN BOXND.

Changes by the New Boss of the
Treasury.

Wasmxéron, D.C., April 5—The
secretary of the treasury hasdetermined
on a number of important changes in
the regulations governing the transpor-
tation of bonded goods in Canadian cars
over United States territory, but will
not make them public for several days
yet. It was announced at the depart-
ment to-day, however, that the secre-
tary has decided that domestic goods
taken from ports in the United States
by the Canadian Pacific railroad, Revel-
stok, B. C.. may be transferred from the
cars at that point under the supervision
of a customs officer 10 American vessels
for transportation down the Columbia
river to Little TFails, Wash., and there
reloaded on cars of the Canadian Pa-
cific road.

STILLWATER NEWS.

Farmers’' Alliance Meeting—Her-
bert Stout’s Insanity.

The regular quarterly meeting of the
Washington County Farmers’ Alliance
was held at the court house yesterday
afternoon. Most of the afternoon was
spent in discussing the prison binding
twine plant and the feasibility of using
the home product in preference to East-
ern-made twine. Ail of the farmers
were very much in favor of using the
prison-made twine, providing it can be
had as cheap as any other. Messrs.
Richmond, Campbell and Thelander
were appointed a committee to look into
the matter and to see how cheap ths
twine could be had.

Herbert G. Stout, a United States
prisoner serving a two-years sentence
at the prison for robbing the mails, was
examined as to his sanity yesterday by
Dr. C. H. Boardman, of St. Paul, and
Dr. B. J. Merrill, of this city. ‘The re-
port of the physicians has not been
made public. but Stout will probably be
taken to the United States hospital for
the insane at Washington, D. C.

Between the hours of 7:30 p. m. Sun-
day and 7 a. m. yesterday some unknown
person or persons effected an entrance
to the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Omaha freight depot, on lower Main
street, and broke open the safe, taking
therefrom $46.81 in silver coin. Over
£400 in checks, which had been placed in
the safe Saturday evening, were
left unmolested, and the cashier, G. C.
Gardiner, deeming the safe in a very
poor condition, kept the currency in his
poeket over Sunday. The knob on the
combination lock was screwed off, qnd
the drawers were pried open with
chisels. The burglar- or burglars en-
tered by raising a window on the east
side, and, in going through the window
strewed a lot of papers lying on the col-
lector’s desk all over the floor. « Chief
of Police Shortall was notified of the
burglary, but up to a late hour last
night no clue had been secured.

Hon. George H. Seymour proposes to
plant several acres of sugar beets this
spring as an experiment on his farm, a
few miles northwest of the city. He
will plant the beets in different kinds of
soil, simply to see in which they thrive
the best. Several others have also sig-
nified a willingness of planting sugar
beets this season, and if the experiment
proves a suceess a company may be or-
ganized next fall for the manufacture of
beet sugar.

THE BOVINES SHAKY,

All Cereals Open Decidedly
Weak on Change at
Chicago.

Slight Recovery After the
Shorts Cover Their Sat-
urday Sales.

Generally Flattering Report
of the Condition of Win-
ter Wheat.

Decided Strength De veloped
All Around in Stoeks at
New York.

CHicAGo. April 6.—Extreme weakness char-
acterized the opening of the speculative trad-
ing; wheat started lc lower than 1t closed on
Saturday, corn and oats were almost equally
limp, and provisions were also pressed for
sale at the same time. Considerable recovery
took place, but not untii late in the session.
after the shorts had had abundant opportuni-
ties to cover their sales of Saturday and the
early part of the day. There was & repetition
in the wheat pit at the start of the scene en-
acted on Saturday morning. No one asked

over $1.03 for May wheat, as against
$1.035% at the close of the previous
session, but buyers’ were extremely

scarce until it could be bought at $2.02:5.
The prime moving cause for the break was
the very general belief among the local ex-
perts that the late bull campaign was apan -
doned for the present, aud a reaction from
the recent advance was naturaily to be
looked for. The heaviest of the local oper-
ators were of one accord as regards the 1m-
mediate future of the market, and sold with
freedom under the additional encouragement
of lower cables and a promising outlook tor
the fall-sown wheat on this continent. The
receipts in the Northwest were heavy in
comparison with those of lastyear. The

state reports concermmmg the condition
of winter wheat were flattering,

with the exception of Wisconsin, which said
the fields of that state were still covered with
snow and ice. Spring wheat seeding was
not making any progress, but the bears were
inclined to dwell more upon the weather,
which might be shortly expected than that
wbich at present prevriled until within
about an hour of the close, and pfter May
wheat had worked off to $1.02 and"July from
around $1.0112 at the opening to $1.0015. The
closing cables giving another heavv advance
in prices at Berlin and Paris, made buying
more difficult until finally the scare which
pervaded the bull ranks was transferred
to the other party and an advance of 1lsc
was brought about in the course of the last
hour’s trading. The whole of the recovery
did not stick. but May wheat closed at $1.03135.
The corn market was very weak at the open-
ing, and trading was extremely irregular,
Sales all the way from to 66lec 67¢ took place
-l the same time. The weakness continued
until wheat turned up, but the recovery in
corn did not respond to the full advance
made by the other cereals, May sold off to
6558¢ and recoverad to 665ge, which was the
price ruling at the close. The weakness in
oats apparent Saturday and the slumpy
condition of the market at the open-
ing frightened the longs, who pro-
ceeded to unlord. A deciine of la@34c
in the sample market helped the decline in-
fluences, The market was ounly fairly act-
i May started at 5312¢, with a few trades
4c.  Thence the price weakened to
fluctuated around 53ta@>333e, and
closed steady at the too price of the day, the
strength being due to a decrease in the visi-
ble. The market for hog produets was easier
and prices lower. Commission houses ap-
pear to have a good deal for sale on
account of country holders, but a
fair demand sprung up at the de-
mand, which took place in the course
of the day.

THE BAiT

It Is Giving the Canadians Consid-
erable Worry.

OTTAWA, Ont., April 6.—Minister of
Marine Tupper, speaking on the sub-
ject of the treatment of Canadian fish-
ing vessels in Newfoundland ports, said
yesterday that official notice had been
received some time ago that the New-
foundland authorities intended to rigor-
ously enforce the baitact this year.
That makes it an offense for any Cana-
dian, United States or French fishing
vessel to buy or take bait in Ne wfound-
land without a license. It was rumored
some time ago that free licenses were to
be issued to United States vessels,
while Canadian vessels were to be dis-
criminated against. The result of such
a policy of diserimination, Mr.
Tupper thought, would be the
repeal of the Newfoundland Dbait
act, which was allowed by the
British government to go into effect
only on the express stipulation that it
would not be enforced against Canada.
The Dominion government has already
communicated with Newfoundland as to
the necessity of continuing the exemp-
tion of Canadian fishing vessels from
the provisions of the bait act, but noth-
ing has yet resulted from their repre-
sentations, so that the only course left
open to Canada, 1f an agreement with
Newfoundland be impossible, will be
to bring to the notice of her majesty’s
government the violation of the assur-
ance given by Newtoundland with al
view to action in the direction of re-
scinding the act,
