WHITE AM) BLACKALIKE.

Kentucky to Divitlc Its School
Money Between Them.

Louisville,Ky_, April11.—The Ken-
tucky constitutional convention to-day
completed the constitution to be offered
and adjourned at 12:40 p.m., after be-
ing in session 199 days. It has cost the
state about $200,000, and made very
many changes in the old fundamental
law of the state. Some of these are
recognized as wise, but very many are
untried and are considered of uncer-
tain benefit. On account of the lat-
ter the new constitution will be op-
posed by many strong public men
and may be rejected by the
people when voted upon in August.
The principal changes are as follows:
The preamble expresses gratitude toGod
for American liberty. The billof rights
provides that no grant of exclusive
privileges shall be made except for pub-
lic services; that no property shall be
exempt from taxation except as pro-
vided in the constitution; that every
franchise shall be subject toamendment
and revocation: specifically allows the
passage of a compulsory education law:
forbids involuntary servitude except for
crime: forbids armed persons to be
brought into the state except
upon application by the general
assembly ; revokes all lottery char-
ters, and prohibits such privi-
leges. Legislative sessions are limited
to sixty days, and all special laws pro-
hibited where general laws can govern,
and on many subjects a special law is
prohibited. Counties, cities and towns
are to be divided into classes and gov-
erned by general laws. An oflicial se-
cret ballot is provided for ,with provis-
ions modeled after the Australian sys-
tem, to prevent bribery. One election
a year inone place and no more is pro-
vided for. Long sections define the
rights and privileges of corporations in
general, and their limitations in theirre-
latious to the public. The issue of stock
except for money or other value at the
current market price is forbidden;
also tne giving of transportation or
other passes to persons holding public
office; consolidation of transportation
and telegraph companies, or pooling ot"
profits, is forbidden. Bank officers who
receive money for deposit after the
bank is known to be insolvent are made
guilty of felony. A railroad commission
to operate under extended constitu-
UoiiaJ provisions is established.

All property* laud, bank stocks and
money are to h<S taxed alike. The num-
ber ol grand jurors is changed from
sixteen id twelve. A" uniform
system of courts is devised. The
WOtfcing of convicts outside the
penitentiary and^ the payment
of emplaves except in money
are forbldnen. The age at which chil-
dren may be employed is to be limited.
After five years land titles iiiKentucky,
especially in the Eastern Kentucky
mining lands, must be settled. Vote's
of tax for railroads are forbidden. The
$000,000 of direct tax returned by the
federal government is added to the
school fund. School money must be
distributed to white and negro alike,
and separate schools for the races main-
tained. A state refounatory institution
is provided for. Two amendments to
this constitution may be proposed by
any legislature and ratified by a vote of
the people at the next election.

TEXAS KICKS VIGOROUSLY

And the Democratic Majority Is
Kxpected to Grow.

Sax Axtoxio, Tex., April 11.—The
immediate result of the visit of the sec-
retary of war to Texas was an order re-
ceived here to-day for the abandonment
of twomilitary posts on the frontier-
Camp Langtry and the post of Del Rio.
The troops there will be sent to Fort
(/lark. The land ami improvements will
be sold. The abandonment is in pur-
suance of the war department plan to
concentrate troops at a few large posts.
The people on the border of Texas are
generally opposed to the arransement,
they having lately petitioned from two
sections for troops to protect them from
Mexican outlaws and marauders from
across the Rio Grande. The small posts
have been the only safeguards of the
inhabitants.
