night would have fancied that he sat
in the Bijou,so much handsomer is the
new house than the old. Ifit be true
that "a thing of beauty isa joy forever,"
unlimited joy will be drawn from the
resurrected, "resenerated Bijou.

As soon as the old house was burned,
last December, Manager Jacob Litt
hurried to Minneapolis. Plans for a
hew house were forming in his mind
even as he tossed in feverish slumber in
a vestibuled sleeping car en route
hither. Minneapolis was a {rood "show I
town.'- Itwould never do to let the
"Big Four"' circuit be broken by a
fire. With characteristic energy he ap-
plied himself to the task of suuplyiua:
the people of Minneapolis with
more than they had lost. In
this undertaking he found an !
able coadjutor in Lambert Hays. |
the owner of the burned playhouse. it j
took these two gentlemen but a few
minutes to decide that the Bijou niu?t j
be rebuilt. Bcrore tue lengths of hose
that had showered water upon the
flames of the burn theater had dried
Mr. Hays had men at work preparing |
for tiie erection of the new house. The
contract for putting up the structure
was let within the week toJohnUilman,
builder of the ruined buiidinsr. From
that day until last night incessant work
has been the shibboleth of everybody
connected with the new house. No ex-
pense was spared. "The house must be
rebuilt and rebuilt quickly," said Mr.
Hays. His instructions were carried
out to the letter. Under the watchful
eye of Theo L. Hays, manager of the
old theater and now manager of the
new, everything moved on wheels
smoothed by the oil of enterprise, at-
tention to detail and desire to excel. To
these three gentlemen is due the credit j
for the beautiful house that was opened
last night.

The plan of the house, the general
ECheme and the detail of interior deco-
ration have been spoken ot before. l'ar-
ticularization would be both useless and
out of place in speaking ot the opening
of the house last night. Itwas a picture |
imposing, yet beautiful as a whole, lull
of new surprises as todetail. Crowded
from floor to roof it looked like the
Bijou of old, yet unlike in its added
beauty. Everything had been prepared. I
There was no blemish, not a Haw ivthe
first presentation of the house to the
people. Wheu the hundreds of incan- j
descent lamps cast their soft radiance
over the auditorium just before the rise
of the curtain, a burst of applause, vast
in volume, spontaneous in sincerity, j
spoke eloquently of how well the |
owner, the lessee and the manager had
done their work.

Before the play began. Manager
Bays introduced Mayor I.B. Winston.
The mayor spoke briefly of the history
of the house, paying ?. deserved tribute
to the men who have made it what it
is. Then the play began.

Manager Litt did not cast about for
some high-priced attraction to open his
house. "The opening was at the same
old scale of prices and utterly devoid of
ostentation, as if the house had never
been closed. Katie Emmett, in 'The
Waifs of New York," was the play.
Jdiss Emmett's rendition of this well
known piece has been seen here before.
Itsuffices to say that the production is
even better than before.

But He Has Gone From Minneap-
olis a Second Time.

Sierra Leone Richards was in town
Sunday.

That Richards took
with him. He denies that he has it.
Baying that he gave it to George Caven,
night editor of the Tribune, as security
for a debt. Caven denies that he knows
anything about it. Itis needless to add
that Caven's word outweighs Richards'.
The gay Richards declares that he owes
no one in Minneapolis but George
Caven and John Leonard, of the Trib-
une, and Eustis Bros.

Richards has left town azain. He
heard while in Minneapolis Sunday
that 1a- wuuld probably be arrested. So
he Hew. It is said tliat he has gone to
Chicago. Now tiie question of prose-
cution comes up. Eustis Bros, cannot

frosecute on the checks dated ahead,
t is probable, however, that an indict-

ment could be found on the transactions
by which lie beat George Caven and
John Leonard out of money. The at-
tention ot the grand jury willbe called
to his case.

While here. Richards attempted to se-
cure time from the men whom he
"skinned." But they couldn't see the
beauties of his plan. He sticks by the
statement that his mother willsend him
money with which to settle everything.
In doing this he admits that'he lied
about the death of his mother and other
relatives. Moreover, he admits sub-
stantially all of the story concerning
his exploits at his former home. Under
these circumstances his creditors
couldn't believe him, and he left a sec-
end time.

FREE SILVER OR .
Maj. J. B. Bassett Says We Do

Not Want the Free Silver.
Maj. Joel B. Bassett addressed} the

\u25a0ingle tax league last evening. "The
Silver Question" was his theme. Maj.
li.issett is not a free silver man. He in-
veighed against free coinage withall
bis well known power. The major's ar-
gument started from a hypothesis,

whether a true or false one depends
upon whether one agrees withhim. He
stated that if the free coinage act had I
become a law every ounce of silver
goin^ to make a dollar would
be purchased by the government
fur $1.29 in gold. Froni that he argaed
that a market would be created for sil-
ver far in excess of the existing mar-
ket. The silver of the world would be
dumped into tlie United States. All
nations and ail owners of silver would
send their silver to America, because
it would letch a better price here than
anywhere else. The United States
would be unable to staud up under such
a burden. C. .1 Unell and other mem-
bers of the single tax league denied
Maj. Buelfs hypothesis regarding the
$1.29 per ounce" for silver under a free
coinage act. That was equivalent to
denying his whole argument. Ann on
tliis point they agreed. At a late hour
last night the qnestiou was still under
discussion.

HEALTH MATTERS.

Kelley anil Schwartz Disagree—
Street Railway Transportation
Up.
The meeting of the health and hospi-

tals committee yesterday was not de-
void of bitterness. A little quarrel
arose over the appointment of a sani-
tary inspector in place of E. G. O'Don-
nell, resigned. Commissioner Kelley
said no one was needed. Aid.Schwartz
declared that he knew, from his former
experience in the health department,
that one was needed. He was deter-
mined that James McAllister be ap-
pointed. He nominated McAllister.
That gentleman received three votes.
The appointment will be reconsidered
before it is sent to the council.

Complaint was received from residents
near the dump under Washington av-
enue bridge. That dump must be aban-
doned within a jjery short time. But
the health department will soon be
ready to abandon it. The bill empower-
ingthe board of health to make con-
tracts for the disposition of garbage
needs only the governor's signature now
before becoming a law. Then the
garbage will be sent out over the
street railway tracks. More has been
done in that direction than the public
has heard. The health department has
received a definite proposition from the
street railway company, such a favor-
able one that there is*no longer any
doubt of the adoption of that method.
All the city's waste will be sent out to
Brooklyn first. Other lines willbe ex-
tended into the country so as to accom-
modate fanners on all sides of the city.
This movement has progressed so Car
that nearly all of the board are enthusi-
astic over its success, C. E. Bromer
bobbed up again yesterday with his
proposition to haul the manure, night
soil, street sweepiues and dead animals
down the river on flat boats. He will
do itfor $26,000 per year, the city to de-
liver the garbage to him at the river.
His proposition willnot be considered.
The board regards it as merely chang-
ing the location of a nuisance in the
form of a dump.

LIBRARY BOARD MEETINGS.

University Extension Course Paid
Its Own Expenses.

The regular meeting of the library
board was held yesterday. Librarian
Putnam presented reports, heretofore
published, on his trip to Chicago topur-
chase Scandinavian literature. He also
reported on the university extension
course. The receipts were $1,210.75.

The expenses were: To Prof. John
McLain, twelve lectures, $261.12; Prof.
W. \V. Folwell. ten lectures, $239.10;
Prof. H.P. Judson, twelve lectures,
$268.92; Prof. Arthur Hadley, four
lectures on railroads, S3UO; print-
ing, $128.61: an attendant, $12.50.
The expenses and receipts bal-
anced. The request of tlie Young
People's Political Science club for per-
mission to use the meeting room was
referred. Librarian Putnam wishes
that all persons who have copies of mu-
nicipal reports of Minneapolis which
they do not need would donate them to
the library. He is undertaking to es-
tablish a system of interchange of mu-
nicipal reports between the public
libraries of ttie country. Bills amount-
ing to 51,055.17,aud tlie pay roll,amount-
ing to $1,398.22, were audited and or-
dered paid.

BURNED IN A FLASH.

What Destroyed Electric Car No.
410 Sunday Night.

A new danger to the passengers on
electric cars comes to light. Between
11and 12 o'clock Sunday night Electric
Car No. 410 burned at Lake Calhoun.
Itwent up in a blaze. No one knows
how ithappened. Not a reasonable ex-
planation has been offered. The car
was wholly consumed. The wheels
and driving gear remained on the
track, but a pretty sorry spectacle they
looked: wire? and iron rods and frame
work twisted into fantastic shapes.
Wood ashes that would about fflla fair-
size wheelbarrow was all that was left
of the wood work. Not a shred of the
carpet seating v/as visible. The three
iron trellis gates had the lower half
consumed. One half the glass of the
windows bad melted, the remainder lay
scattered around, torn into thousands
of little pieces by extreme heat. The
switches were burned out entirely. AH
that was shapeable besides the wheels
were the brass mountings of the front
and end tail boards. LUhtuiug did not
do it. Some mark would have been left
to indicate it. The master mechanic
says of the cause:

"Itwas either a defective insulator in
the roof which set the car on tire, and
itran down the wires and owing to de-
fective insulation set the whole thing
ablaze, or itmay have started in the
battery underneath the car. Whatever
itwas itwas not caused by electricity
from above."

She began to look about
her and found pleasure in the society
ofother men. with whom she carried on
liasons which went beyond those of a
platonic character. At last she found
her affinity in the person of Harry
Aldis, with whom she fled away to Chi-
cago. This occurred in May of 1890,
when Allan found himself deserted for
good. The guilty pair are now livingas
man and wife at 3125 Michigan avenue,
in the Windy city, while the deserted

Ihusband applies for legal redress at the
Ihands of a Hennepin county court.

EASY FOR THE BURLINGTON.

ItWillBe Able to Run Under the
Bridge.

At the city hall yesterday afternoon :
there was a conference between the
railroads committee and the officials of
the Burlington, the St. Louis and the
Great Northern roads. The obiect of
the couference was to secure the per-
mission of the city to make the neces-
sary alterations in approaches so as to

allow the Burlington road to run its
lines underneath them and get trackage
facilities at Hoag lake, where itowns
yard room. The committee willrecom-
mend to the council that the crossings
plans be amended so as to accommodate
the Burlington road. The bridge ao-
proaches willbe raised from 130 to 137
feet.

The Clubs WillFight.

A number of parties who are inter-
ested in the clothing and jewelry clubs,

who feel that a legitimate business ven-
ture has received unjust treatment by

the jury's finding in the municipal court
in the Moren case, which virtually
stamps the sale of clothing or other ar-
ticles to cjubs as a lottery, met last even-
ing at the store of F. O. Fisk & Co.,
at 32 Washington avenue south,
ami organized an association and
decided to start a subscription
list for tlie purpose of raising funds to
carry the case to the supreme court,
where they are confident that the rul-
ing of the municipal court will be set
aside. In the meantime they propose to
carry on their business as usual and
maintain what they consider as their
rights. They were very indignant at
what they consider is simply persecu-
tion in the iuterest of a certain class of
competitors, and mean to protect their
business as best they can.

BUILDINGPROJECTS.

An Addition to the Coffee Palace
a Family Hotel Among Them.
S. W. Sample, the owner of the build-

ing occupied by the W. C. T. U. coffee
palace, on Fourth street, has decided to
purchase the land adjoining the Globe
building and build an addition some six
or seven stories high, which will be
planned in accordance with the needs
for an enlargement of the coffee palace
after the general idea of an European
hotel, with rooms for offices and
brandies of the union's work. The
buildingcontemplated will cost about
§50.000.
Itis said that T. B. Walker has inter-

ested some Eastern capitalists in a pro-
ject to erect a magnificent family hotel
on the foundation that was pat in some
years ago by Gates Bros., adjoining the
Holmes hotel at the corner of Henne-
pin avenue.

Plans for the alteration and remodel-
ing of tlie-Woods block on Nicollet av-
enue have been submitted to the build-
ing inspector for his approval.

W. H. Jacoby. who owns a ninety-
nine years' lease on the property at the
corner of Third street and Nicollet av-
enue, is said to be contemplating the
erection of a large business block there.
The site is one of the best inthe city.

MINISTERIALDOINGS.

Are the ministers jealous of the
Young People's Society of Christian
Endeavor? At the meeting of the
Methodist ministers yesterday morning
Rev. C. N. Stowers read a paper upon
the relations of the young people's so-
cieties to the church, and claimed the
societies are sappine the vitalityof the
church. The religious training of many
children, he said, ends with Sunday
school, and they do not attend morning
or evening church service, so the pastor
does not acquire influence over them.
Young people attend their society's
meeting and go away. The Society of
Christian Endeavor instead of beiug
subordinated to and vitally connected
with the church is becoming an inde- 1
pendent factor in religious work. It's
getting to be "Our society and your
church." The pledge of Christian En-
deavor with many young people is
their only creed. He referred with evi-
dent alarm to tne fact that 500 Christian
Endeavor missionaries were being sent
out who will get hold of money that
would naturally go to the churches. He
doubled whether $5,000 would be raised
among the church people of Minne-
apolis to defray the expenses of the
Christian Endeavor convention here in
June. In fact, he doubted whether it
ought to be raised, as it is too much.
He was afraid that people are divorcing
themselves from the church, and are be-
coming tired of co-operation with it.•

Testing a Water Tower.
There was an interesting test of the

new water tower yesterday afternoon,
iThe tower was raised on Sixth street,
Ibetween Hennepin and First avenue
north, it is a beautiful piece of mechan-
ism. A striking feature of it is
the method ot raising the tower by
hydraulic pressure. The tower stands
fifty-five feet high, fed by six streams
forced by three engines, the asgregate
pressure being 220 pounds. A two-inch
stream was thrown over 200 feet in the
air. The nozzle was pointed over the
Masonic Temple. The stream rose
fully forty feet above that structure.
For half an hour it was thrown toward
the sky. The tower worked to a charm.
The nozzle can be raised or lowered or
swung in any direction.

The Judges Protest.
Judge Lochren, of the district court,

has written a strong letter of protest,
signed by Judges Pond, Hicks, Smith,
Hooker aud Canty, against the bill
which passed the house last week and
is now before the senate, to reduce the
municipal courts of the state to the
rank of justice courts, making the dis-
trict court a court of appeal
for cases from the municipal
court. He says the change contemplat-
ed is very undesirable and that itwould
not lessen the number of appeals from
the municipal court. On the contrary,
it would increase them. Neither wouid
there be fewer appeals to the supreme
court of the cases first appealed to the
district court from the municipal court. ]
The litigants would insist upon fighting1 j
eases to the court of last resort. Lifl-

'
gation would be increased. Besides, it j
would fairly overwhelm the district
court with work. Tlie municipal court
has given satisfaction for twenty years.

lady,who was greatly beloved byall who
knew her. Although her health had
been failing, her death was hastened by
pneumonia. Her age was twenty-eight
years. The bereaved husband and his
father, Judge L.L. Baxter, of Fergus
Falls, and other relatives will accom-
pany the remains to their last resting
place.

The Pettit MillShuts Down.
Fettit, Christian & Co. closed down

Saturday night and the entire force of
about 100 employes was discharged.

COMMERCIAL CONGRESS
To Open at Kansas City To-Day—

Prominent Men There.
Kansas City, April 13.—The first

Western state commercial congress as-
sembles ill this city to-morrow. The
idea of the congress originated in the I
Ixiingas legislature last winter, and pro- \
vision was made for jt byconcurrent j
resolutions appropriating fuiitlg for its |
expense and authorizing the gov- 1
ernor to issue invitations to the t
governors of all the states west of the I
Mississippi river and to Mississippi,
Alabama, Kentucky, Tennessee and
<Teorgia, of the Southern states, andIllinois,Indiana, Wisconsin. Michigan
and Ohio east of the Mississippi. The
governors of those states all appointed
delegates. The commercial organiza-
tions of each city in the West were each
invited to send representatives, and
many of them have responded. The i
congress will, therefore, be a thor-
ottehly • representative body, and !
the personnel of the convention
will be of a character to
invest its proceedings with unusua! in-
terest, and to enlist national attention.
There will be in attendance a lanre
quota of distinguished political econ-
omists .who will make addresses, and
9 number of papers willbe read from a
number of persons who are

•
unable to

be present. Itwillbe pre-eminently a
business convention. Itwill deal with
practical questions in a practical man-
ner, and it is intended that what-
ever may be done will be the
i>esult of an honest desire to
subserve the highest welfare of all the
states represented. Th« need of the
congress, as set forth in the Kansas
legislature's resolution, was suggested
by the demand which is coming up
from the people for clearer lightupon
those questions which affect their ma-
terial welfare. With the rapid develop-
ment of the country, new problems are
pressing forward for solving and are
absorbing public attention, and as the
West and South are seeking light, a
thorough consideration of the new con-
ditions which have come through their
marvelous growth,\vill be one of the ob-
jects of the convention. The inter-
ests of two sections are reciprocal
and the welfare of both demands
closer commercial relations. The South
has manifested a disposition to co-oper-
ate in the movement, and itwillbe ably
represented. The plan of discussion
willbe conservative, non-partisan and
thousrhtful. A careful effort will be
made to avoid anything like political
rancor indebatine the subjects outlined
in the programme. The eoneress will
not be whollyaWe tern affair. There
will be read a paper from Erastus
Winian on reciprocity, and one by Ed-
ward Atkinson on the money question,
and others by Charles Francis Adams
and lion. W. C. Curtis, of Washington. \u25a0*
Papers will be read by other well
known Eastern men. The delegates
began to arrive to-day. The delegations
from Louisiana, Kansas, Mississippi,
Georgia, Alabama, Oklahoma, Indiana,
Ohio and Texas arrived this evening,
and delegations from Colorado. Illinois,
Nebraska and Kansas arrived yester-
day, and the other delegations are ex-
pected to-night or to-morrow morning.

THE COUNT IS DEAD.

Miss Bayard Is Widowed a Week
After Her Marriage.

WiLMixGTOX,Del., April 13.—Count
Le\venhaupt,who recently married Miss
Bayard, died this morning. The mar-
riage of Count Lewenhaupt to Miss
Ellen, youngest daughter of ex-Secre-
tary of State Thomas F. Bayard, took
place at noon of April2,little more than
a week ago, at the Bayard homestead,
•'Delamore Place," in Wilmington.
Count Lewenhaupt was a member of a
noble family of Sweden, but. having
chosen to make his home in the United
States, preferred to be considered
as a private individual, and,
it is said, requested his friends to
drop his title, when addressing him.
He was a very popular man in society
circles, and his marriage with Miss
Bayard was considered an extremely
happy one. The count died suddenly
at his home, No. 1017 Adams street, in
this city, shortly atter G o'clock this
morning. His illness was short, and
no one outside of his immediate family
was aware that his life was in peril un-
til the sad news of his death was an-
nounced. Dr.Bullock, the physician
in attendance, states that Count Lewen-
haupt had been indisposed for the past
two or three weeks. He was not, how-
ever, seriously sick until Friday, when
Dr. Bullock was summoned. The phy-
sician • found his patient suffer-
ing from a malignant attack of
typhoid fever, and the dread malady
resisted efforts tostay its ravages. Di-
rectly after the wedding breakfast, the
Count and Countess Lewenhaupt went
to their home, where he early this morn-
ing passed peacefully to his death. It
was their intention to remain here until
May 1, when they were to have left for
a European trip of about four months.
The count had looked forward with
great piide to presenting his fair Amer-
ican bride to his family and to his sov-
ereign at Stockholm. The date of the
funeral has not yet been decided upon,
but interment willbe made in the Bay-
ard family vault in Old Swede's Epis-
copal churchyard. The count was in
Ihe thirty-first year- of his age, while
the countess is aged twenty-one years.

The funeral \villtake place to-morrow
afternoon at 5 o'clock, the remains be-
ing interred in the Bayard family vault
in Old Swedes churchyard. The Epis-
copal burial ritual will be read in Old
Swedes church.by the curate, Rev. Mar-
tin Dunlap, The interment will be
private.
