STORY OF SPANISH JEWELS.

Royal Treasures Said to Be Buried
in Pennsylvania.
New York Recorder.

The First National bank of Pittston
has made public two long letters re-
ceived from a priest in Spain with ref-
erence to a treasure buried in Luzerne
county. Sig. Mateo, the letter says,
was one of the favorite courtiers of Al-
phonso de Bourbon, who was crowned
king of Spain as Alphonso XII. Queen
Christina became intensely jealous of
Mateo on account of the king’s great
devotion to the ladies, believing that he
was instrumental in the alienation of
the king’s affection from her.

Nov. 22, 1889, the king lay on his
deathbed, and summoned Mateo to lhis
side, and instrueted him to go on an im-
portant mission to Paris with a casket
of jewels. For this service Mateo re-
ceived 1,000,000 franecs, which he putin
a box with his own jewels, amounting
to nearlyv as much more. He aecom-
plished his mission.

On the death of the kingan order was
issued by the ambassador of Spain at
Paris for the arrest ot Mateo on the
charge of having stolen a casket con-
taining 1,000,000 franes from the roynl
palace in Madrid during the king’s ill-
ness. He eluded the officers, sailed for
America, and received a letter from his
wite which told him to bury his treas-
ure. His wife becoming very sick he
returned to Europe and found her dead.
He was arrested in Spain and thrown
into prison. While in prison he drew
plans of the place where he had buried
his treasure in America, and placed
them in a satchel, which was afterwards
taken by the tribunal. but was not dis-
turbed, as the government had no
knowledge of its coutents.

Mateo while in prison confided all
these facts to the priest, who wrote to
the bank at Pittston. The priast be-
lieves, from conversation with Mateo,
that the treasure was buried in Luzerne

countv. Mateo died in prison soon after
making his disclosures. The priest
