That
crowd remained, ana within two mm- 1
utes its members had increased from 10
to100. The word was passed from one
to another that a man had been shot. AI
woman held the pistol. One hour later ]
the report of a sensational murder in ;
the Rochester block was heard in the !
remotest parts of the city. But the !
crowning point was reached along j
toward 7p. in. One of the aforemen- i
tioned reporters went into a Fourth
street barber shop. There everybody i
was talking about the murder.

GROCERS SET BACK.

Peddlers* Licenses Increased, but
Less Than Was Expected.

Peddlers beseiged the city hall again
yesterday. The consideration of the
license matter by the joinf committee
on licenses and ordinances attracted
them. The committee met in the small
committee room. The peddlers filled
one end of the room and overflowed into
the hail and council chamber. And
there was another fi^htmuch greater in
intensity than that of last week. The
presence of Aid.Bradish, Barrows and
Duraam, of the committee on ordi-
nances, had a good eifect. The license
of peddlers was held down a little
thereby. Previously Aid.McGuire was
alone in the endeavor todo the peddlers
justice. Flanders. Rand, Parry and
Woodward were all against him.

B. J. Mclntyre appeared again for
the peddlers and Attorneys Nye and
Meyers for the peddlers. Mclntyre
talked twice as loud and twice as long
as be did before, and his argument was
not a whit less pointless. Both Nye
aud Meyers took the same ground that
Nye did last week. To increa; the
present license for peddlers would be
unjust; it would mean discrimination:
it would be, probably, illegal, since the
law provides that this licensing power
shall not be exercised except for the
purpose of regulating or controlling
certain lines of business. The city has
no right to compel these men to pay
licenses for revenue. At the present
rate, the fees more than pay twice over
for the city's expenditure in the way of
issuing licenses and inspecting them.
The point was also made that these
peddlers, most of whom are Hebrews,
belong to a people whose representa-
tives are seldom seen in police courts,
criminal courts or poorhouses. They
work hard and should not be oppressed.
Itwas noticeable that the grocers hail

Imodified their demands. Last week
they wanted licenses raised to J.">uo for
two-horse wagons, £500 for one-horse
wagons, ?200 for push carts, §100 for
foot peddlers. Yesterday they were
satisfied that the licenses be kept down
to$159 tor wagons. SIOO for push carts,
£50 for foot peddlers. Mclntyrs, speak-
ing for the grocers, tried to make the
point that this ?150 license fee is neces-
sary to equalize the difference between
the taxpaying grocer and the non-tax-
paying peddler. But Bradish had a lit-
tle list. Itshowed that the grocers of
Minneapolis stop a long way from pay-
ing $150 personal property tax each per
year.

When the arguments were finished
arid the joint committee went in*o ex-
ecutive session the real fight began.
Flanders the grocer alderman, battled
boldly for the big increase, as voiced in
the license committee's former report
Nothing but 8150, §100 and $50 would
do. Woodward was with him. Parry
sat on the fence and whittled. Rand
vaulted back and forth to each side. All
the others. Bradish, Durnam, McGuire
and Barrows said no. Especially did
they refuse to listen to the raising to 850
of the license of the small boy,or the de-
crepit old man who earns a precarious
existence by selling matches from a
basket. For over an hour they argued.
Both sides became wearied.

Finally
this schedule was adopted as a compro-
mise: Wagon peddlers, {125; push
cart peddlers, 175: foot peddlers, S'JO:
An ordinance embodying these changes
has been drawn up and willbe present-
ed to the council Friday.

There is another point in this ordi-
nance which seems to have escaj the
eye of the astute Aid.Rand, or to which
he was purposely blind. The ordinance,
an amendment to one passed in ISSS,
provides for the substitution of the
words "the city council" for '-the board
of police commissioners." This is a
petty attempt of a Republican council

Ito narrow, wherever possible, the
authority of Democratic mayor. The
police commission had the power to
grant, in special cases, peddling per-

!mits without the payment of a license
Il>e. That power belongs ofright to the

mayor now. Aid. Bradish saw the point
and called attentiou to it. As chairman
of the joint committee he was powerless
to make a motion. Rand was quiet, too.

CORRECTIONS ANDCHARITIES

j Senntor Bell Introduces a Bill
Which Covers Good Ground.

Senator Bell has introduced a bill in
the legislature which is designed to
meet a need. Itcontemplates the estab-
lishment of a board ot corrections and
charities in the city of Minneapolis.
The board of supervisors of the poor
willunder itbe done away with. Ifthe
bilibecomes"a law the board willconsist
of the mayor and four commissioners
appointed by him. The commissioners
willhold office for four years and re-
ceive no salary. They. willhave charge
of the workhouse ami the city's poor.
Every two years they willelect a super-
intendent of the poor at a salary of
$1,600 per year: a city physician at a
salary of 52.200 per year; a superintend-
ent of the workhouse at a salary of

500 per year. The bill seems an ex-
cellent measure. Secretary George D.
Holt, of the associated charities, says
of it:

"Itis a step in the right direction, as
the board of supervisors hardly fiilthe
bill. The superintendent of the poor
looks after matters, while they simply

c Short Line Trains Will Be Dis-
continued byThat Road.

"he Milwaukee road willnot be alone
reducing the number of short line
ius between St. Paul and Minneapo-

lis. The Great Northern will do the
same. Next Sunday is the date set for
the reduction on both roads.

Fur some time there has been an
agreement between the Great Northern
ami the .Milwaukee on short line busi-
ness. Both operated the same number
of trains. Both ran on the same time
schedule. The tickets of one road were
good on the trains of the other. The
business was also divided equally. It
was virtually a "pool" on short line
traffic. Then the interurban electric
line came, cutting a hole, both wide
and deep, into short line passenger
traffic. The Milwaukee people were in
ravor of reducing the round trip to 25
cents and doubling the number of trains.
That would give a train every half hourover either road. It was also proposed
to reduce the time. Such a scheme
would undoubtedly have given the in-
terurban line a set-back. But the Great
Northern objected. Short line trainswere not doing the business they had
formerly done, so the next proposition
was to take off some of the trains. Both
roads have now agreed to discontinue
ten short line trains each, that is, five
each way. The reduction willco into
effect next Sunday. One crew of train-men willbe laid offby each road. Tbe
Great Northern will, however, have
work for its crew later in the season.

His
decision settles the one point of dis-
pute which has been agitating the road
and the courts for so long, and the re-
ceiver willnow be obliged to turn over
some of the hard-earned dollars of the
road to the mortgagees. The history of
the little dispute dates back some time:
in fact, it started shortly after the roaa

lit
into tne hands of a receiver. The

jert interest, represented by Judge
w, foreclosed its mortgage on the
iue stock, and out of this action
w the receivership. The other iu-

lave felt all along that they
c suffering from the cinch held by
