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HOW IT WORKS.

While Republican papers ave exulting
over free sugar as their special achieve-
ment, they would ereate the impression
that the Demoerats are hostile to it, and
would be glad to restore it to the tarift
list. T'here is no basis for this assump-
tion. Cheap sugar is quite as much a
boon to Democrats as Republicans, and
It may be set down as a certainty thaet
no party will seek to restore it to the
list of taxed commoditics. In fact, the
Democrats are likely to go further and
nsist upon the rewoval of the duty on
-efined sugar retained for the benefit of
‘he trust.  1r theproposed combinati on
»f the sugar trust and Jobbers to raise
orices becomes an aggravating fact this
will quite certainly be the result. 1% is
irue that many have believed that such
snormous loss-of revenue as the free
sugar causes to the -government could
be made to aflord greater reliet to the
cousumers than in the cheaper sugar.
It is now demonstrated to the most ob-
luse protectionist that the duty on
sugar was a tax paid by the people. 1t
is not claimed that it was a sort of
dicense paid by the foreign producers
Tor the privilege of selling in this mar-
ket. But the tax nearly a!l went into
the government treasury. There was
no detlection to the pockets of individu-
als or corporations. The sugar made in
the South was insufficient in volume to
have consideration. The costs of col-
lection alone reduced the advantage re-
alized to the treasury by the duty.

rrom  $50,000,000 to  £60.000.000 a
year was derived from this duty.
This is now shut off. and. in

view of the expenditures Repubhiean
extravagance demands, the vacancy
must be filied from other sources. It is
to be seen whetier it can be made less
onerous to the masses. The Democrats
would abolish duties as far as the gov-
ernment needs would allow. but they
aim to afford all the relief to the people
vossible in the removal or reduction. Of
the duty on sugar more than four-fifths
reached the treasury. The $1.25 paid
wvas at Jeast 81 as it came to the sup-
port of the government. But em some
vther articles, as, for instance, wools,
the $1 that reached the treasury was
the residuum, as it were, of a tax of at
feast =5 to the consumer. The Demo
cratic policy was to tax the people for
the support of the government, and not
tor the enrichment of individuals en-
vagzed in business.

TAX DODGERS.

One of the most difficult economic
problems of the day is to distribute the
burdens of zovernment equitably: that
is, to compe! every individual to pay his
just proportion of the taxes. Itis not a
local or modern problem. If it has ever
been fully solved in any age or land, it
was before the remunerative posses-
sions were largely such as could be
made to elude the vision of the tax-
catherer. Butitis a growing fact. It
isin this country, at least. becoming a
grievous scandal that the men best able
to pay taxes have the smallest propor-
tion of theirs to meet. It is not the
romance of demagogy that the men
of small means and in moderate circum-
stances, as a rule, pay taxes enormously
out of proportion to the very wealthy.
Whether the increase of this-world’s
goods weakens the moral senses or not,
it is undisputed that the rich wiggle out
of the clutehes of the tax processes,
while the merchants, the manufactur-
ers, the men who hold the improved
land and realty are made to come up to
the full measure of the law. The capi-
talists, speculators, money loaners and
the fellows whio hold on to unimproved
property in order that the enterprise of
others may enhance its value are not
among the robust taxpayers. Good
wen among them are unable to make
the moral sense active in the pres-
snce of the tax gatherer. The tax
dodgers are a swelling horde, and
their meanness and  lack of eth-
ir direction  grows  with  their
avisible wenith,  Legislators seem ap-
ask before them to devise

palied ut the t

means to enforce the equal taxation of
all possessions. Some would abandon
all attempts to touch the classes of
property that can easily be made to
evade the ofiicial eve. It is insisted
that an income tax would but add to
the opportunities ror deceit and evasicn.
Much of the dissatisfaction that is mak-
ing things so uncomfortable for tie
party ciiefs has its impulse in this in-
equality of taxation. Some solution
must be had of the problem. The en-
durance of the unjustly burdened
masses will bave its limit. The aggre-
gations of wealth will be foreed to pre-
serve at least the demeanor of fairness
and honesty.

THE PROTECTION MYSTERY.

Hon. WirLiAM B. DA delivered an
oration the other day in the senate,
rattling with a wholesale-and-retail-
hardware-business vigor, on the theory
of protection. Te was particularly sure
that it was the state’s duty to tax every
citizen in order to help the mining -
dustries. If anything could almost per-
suade the Grope to be like the pro-
tectionists, including their bonds. it
would be speeches like his. Bat one
consideration gives it strength to post-
pone its conversion to some more con-
venient season. Mr. DeAN is in the
iron business himself, and perhaps he
overestimates the importance of the
black metal. Men. even of good judg-
ment, who are very fawmiliar with a sub-
ject lose their sense of perspective, as
far as it 1s concerned. It counts so
much to them personally that it comes
to look much bigger than it realiy is.

Iron has played an important part in
the world’s history, but most people be-
lieve that its race is nearly run. When
we get cheap aluminum, and we
are bound to get 1t sooner or
later, there will be sad havoc in
the iron trade. Buat, even as it
is, there are more imporfant things for
Minnesota than the development of her
mining resources, if these have to be de-
veloped at the expeuse of the men and
women who will get none of the profit
frem the entervrise. It would be wuch
better for us to get our iron from Michi-
gan, if it can sell it to us cheaper than
we can produce it ourseives, and give
our attention in the meanwhile to some-
thing of which we ctn make a success
without enforeing involuntary coutribu-
tions for its support from unwilling vie-
tims.

Mr. Drzax and his colleazue do not
seem to agree with this view. They
think that it is so important that we
should have a race of miners in this
state that the state ought to give a bonus
to evervbody who will go into the busi-
ness. The reason for this can not be
because a race of miners would be a
valuable addition to our intelligent pop-
ulation. The tluns and the Laps who
2o down into the bowels of Pennsyl-
vania in shafts have proved very dis-
turbing elements in the society of that
commonwealth. They are guilty of such
breaches of etiquette that they ocea-
sionally have to be treated with the
gravest discourtesy by the local author-
ities, who use shotguns for the pur-
pose of teaching them good manners.
As far as Pennsylvania’s experience
goes, it would appear that a farmer
class were much worthier of encourage-
ment. So that we shall bave to look
somewhere else to find why- it is that
our statesmen think that our farmers
ought to be taxed more heavily in order
to relieve the burden of concerns like
the Minnesota lron company.

The Grose confesses that it does not
know where to look. But it thinks that
the secret is hid m the same place
where is concealed the evidence that
the man who wants to give us some-
thing ata low price is, from that fact,
an encmy of organized society. There
is nothing which gives the Republican
party, from BexJgAyiy Harrisox down
to the humblest standard bearer, a cold
chill so quickly as the fear that,by some
device, eommodities will grow cheap.
Every discovery of a mechanieal nature
is at once to be off<et by some measure to
prevent its having its natural effect. 1t
improved machinery makes it possivle
to bring goods from Europe at less cost
than had been required, the tariff must
be raised at once. lest the dreadful ca-
lamity of securing the necessaries of
life without excessive expenditures
should fall on our unhappy peo-
ple. If we discover a tin mine
or an iron mine, it would seem
to the uninformed that there would be
here cause for rejoicing, because 1t
would mean cheaper $in and cheaper
iron. But this is a great mistake. The
reason why a tin mine or an iron mine
is a good thing for the country is that
it zives our legislators an “opportunity
to put a higher tariff of some sort on
these commodities, and raise their price.

Exactly why thisis so, the GLos®: does
not profess to understand; but this is
only because it has had time to read Mr.
DiAN's speech on protection over only
ten times. When the leisure of summer
comes, it is going to read it over every
morning before breakfast. It is re-
solved to fathom this mystery, or die
in the attempt.

UNFORMED PUBLIC OPINION.

Cinarres W. Eror used to be a
teacher of chemistry, but now he is
president of Harvard university, and
instruets the world about everything.
A few months ago he was entertained
by the citizens of St. Louis, and elec-
trified his hosts by an address on their
unprecedented ignorance. He called
their particular sin the sin of unformed
publie opinion, and advanced the inter-
esting view that whatever is is right,
and that people who criticised the ex-
isting ovder of things were hopelessly
in thewrong. This position sounds bet-
ter in poetry than in prose, and his
audience would probably have been
charmed had he recited some lines from
Pore's “Essay on Man,” where the
same profound thoughts will be found
expressed in stanzas of perfect metrical
form and nnerri: ythm.,

Mr. Ernior is out again in reply to his
crities, and in the last number of the
Northwestern Railroader advances his
ideaina new shape. There he says
that unformed public opinion is un-
formed. 'fhis reminds the GLoOBE of
Miss CLEVELAND’S essay on “Reciproc-
ity,” the driftof which was that there
must be reciprocity. It also reminds
the Grose of the lawyer who received
a claim azainst a dead man for collee-
tion, and returned it with the memo-
randum that the debtor was dead. A
few weeks aiterwards he received it
again, and again returned it with the
memorandum that the debtor was still
dead. Unformed public opinion is un-
doubtedly unformed, and undoubtedly
a bad thing.

Bui what is unformed public opinion?
Surely net the opinion that the existing
order of things is open to eriticism. The
existing order of things is only the tri-
umph of one set of selflsh interests over
another. The majority in numbers or
adroitness haye jammmed down the
throats of the rest of peonle the laws
which govern contemporary society, If
the thing were completely reversed,
those who profit_under the present sys-
tem would experience the sensation of
having their throats erowdad by princi-
ples of a different flavor. If things as
at present constituted bring the greatest
good to the greatest number of the hest
people, thev ought to be encouraged and

preserved. But do they? Some of them
do, and some of them do not. How the
worthy are to be winnowed from the
base it i3 not easy to see, unless
unformed public opinion is to agi-
tate those in authority by threats and
assaults until such things as ought not
to live give way and the rest abide,

NOT AS A HUMBUG.

Barxuy left an estate that is re-
ported to reach $5,000.000, although it is
not very difticult to reeall the time
when he was brought near insolvency
by mischances. He is, however, cur-
rent as a great success in life finan-
cially, and it is probable that many be-
lieve that he made most of his wealth
by humbugging people. Thatis a fal-
lacious notion. He would have gone
out of view with the derision of the
populace long ago if he had really at-
tempted to make humbugging his busi-
ness. He had unique methods of ad-
vertising that gave him the name of a
humbug, but he did not believe in
taking money from people with-
out what he regarded as a de-
cent return. His woolly horse, white
elephats and such devices were
to make people talk and come
to see what he really had. He expected
them to laugh at his schemes. but he al-
ways gave as good a show as the busi-
ness would allow. It would be a gross
misapprehension of his life if it is taken
as an illustration of the successof fraud
and dishonesty. There is no travesty
upon business methods in his life. IHis
success was due to his genius for ad-
vertising and honesty in the treatment
of the public arter he had inflated their
curiosity by illusions.

BABY M'KEEIS MISSED

Along the- Route of the Presi-
dential Party of Trav-
elers.

Ovations Tendered the Presi-
dent at Boanoke and
Knoxville.

He Makes Speeches at Many
of the Stopping
Places.

A Slight Accident Occurs in
the Knoxville Pa-
rade.

Roaxokg, Va., April 14.—The presi-
dential train arrived at this thriving
town at 8:50 o’clock this morning, hav-
ing made the run from Washington on
exact schedule time. There were no
special incidents on the route. Fif-
teen minutes were spent at Lynchburg
for the purpose of shifting the train
from the Richmond & Danville road
to the Norfolk & Western. A large
crowd was gathered at the station, but
there was no demonstration. This was
due to the early hour, 6:45 o’clock, and
the fact that the president had not
arisen. Another brief stop was made
at Blue Ridge, where a crowd gath-
ered at the station, and enjoyed
the spectacle of the chief magis-
trate of their country and his family at
breakfast. T'he reception at Roanoke
was most enthusiastic. The president
shook hands with many hundred people
from the rear platform, and i response
to repeated demands made a short
speech. The entire population of
the place seemed to have gathered at
the station, and as many of them as
could do so, embraced the chance to
shake hands with the president. The
following is the president’s speech at
Roanoke: “My fellow ecitizens: 1
desire to thank you very sincervely for
this friendly greeting. The state of
Virginia 1s entitled, I think, to high
estimation among the states, for its
great history, for the contribution it
has made to the great story of

Gur Common Country.,

*“This fact youdiscovered,I think,long
ago. For personal reasons [ have gieat
affeclon for Virgima. It is the state of
my fathers. I am glad this morning to
congratulate you on the marvelous
development which has come and the

greater which is coming to your
commonwealth. You not only have

an_ illustrions story behind you, bat
before you prospects of development in
wealth and prosperity in all that makes
a great state such as never entered into
the imagination of those who laid the
foundation of the commonwealth. You
are arousing now to a realization of the
benefits ot diversity of ndustries. In
the olden time Virginia was a plantation
state. I hope she may never cease to
have large agricultural interests. It is
the foundation of stable society. But I
rejoice with vou that she has added to
agriculture the mining of coal and iron,

and, bringing these  from  their
beds, is producing all the prod-
uets that  enter into the uses
of life. In thise is the secret

of that great growth illustrating what [
see about me here and the promise of a
future which none of us can fully real-

ize. In all of these things we have a
common interest, and 1 begz to assure

vou that in everything that fends to the
social order of your peopi¢ and the de-
velopment and inereased prosperity of
the state of Virginia I am in wmost
hearty sympathy with you all.”
K~xoxvirtrLe, Tenn., April 14.—The
town of Radford acknowledzed the
honor of the president’s visit in a cor-
dial way. Many of the inhabitants were
assembled at the station, and they
cheered the president heartiiy. He
went out on the back platforin and
shook hands with all within reach. One
excited individual started what he
called a **Yankee cheer,”” and every one
joined in it. As the train pulled out of
the station a bright-looking lad shouted
to the president: *They’ve always
Called Me a Yank,

and now 1’'m glad of it.”” A vast crowd

was found massuad in the station at Bris-

tol, and a committee from that eity,

headed by Judge Harvey Wood, boarded

the train and escorted the president to

a high blufl. where he was introduced

to the people by Judge Wood. The

president made an address, which he

opened by declaring that he had

had pleasure and instruetion dur-

ing his trip through a portion of Vir-

gima. le referred to the now develop-

ing industries and lauded the addition

of wechanics to agricuiture. The party

then returned to the train and the pres- -
ident shiook hands with many people

from the vrear platform. Brief
specches were made by Postmaster Gen-

eral Wanamaker and Seeretary Rusk.

There was so much” cheering for Mrs.
Harrison that she was compelled to
come out on the platform and bow her
acknowledgment. A commitiee of fif-
teen citizens of Kuoxville, including
Williamm Rule, editor of the Journal,

and Represenwatives Houk and Taylor,

boarded the train at Bristol and ac-
companied the party to Knoxville.

The next stopping place was Johnson
City, and there the party met with a
royal reception. There were about 3,000
persons, including many Grand Army
men, gathered arcund a gaily decorated
stand in the publie square, and the
president’s appearance was greeted

With Loud Cheers,

The playing of bands and the blowing
of steam whistles. "I'he city was dec-
orated. Representative Taylor intro-
duced the visitors to the people. The
president made an address. Greeneville,
Tenn., home of Andrew Johnson, was
specially cordial in its welcome to the
presidential party, a feature being the
display of flags. When Morristown was
reached the president was again called
to the platform for a speech, and re-
sponded.

The residents of the enterprising city
of Knoxville turned outen masse this
evening to do honor to the president
and his cabinet officers. A military
salute was fired. A carriage drawn by
four horses was placed at his disposal
and he was shown the prin€ipal
points of interest in the vicinity.
The other members of the party
were also provided with carriages. A
public reception was held, and Col. W,
A. Henderson delivered an address of
welcome, to which the president re-
sponded. The presidential party then
re-entered their carriages and started
for the train, but Tthey had not
gone far when the horses draw-
ing the carriage containing Secretary
Rusk and others, took fright and dashed
into the president’s carriace. There’
was great excitement for the moment,
as toth the president and Mrs. Harrison
were seen to be in imminent danger.
They managed, “however, to get
out of the carriage uminjured. The
frightened horses were finally con-
irolled, but pot until they had wrecked
Secretary Rusk’s carriage. In the
evening Col. E. J. Sanford zave a re-
ception 1 honor of the presidential
party, whjch was attended by all the
prominent people of Knoxville,

‘England Does Not Recognize the

It is believed at the
postoffice department that the arrest of
the United States agent of this lottery
company will have a tendency to stop
the wholesale mailing of interdicted
matter at El Paso.

THE VATICAN.

The Reorganization of the Catho-
lic Church in Brazil.

Rowe, April 14.—The Vatican has
just concluded its labors in connection
with the reorgzanization of the Catholic
church in  Brazil. That ccuntry will
henceforth be divided into two ec-
clesiastical  provinces insfead  of
being composed of only one, as hereto-
fore. that of Bahia. The new province
to be formed will be that of Rio de Jan-
eiro. T'he pumber of dioceses will also
be increased from twelve to sixteen.
Very important negotiations have re-
cently taken place between thie Vatican
and the bishops of South America.
The people requested each bishop to
give his opinion as to the advisability
of holding a grand South American
ecclesiastical council on the model
of the one recently held in Baltimore.
A majority of the Dbishops gave
a decision in favor of the
proposition, and the council
will accordingly be held shortly. It
aim will be the entire reorganizaiion of
the churches. Where the council will
be held has not yet been determined.
The Vatican has also decided to increase
the pumber of Mexican bishops, and a
provineial or natjonal council will soon
be convoked.
