FRIEND OF THE INDIAN.
Prof. Fiske's Lecture Upon

the Life and Work of
Las Casas.

Arraignments and Sentences
inthe District Court Made

Yesterday.

Consolidation of the Small
Mills Under One Manage-

ment Is Assured.

A Seventeen-Year-Old Girl
Elopes With Hep Lover Who

Was "Barred Out."

Prof. John FisKe's lecture at the First
Unitarian church last evening was well
attended, though not to the degree it
would have been, doubtless, had the
lecture been devoted to a different sub-
ject. Any subject handled by Prof.
Fiske is bound to become interesting.
"Las Casas, the Friend of the Indian,"'
his lecture of last evening, is fullof in-
teresl to the student of history, the
scanner of motives, the man who de-
lights in tracing the growth and devel-
opment of an idea through years and
hundreds of years; but such men are few.
Las Casas was a raaa grown when
America was discovered. Minneapolis
people are not particularly interested
in nim. They wouldhave been better
pleased, no doubt, had Trof. Fiske
chosen a theme in the development of
which he would have expressed some of
his ideas relating to governmental prob-
lems, with which he so often deals. Yet
his lecture on Las Casas was not dull.
His style is especially pleasing. Hisdiction, though not ornate, is classic:
his voice is pleasant and expressive:
his manner quiet and sooth-
ing beyond most lecturers. There
is no "bookishness" about him.
Ilien his lecture was devoid of the
dry, hard, uncompromising style pe-
culiar to most profound thinkers. Prof.
Fiske injected into his account oC the
doiugsof the early Spaniards in Amer-
ica, quiet comments of bis own not de-
void of the ridiculous. .Some passages,
too, were clothed in language that the
possession by Prof. Fiske of much wit
and not alittle humor.

He said that he had chosen to speak
of Las Casas because he believed that
man's life to be a subject full of human
interest and capital illustrative of the
triumph of good over evil: also because
itshows the enslavement of the Ameri-
can red man, and later the African
negro, to be closely linked. He began
with a sketch of the founding of slavery
in Spain in 1442, quoting from a Spanish
historian an account of the distribu-
tion of the first lot ot ne-
gro slaves ever sold in bondage.
The scenes attending that transaction
were not materially different from
those witnessed in the Southern scenes
forty or fiftyyears ago. He spoke of
Columbus capturing Caribbean canni-
bals as slaves, and Christopher solilo-
quized thus on that subject, as a balm
to his conscience:

"itwillbe a kindness," said Colum-
bi.s, '-to carry these savages to Spain
and convert them to Christianity."'
"And."' continued the speaker, "at the
same time, Columbus thought that
these Indians could be exchanged in
Spain for a cargo. Thus did the an-
cients, as do tieir more modern proto-
types, reconcile religion and "com-
merce."

Then followed a history of the life
and deeds of Bartholomew Los Casas,
wlio was born in 1474, ana was the first
clergyman ordained In the new world.He would have been a great man in
any age, Prof. Fiske said. While not
doubting Las Casas 9 veracity, the
lecturer intimated slyly that the ac-
counts of early historian's ofthe number
of Indians killed in America are to be
trusted only when one or two ciphers
have been knocked off. The revolting
atrocities perpetrated upon Indians by
the swarms of adventurers who sought
gold in the new world were touchedupon.

•\u2666But," said Trof. Fiske, "it is no.
right to set down ali these wrongs
against the Spaniard. We should re-
member that ifthe ruffians were Span-
iards, so was Las Casas a Spaniard."

The audience was told that the Span-
iards considered an Indian's lifeof no
value. Itwas ihougnt cheapest to work
him to death and tnen get another In-
dian. The first battle against slavery
|n the new world was begun by Domin-
ican monks in 1510. Las (,'asas joined
with them. He did not then see the
evilof keeping slaves if they were well
treated. But while preparing a sermon
for Pentecost la V>\4, Las Casas was
struck by the thought that itwas wrong
to hold slaves. He freed his own. and
from that day worked unceasingly
against the practice.

All this, however, referred to the en-
slavement of the red man. Turning a
moment to negro bondage. Prof. Fiske
corrected a historical error. Las Casas
is credited with first sussrer-tiug the en-
slavement of the black man. This is
not so. While working for the freedom
of Indians it was suggested toLas Casas
that the Indians could be freed if the
black man could be secured to take hisplace. Las Casas. grasping at even a
faint hope of doing something for his
beloved red charges, said that he sup-
posed the enslavement of the biack man
would be the less of twoevils. Only
that tar did he sanction it. So great
was Las Casas' work for the Indians
that he received the official title from
the king of .Spain of "Protector of In-
dians."'

THE HEALTH OFFICE.

Getting Beady for Growing Busi-
ness— Markiug Paupers' Graves.
The office of the health department is

now the best-looking office in the city
hall. Plenty of desk room for the pub-
lic office is provided by the two long
counters extending all the way across
the room, which was formerly all the
health denartment had. These are sur-mounted by wire screens, which eivethe ofnee the appearance of a nationalbank. Commissioner Kelley's private
room has been embellished by a hand-some roll top desk and office chair.Altogether the department is comfort-able.

, ?U -n iese i'npiovenients willbeneeded. The business of the depart-
ment is growing. Lots of work willbedone there as soon as the system forhauling the garbage out to the country
over the street car lines is completed.
Ihat scheme seems to be a go The
street railway company will work withthe department, so that there willbe nohitch Horn that direction. The only
danger apprehended is possible objec-tion from residents near tne place wherecars will be loaded. CommissionerKeliey thinks the public should sup-
port the health department in its eifortsa little better than it does. Hethinksthe public snouid take into considera-
tion that Minneapolis only spends $25 -
000 a year on the health department
whereas, other cities of the same size, orsmaller, and covering not one-half orone-quarter as much territory, spend
annually from $50,000 to1150,000 in dis-posing of their garbage.

A new system for burying paupers
and marking the graves was inaugurat-
ed yesterday. Every forty bodies will
be placed in a trench eighty feet lonsr
and seven feet wide, two feet being al-
lotted to each body. Stone posts, two
feet high and 1 foot square willmark
the four corners of the trench. Amap of
each trench willbe kept in the health
office and the name of each pauper
buried willbe written in the numbered
space on the map which corresponds to
his grave, identification of each body,
one or a dozen years afterward, will be
easy.

ing for to-night to make similar arrange-
ments for a mass meeting here.

Mhs Couzins found that her private
papers, desk, and all documents had
been removed, and nothing was left but
the typewriter and a framed motto.
"Love One Another." Miss Couzins
turned the motto face to the wall, and
was ready for business.

"They Have Locked >Ie Out,"
she admitted to a newspaper man. and
taken away everything but my appe-
tite, yet here Iam ready to transact any
business that may come up." Luncheon
for the executive committee was served
from the Palmer house, and that for
Miss Couzins from the Grand Pacific,
thus perhaps ojieninir the way for dra^-
cins the two caravansaries into the
row. The ladies' executive committee,
by way of dessert, appointed a successor
for Miss Couzins. Their choice was
Mrs. Susan G. Cook, of Tennessee, who
was declared 'acting secretary of the
world's fair board of lady mana-
gers, vice Phoebe Couzins, discharged."
