Not Come to Him With-
out Solicitation.

He Will Stand a Re-Ballot at
Geetemunde, and Refuse

the Mandate,

So That He May Represent
the Lehe District in the

Reichstag-.

Other Interesting- News Ca-
bled From the Capitol

City of Germany.

Berlin, April is—Prince Bismarck
has tacitly consented to stand a re-bal-
Kit iiiGeestemunde,buthe also consents
tobecome a candidate in the Lehe dis-
trict, where he is certain of return, the
electorate being almost purely conserv-
ative. His motive is obvious. Re-
turned for Geestemuude, as he doubt-
less will be when opposed only
by a Socialist candidate, he will refuse

the mandate, accepting that of a con-
stituency which will return him with
one accordant voice. With the excep-
tion of the Socialists, who are radiant
over the poll in favor of the tobac-
conist, Schmalfeldt, no party is

• without a share in the sense of humilia-
tion resulting from the Geestemuude
election. Even the Progressionists after
the first jubilation, began to show re-
grets. Reports from the Geestemunde
district state that tlie Progressionists on
the re-ballot will vote for Prince Bis-
marck or abstain from voting.
The members of the Guelph par-
ty propose not to vote. Half repent-
ant expressions trom the opponents of
Bismarck are accompanied in several

\u25a0 with the suggestion that, now
ihat he has »:ot a lesson which is likely
A> tone down his pride, the electorate
ought to recognize his services to the
nation by giving him an overwhelm-
ing majority. The satisfaction in
court circle's over the check of
the prince has been alloyed by
trie revelation of the Socialist strength.
Itis known that state officials actively
interfered m the contest, especially Iv
Hie rural parts of the constituency, us-
ing the severest pressure against Prince
Bismarck. Their action largely con-
tributed toward Keeping a host of
Bismarck supporters from attendance
at the polls. The number of
registered voters was -jy,4'.M, but ot this
number only one-half voted, it was not
«iue to essened interest that the result
reduced the National Liberal pull 3,653
below that at the last election, if the
government had retrained from using
its influence Geestemunde would
not have been dishonored by
an event which is regretted
throughout the country. In the lobby
Oi the reiciistag the emperor is credited
with the intention of dissolving the
reichstag should Prince Bismarck suc-
ceed in funning a Conservative-Na-
tional Liberal coalition against the gov-
ernment. A general election would
certainly imperil the seats of a number
of Bismarckians. and a new house
would have an intlux of Freisinnige
members upon whom, in conjunction
with the Centrists, the government
could rely. The fight has decreased the
forces of

"

the Bismarck coalition, and
the further certainty that in the event of
a general election the socialist part of
the house will be greatly reinforced,
may give the emperor reason to pause.
The reichstag will speedily dispose of
the trades regulation bill. To-day's de-
bate related to the matter of working
hours for women. Baron yonBerlepsch,
minister of commerce, opposed the so-
cialist motion fixing the maximum day
for women at ten hours. Heir Bebel
urged that longer hours had a
degenerating effect upon women
and resulted in enfeebled children
iini eeueral deterioration of the race.
Finally the bill was amended by secur-
ing for women prolonged rest* hours
during tin.' working day, and a shorter
day for adult ii>uU:s. The most im-
portant amendment to the bill
introduced during tlie week's de-
bate enacts that workmen break-
Lug their eoncract with their
employer [>y leaving their work with-
out diiL- notice, etc., umst pay an in-
demnity based upon a ratio with their
salary. The reactionary character of
the amendment is emphasized by tlie
absence of a reciprocal clause proviaing
for the protection of workmen
against unfair treatment by their
employers. Though the. application
of this amendment is limited to the
smaller workshops, the recognition ot

iperior rights of the employer
vitiates the character of the measure' as
impartial legislation. The progressive
and socialist organs justly denounce
the alteration as accentuating the
antagonism between capital and
labor. The ceremony of nail-
ing the nt-w of several
regiments to the staffs occurred to-day
before the Royal Schloss.

There
were present the emperor and empress,
all the imperial family,a number of
Prussian and German princes, Connt
yon Moltke, Gen. yon Kaltenborn-

wards massed in trout of the Bustgar-
ten, and the emperor brieflyexpressed
confidence that the honor of the Ger-
man tlag would always be upheld, se-
curing the safety of the fatherland
and the glory of the army.

marching past the troops
returned to their quarters, the emperor
riding at the head ol tliecuirassiers. In
the evening a banquet was given at
which both the emperor and empress
were present together witha number ol'
generals and Chancellor yon Capri vi,
and Count yon Moltke. The emperor
in pro - asi to the army re-
mincled rers that it was the
anniversary of Martin Luther's historic
declaration in the Diet of Worms. It
was through the Protestant reformation
that Prussia had become stronsr. The
•late was important in Prussia's history,
and was therefore selected for present-
ing the colors, which he trusted
would always he carried to vic-
tory, adding to the strength
ot the fatherland and the renown of the
army. According to Vienna advices
the old scheme of a European customs
union, having amongst its leading aims
retaliation upon the American, French
and Russian tariffs, will be shortly
die subject of a conference
at Vienna to which Germany,
Italy, Austria, Hungary, Switzerland
and Belgium willsend delegates. The
officials here deny all knowledge of any
negotiations towards such a zollverein.
The report probably originated from the
fact that Berlin and Vienna simultane-
ously consulted the government of
\u25a0Switzerland regarding a commer-
cial treaty. eacn acting inde-
pendently. Germany simply intimating
her n- renew the existing
treaty, since Sgr.Crispi'a fall no effort
l.a> been made to induce Italy to join
withGermany and Austria in a com-
mercial ailiunce. So far as Germany is
concerned, the existence of Article 11 of
the. Frank:.. rt treaty secures to France
whatever tariff is conceded to
Austria. Belgium or Switzerland and
blocks the way to a zollverein. Em-peror William has interfered in the
quarrel between Prince Henry ofKeuss,
German ambassador to Austria, and
M.Naresco, late Roumania minister at
\ ienna. His majesty has expressed
disapproval of the affront offered
by the wife of the Prince
it Keuss to the son of M. Var-
esco.and has advised the prince to make
reparation for the insult. M. Varesco,
the younger, will marry on the 28th
inst. a rich heiress. The king of Rou-

mania will attend the wedding. The
Austrian archdukes, leading diplomats
and other persons of note made Vdem-
onstration in honor of M. Yaresco. This
was bitterly felt by the Princess of
Reuss, who has ceased to give recep-
tions.

PUT AX END TO IT.

AnUnhappy Husband Shoots His
Wife and Suicides.

New Toßii, AprilIS.—Samuel Clark
shot his wife Sarah in the head and
breast at No. 206 Concord street, Brook-
lyn, yesterday afternoon, and then shot
himself in the head.

/ERNEY IS ARRESTED.
The Gallant Britisher Appear

inthe Police Court and
Gives Bail.

Nellie Beckett Identifies Him
as the Man Who Attempt-

ed Her Ruin.

Bradford Strikers Threaten
to Killthe Mayor of That

Place.

Troops Have Been Called Out
to Disperse To-Day's Mass

Meeting*.

London, April Capt. Edwin H.
Verney, the Liberal member of parlia-
ment, against whom a warrant was
issued on a charge of having procured a
girl for immoral purposes, was arrested
to-day. At the time the charge
was made against Capt. Verney
he was traveling on the con-
tinent. When he reached Italy,
he heard that the English court
had itsued a warrant forhis arrest, and
he telegraphed to Mr. Matthews, the
home secretary, stating that he would
return to England as quickly as
possible to meet the accusations
made against him. He _ immedi-
ately started upon his return and
reached London this morning. He was
taken into custody as soon as his pres-
ence in the city was known to the police.
Capt. Verney was taken to the Bow
street police court, where he was ar-
raigned and formally charged with at-
tempting to procure Nellie Beckett, a
governess, for immoral purposes. The
prisoner looked pale and careworn, and
his appearance was so changed
that it was almost impossible
for his friends to recognize him. Miss
Beckett was present in the court room,
and detailed at length the tactics that
had been adopted to inveigle her into
wrongdoing. She stated that she was
seeking a position to instruct children,
and that she watched the ad-
vertisements in the papers of
people who wanted the serv-
ices of a governess. She finally
saw one who offered her a position she
thought would suit her, and she an-
swered it. She received a reply, with
instructions to call at a certain house.
She went to the place, and saw thewoman who had inserted the advertise-
ment. Affter several interviews with» this woman, who

'
wanted her to

go to Paris, Miss Beckett finally
consented to go to that city as a gover-
ness. hen she reached Paris she was
introduced to a man who wont under
the name of Wilson. At this point Capt.
Verney was requested to stand up, andMiss Beckett formally identified him as
the man who had been introduced toher as Mr. Wilson. Miss Beckett then
described in detail the attempts
that this man hadmade to induce her to
cohabit with him. Miss Beckett
further said that when she refused to
accede to Capt. Verney's solicitations,
the woman who hadjprevailed upon her
to go to Paris, and who turned out to bea procuress named Madame Floreat.
who had accompanied her to
Paris, gave her the sum of
$10, and in addition, her fare
back from Paris to London. Miss Beck-
ett then retnrned toLondon, and shortly
alter her arrival in this city she in-
formed a doctor with whom she was ac-
quainted of all the circumstances in the
case. Miss Beckett afterwards, at
the instance of her friends, en-
tered into a correspondence with
Mine. Floreat, and was eventually
able to bring about her arrest, and con-
viction on the charge of procuring for
immoral purposes. After listening to
some further testimony the hearing of
the case against C«pt. Verney was ad-
journed until Friday next. Capt. Ver-
ney's bail was fixed at $5,000, with two
sureties in that amount and the further
bond of$2,500 to be furnished by him-
self. The bail was furnished and thecaptain left the court in company with
his counsel and a number of his friends.

WANT TO KILL.

Strikers at Bradford Threaten to
Killthe Mayor.

London, April 18.—The mayor cf
Bradford to-day received a letter which
said that several men had been detailed
to killhim, the chairman of the watch
committee and the chief constable, and
that this action was to be taken
to prove that the authorities could not
interfere withimpunity with the rights
of the public. Placards which have
been posted by the strikers announce
that a mass meeting will be held to-
morrow in the town hall square.
Large contingents of men have
been imported from various places
to support the strikers in their
demands for what they consider theirrights. The authorises, warned by
their previous experience with theweavers, are taking every precaution to
Drevent a gathering of the men. Troops
have been summoned from Leeds, and
the police of this place have been armed
with swords m addition to their batons,
and have received orders that the square
must be cleared at any cost.

Committed for Trial.
London, April 18.—Samuel Storey,

Liberal member of parliament for Sun-
derland, against whom a summons was
granted on April10 for alleged perjury
in connection with his charge against
the police of assault during the Silk-
worth strike, was to-day committed for
trial.
