MEXICO'S WELCOME.

Mexicans Join in Receiving the
President at El1 Paso.

EL PAso, Tex.., April 21.—The presi-
dential party arrived here at 1 o'clock
this morning on time, having made the
run of 640 miles from San Antonio, over
the Southern Pacific railroad, prompily
on time. A short stop was made at
Ysleta, which is elaimed to be the oldest
city in the United States. The president
was received by Mayer Robinson and
serenaded by a Mexican band. The pres-
ident shook hands with a large number
of Mexicans and Indians. and received
a profusion of flowers from children.
El Paso celebrated the occasion of the
first visit ever made to it by the chief
magistrate of the nation by a grand in-
ternatioual demonstration, by the eciti-
zens of the two republies. There was
also a general participation on the part
of; the resident Indians. The reception
was a perfecy ovation. The city was
decorated with American
and Mexican decorations, the public
buildings- and business houses dispiay-
ing a profusion of bunting. There
were many arches bearing mot-
toes of ‘*Welcome to Our Presi-
dent,” *“Welcome to Our Mexican
Friends,” and *“Reeiprocity Witn
Mexico.” The last-named mottoes were
i Spanish and English.

When President Thurston’s address
ended, there was provision made for the
appointment of committees and a mo-
tion was adopted to meet tc-morrow at
10 a. m. During the confusion that
preceded adjournment an Indiana dele-
zate, Mr. Cole, of Shelbyville, created a
sensation by deeclaring that he would
call a meeting to denounce the treat-
ment of President Harrison. He was
quiekly surrounded by other delegates
and quieted. His ecomplaint arose rrom
the allusion of Foraker to Blaine as
having **ziven us a magnificent admin-
istration.” The manner in which the |
applause followed that declaration
showed that there was a feeling
of intentional ignoring of President
Harrison. The Indiana delegate was
quieted for the time and the convention
adjourned. Mr. Cole subsequently
called a meeting of the Indiana delega-
tion and proposed that some formal no-
tice of the matter be taken.

THE MASS MEETING.

Bill McKinley Has a Good Deal to
Say About Nothing.

CINCINNATI, April 21.— Musie hail
was packed from tloor to vault, includ-
ing the stage, early this evening, on the
occasion of the public mass meeting of
the National Republican league. Gen.
Thurston presided and the following
were the speakers: Gen. Charles H.
Bartlett. of New Hampshire: Hon. John
M. Langston, of Virginia: Hon. A. J.
Lester, of Mlinois. and - Hon. William
MecKinley, of Ohio.

Maj. McKinley set out with prelimi-
naries of the necessity ef two political
parties in a repubiican form of govern-
meunt. He said the great parties of to-
day couid trace their heredity to the
great parties dominant at the very
foundation of this government. The
national idea and the states rights idea
began to divide men as early as 1797,
He said the Republican party grew out
of the Whig party,which was an imme-
diate descendant' from the Federalist

party. It was the party of Clay.
Webster, Hamilton, Wade, Lin-
coln and Garfield, and the

Demoecratic was the party of Catheun
aud Tilden. One great giory of the
Republican party was that it could
look into the past without blushing, and
it eculd look into the future without
tear. The speaker then sketched the
history of the Demoecratic party in the
Kansas and Nebraska legisiation, and
the proposition of the United States to
counsider the bill to buy Cuba to extend
slavery, for which it voted down a prop-
osition to consider the homestead law.
To the charge that the Fifty-first
congress was expensive, he said: **Yes,
it used a greatdeal of money, but itpaid
its debts and a larze arrearage of in-
debtedness left over by the Fiftieth
congress, but it kept ail its pledges save
one—the eleetion bill—and it was no
fault of the congress that it did not pass
the bill. We kept faith with the credit-
or that bought our bonds in our time
of sore need, and now we mean to keep
faith with that other creditor whose
services are above price—the soldiers
who offered their lives in defense of the
country. We stamped the life out of
repudiation.”’

NEW YORK, April 21.—State Treasurer
Stephens. of Missouri, called on ex-

i President Grover Cleveland to-dayv with

letters of introduction
cisand other leading Missouri Demo-
crats.. The objeet of the visit of Mr.
Stephens was to secure from ex-Presi-
dent Cleveland a more thorough ex-
pression of his views on the silver ques-
tion than the latter has so far made
public. Also for his reason for having
written his silver letter to the Reform
club. The ex-president received Mr.
Stephens very coraially. The treasurer
explained that the Missouri Demoerats
were now opposed to Mr. Cleveland’s
nomination on account of his silver letter
and asked him why he wrote that letter.

*I was well aware,” saud the ex-presi-
dent, “‘that the Republican party is
very desirous of makiug the silver ques-
tion one of the leading issues of the
campaign of 1892, and the question
should be taken up at once. It sheculd
be thoroughly discussed. so that the
beople can be educated up to it. In
this wav it may be settled before 1892,
and we will not.be endangered by a
divided party. Besides. I was daily in
receipt of hundreds of letters from
Bemocrats from all parts of the
country asking that [ give an
expression regarding free coinage.
i felt these friends were en-
titled to know how I stood on the ques-
tion, and so I took the first favorable
apportunity to give my views. Since I
did so I have received a large mail from

from Gov. Fran-

‘all over the country thanking me for

having done so. My correspondents
say that the party had a right te know
my views, and that I would not have
acted in good faith it I had kept them a
seeret. 1t 1 have caused a thorough
diseussion of the subject among Demo-
crats. they must aamit that I acted
wisely.”

“But now that the letter has been
written, the Missouri Demoerats,’” said
Mr. Stephens, *“would iike to know, in
case you are elected in 1892, and a
Democratie eongress should pass a free
coinage bill, would you veto it, no mat-
ter if you knew that the great majority
of your party favored the measure?”’

“I1f I should be eleeted president in
1892.” answered the ex-president, “'such
a bill would not reach me until 1894, as
congress would not meet until Decem-
ber, 1803, so that this is a bridge which
I better not attempt to cross until we

come to it. What weould be bad for
gie country at the present time
might be a Denefit then. The
amount of the present per ecapita

should be increased, but changes should
be made gradually. When the law was
passed providing for the coinage for
$2.000,000 per month, I feared the re-
sult, for I thonght it would prove an in-
jury to the business interests of the
country for the time at least. However,
the law proved a benefit,for, contrary to
my opinion, the eountry was ready for
the change. When the present law
providing for $4.500,000 per month was
passed 1 thought the measure too radi-
cal, aad it might have the effect of driv-
ing zold out of the country, but in this
I was mistaken. and both those op-
posed as well as those in favor of free
eoinage believe that the presentis a
wise law in so far as the country has
Lenefited by it. With the rapid strides
the country is making it is im-
possible to say what financial meas-
ure we may be readv for in 1894,
In forming my views upon the sub-
jeet I did not alone consider the inter-
ests of any one section of this country.
Thave been unable to see how free
coinaze could fail to be an injury to
every section of this country, believing
that it would drive gold out of circula-
tion. As we are in a Zreat measure de-
pendent upon European wmarkets for
our products. we are obliced to take
them into consideration. When I have
suggested a monetary conference of the
representatives of other governments
with our own, which could agree upon
a new standard of value. my suggestiohs
have beenscofied at by Europeans. [ am
delighted that the people are now en-
gaged in such a thoughttul considera-
1ion of this question. and that by 1892
they will have decided whether or not
we are ready to handle all the silver ot
the world.”

Mr. Stephens gave the account of his
visit to the ex-president shortly after
leaving Mr. Cleveland. He took no
notes, but he thinks be thoroughly
memorized what Mr. Cleveland said. A
representative of the Associated Press
called at Mr. Cleveland’s office this aft-
ernoon to ascertain whether the inter-
view as given above was aceurate.

STREET CARS TIED UP.

Conductors and Drivers in De-
troit Go on a Strike.

DETrorT, Mich., April 21.—Trouble
has been brewing between the Detroit
Consolidated Street railway and its em-
ployes for some time past, which cul-
minated this morning in 150 conduetors
and drivers refusing to go to work.
Some of the lines are completeiy tied
up, while others are running very irreg-
nlarly, under police protection. The
first attempt to start a car was made at
7:30. As the car puiled out ot
the barn, the ecrowd began to
yell and jeer. The eonductor and driver
were very pale and showed fright. The
strikers seemed to grow suddeniy
angrier as the ecar turned upon the
main track, and made a sudden rush.
The first striker who mountea the plat-
form was seized Ly an officer and placed
under arrest. In the melee Capt. Burger
received a blow in the neck. The skin
was abraded and the captain shed the
first blood of the strike. A few minutes
later another car was pulled out. Four
patroimen took their stand on the plat-
form. Tbe crowd, probably over-
awed by the arrest of one of their num-
ber, made no demonstration, except to
shout and jeer. The strikers refuse to
divuige their intentions, but their ap-
pearance this morning was ominous.
The trouble was caused by the raiiway
officials refusing to reconsider thair de-
cision in regard to the discharge of sev-
eral employes wiho were found to be
agitators, and organizing in view of the
antagonism of the company to the pro-
posed ten-hour per day bill for street
raiiway employes now before the legis-
lature to meet the express effect of which
the zompany changed the wage scale tg
“per hour” instead of *‘per day.”

As the day passed 1t was seen the
backbone of the strike was practically
broken. At 7:30 this evening the com-
pany discontinued all its cars, thus
waging war in the enemy’s camp. 1 hey
gave as excuse, however, that the
strikers might be urged to violence
under cover of night, and so as to not
incense them they withdrew their cars.
Trafiic will be resumed to-morrow, it is
thought, without trouble. The ecity
presented a strange appearance during
the evening. No cars were running,
greatly to the inconvenience of the pub-
lie, who found pedestrianism the most
popular mode of locomotion.

IN THE TOILS.

Strong Evidence ThatHenry Fan-
ning is the Murderer of Mrs.
Taylor.

NEw York, April 21.—Henry E. Fan-
ning, the man who is held for the mur-
der of Mrs. Emily Taylor, which
occurred at Ninety-sixth street and
Park avenue on Saturday night, is in a
dangerous position just at present. The
latest development is in the shape of a
sworn statement of the man MeMullen,
who was Fanning’s roommate. He has
made a sworn statement which, sum-
marized. is as follows: **Fanning came
to my room about 12 o’clock Saturday
night, April 18, and said to me that
ke had killed Mrs. Taylor. He said he
had met her at Eighty-sixth sireet and
Third avenue that evening and had
walked with her up to Ninety-sixth
street. where he gave her a jab with the
razor and completed the job. He threw
the razor across the pilaza, and that
ended the business. About 5:30 o’clock
Sunday morning Fanning woke up
and said: *1 finished that job.” I
asked him what job, and he said
the killing oi Mrs. Taylor. April 6 Fan-
ning said to me, ‘1 am going to kiil that
woman,” meaning Mrs. Taylor. Fan-
ning tad dangergusly cut the woman’s
neck, and a scar remained. On Sat-
urday night Fanning had walked
with the woman, and when, at
the lonelg spot where the tragedy
occurred, he suddeniy asked her to let
him see the sear on her neck where he
had previously cut her. She turred her
head to one side to allow her lover to
see more clearly the mark of his work
when the ragged-edged razor flashed in
the air and the juguiar vein was cut off
and the windpipe haif-severed. Then
he threw away the razor. When Capt.
Carpenter heard McMullen’s startling
story he at once sent Detective Keete
over the plaza spoken of by Mr. Me-
Mullen to find the razor. Keete spent
but a few minutes in his search and
picked up the razor iying on the grass
in the plaza or little park overlook-
ing the tunnel, a few feet away
from the scene of the murder. Keefe
hurried back to the staiion with his
find. McMullen positively identified it
by a mark on the back of it. The blade
is nicked along the edge and covered
with blood stains and showers of dust,
evidentiv received by lying in the rain
during Saturday evening.
