STEPHENS EXPLAINS

That the Published Cleveland In-
terview Is Not All True.

St. Louis, April 23.—State Treasurer
Lon Stephens returned from New York
last night. When asked this morning
about the published interview between
himseif and ex-President Cleveland in
reference to the poliey of Mr. Cleveland
to the silver question and the next pres-
idential eampaign, Mr. Stephens said:

*I 1egret very much indeed thatso
much has been said about the matter
and that I have been placed in so un-
rleasant a position in regard to it.
1ad not the slightest idea that Mr.
Cieveland would have any objection
whatever to reference being made of
what he said in the state from which I
came or elsewhere.”

Mr. Stephens was asked if the re-
ports that have appeared were accurate.
He replied:

“Not by any means. 1did not write
a line of the interview that appeared in
the New York papers, nor did 1 see it
atter it was written until it appeared in
print. If it had been submitted to me,
1 would have struck out fully one-half
of it. It contained much that Mr. Cleve-
land said, but also much that he didn’t
say, and if I had known just what its
tenor was to be, I would have removed
many of the embellishments. Mr.Cleve-
lond did not announce himself as a can-
didate at all, but spoke as a private eiti-
zen.  When I asked him what he would
do in case he was president, and a free
coinage bill was presented to him, he
laughed and turned the question by
saying that it was a long time till 1804.
I would prefaer not to varticularize the
mistakes in the accountof my inter-
view with him, further than to state
that if it had been submitted to me, I
would have struck out about one-half
oiit.”
