In the midst of all this public
talk about athletics, the question arises:
•'Are we not overdoing it?" People of
all ages and both sexes play lawn ten-
nis until they are wearied, pull row-
boats until they are fatigued, and ap-
plaud trained athletes in base ball and
other games until they are exhausted,
Ithas become a craze.

thusiast that all games and contests de-
mand a tremendous expenditure <>t
nerve, muscle and brain force?

Aftermath ofthe Fire at the State
Prison.

Allthat remains of the paint shop at
the prison is a quantity of scorched tim-
ber and ashes. The fire of Wednesday
caused the destruction of the building
(the floor of which had, no doubt, be-
come soaked with oil and paint) ina
very short time. The origin of the fire
will,perhaps, never be known, but is
ascribed by some as due to spontaneous
combustion, while others think it was
the work of convicts. The former
theory is. perhaps, the correct one, as
a large quantity of rags and waste was
used daily in the shop. The employes,
however, were careful and picked up
all waste, but some fragments might
have been left lying on the floor un-
noticed. .No large quantities of oilor
benzine were left in the building, and
the explosion was probably caused by
the igniting of a can of alcohol. Man-
ager Fogle stated yesterday that the
contents of the building were insured
lor $0,500, and that the loss would prob-
ably be §8,500. The building, which was
owned by the state, was the last wooden
structure in the prison yard, and was
not worth much over &2.000. The state
carried an insurance of $1,500 on the
building in various companies. The
aggregate loss on everything willnot
reach more than 120,000. iiad the
Barnes ever reached the interior of the
binding twine factory there would not
have been a building saved within
the yards, and the flames would most
likely have spread to buildings outside
of the yards. A stream of water from
t he wale works at the prison was kept
playing on the smouldering ruins all of
yesterday forenoon. Itis said that the
old storage shed outside of the walls
willbe used for a paint shop until dif-
ferent, arrangements are made. A vast
concourse of people were congregated
all around the prison while the lire was
raging.

Shorts in Corn Have an Un-
comfortable Day on

'Change.

The Stock Market Again
Shows Its Decided Inher-

ent Strength.

Chicago, Anril30.— The official announce-
ment on the floor of the board of trade this
morning before trading hours began that all
of B. P. Hutchinson's open trades had .been
transferred to Congdon & Co.who would
settle them, had a decidedly quietingeffect
on the cereal markets, and doubtless headed
offbear raids in wheat and corn. There were
no exciting transactions inwheat, but the
market seemed tohave a strong, healthy un-
dertone. Values averaged a triflebetter than
yesterday, and taken altogether, itlooked as
though the market was on a much more
natural position than it has been for
some time. The heavy weight bears
were mostly on the buying side.
Ream, Roach. Cndahy and Bloom seemed to
be either buying for a good reaction or sim-
plyscalping for Email profits on the long
side. Early cable advances told of lower
markets abroad. The weather at home was
excellent forgrowing grain. The Cincinnati
Price Current review gave a verybearish ac-
count of crop conditions generally, and re-
ceipts in the Northwest were liberal. July
wheat opened at $I.o4i£®l and was
strong on the effect of the Hutchiuson an-
nouncement, in spite ol weaker cables.
Then some of the parties who Bold
short a few days ago came in and
bought freely. The prices advanced
to 81.05, reacted to 81.04% and advanced
to Sl.or>B, 4. AnAntwerp cable said that the
Austrian-Hungarian crop was somewhat
damaged byrust. This caused some buying.
The greater part of the improvement was
retained for some time, but the offerings
finallycarried July back to 81.0-3. The de-
cline towards the close was due to renewed
sellingand the fact that there was less de-mand, "shorts" having covered early, with
less support the market gradually gave way.
The weakness and heavy closing of May
would indicate that "shorts" for that deliv-ery were well covered. The old bull
crowd was at work in the corn
pit. It found that many trad
ers had oversold on the theory
that a great deal of Hutchinson's corn would
come on the market to-day. The announce-
ment that his trades had "been covered left
the shorts inarather bad position. To add
to their discomfort there was an improved
demand for cash corn for delivery on May
contracts to-morrow. July started at 62%c,
sold to 62<Ac, and later up to 63?fe. Prices
afterwards receded %<?y>BC, influenced some
by the receipts for to-morrow of 525 cars
estimated. Provisions opened at about yes-
terday's closing prices, advanced moderately
in sympathy with the light receipts and
higher prices for hogs, reacted slightlyto-
ward the close, and closed at small advancesover yesterday.

FINANCIAL.

New York. April30.—The stock market to-

day was In marked contrast to that of the
last few days, in that itshowed again the in-
herent strength which has become such a
characteristic or the trading, and the result
of the day's operations is to leave prices ma-
teriallyhigher than last evening. The news
from the other side of the ocean was not so
assuring to the bears as had been expected,
the Bank of England failing to raise- its mm- :
imum rate of discount. On top of this Lon-
don came into this market as a large buyer
ofall its specialties on the eve of the holi-
days, whichbegin to-morrow there, and die
demand from this source developed a marked
scarcity of stocks forsale, with the usual re-
sult of enhancing the value of everything
sought for. The event of the day was the
bringing forward of the coal stock's again asprime favorites in the speculation, and the
verymarked gains scored by both Lacka-
wanna and Reading, the old-time favorites,
had a most favorable influence upon the re-
mainder of the list. The reaction from the
depression of last evening was continued by
opening the market from ife to \<2 higher than
last evening's figures, and notwithstanding
that the professionals made a sligntimpres-
sion upon the market in the early dealings
the foreign demand whs sufficient to quickly
change again the temper of the market, and
the strength shown against the reaction-

for money in the London open market and a
decrease of £477,000 in specie during the
week, the Bank of England's rate ofdiscount
was not advanced from .'H/s per cent to-day,
as was thought possible' it might be. The
effect upon the money market here of the
moderate exports of gold ismore than bal-
anced by the influx of currency from the
West, as is thown by the fact in Chicago ex-
change on New York is from 25c to 40c
per $1,000 premium. The unsatisfactory
statements of the Burlington and the Union
Pacific, which helped to depress prices yes-
terday, do not represent the present, but are
the reflex of conditions that were well
known at the time, and fully discounted in
tne prices ofstocks then.
