MINNESOTA FISH.

Something About the Crappie or
Calico Bass Found in Minné&-
tonka and Other Lakes.

By Charles Hallock, M. B. S, in the Ameri-
can Angler.

The wholesome, handsome, well-con-
ditioned fish may be informally intro-
duced to your readers as the crappie, as
spelled, but pronounced croppie by
local fishermen. He belongs to the
family Centrarchide (kentron-spine;
archos-anal; that is many anal spines),
as anglers will find to their discomfort
if they do not handle him with disere-
tion. But this gentleman has not only
anal spines (seven of them) below, but
he has as many dorsed spines above, by
which he seems not only well protected,
but amply equipped for reprisal against
heedless meddlers who have the
termerity to lift him out of his native
element. As for the rest of his fius,
they are as soft-rayved and as delicate to
the touch as they are beautiful to look
at. The dorsal and anal fins are exactly
counterpart and correspondent in size,
number of rays and variegated mark-
ings; and so large are they and so
prominently conspicuous that Prof. Gill
has made the dorsal, like that of Thy-
mallus signifer,the index of the species,
which he designates as hyperistius, or
“big sail on top.”

Some folks would rezognize this tooth-
some,well-favored fish asa *‘grass bass,”
which is a proper enough cognomen, in-
asmuch as his favorite haunts are near
and among a vaiiety of aquatic grass-
like plants locally known as crappie-

weed; and when you go fishing
it is useless to waste time with
hook and line until you first

find a good bed of crappie-weeds; then
only may you drop your hook with a fair
chance of success. Other folks call him
*‘calico bass,’”” because his whole body
and fins are mottled with irregular
black spots to such a degree that Le
Sueur and Girard named him nigro-
maculatus. But there is another dis-
tinet species of crappie recognized by
scientists as annularis, or *the bach-
elor,” which is also similarly mottled
on the body, but different in some other
respects, so that Prof. Gill’s designation
of hyperistius is very proper, useful and
appropriate. Both these species belong
to the genus Pomoxys—fish which have
sharp opercles or gill-covers—but an-
nularis is distinetively a more south-
ern type. In Missourl it is ecalled
crappei, and in Kentucky “new light,”
from the fact that it first came promi-
nently into notice in that section simul-
taneously with the Campbellite religious
sect. In South Carolina it is called
‘*chub,” and in Louisiana *“chinquapin’

erch,” also “‘sag-a-lai’’ by the Creoles.

he chinquapin is a diminutive ches
nut, and the word is applied with refer-
ence to the fancied resemblance of the
dark mottling of its sides. In some
localities it is known as the “strawberry

perzh.” Between the two recognized
sj.ecies are many so-called intermediate
varieties, which resemble each other in
form and habits, but differ much 1n col-
oration and markings, just as the uni-
versal sunfish ranges from the most
gorgeous hues to soberand even somber
tints, according to their distribution.

1 suppose the crappie of Lake Minne-
tonka and the midland lakes of Minne-
sota is the perfection of his kind as re-
spects size, flavor, beauty and activity.
In those waters they are caught with
hook and line by the ton, trom spring
to fall. Their game qualities afford su-
perlative sport to the average angler
who has never enjoyed the acmc of
highest art. while ladies and youngsters
of both sexes, as well as sedate and very
proper old gentlemen, find constant re-
laxation and enjoyment in anglivg for
them in the summer days, receiving
withal a higher commendation for skill
than those are like.y to obtain who con-
tent themselves with ecatching the
grosser sorts of pond fish, such as perch,
sunfish, bullheads, and even pickerel.
Really, some tact, gift or talentis re
quired to persuade and wooe the coy and-
capricious crappie as well as to handle
him while on the hook, or to take him
safely to your bosom in transitu over
the gunwale of the boat; and there are
critics who ailow that those methods
suceessfully employed are higher art
than sitting n the stern sheets with a
trolling spoon, and taking chances on
some fool pickerel fastening himself
thereto, even if he should prove to be
of abnormal weight and inches.

The principal lakes of Minnesota are
no longer virgin sheets of water. They
opened out long since into the full ma-
turity and maternity of popular water-
ing places, and became invested with
all the mysteries and modes of modern
watering-place society. DBut whatever
transpires along their shores or upon
their waters, either by moonlight or by
placid summer noon, tranquil in their
serenity, they permit no reflections
which may at all mar their reputations
as first-class fishing grounds for crap-
pies. Fish lies, whoppers and 1mprob-
able varns will arise betimes from the
waves, but they break like bubbles on
the surface, while the glitter of the un-
tarnished truth is always visible, like
empty sardine boxes upon the bottom. It
is useless to inveigh against the credi-
bility of witnesses who declare that
there are no waters in the world equal
to Osakis and Minnetonka for crappies.
Experienced young ladies hold up their
sun-browned arms in testimony, and so
do all the dudes and matrons, old maids
and bachelors, youngsters, chronic in-
valids and clergymen on leave. But
the trick is to know just where to find
them, and afterward, how to catch
them. Aye, there’s the rub!

The Minnesota crappie is truly a com-
fort and omega to the not too ambitious
angler. ’Tis true he does not run with
the line like a volunteer fire company,
cavort like a black bass, and throw
himself out of the water as it he wanted

to butt his brains out against the
sky, but when you have one
fairly on- your hook he feels

substantial, like a silver dollar in your
trousers’ pocket. Perhaps you tempted
him with a piece of raw beef, a rrog,
cut fish bait, a live minnow, or even a
worm. No matter which—there are
temptations all around us—and even
grown men are misled by seductions
less reasonable than these. A minnow,
however. is the best, and of all minnows
none so good as a small shiner. You
can catch your minnows with a small
net along shore, or you may buy them
at a dollar a bucket from your host, the
boarding house keeper, returning the
bucket with the unused balance, for
him to sell over again to some other
fisherman, and giving him all the fish
you cateh, which, if you have good luck,
will furnish the table for thirty-six
boarders, all at the reasonable charge
of %10 per week, extras not included.
You should have a light rod and reel,
gul snood not important, and a small
sinker to take your bait quickly to
fl:uev, or help you sound the bottom.
f the weeds are long, it is well touse a
float to keep your hook clear, The bait
should move just where the tops of the
long weeds float. It should be kept
moving gently upward, downward,
hither and yon, constantly testing your
perception for intangible nibbles. You
cannot be always certain when vou
have a bite—indeed, you are usually so
positive that you have not, that when

-you lift your hook you find the
bait  gone. It has been gone
for fifteen minutes! To fish too

high above the weeds will” be as fruit-
less as too deep. 1t is as disappointing
and more exasperating to ecatch a big
bunch of weeds than nothing at all.
Bad luck is worse than no luck. A
couple of vards difference in your loca-
tion will sometimes make a great differ-
ence in your cateh, for there are always
favorite pockets called *‘crappie holes,”
where the fish seem to congregate, and
your neighbor may be lifting them out

rapidly while you ecatch none. Asan
axiom it is well to avoid hgles, but this
is one of the sort to get into. When

you are sure you have, or have had, a
nibble. operate circumspectly. The
crappie is not timid, but he is cautious.
He would scarcely start at the jab
of an oar, but he is damty of
fish hooks. Just let him use the baitfor
a few seconds as if it were his own. Per-
haps he will think it alegacy from a
rich uncle. Don’t jerk! You will either
disgust the fish by violent proceedings,
or tear his mouth. Be careful! Crap-
pies have tender mouths. Now lift him
steadily and firmly. Ah! a heavy fish,
by Jove, and well hooked! Would weigh
as much as—! Great Cwmsar’s ghost!
he’s gone! That’s just the way it is;
perhaps you have him, perhaps not—
more likely not. You see there is a
knack in catching these fellsws, and
vou are never sure of your fish after he
is caught, that is, after he is hooked.
That is where the excitement comes in.
Now, crappies run from a pound to two
pounds’ weight. Give a two-pound
crappie line and he will take it
with  him as if it belonged te
him. He seems to want it. At
the first pull you think you have a four-
poand fish. Sometimes you think you
have the anchor. Then he gives two or
three business tugs, and often a short,
sharp run, like a black bass. If youare
not familiar with his ways you imagine
the fun Las just begun, and so lay your-
self out for sport. Vain thought! In-
stantaneously the strain ceases, as if the
line had beeu cut, and you reel up the
slack. It comes in so freely that you
are sure the fish is off, but he is not.” As
the Irishman said, **He is not dead, but
inanimate,” and you may slue him
gently alongside of the boat and lift him
into tke boat with the landing net or
over the side with your hand. This is
about all there is to crappie fishing ; only
when they once begin they usually bite
fast, and you have your sack full before
you know it.

As the crappie comes fresh from the
water he is beautiful. His colors are
vivid—a dark olive back, shading toa
brassy hue on the belly, with the black
mottlings all over body and fins; and as
I have said before, 1 believe he is the
bes®panfish that comes out of the lake
—a solid chunk of juicy sweetness
devoid of bones. When he comes hot
from the frying pan, and you lay him
open deftly with your knife and lift
out his backbone entire, and the fra-
grant steam wells up into your nostrils,
you are proud of yourself and proud
of your fish, and you don’t want
to be disturbed until you have eaten
four of ’em! The crappie spawns in
May, like the black bass; but he hangs
his strings of ova over the weeds, and
ddes not plant them in gravel basins
like the bass. In June and July there
are millions of young fry, an inch or so
long, along the sandy or pebbly shores
of the lake. away from the weeds; and
when the boys dip or or seine minnow:
for bait they gather up a good many o?
these fingerlings, which are in furn
presented to their parent crappies, just
as If there were no relationship between
them, and cannabalism were a virtue.
Such js life, and csuch is rotation. As
Dow Jr. long ago wrote:

*‘Fleas (or fish) have other fish to bite ‘em,
A nd 50 on ad infinit um,"

Harrison received an enthusiastic wel-
come at Santa Cruz this morning
on the way from Monterey to this
city. He was given a reception
at the Pacific Ocean hotel, wnere he
delivered a short address. After re-
viewing school children and Grand
Army veterans, the party were taken to
Big Trees on a special train, and on
returning to Santa Cruz resumed
their journey to San Francisco. The
next stop was at Los Gatos, where the
president was escorted to a decorated
stand near the railroaa track and
made a brief speech. The ban-
quet at the Palace hotel to-night
in honor of President Harrison was at-
tended by 250 guests. The affair was
conducted on an elaborate scale and
was the closing feature of Presi-
dent Harrison’s visit to this ¢ity. On
the table occupied by the president
was a bank of roses fifteen feet long
and three feet wide. The other tables
were also decorated with a large num-
ber of flowers. The menu cards were
beautifully engraved, and contained
representations of various points of in-
terest in California. The principal
speech of the evening was made by the
president.

KEPT ON SUNDAYS.

Two Cincinnati Saloonkeepers
Convicted by Several Courts.

CINCINNATI, May 1.—More than a
year ago John Ledere, of the Atlantic
Garden saloon, and John Warflinger,
keeper of a saloon at the corner of
Twelfth and Walnut streets, were con-
uicted of violating the laws-of Ohio by
opening a place on Sunday where
liquors were sold other days in the
week. The case was appealed to the
common pleas court, where the finding
of the police court was affirmed. To-day
the circuit court, which ranks next to
the supreme court of Ohio, afiirmed the
finding of both lower courts. The de-
fense of Wartlinger was that he opened
his door Sunday to sweep out. ‘T'he
court held that the spirit and letter of
the law were identical, and both were
violated. Ledere, of the Atlantic Gar-
den, pleaded in defense that he keeps
a restaurant, as well as a saloon, and
that he had a four-foot wire screen on
his bar. The court held that the restaur-
ant was merely an annex to the princi-
pal business—liquor selling, and that
the bar of the place was not securely
closed within the meaning of the law.
Therefore the finding of the lower
courts was affirmed in hiscase. The
penalty is fine and imprisonment,

DO YOU WANT SOME?

The Treasury Department Ready
to Ship Silver Coin.

WASHINGTON, May 1.—Treasurer Ne-
beker, carrying out Secretary Foster’s
plan of distributing subsidiary coin
throughout the United States, this aft-
ernoon issued the following circular:

The coinage of the standard silver dollars,
authorized by the act of Feb. 28, 19088 having
been discontinued by the act of July 14, 180,
the treasurer finds it inconvenient to furnish
them otherwise than in redemption or
silver _certificates or treasury notes,
but will forward silver half dollars,

uarter dollars or dimes to any ad-

ress, free of cost for transportation,
by express in sums of $200 or more, or by
registered mail in packages of $7), in ex-
change for any kind of money deposited in
the treasury, any sub-treasury or depositary
bank. Remittances tor this purvose wiil be
received by the treasurer and the assistant
treasurers in the form of drafts ou any bank
or banker in Washington, New York, Boston,
Philadelphia, Baltimore, Cincinnati, Chica-
g0, St. Louis, New Orleans or San Fran-
C1s0.

Under the former practice no sums of
smaller amounts than $500 were shipped
by the treasury departinent. The idea
of Secretary Foster is to give small
towns the same facilities as the cities
for obtaining fractional silver.

SEVEN KILLED.

Bloody Collision Between Miners
and Police at Fourmies.

Fourwmis, France, May 1.—One half of
the workingmen here attended to their
duties to-day. The remainder abstained
from work and were very noisy, march-
ing about the streets singing, shouting,
etec A mob of 4,000 hooted at a bedy of
gendarmes, and the gendarmes drew
their sabers and attempted to disperse
the crowd, bur were received witha
shower of stones and were compelled to
retreat. A mob attacked the Marie this
evening inan attempt to rescue im-
prisoned comrades and wounded two
soldiers. The troops immediately opened
fire and three men fell dead. The mob
then fled. Later there was a bloody
collision between miners and the police,
in which seven persons were killed and
twelve wounded.
