Itwas announced yes-

terday that a section of the Left would
join with the Socialist and Boulangist
deputies indemaiidinga vote of censure
to-day against M. Constans. the minis-
ter ot the interior, on the ground that
the latter was responsible for the
slaughter of the men. women and chil-
dren shot down by the troops at
Fourmies, on Labor day. M.
Constans. after replying in ex-
planatory terms to a question
as to the Fourmies affair, and giv-

Jng his version of the matter, holding
that neither the government nor tlm
troops were to blame for the disaster,

was astonished to see M.Roche, the
deputy representing the Seventeenth
electoral district of the Seine, spring to
his feet and shout fiercely:

"Murderer!"
A tremendous sensation followed.

Members shouted at and threatened
each other vigorously. Finally order
was restored, and the chamber voted
that M.Koche should be excluded from
any further participation in to-day's
session, and that he should be censured
by the chamber for the term he had ap-
plied to the minister of the interior.
No sooner was tlii* course of action de-
cided upon than M.Roche airain sprang
to his feet, and, Bbakiug his fist at those
of his associates who had beeu most
active in bringing about his proposed
expulsion and censure, the angry deputy
yelled:

"You are a lot of varlets, worthy of
your master."

This was more than the presiding
officer could submit to. so he ordered M.
Koche to be removed by force from the
cbamber a This was eventually done,
amid one of the wildest scenes ever wit-
nessed in the chamber of deputies. The
excitement began with M. Dumny's
interpellating the government in
regard to the Fourmies riot. He
threw the entire blame tor the trouble
upon Minister Constans. M. Boyer, in
supporting M.Dumay, commented upon
the brutility of the official instructions.
W. Roche said he had inquired into the
cause of the riot,and had found that im-
mediately after a stone had been
thrown, without summoning the people
to disperse, the

Troops Opened Fire
and continued firingfor four minutes.
There weremore soldiers than people in
the streets, and the troops were made
to act tlie part of butchers of women
si-, ici iidfcn. At this point vehement
protests were raised, and M.Kcche was
caucu lo older. M.Constant denied
the accuracy of M.Roche's statement.
A mob of" 4,000, said the minister,
received the soldiers with a show-
er of stones. One officer was
knocked down and the rioters were on
the point of forcing their way through
the troops when the commander called
upon them to keep back. The summons
was unheeded, and the commauderthen
ordered his men to fire into the air.
This, however, had no effect, and he
then ordered the soldiers to lire point
blank. The soldiers obeyed, and the
result was the killing of seven per-
sons and the wounding of four-
teen. Soldiers, added the min-
ister, had a right to use their
arms when indanger. The conduct of
the army and the police throughout
France onMay day had checked seri-
ous social disorder. M.Roche at this
point cried "Murderer." Anumber of
members immediately arose and pro-
tested against M.Roche's language and
the president ordered that the offender
be temporarily expelled. Quiet having
been restored, M. Milleraud demanded
that a committee be appointed
to inquire into the Fouruiies
riot. M. de Freycinet, premier i
and minister of war, opposed
tiie motion. lie said the government
was not indifferent. It did not desire
to set up a barrier of arms against po-
litical and social claims. It would
rather co-operate with parliament to
improve the lot of the working classes.
W. Milleraud's motion was rejected

—
871 to 48. The chamber of deputies, by
a vote of 35»> to 33,passed a resolution of
confidence in the government.

VOLiCAXOKS OF MUD.

tthc Beautiful Lunabnana Valley
Is Now a Desert.

Panama, April 25.—1n addition to
the electoral question in Hogota, Colom-
bia, there is another which is attracting
attention there. The Monserrate and
Guadalupe hills threaten to slide on the
city, and citizens are alarmed. The
municipality has appointed a committee-
to consult with the minister of public
works and other officials, and to agree
as to the measures to be adopted inor-
der to avert the catastrophe which
threatens the city. The engineer of the
Girardo railroad has made a report
•which shows that the city is in immi-
nent danger, as already some houses
have been damaged, and the center of
the city is undermined by water.

Regarding the floods in the Luna-
huana district, the Lima Opinion Na-
cional has published the following let-
ter: The beautiful valley of Luna-
huana, Chili, has experienced a topo-
graphical change, and that which was
formerly a delightful spot is now a
desert. Fifteen craters have beeu con-
tinually at work since Sunday, the 22d,
throwingout masses of mud", which, in
its precipitate descent, and with the
monstrous strength of the current, is
carrying ruin in all directions and
sweeping houses before it, together
with their inhabitants and the cattle,
•vineyards, farms and irrigation works.
All the roads north and south of Luna-
fcuana have been converted into ditches,
through which water iscontinuallv pour-
ing, and all communication between
Canete and Chincha is interrupted,
while the bridge across the river has
been swept away. The numerous vic-
tims who have suffered, the deep im-
pression caused by the destruction of
all the ijrigation ditches, the fact that it
will be impossible to gather the re-
mainder of the crop of grapes and the
certainty that tlie necessaries ot life will
reach famine prices, lead me to suggest

that the government should take step;;
on behalf of the residents here. Hun-
dreds of families have been left without
homes, and are camping out on the hill-
sides, the only clothes they have being
those in which they escaped. They are
preparing to cross the ravines, as the
Hoods may sweep down upon them at
any moment.

AGAINST PROTECTION.

Germany, Austria-Hungary and
Italy May Form a Coalition.

Rome. May 4.—The commercial
treaty between Germany and Austria-
Ilungnry lias become a topic ofcomment
by the press generally. Inits interested
ulterior consequences itbids fair to be-
come a matter of the greatest concern to
the people of the United States. It is
announced that (iermany and Austria-
Hungary have invited Italy, Switzer-
land and Belgium tojoinin a conven-
tion at Vienna for tne avowed purpose
of forming a coalition of the central
European states against protectionist
countries, but why states whose cus-
toms tariffs are constructed so uniformly
f<>r the purpose of piotectinsf their in-
terests as are those of Germany, Austro-
uuiigary and Italy can give out as fie
reason for t\w proposed coalition,
the protectionists of other coun-
tries, is a puzzle to those who
have carefully studied the situation.
It is not yet known that Italy
lias consented to join the convention
at Vienna for the purpose of consider-
ing the subject. Ifshe should itwould
seem that the political lies of the
triple alliance are stronger than her
commercial necessities, for among her
best friends, commercially considered,
are France and the United Suites.
Since the commercial treaty with
France expired in 1887 Italy's exports
to Fiance have fallen oIF largely, but
France still remains one ofItaly's best
customers. Italy's exports to Austria
and Germany have fallen from I'JT.OOO,-
--000 francs in 1880 to 181,000,000 fraccs in
1889. In the latter year France bought
of Italy Hi4.000.000 francs. lnlb'JOthe
United States bought 100.000.000 francs.
The effective value of the league de
<iemls on the adhesion of Italy. With-
out itit would fall far short of the im-
portance it would gain by her ad-
herence.

WILLIAMIS MASTER.

The Emperor Declares That No
One Else Can Hun Germany.

Dussei.douf, May 4.—At a banquet
inhis honor this evening Emperor Will-
lain made a significant speech, in which,
after dilating upon his desire for peace
and for the protection of the rights of
labor, and after expressing satisfac-
tion at the conclusion of the
commercial treaty with Austria,
}>c said: "As to the home uol-
icy which is becoming established, I
shall not deviate a hair's breadth from
tue course Ihave adopted. 1aloii'i am
master in this country, and nobody
else." His emphatic language in re-
eaid to the treaty with Austria, which
Prince Bismarck opposes, and also inre-
gard to home affairs, was evidently di-
rected at Prince Bismarck.

TALKEDTO SAILORS.

Minister Lincoln Addresses Their
Society in London.

London, May 4.—Robert T. Lincoln,
the United States minister, spoke at a
meeting of the British and Foreign Aid
society to-day. Incidentally Mr. Lin-
coln remarked that he felt sure that the
Beating sea dispute would be settled
amicably and honorably, and ina man-
ner satisfactory to botli countries. Re-
ferring to the work of the society he
praised its wisdom and economy in co-
operating with the American Seaman's
Friend society in mutually sustaining
stations in foreign ports for the benefit
of seamen irrespective of natiou or
creed.

ITALYNOT INIT.

Being Unable to Ante, She Will
Not Come inthe Fair.

Bomb, May 4.—lt lias been decided,
from motives of economy, that Italy
willnot take an official part in the Chi-
cago exposition, to which Americans
should take no exception, as Italy took
noOfficial part in the French exposition
of 1880. Jt proposes to suppress the
ministry of posts and telegraphs. It
has withdrawn the offer of government
aid to the proposed celebration of Co-
lumbus at Genoa. The deficit seems as
yet to be an unknown amount, hut the
ministry propose to advise the public at
the earliest moment both of its needs
and of all its measures of economies.

Heroic Women.
Vienna. May 4.—The women of Bekes

were at the fore frontof those demand-
ing the release of the prisoners. They
spit upon their hands and hurled stones
at the soldiers, and bared their breasts,
crying, "Cut us down with your bayo-
nets. We will not move without our
brothers/ It is reported that the re-
cent riot at Bekes originated in the
seizure of a banner which women of the
town had prepared. On the banner was
embroidered in gold on white silk the
legend "Liberty, Equality, Fraternity."
Itwas intended #or use on the expected
occasion of Crown Prince Rudolph coin-
iug to distribute laud among the peas-
ants, agitators having spread the story
that thH prince was not dead but iv
prison in Belgium.

WillShut Out Tolstoi's Works.
St. Pbticrsbubg, May 4.—The gov-

ernment has issued a decree prohibiting
the Stundists from holding public meet-
ings, from engaging in manifestations,
from publishing tracts and from other-
wise propagating the doctrines of the
religious sect to which they belong.
This ban extends to the works of Tol-
stoi, which deal with religion and the
family relations. Avowed Stundists
must be so described in their passports
inorder to prevent them fromobtaining
employment in the government service.
Stundists who are convicted of proselyt-
ing willbe sent to Siberia.

Miserable Jews.
St. Petersburg, May 4.—Terrible

scenes attend the expulsion of the Jews
from Moscow, Kleff and other places.
Many die of misery en route, and the
Jewish settlements in the Pale are
crammed with new arrivals. All
speeches and pamphlets favoring the
Jews are prohibited. The government
is considering a scheme to solve the
Jewish question, which, ifadopted, will,
itis believed, shock the world.

Done and Approved.
Rome, May 4.—The chamber of dep-

uties to-day, by a vote of 235 to 115, ap-
proved the action taken by the govern-
ment on May day.

Archbishop ofYork Dying.
London, May 4.—The archbishop of

Tork, whois suffering from influenza,
is said to be dying.

Minister Mianiaga Dead.
Rome, May 4.—Senor Malniaga, the

Mexican minister, is dead.

Washington, May 4.

The following

dispatch was sent by Secretary Blame
to-day:

Porter. American Minister, Rome: A series
of statements addressed to the Marquis
Imperiali by the Marquis Uudinl was tele-
graphed from Home yesterday and was pub-
lished by the Associated Press of the Uu'.ted
States to-day. The only part of the Marquis
Bndloi's communication which this govern-
ment desires to uotice is the one here quoted,
namely:

"Ihave now before me anote addressed to
you by Secretary Maine, April14. Its poni-
sal produces amost painful impression upon
me. Iwill not stop to lay stress upon (he
luck of conformity with diplomatic usages
displayed iv making use, as Mr.Hiaine did
not hesitutc to do, ofa portion of ft telegram
of mine communicated to him in strict con-
fidence, In order to get rid ofa <juestion
Clearly defined in our official documents.
Which iilune possess a diplomatic value."

The telegram of Harcb U4, concerning
whose publicuse Marquis Kudiuicomplains,
is the following, which was quoted in fullin
my note of April 14 to Marquis Imperiali,
charge of Italyat this capital:

"Home, March 24, 1891.— Italian Minister,
Washington: Our requests to the federal
government are very simple. Some Italian
subjects, acquitted by the American
in>if,'istrntus, bare been murdered in
prison while under the immediate pro-
tection of the authorities. Our rii;ht
therefore to demand and obtain the punish-
ment of the murderers and an indemnity for
the victim is unquestionable. Iwish to add
that the jml.licopinion in ItalyiBJustly im-
patient, and if concrete provisions were not
at once taken, Ishould find myself in the
painful necessity of snowing openly our dis-
BatisfiH'tiou by recalling the minister of his
majesty from a country where he is unable
to obtain justice. Kijdini."

The intimation of the Marquis Kudini that
the telegram in question was delivered in
Ktrictconfidence, is a total error. As the
telegram expressed the demand of the Italian
government Itwns impossible that Marquis
liudini could transmit itin strict conlidence.
As Ihave already slated, it was communi-
cated to me in person by Baron Fava, writ-
ten in English, In his own band-writing,
without a suggestion or privacy, and the
telegram ilseif has not a single mark upon it
denoting a confidential character. 1have
caused a number ofcopies of the telegram to
be forwarded to you to-day, in fac simile.
The usual mark for italic printing was used
by me under four lines, and they appear in
the copies. You will use the fac similes in
such manner as will most effectually prove
the error into which the Maruuis Kudini has
fallen. Blame.

IMPERIALS DON'T TALK.

He Has Nothing to Say About
Kudini's Last Note.

Washixotox, D. C. May 4.—lt does
not appear, in the judgment of state de-
partment people, that the note of the
Marquis Kudini to Marquis Imperial!,
who is now the representative of Italy
Jn the United States, published this
morning, has changed the situation for
better or worse. An Associated
Press reporter tnis morning asked
the Marquis Imperial! to define
his position as lie understood
it. The marquis was polite and oblig-
ing, but evidently felt himself bound to
observe the diplomatic proprieties
clearly, and declined to discuss tne mat-
ter. "You must let the communication
speak for itself," said he. "I can
only say what the letter says. lam in
charge of the current business of the
legation." So about the only result
of the interview was the tacit
acknowledgement from the marquis
that he had received the note.
As has been the case at every step of
the Italian negotiations, the department
officials decline to allow thsmselves to
be quoted as expressing any opinions.
But privately they do not appear to at-
tach particular importance to the last
note, in the first place, that note was
not addressed to Secretary Blame, and
it is safe to say that its tenor would have
been entirely different ifithad been. Nor
was it intended to be shown to him.
Itis regarded here as intended solely
for "domestic consumption," being
rather cleverly calcul.t 'd to inspire the
Italian people with the idea that the
government is pursuing a vigorous and
resentful policy,while taking advantage
of diplomatic stagnation of expression
and form and prevent the United States
from having any official ground for re-
sentment. The" Marquis Imperial! is in
charge of the current business of
the Italian legation. That has
been his precise status since Baron
Fava quitted Washington, so that it
cannot be said that diplomatic relations
between the United States and Italy are
severed. The Italian government ap-
pears to be awaiting the action of our
judicial authorities. There has been
no correspondence between the twogov-
ernments since Secretary Blame's note
of April14 toImperial), and it may be
recalled that in that note the secretary
stated that the United States govern-
ment was investigating the subject of
the New Orleans tragedy. The next
step willbe taken by this government,
and willprobably be an addition to the
correspondence in the shape of an
epistle founded upon the report of Dis-
trict Attorney Grant at New Orleans in
retard to the nationality and character
of the dead Italians.

SESSION OF SAWBONES.

Meeting of the American. Acad-
emy of Medicine.

Washington, May 4.—The Ameri-
can Acpdemy of Medicine resumed the
sessions of its sixteenth annual meeting
here to-day. There was a much larger
attendauc to-day than at the previous
meetings, the venerable Dr. N. S.
Davis, of Chicago, being among the in-
vited guests. The academy was unan-"
imous in condemning the inertness of
the public towards its own interests by
neglecting to demand better qualified
physicians; itencouraged the sacrifice
of personal Interest among those edu-
cators who had not already in-
sisted upon a rational standard;
and It most emphatically" de-
nied that difficulties of such a
nature, placed in the way of young
students, v<a» a hirj.irance to thVstudy

of medicine or to the community. Med-
icine was becoming a science, which
oiiL'ht to be honored, and though feeling
Borrow for the individual, the academy
was clad to lose the man who committed
Buicide because there "was not no room
for no more doctors." Representatives
of about forty-five colleges were present
in the evening. Dr. M. S. Davis.of Chi-
cago, presided; Dr. Millard, of Minne-
apolis, acted as secretary. The associa-
tion readopted the platform established
last year at Nashville, but there was
much opposition on the part of some
colleges that claimed membership in
the association, but were nut recognized.
Dr. Logan, ot .Sew Orleans; Dr. Ustler,
Baltimore, and Dr. Millard, Minneapo-
lis, as committee on constitution and
by-laws, submitted their report, which
referred chiefly to the restrictions
placed upon colleges wishing to become
members or the association and to the
minimum requirement for students en-
tering those colleges. This report was
reserved, as the hour was too late to
admit of any delinite decision on the
matter. The'following officers for the
coming year were elected: President,
Dr. Phineas D. Connor, Cincinnati;
vice presidents, Dr. H. Lowry Bibbet,
Carlisle, Pa.; Dr. George Jackson
Fisher, Simr Sing, N. V.:Dr. Henry U.
Lyuian, Chicago; Dr. Lewis S. Mc-
Murtry. Louisville, Ky.; secretary. Dr.
Charles Meintire, Easton, Pa.; assist-
ant secretary, Dr. Edtrar M. Green,
Easton, Pa. ;treasurer, Dr. J. C. lles-
ton.

The time and place for meeting was
referred to the council.

Medical Editors.

The re-
port of the committee on abuses in hos-
pitals incitie.s, of which Prof. Davis, of
Chicago, is chairman, was presented
and laid over for action until the next
annual meeting. The committee on
nominations for officers for the ensuing
year reported the following names:

Can't Be Restricted.
Washington, May 4.—A proviso to

section 50 of the new tariff law requires
that when duties arc based upon the
weight of merchandise deposited in a
Chicago visible supply warehouse, they
shall be levied and collected upon the
weitrht ofsuch merchandise at the time
of its withdrawal. Attorney General
Millerlias, at the request of the treas-
ury department, rendered an opinion
construing this proviso, which is to the
effect that itis applicable to all importa-
tions of goods under the act, and cannot
be restricted, as has been contended, to
the withdrawal ofgood jwhich were iv
bond at the time said act went into ef-
fect.

His Heroism Rewarded.
Washington, May 4.—Secretary Fos-

ter has sent to Frekerick Hatch, the
keeper of the Cleveland, 0., break-
water light station, a gold life-saving
"second service bai," in recognition of
his "extraordinaiy gallantry in rescuing
Mrs. Catherine llazen from drowning
near the Cleveland breakwater, Lake
P>ie, on the Ist of October, 18'JO."

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DID THE JONAH ACT.
But This Time the Trick

Is Done by an Alli-
gator.

The Animal Carries a Eoy
Out Into the Deep

Sea.

After Toying- WithHim Awhile
He Lets Him

Go.

Colox. April25.—Jamaica papers of
recent date give the following alligator
story: Friday afternoon, the 10th inst.,
while the schooner Sisters was lying in
Cow bay, Jamaica, ('apt. Greenwood
and a portion of the crew went on shore
lor the purpose of baying a bath in a
lake well known as Pond Mouth. In
the party were two little boys named
Geonre Thomas and John Greenwood,
the latter a son of the captain. They
had been in the water about ten min-
utes when the captain, who was sonio
distance away from the boys, heard
a scream, and, on looKiug, saw
the boy Thomas in the mouth
of a huge alligator, which was running
away with him before their eyes, and
all of them powerless to prevent it. Of
course, they were very much fright-
ened, as well as wild with rage at the
audacity of the brute. Capt. Green-
wood was determined to rescue the boy,
even at the cost of his own life, and he
immediately rushed into the water after
the alligator, but as soon as he had got
ten yards nearer, the brute went down
under the water, carrying the boy with
him. A few minutes later the boy's
head appeared above the surface of the
water, and Capt. Greenwoon, with the
aid of one of his men, succeeded inres-
cuing him. The boy was bleeding from
a wound on the left arm, and he
wns quite exhausted. Ho was
taken on board of the vessel,
where restoratives were administered
and the wound dressed with carbolic
acid and laudanum until tbs vessel's
arrival inJamaica, when he was sent to
the public hospital. Immediately after
the boy had sufficiently recovered from
his fright,Capt. Greenwood went on
shore withhis dog, which he tied against
a tree. As soon as the dos commenced
to howl the alligator appeared, and Capt.
Greenwood, taking steady aim, succeed-
ed inlodging a bullet in the head of the
monster, killingnim instantly, amidstthe shouts of the crew. Itwas at this
very place that a favorite dotr belonging
to Capt. Greenwood was carried away
by an alligator;,, ( «t long ago. The boy

HE'S A MARK.

The Mafia InAlter the Life ofa St.
I.l'iii.s Italian.

St. Louis, May 4.—Tony Pandolfin,
an Italian, well educated and of good
address, believes that he is a marked
man—marked for assassination by the
deadly Mafia. And for that reason he
goes about his business heavily armed.
The case has just been reported to the
police, but the story told is that while
Patulolfin was standing in a saloon at
Seventh and Elm streets yesterday
afternoon, he was attacked by an un-
known Italian and stabbed in the left
breast.

"1 am positive that Ihave been
marked for assassination," said he. "As
1 was leaning against the bar yesterday
1saw a hand stretched over my shoul-
der and the gleam of a long-bladed dirk
in the clenched lingers and then felt the
steel in my breast."

As he said this he pushed back his
shirt and displayed a small red line in
the middle of his left breast. l'andoltin
attributes the attack to a remark he
made in a crowded saloon at the time of
the New Orleans lynching. He was
discussing the affair with some friends
and said that it served the "d—d dogs
right," and he believes the Matia have
si-man emissary to do away with him.

CRIME IN WEALTH.

Two Bank Officials Arrested for
Making False Returns.

Philadelphia, Pa., May 4.—Gideon
W. Marsh, who was president of the
Keystone National bank at the time of
its suspension in March last, and
Charles Lawrence, ex-cashier of the
bank, were arrested to-day, charged by
Bank Examiner Drew with conspiring
together to make false reports of the
condition of the bank to Comptroller of
the Currency Lacy by means of false
entries In the bank's books. The two
ex-oflicials were held in$20,000 bail each
for a further hearing. Inhis testimony
before the United States commissioner.
Bank Examiner Drew testified that the
estate of John 0. Lucas, deceased,
former president of the bank, was cred-
ited on the books withan indebtedness
of875.000 to the bank, whereas the full
indebtedness of the estate of Mr. Lucas
had been about *y00,000.0f which amount
about t~OO,OOO had been returned.

DAMAGINGBLAZE.

One Thousand Men Thrown Out
and $350,000 Lost.

Tkoy, N. V., May 4.—Last night a
fire was discovered in the engine room
of the Bleaker Island blast furnace.
Seven large Dickson upright engines
used for blowing blast furnaces were
entirely destroyed. The fire caught
from a pile of waste back of one of the
engine, the windows of the engine
room being open and a strong
west wind fanned the inflammable ma-
terial into a blaze. The employes es-
caped by running from the room. The
loss is $350,000, and is partially covered
by insurance. One thousand men will
be thrown out of work. It will take
several months to repair the dambtce.
The engines, which cost $50,000 a piece,
were entirely destroyed and are beyond
repair. The company had orders ahead
that would take-two years to complete,
and this fire will seriously inconven-
ience them.

explain everything.

The five stamps on the package
of poison were of the pale or orange red
hue.

Five Children Burned.
UFEEB Marlboro, Aid.. May 4.—On

Saturday night the house of James Cole
(colored) was burned inPrince George's
county, and his five children perished
in the flames. The house was on the
farm of Robert Uonnyek, in Aquasro
district. The father went from his
home to visit a neighbor, leav-
ing the house in charue of tl ©
children— four girlsand one boy— whose
ages ranged from five to fifteen years.
Shortly afterward he discovered that
the house was on lire, and that the
youthful inmates, who had gone to bed,
were unable to escape. Assisted by T.
M.Nay lor and his brother, an attempt
was made to rescue th« unfortunate
children, but without success. They
were allburned up with the house.—

Trouble With Moonshiners.
Little Rock, Ark.,May 4.— United
