Loxpox, May 9.—A very uncomfort-
mble feeling exists in England over the
prospects of another Boer war, which
may involve the disappearance of Mr.
Goschen’s surplos, besides being very
uncertain as to results. Small wars de-
vour surpluses in a way that English
taxpayers are beginning to appreciate,
and they do not view the likelihood or
certainty of a Boer struggle with the
same patience that they look upona

Manipur campaign. The expense of
Indian wars is borne by India, but

England mast carry the burden in Af-

rica. The struggle seems inevitable,
however, whatever the cost, and
the war oflice is engaged in prepar-

Ing for it. 'T'he friends of peace are al-
ready discussing some way of getting
out of the difliculty, and but one way is
armarvent, and that is, permit the Boers
to es’ ‘blish their new republic under
tLe sovereignty of the q icen. This will
prowavly be the outcome of the affair
after a skirmish or two between the
troops and the Dutch. Capt. Verney is
said to be enjoying himself in jail, so
far as physical comforts are eoncerned,
although nobody who has seen the man
doubts that he is under a terrible men-
tal strain. It is talked of as the most
remarkable instance of Iiyde and
Jekyll in this generation.  Verney
had an excellent side to his charac-
ter. He was foremost in genuine works
of vhilanthropy; and all the time as
Wilson he was following a most despiea-
ble and eriminal carveer. llis friends
say that he is insane on a certain sub-
ject. The common people look on him
as an
Accomplishied Scoundrel

who has not received a tithe of his
deserts. It is said that his wife stands
by him. Under English laws she could
not procure a divorce if she wished to,
as he has not been cruel to her person-

ally. She has an independent fortune
in her own right. Like Valentine
Baker, Verney is too old to

build up a reputation that would wipe
out the past. A German officer under
the circumstances would have commit-
ted suicide. English society is just
now rife with wretched scandals, in
some instances involving other men as
high as Capt. Verney.  This morning’s
news from Belgium is alarming. The
striking spirit is spreading like an
epidemic, and multitudes are leaving
their work in every center of industry.
The army could not be depended upon
in the event of a revolution, for in no
other country of Europe is there such
close friendship between the people
and the troops. The Belgian par-
liament has lost its opportunny
to gain the popular good will through
a salisfactory measure of extended
suflrage. and the working classes are
thoroughly aroused to an assertion of
their right The meager Tory victory
of Thursday, when Mr. Brymer, Con-
se1 ive, defeated Edgcombve, Glad-
stonian, by forty votes, in the election
for member of parliament held in the
South Dorset division, the seat being
leit vacant by the death of Lieut. Col.
C. 'T. .J. Hambro, Conservative, was fol-
lowed yesterday by a

Decisive Victory
for the Gladstonians, in the South Lei-
cestershire division. The seat for this
division was left vacant the same time
as the one for South Dorset, as Thomas
Kay Tapling, Conservative, died on the
same day, April 11, as Col. Hambro,
Conservative, who represented South
Dorset. 1n the election yesterday, the
returns of which have just been an-
nounced, Mr. Logan, the Gladstonian
candidate, defeated Mr. Hardy, the
Conservative  nominee, by 480 votes,
as follows: Mr. Logan. Gladstonian,
5.982: Mr. Hardy, Conservative, 5,493.
At the last election, the iate Mr. Tap-
ling, who was the head of the firm of
Tapling & Co., well-known wholesale
carpet and Manchester warehousemen,
polled 5,708 votes, deteating “the Glad-
stone Liberal candidate, James Harris
Sanders, by 1,138 votes,Mr Sanders poll-
ing only 4,570 votes. If this Conserva-
tive majority at the last eclection is
added to the Liberal majority scored
E(-ster(lzly. it will be seen that, on the
asis of the last election, the Liberals
have gainea 1,627 votes out of a total of
10,278 polled during the last elec-
tion, or out of a total of 11,475 votes
polled yesterday. Thus with 1,197
more peovle voting yesterday, the Lib-
erals won by 480 votes. On Wednesday
last. it will be remembered, Baron
Stern, the Gladstone candidate, defeated
Mr. Greene. the Conservative candi-
date, in the Stow Market, or Northwest
division of Suffolk, by 4,346 10 4.132
votes.

IS BLAVATSKY DEAD?

Reported Cremated in London,
but Chicago Doubts.

Loxpox, May 9.—The death of Mme.
Blavatsky, tiie noted co-founder of the
Theosophical society, announced in
these dispatches last night, occurred at
19 Avenue road. Regent’s Park, three
weeks azo. ‘T'he fact has only now be-
come publiely known. Mme. Blavatsky
was sixty years of age. The cause of
death was influenza, aggravated by kid-
ney troable. The deceased was cre-
mated at Woking, according to her de-
sire.

CHICA GO. May 9.-Chicago theosophists
do not credit the report from London of
the death of Mme. Blavatsky. Among
them is Col. John C. Bundy, editor of
the Religio Philosphical Journal of the
leading spiritualistic publications of
the country. *I have been on the look-
out for sucha report for some time,”
said Col. Bundy. “About a year ago
I received from Prof. Elliott Coues,
formerly of the Smithsonian institute,
Washington, and a theosophists a letter
stating that the madame would prob-
ably die before long and come to life
again, and he warned me to be on the
look out. She has died several times,
according to the belief of her followers.
This is another of her tricks, 1 have no
doubt. About twelve years ago I re-
ceived a letter from some person in
New York who claimed to be an Arab
merchant visiting that city, The letter
went on to say: *“*Some years ago, while
traveling through the Suez canal, 1 met
on the boat a Mme. Blavatsky, travel-
ing with a retinue of servants. At
Cairo she 1eceived a sunstroke, died,
and I saw her buried. Recently, while
walking down Broadway, I mét a lady

who was in all respects identical
with the lady whom 1 saw buried,
excepting that she was a little

older and stouter, She said that her
name was Blavatsky and claimed to be
the person who died at Cairo, now how
do you explain this?” 1 had been fight-
ing the Blavatsky crowd for vears, and
saw at once that it was a scheme put up
by her and her friends in New York to
circulate another of their fakes. The
letter gave a street and house address
as that of the writer,and referred to the
Gireek consul at New York. I put the
matter into the hands of detec-
tives, and discovered that there
was no- such address as thas
given, and that the Greek consel
never heard of the Arab.  While Mme.
Blavatsky was known to be suffering
from kidney trouble, which, with a com-
bination of nfluenza, is said to have
been the eause of her death, I do not
believe that she could have died without
the newspapers hearing of it. She was
too noted a person.  Why, it was only
within a few days that she was reported
as having been present at one of the
theosiphic seances, and as having re-
ceived a message from Annie Bessant
who is in this country leeturing.”

NEw York. May 9.—The following
has been received from William Q.
Judge, the general secretary of the
American section of the Theosophical
society: **So many rumors and state-
ments having appeared to the effect
that Madame H. P. Blavatsky
died three weeks ago and that the
death was concealed until yesterday,
1 beg to say that a cable just received by
me from the private secretary of Mme.
Blavatsky states as follows, ‘she died
Friday. the 8th of May, at 2:25in the
afternoon.” This hour in London would
be about 9 a. m. here, and the telegram
of announcement to me was received
here between 1 and 2 p. m.”

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

Strikes and Disagrecements in

Many Places.

New Yorx, May 9.—One of the larg-
est meetings of the lumber trade ever
held in this city took place yesterday at
the rooms of the New York Lumber
Trade association. The subject under
discussion was the boycott whieh had
been declared against one of the lumber
dealers, who presented his case for ad-
yvisement. It was asserted that this
strike was manifestly unjust, inasmueh
as no demands whatever had beenmade
upon him, and his men had refused to
strike; they were consequently deelared
“scabs,” and a walking delegate strike
was ordered against him. Several of the
members of the lumber handlers’ asso-
ciation stated that at the meeting of their
union. held last Sunday. the men of the
boycotted yard, through their spokes-
man, stated that they had no grievances,
and that they were perfectly satisfied
with both the pay and the treatment
they were receiving, whereupon the
spokesman was forcibly ejected from
the meetingt In view of these facts the
united lumber trade of New York,
Brooklyn and Jersey City determined
not to deliver any lumber to any build
ing in New York city after Saturday
May 9, until the boycotts now declared
have been raised. About 100,000 men
will be affected.

St. Louis, Mayv 9.—There are very
few changes in the labor situation. The
carpenters who have not received 40
cents for eight hours’ work are still out,
and, 1from present indications, likely to
be for some time to come. The success
ot all the strikers will depend to a great
extent upon the carpenters. If they
are victorious. there is little doubt that
the other laboring men will get what
they want. The union painters of
this ¢ity, who are about equally divided,
some being members of the brother-
hood, while others are attached to the
journeymen painters’ union, have thus
far met with little success. The two
branches are now very bitter against
each other. The journeymen eling to

the bosses and cannot be induced
to strike. The architectural iron
workers still remain out, and mnot

one of their bosses has as yet recog-
nized union rules. The tin and sheet-
iron cornice workers are gaining ground
daily. Six large firms have signed the
contract and agreed to the union’s seale
of wages. The men are very enthusi-
astic and sanguine of winning the fight.
Tne marblé cutters have carried their
point with all but one firm.

SCcoTTDALE, Pa., May 9.—The coke
strike situation presented no now feat-
ures to-day. It was remarkably quiet
in all sections, the only incident being
the burning last night of a block of four
houses at the Alice plant. Twelve
families were evicted there yester-
day, and it is supposed to have
been incendiary. Reports from the
general offices of the coke companies
are that the regular Saturday work is
being done at the plants in operation,
with more men willing to 20 to work.
Large mass meetii®s are being held by
the strikers this afternoon at Buckeye
and Overton. No trouble is expected.

CHICAGO, May 9.—The strike of the
employes of the Hegewiseh shops of the
United States Rolling Stock ecompany,
was settled this morning, and the 500
strikers went back to work, The men
struck for six weeks’ back pay, which
they received tiis fmorning. The con-

BLAMING THE ALTON,

The Attitude Assumed by That
Road Arouses Indig-
nation.

Rates for the Grand Army
Encampment the Bone of
Contention.

Statement of Ex-Traffic Man-
ager Leeds Regarding His
Discharge.

Breyfogle Resigns--General
Items of Railroad News
and Gossip.

CHICAGO, May 9.—Some of the West-
ern roads that are not in sympathy
with the Chicago & Alton 1n its fight
with the Eastern lines are very indig-
nant at the attitude taken by that com-
pauy on the question of excursion rates
to pointsin the territory of the Central

Trafic and Trunk Line associa-
tions. ‘Their wrath is augmented
by the claim made by the Alton
odicials that their competitors are

responsible  for the failure of the
Western  Passenger  Association  to
agree upon special rates to the Grand
Army encampment at Detroit. The
passenger agent of a Western road said
to-day: “We are all willing and anx-
ious to sell through tickets at one fare
for the round trip for the oceasion. The
association has been unable to so legis-
late on account of the negative vote of
the Alton. That road refuses to make
a through rate to Detroit for the
GrandArmy encampment, and for the
national educational convention, and
declines to make any through arrange-
ment that will allow the Michigan Cen-
tral or the Lake Shore, the Big Four
and other American lines to participate
in the business. It has expressed will-
ingness to selt at the one-fare rate to
the Eastern gateways of the association,
knowing that no such proposition

could be  entertained by any
line having a legitimate reg-

ular business to protect. 1t
requires no technical knowledge of rail-
road affairs to be able to see that the
sale of tickets only to Chieago, St. Louis
and other Eastern gateways of the West-
ern Passenger association would result
in ruining the entire west-bound busi-
ness for the season. On the Alton rests
the responsibility of the failure of the
association to agree upon reduced
rates for the Grand Army encamp-
ment and the educational convention.
Every possible compromise was offered,
but to no effect.  The matter of rates
forsummer tourists has been treated
the same way. 1t is on record that at
the meeting of May 9, every line pres-
ent, except the Alton, voted for a reduc-
tion establishing such rates on a satis-
factory basis. The failure to have it car-
ried involved a loss of thousands of dol-
lars to the railroad companies, the hotel
proprietors and others interested,
and serious loss and inconvenience to
the traveling public.” A large number
of Western railroad officials, however,
concede to the Alton the right to defend
itselt against the attack of the Eastern
roads and mamtain the rates.

Accused of Rate Cutting —The Rock
Island road has filed with Chairman
Finely of the Western Passenger asso-
ciation a charge against the Atchison,
Topeka & Santa Fe, accusing the latter
road of cutting the passenger rate from
Chicago to Denver. Itis claimed that
tickets are furnished sealpers over the
Atehison road at $20.50, whereas the
regular rate is £30.65, and that these
tinkets were obtained by the brokers at
the city oftice of the Atchison,

LEEDS' STATEMENT,

Fired for Being Honest in Cutting
Rates, He Says.

St. Louls, May 9.—J. S. Leeds, ex-
trafiic manager of the Missour1 Pacific,
arrived from New York to-day. In
reply to a reporter’s question as to
how the trouble originated and ter-
minated, Mr. Leeds said: *“There was
very littie to tell. 1did honestly what
others were doing dishonestly and have
suffered. I had made several cnm;)lainls
to the chairman ol the Western Traflic
association about the unfair acts of com-
petitors, and got no satisfaction. Then
1 determined to bring chairman, associ-
ation and all into court, and I cut the
rate of sugar for that purpose. I ad-
mitted that in the meeting of the advis-
ory board at New York. But I reckoned
without my host, for the board decided
to consider my case and not take up the
cause of the rate cutting. It is true
that I cat the rate on my own responsi-
bility and without consultation. As 1
have stated, 1 merely did openly what
others were doing seeretly, and 1 must
take my medicine now that the hoard
has decided against me. 1 have no one
to blame for what has happened. Mr.
Gould and the other officials of the Mis-
souri Pacific did all they could for me
under the circumstances. I cannot cen-
sure any of my employers in the least.”

**Mr. Leeds, is there any truth in the
statement that you are to” be cared for
by the Missouri Pacific?”?

*None in the least; thatis all bosh.
I’m out in the cold world! That’s all
there is to it.”’

*What will you do in the future?”

“l expect to remain in the railroad
business, but I have nothing in view: in
fact, 1 only arrived from New York this
morning.”

A’'Southern Rate War.

SAN Awnroxio, Tex., May 9.—One of
the liveliest rate wars in the history of
Texas is in progress between the South-
ern Pacific. International & Great
Northern and San Antonio & Arkansas
Pass roads. The card rate on wool has
been $1.75 per 100 pounds in this point
to New York and Boston; theSoutnern
Pacific made a secret cut and gobbled
about 90,000 pounds. The other roads
cut and went under the Southern Pa-
cifiz cut. The latter retaliated and the
others responded. Fhe rate by succes-
sive stages has dropped to 85 cents, and
it is predicted to-morrow it will go
down to 75 cents, adding 1 cent per
pound to the value of wool in this mar-
ket. There is every indication that be-
fore the war eads every commodity will
be dragged into it.

FORESTS ON FIRE,

Much Destruction of Timberand
Other Property.
AsHLAXND, Wis., May 0.—Itis now be-
lieved that the worst of the forest fires
is over, the weather having turned
colder with promise of rain. The
flames have been beaten back from all
the villages in this section, and nc
further damage is now anticipated un-
less hot weather shall return without a
rainfall. Reports of damage have been
exagzgerated by sensational correspond-
ents. There has been no loss of life.
DeETrorr. Mich., May 9.—Reports
from Marquette, Mich., says that forest
fires are burning all over the copper
country. At the Oseeola stamp mill sev-
eral cords of wood and the railroad
trestle were burned, at Chassell several
farm houses ana barns went up in
smoke and a bridge was consumed. The
Sturgeon river, Thomas Nester’s estate
and Diamond Match company lose
heavily. Lake Superior from Marquette
to Keweenaw Point is fairly black with

smoke and all the fog whis-
tles are kept blowing constantly.
The loss will be very heavy.

At Tawas on the east shora for two
days past the air has been thick with
smoke from the immense forest fires
which are raging in the woods back ot
the town, and which are said to extend
clear to the county Hne. The village of
Taft in Reno towship 1s said to be sur-
rounded by fire, but no word can be ob-
tained from here. Ishpeming is sur-
rounded by fire, but there is no danger

to the town. 'There is mile after
mile of fire along the roadbed of
the Chicago & Northwestern rail-

road south of Ishpeming and nearly
te Eseanaba. Telegraph poles and
railroad ties are being destroyed and
communication is likely to be cut off at
any time. Nothing but a drenching
rain of two days’ duration can prevent
tremendous damage. Reports from all
along the line of the Duluth, South
Shore & Atlantic railroad show great
fires and a large property damage. One

Murderer William Ruldolph
Suffers the Extreme Pen-
alty for Murdar.,

Death Watch Horrified byza
Lively Jig at the Mid-
night Hour.

Affecting Separation of the
Criminal and His Impris-
oned Wife.

A Prisoner’s Death Reveals
His Name and a Story of
Affection.

OtrAwa, [, May 9.—Charles Ford.
the murderer, has paid the penalty of
his erime, the drop falling at 10:11 a.
m. For very shrewd reasons he, dur-
ing life, concealed his real name z2nd
nativity. He pretended to be of ILrish
antecedents, when, in fact, both his pa-
rents were German and nis real name
was William Rudolph. The motive for
this deception was based on the cireum-
stances that the Irish-American ele-
ment is unusually strong in the popula-
tion of this county, and that a number
of the officials whom he encountered
were of that extraction. With this
knowledge he hugged the delusion
that by assuming to be Irish, he
would have an unconguerable “pull”
and thereby escape vpunishment. Last
eveuing, a dramatic incident occurred
in the jail oflice. Rudolph’s wife of a
fortnight, Kate Weeneck, allias Ford,
was, at the condemued man’s request,
brought into his presence. She had
but a few moments previous pleaded
guilty in court to complicity in Moore’s
murder and been sentenced to impri-
sonment at hard labor for fourteen
years. The meeting of the two com-
panions in erime, whose brief conjuzal
union had brought them only prison
bars, was one genuinely affecting.
Their fate so close at hand, seeined to
draw to the surface in both some re-
deeming qualities of human nature.
For twenty minutes, the pair wept aud
talked together, and were then

Ford rallied from bis depressed spirits
and indulged in singing and dancing
until he became exhausted. When the
sheriff bad finished reading the death
warrant, Ford said: *It’s a shame that
a fine young feliow like me must die;
and such a death, too.” A priest walked
with Ford to the scaffold and remained
with him until the drop fell. Ford
maintained his nerve throughout and
died firm. His avowed ambition was to
beat the record for gameness on the
scaffold,,and he did it beyond a doubt,
the most extraordinary feature of the
affair, coupled with the utter absence
of any show of fear on his part, being
his total abstention from the display of
the slightest trace of bravado. Death
was apparently painless and the loss of
conseiousness instant, though the man’s
neck was not broken.
Story of the Crime.

On the morning of June 24 last, the
body of David Moore, of Omaha, a trav-
eling salesman for the 1. B. Scott Lum-
ber company, of Merrill, Wis., was dis-
covered in Allen park, the head erushed
in by repeated blows from a car coup-
ling pin. Kate Ford, her husbana,
Charles Ford, William O’Brien and
Minnie Winterling were arrested for
complicity in the erime. O’Brien was
tried in August last, and sentenced to
imprisonment for ife. Ford was tried
in Novemwber, found guilty and sen-
tenced to death.

Six weeks spent at
a private saniterium and the judge re-
turned with his mind restored and his
bodily health improved sufficiently to
admit of his sitting on the motion for a
rehearing, which he denied. On the
trial of Ford, it was shown that at his
instigation his  wife, Kate, decoyed
Moore to Allen park, presumably for
purposes of

Robbery or Biackmail,

as the woman was of bad reputation
previous to her marriage to Ford.
O’Brien was Ford’s accomplice. The
day before the murder, Ford and his
wife quarreled, and®in the fear that she
would not keep her appointment with
Moore, Ford engaged a simple-
minded woman of the town
named Minnie Winterling to entrap
Moore. But Mrs. Ford repented, con-
sequently the four were present. Kate
Ford yesterday pleaded guilty and was
sentenced to fourteen years in the pen-
itentiary. Minnie Winterling is yet to
be sried. Ford’s father was hung at

DR. GRAVES UNDER ARREST.

Evidence Secured to Warrant an
Indictment.

BosTox, Mass.,, May 9.—The Globe
will say to-morrow: By order of the
Colorado authorities, Dr. T. Thatcher
Graves is tacitly under arrest for the
murder of Josephine A. Barnaby.
Through adroit detective work the
necesary cvidence to insure an indiet-
ment has been secured, and Dr. Graves
is now bound West, not for the purpose
of giving testimony before the grand
jury, but to be within the jnrisdiction
of Celorado, where he will be formally
indicted on Tuesday next. If the evi-
dence obtained, and now in the hands
of States Attorney Stevens, of Denver,
is to be believed, Dr. Graves has con-
fessed sending the mysterious bottle to
Denver. He has confessed writing the
inseription upon it. He asserts that the
bottle contained pbure whisky when it
was mailed in Boston, and that any

poison therein contained must have
been added after  the package
left his possession. This state-

ment was made to reoresentatives of
the Barnaby family in Providence. The
additional evidence tending to show Dr.
Graves’ complicity is of great amount,
and it can be stated that any attempt on
his part to avoid entrance to Colorado
will result in a formal artest by Detect-
tive Hanscom wherever the remon-
strance may be made. This arrest will
be made, if necessary, upon order of the
authorities at Denver.

POISONED WHISKY

Oifered in Seeming Friendship
With Deadly Intent.

Harrobssura, Ky., May 9.—At
Cardwell, Washinzton county, Thurs-
day. Jetferson Holliday Sr. was invited
by James Matherly to take a drink of
whisky out of a bottle, The old man
took a large draught, but remarked that
it tasted very bitter, and also expressed
his surprise that Matherly did not also
drink. At this Matherly, while ostensi-
bly raising the bottle to his lips, let it
fall, spilling the contents on the ground.
Aftter partaking of the whisky Holliday
was almost instantly taken with excru-
ciating pains, and in an hour died in
great agony. Mr. Holliday is the
father of Jeff and Jim Holliday,
who overtook Cal Vest while returning
from his place February, and shot him
to death, in the presence of his bride,
for which they are now in jail. Itis
the opinion of many that Matherly was
employed by some of the Vest ramily to
do the deed, because of the killing of
Cal Vest, as he was seen talking to one
of the Vest boys just before inviting
the old man to drink. The families
have been at outs for ten years, and
this is the fifth death in consequence.
Indignation was so great that Matherly
disappeared before he could be arrested.

A SORROWFUL ROMANCE.

One Woman's Faithfulness Dis-
eoverald by a Convict’s Death.
CiNcINNATI, May 9.—A Celumbus,
0., dispatch says: *“‘Ralph Holmes, a
convict serving a two-year sentence,
from Asbtabula county, for passing
counterfeit money, gave his name, a
half hour before his death, to the nurse
as F. C. Guion, of Connecticut, and
asked that his mother be notified. This
was done, and she ordered the remains
sent to Little Falls, N. Y. Yesterday
morning two well-dressed ladies called
to ask the privilege of burving the body.
They were from Ashtabula county, and
explained tnat the conviet was engaged
to be married to the younger one—they
were mother and daughter—they had
never believed him guilty, and the wed-
ding was set for July 4, when his term
expired. The request was refused, but
the faithful fiancee took a last look at
her dead lover, and went away in tears.
The body was sent to his mother, who,
by his death, had the first intimation
that he had been in  the penitentiary.’

Confidence Men Released.

WATERLOO, lo., May 9.—‘*Judge”
jaker and “Doctor” Howard, the two
confidence men brought here from
Fayetteville, Ark., for swindling D. C.
Ellis, a farmer of this county, out of
£3,500 $last August. fhad their prelimi-
nary examination to-day. Ever since
the men were brought here they have
been in correspondence with friends in
different parts of the country in an en-
deavor to raise funds to compromise or
furnish bail. To-day Bob Lyons, of
Kansas City, came here and effected a
compromise with Ellis, the victim, by
refunding him, it is said, $2,200 of the
mouey taken, Ellis agreeing to pay all
the expenses of the arrest and all court
costs. The men were then released on
$300 bail, and left on the first train for
parts unknown.

That Fatal Wedding Dinner.

CiNcINNATI, May 9.—-Dr. Dickore
yesterday finished lhis analysis of the
viscera of W. B. Shook, the bridezroom
who died here from the effects of
poisoned food he had eaten at his wed-
ding dinner at Louisville. As stated in
these dispatches heretofore, the analy-
sis showed no metallie poison except
copper. The doctor adds that if the
vietim was poisoned by arsenic it might
have been thrown off during his illness.
Drs. Mitchell and Hyndman, the pa-
tient’s physicians, are of the opinion
that he was poisoned by arsenie. The
chemist found by Marsh’s test very
small specks of what might be arseuie,
but they did not yield to the test for
that poison.

Deserved Shooting.

CHicAGo, May 9.—While in jail in the
suburban town of Austin this evening,
Alfred Townsley, a gambler, was shot
and killed by his wife, who has of late
been separated from him, residing in
Lafayette, Ind. The charge against
Townsley was that of many times re-
peated criminal assaults upon his
eighteen-year-old step-daughter, whose
father was Townsley’s brother. Mrs.
Townsley was arrested. ‘There was no
witness to the tragedy.

His Bride Is Death.

PiTTSBURG, Pa., May 9.—Frank Noel,
a well-known youngz sewing machine
agent, committed suicide by shooting
himself in the left breast in the presenca
of his intended bride, Miss May Poles]-
son, at 1 o’clock this morning.
