FARGO'S COSTLY SUGAR.'

The Interstate Commission Is In-
quiring Into It. ,£«*-—*t

1 Fargo, N. D., May 23.— inter-
state commission has been engaged all
day in taking testimony in the case of
Rawprth & Co. vs. The Northern Pa-
cific. Raworth & Co. allege that the
Northern Pacific has demanded 32 cents
per LOO more for sugar shipped from the
Pacific coast delivered in Fargo than
lias been charged St. Paul merchants,
290 miles longer haul. E. M.Raworth
and E. A. Warner, of the firm, testified
that St. Paul houses used one of the
Fargo Lumber company's warehouses
to store sugar in which was shipped
from San Francisco and cars stopped
here. Trainee Manager Haunaford, of
the Northern Pacific, and Traffic Man-
ager Gray, of the Southern Pa-
cific, testified that the GO-cent
rare to St. Paul is only possible to save
haul! cars back empty from the
coast. That rate was made to meet
competition by water. Sugar could be
shipped from San Francisco to New
York by steamer for about 20 cents per
ton, and could be brought from New
York to St. Paul for 40 cents. There-
fore, if the roads raised the rate any to
St. Paul, sugar would go by way of
New York for the old price and the
Fargo dealer would be no better off
than he is now, as it would still cost
him the local rate inaddition to the St.
Paul rate to get sugar to Fargo. The
commission fixed the time for filing
briefs within ninety days after the
transcript of evidence is prepared by
the stenographer. General Veasey re-
mained over to attend a reception by
the Grand Army. The balance of the
commissioners left for Spokane Falls on
the evening train.

GOHEEX MUST HANG.

Rosa Bray's Murderer Is Sen-
tenced to Die. B3

Fergus Falls, Minn., May 23.—

Judge Searle sentenced Adelbert Go-
heen this morning to hang by the neck
untilhe is dead, the time to be fixed by
the governor.the time, not tobe less than
ninety days from date. None ofthe pris-
oner's family or friends were present in
the court room at the time, and but few
others were in the room. The prisoner
showed in his face the effects of the ter-
rible mental strain of the past few days.
The alert but quiet demeanor during
the trial was gone, and a desperate,
haunted look had taken its place.
His face was haggard and drawn, his
eyes sunken and there was a constant
nervous twitching of the muscles. His
attorney made a motion for arrest of
judgment which was denied, and then
sentence was pronounced, Judge
Searles said there were no exceptional
features in the case which would war-
rant him in making the punishment im-
prisonment for life. After being taken
back to his cell, Goheen broke down
completely and sobbed for a long tune
as ifhis heart would break. He thinks
his family might have done more for
him than they did, and says that the
officers are going to hang an innocent
man. Before being sentenced Goheen's
words and actions indicated he intended
to commit suicide it possible, and a
close watch is being kept over him.

BARDSLEY ARRESTED.
Philadelphia's Treasurer Con-

verted CityMoney to His
Own Use.

Shortages Discovered and
Some Peculiar Facts Are

Developed.

A Rubber Company Fails for
Half a Million,Involving

Others.

Massachusetts Banks Caught
in the Recent Shoe Fail-

ures.

Philadelphia, May 23.—The affairs
of City Treasurer John Bardsley were
brought to a crisis by his arrest to-night
at his home, coiner Perm and Price
streets, Germantown. He is sick in
bed, and two detectives are guarding
the room in which he lies. The three
expert accountants appointed by Mayor
Stuart to examine Mr. Bardsley's ac-
counts discovered a discrepancy of $39,-
--000 shortly before noon* to-day. He
will be given a hearing before Magis-
trate Pole Monday, when the story
of his shortage in detail will be
told. Itis said to-night that the dis-
crepancy discovered is in the treasurer's
account with the Third National bank,
where the city's deposit amounts to
$350,000. Within a month Mr. Beardsley
is said to have drawn $39,000 from the
bank and appropriated it to his own
use. The experts have been engaged
in their work for three days, and this is
the first discrepancy discovered.

Other Shortage*
may be brought to light in the further
comparison of the accounts with the
many banks in which city funds are de-
posited, The discovery was made to-
day that Mr. Bardsley's personal depos-
it with the suspended Keystone bank
amounted to §606,000. Itis said that the
state cannot lose more than $250,000 by
reason of Mr. Beardsley's shortcomings.
Bank Examiner Drew has made a very
singular statement inan interview yes-
terday, in reference to the ¥(J30*,000
which Treasurer Beardsley says
he placed on deposit in the
defunct Keystone bank. lie expressed
a doubt that the sum was as large asstated, and declared that there was no
evidence that it was. He further inti-
mated that he knew the amount, but as
the city comptroller had not given him
permission to state itto the council's
committee, he did not feel at liberty to
inform the newspapers. From "the
drift of his answers to questions,
the inference is broad that
the examiner knew the actual
amount os state money on deposit was
far less than given in Beardsley's state-
ment. Mr. Drew also expressed t\e
belief that the due bills now held by Mr.
Beardsley are hardly of any value. The
state, he said, was neither a preferred
nor deferred creditor, all depositors
under the national banking law taking
equal chances.

FAILURE INRUBBER.

A New Jersey Company Heavily
Involved Financially.

Tbkntok, N. J.. May 28.—The Star
Rubber company is in financial diffi-
culty. The officers of the company are:
Jonathan Steward, president; Phillip
P. Dunn, treasurer, and Thomas A.Bell,
secretary and manager. Woodbury
D.Holt, counsel for Mr. Steward, said
to a reporter that it was true that the
company was in trouble. There has
beiMi a contraction of credits, he said,
and the company's liabilities are more
than itcan meet at the present. Secre-
tary Bell, he added, had informed him
that the company could pay $2 for every
one it owed. Itis said that preference's
will be given as follows: Jonathan
Steward,siiO,ooo;ThomasA.Bell,.*7o,ooo;
Philip P. Dunn, $50,000; William J.
Vannest, $50,000. These capitalists are
behiod several other rubber and crock-
ery concerns, all of which are affected
by the condition of the Star, whose lia-
bilities may foot up £500,000.

Boston, May 23.—C. S. Knowles, sell-
ing agent of the Star Kubber company,
of Trenton, N. J., has placed an attach-
ment on the stock here to secure per-
sonal claims amounting to between
?20.000 and *30,000 for advances that he
has made on the goods sent him by the
company. Mr. Knowlessayshe has had
no official information whatever of thefailure, and learned of itonly from the
newspapers.

THE SHOE FAILURES.

Banks Said to Have Been Caught
in the Wreck.

Boston*, May 23.— Potter, White &
Bailey, which firm has been prominent
in the public prints as a creditor of
the Hill Shoe company, of Memphis,
for a large amount, publish a card
to-day in which they say in part:
"We have security that we liave held
for a long time, and that we consider
unassailable, and in any event our net
loss cannot be more than §30,000 or
$40,000, and willnot impair our ability
to meet every obligation." The firm
will shojtly publish a statement of as-
sets and liabilities. A gentleman, in-
timate with the affairs of Salem
banks, states that he knows
that the four banks of that city
interested in the Davis failure
held 1140,000 of Davis Shoe company,
and Davis indorsed notes, and that one
bank alone has ?'JO,OOO. The latter has,
however, a £300,000 surplus. lie states
also that the Lynn banks have £120,000.
Two of the Salem banks have made a
business of dealing inDavis' paper, and
they hold notes of the*Hillcompany, of
Memphis, with Davis' indorsements.

Lynx,Mass., May 23.— Hon. Joseph
Davis states positively that the Davis
Shoe company never owed the Hill
Shoe company, of Memphis, one dollar.
On the contrary, the Memphis company
owe the Davis Shoe company heavily.
Mr. Davis further states he and the
Davis company recently found them-
selves obliged tocease helping the Mem-
phis concern financially, and then came
the inevitable— the failure ot the Hill
company.

Officials Must Make Returns.

REVENUES OF ROME.
The Present Pope Is Taking*

Measures to Reduce Ex-
penses.

Increased and Broadened De-
mands Upon the Vatican

Treasury.

Sonus Interesting Figures
Tkken From the Pontifi-

cal Budget.

Peter's Pence May Be Relied
Upon to Supply Papal

Needs.

Rome, May 23.—The pope Is taking
steps to secure greater economy of ex-
penditure at the Vatican. He has ap-
pointed a commission consisting ofthree
cardinals charged to do their ufmost to
effect a reduction inexpenses. Itis be-
lieved to be the first time since Sixtus
V. that a pope has interfered in the con-
stitution of some of the congregations.
People are beginning to ask whether
this step means that the pope is about
to simplify the complicated work of
Sixtus V. as not being in harmony with
the existing needs of the church. This
imative might have the happiest, results
for the simplication and centralization
of the public services could be the first
step toward the adaptation of these
services to the particular exigencies of
our times. From a financial point of
view the proposed reductions in ex-
penses are probably due to the in-
creased demands upon the holy see.
The misery in Italy and the effects of
the national bankruptcy on the funds of
the Vatican have considerably aug-
mented the extraordinary expenses.
Everybody asks money ofthe pope. Then
again, the work of the holy see is con-
tinually increasing. Leo XIII.has
created at Rome, especially in the mis-
sion fields, special undertakings which
require much money. The crusade
against slavery has absorbed consider-
able sums. The pope is

Luri»l> in Endowments-

to schools, sciences and benevolent
agencies. Leo XIII.is not so liberal to
persons as was Pius IX., but to causes
ofgeneral interest his generosity bor-
ders on prodigality. Itis the practice
of the radical press of all countries, and
especially of Italy, at times to represent
the pope as disposing of millions on
millions, as surrounded by all the lux-
uries and magnificence of an Eastern
potentate, and as exploiting for inter-
ested purposes tjxe faith of his people.
At other times it represents that the
contributions of St. Peter's pence are*
dwindling to insignificant proportions,
and that the nope will soon be obliged
to accept the annuity of 3,000,000 francs
set apart for him by the Italian govern-
ment under the guarantee law. Neither
of ttiese representations is accu-
rate. While the resources of the
pope, or less than the civil list of most
European sovereigns; yet, by wise ad-
ministration, these resources, if,not en-
tirely adequate to all the needs of the
church, are sufficient to insure the
working ofits principal services. The
revenues of the pontifical budget are
disbursed substantially as follows: At
the disposal of the pope, 500,000 francs;
the cardinals, 700,000 francs; for poor
dioceses, 400,000 francs; prefecture of
the apostolic palaces, 1,800,000 francs;
the secretaryship of state, 1.000.000
francs; emplojes and functionaries, 1,-
--500,000 francs; pontifical schools and
alms-giving, 1,200,000 francs. The half
million at the disposal of the pope
serves to maintain his household and to
meet the

not included under the oflier headings
of the budget, such as the costs of dec-
oration, insiuna, presents to princely
personages, purchases of objects of art,
and alms accorded "motu proprio."
Cardinals incuria are maintained at the
expense of the holy father. The emol-
uments ot each cardinal amount to 20,-
--000 francs. The fourth Item of the
budget, that of the prefecture of the
palaces, varies between one and a half
and two million francs. It includes
all expenses for the pontifical
court, the palace of the Vatican and
the apostolic palaces, the maintenance
of the museums and galleries, the ex-
penses of restoration of the works of
art, the gardens of the Vatican, etc.
The 1,C00,000 francs assigned to the sec-
retaryship ol state cover the expenses
of that office and those of the nuncia-
tures and anostolic delegations. The
allowance for "employes and function-
aries" covers only the pensions of the
faithful servants of the pontiticial gov-
ernment who refused to pass into the
service of the Italian government. This
item becomes smaller year by year as
death thins the ranks of the veterans.
Nearly all the Catholic schools in Rome
are maintained at the charge of the
pope, and the demands of charity tend
constantly to increase. Outside of these
ordinary expenses there is a heavy bud-
get of extraordinary expenses. The
propaganda of the faith has already re-
ceived three subventions of 500,000
francs each, while the institutions aud
academies of Home receive subsidies.
The restoration of the Basilica of the
Lateran has cost 5,000,000 frar.es. Itis
impossible to estimate how much the
pope gives privately.

Tbe Papal Resources
are difficult to enumerate. Even the
administration of St. Peter's pence
itself does not know the exact receipts
and expenditures of the pope, because
Leo XUI.receives directly the greatest
sums from the bishops and the laity.
Part of this money is devoted to extra-
ordinary work and expenses, and part
goes towards increasing the secret fund
reserved for future needs. Imitating
Sixtus V., Leo XIII.wishes to leave to
his successor a tesore pontiiice for ex-
ceptional circumstances, as war,exile or
penury. It is asserted that this fund
absorbed 30,000,000 francs of the sum
received by him on the occasion of his
sacerdotal jubilee inISB7. The average
amount received annually by t*e pope
inSt. Peter's pence is between eight
and nine million francs. There has been
some fallingoffin the ainouut receved
from France, due, as it is thought at the
Vatican, to the educational laws, which
weigh heavily on the French people,
but this has been, more than counter-
balanced by the increase of contri-
butions from many other countries.
The United States now contribute more
than France to this fuud, sending an-
nually $200,000. Belgium comes next
after France, then Holland, Spain, Ger-
many, and last of all Italy. It seems
highly improbable that the pope will
ever accept the sum assured him by

the Italian government in the guaran-
tee law, as itwouldbe an admission of
dependence. Tne system of St. Peter's

jpeace has become a permanent Institu-

tton, and promises to be sufficient for
allpapal needs.

M'MILLAN'SGIFT.

The General Assembly of Presby-
terians Attends the Presenta-
tion.
Detroit, Mich., May 23.—The third

day's session of the Presbyte-
rian assembly was a brief and unim-
portant one. The early part of the ses-
sion was given up to a discussion of the
design of a seal for the general assem-
bly, and the question was put over
until Monday. Rev. Duigi Anselini of
the Evangelical church of Italy, for-
merly a priest in Rome, but now a
pastor in the Evangelical church

'
near

Rome, was introduced and received with
applause. Inbroken English he spoke
of nis work inItaly. He said the move-
ment was first started by the work of
Christian travelers In that country. He
was a convert himself of Father Gavazzi.
The moderator.on behalf of the assembly
sent to the Evangelical church inItaly
congratulations and assurances of
prayers. Rev. J. T. Smith, of Balti-
more, reported that there had been a
.gratifying increase in the receipts of the
board of ministerial relief. For the
first time in years there was a balance
of £3,833.78 in the

-
treasury, in-

stead of a deficiency of from £1,000
to 112,000. The report was discussed at
some length. Itwas urged that the bal-
ance was a mere trifle, and would soon
be used up, and that the assembly
should provide more liberally for thecare of worn out members of the church.
The wealthy churches were scored for
the pittances they contributed to the
funds for the support of superannu-
ated clergymen. The re wort , was ac-
cepted and adopted.

Ann Abbor, Mich., May 23.— Seven
hundred .commissioners and friends of
the general assembly of the Presby-
terian church, now in session at Detroit,
arrived in this city to-day to attend the
formal presentation of McMillan
hall to the Tappan Presbyterian
association by Senator James Mc-
Millan,of Detroit. The generous donor
of the building is abroad and the formal
presentation was made by his son,
James McMillan,of Detroit. Rev. Wal-
lace Radcliffe, of Detroit, accepted it in
behalf of the association of which he is
president. Remarks followed by the
moderator of the assembly, Rev. W. 11.
Green, President Angel, of the univer-
sity ofMichigan, and President Roberts,
of Lake Forest college. The commis-

THE RIGHT TO VOTE. 5
APresbyterian Minister Rebels at

Its Inhibition.
PiTTSBUKO. Pa., May 23.— J. K.

McClurkin. of the Reformed Presby-
terian Theological Seminary of Alle-
gheney, has made "public an an-
nouncement of . his intention to
resign the chair of theolo-
gy and history in the in-
stitution, at the coming meeting of the
synod in this city, May 27. The reason
given for thus abandoning his church
and place is that seven young reformed
Presbyterian ministers had been sus-
pended from the church for voting at
a political election, and that they
would probably be expelled from
the synod. In his resigna-
tion, Rev. McClurkin says: "My ac-
tion is tire outgrowth of a candid,
thoughtful investigation of the attitude
of the church toward the government
ofour country, and of the illusive dis-
tinctions by which this attitude has of
late been advocated. After search-
ing the constitutional history -of
the United States, after study-
ing her Christian laws, re-
ligious customs and supreme court in-
terpretations

—
too, that the

ballot box is the place where Christian
convictions must be expressed, if right-
eous laws are to send their life-giving
influences throughout our republic—l
have been forced to the conclu-
sion . that the individual con-
science of the American citizen
should be allowed to decide as to the
duty of casting a ballot for the righteous
ruler." The probabilities are that Rev.
McClurkin will leave the Reformed
Presbyterian church and go over to the
United Presbyterian side. The split,
already bad, is growing worse, and may
approach the trouble of 1833, which oc-
curred under almost similar circum-
stances.

ST. JOHN'S SAY.

The Prohibition Star Gives His
Opinion of the New Party.

St. Louis, May 23.— ExGov. John P.
St. John, of Kansas, the well-known
apostle of prohibition, is in the city. In
reference to the Cincinnati third
party convention, the governor said:
"Iwas there as a looker-on, and I

watched the proceedings closely. I
must say that, asareformconuention, it
was the biggest failure 1ever saw- All
meritorious reforms were neglected,
and the only thing that distinguished it
from the Old party conventions
was the visionary subtreasury
scheme, which has no founda-
tion either in justice or common sense.
Itwould be the worst species of class
legislation. It would afford no relief*
whatever to the very poor, the class
that need relief most. The idea of
making the government a public pawn-
broker is idiocy. Such a scheme would
bankrupt any government. As faras the
rejection .of prohibition is concerned,
Ihave this to say: "No other party
convention was ever more subservient
to the liquor interests than the one
which just met at Cincinnati, under the
guise of reform. The failure to express
sympathy for the cause of temperance
willdrive thousands into the Prohibi-
tion ranks. It.is simply the birth of a
third whisky party."'

of foreman or master mechanic

Germany and Other Nations

Absorbed in Commercial
Negotiation.

Spain's Convention With the
United States Excites

Bebldt, May 23.— The attention of
he foreign office is absorbed in com

-
mereial treaty negotiations, some of the
results of which willhave a direct bear-
ing on Germany's relations with the
United .States. The arrangements with
Itaiy, Switzerland and Roumania are
progressing toward an entente. Bel-
gium is also negotiating with Germany,
but that country is less likely than
the others to be drawn within
the customs bund. Russia's over-
tures for a reduction of the German
corn tariff in exchange for a lessened
tariff on German manufactures have
been received in a friendly spirit here,
but the opposition of Austria is ex-
expected to bar the way to a definitive
arrangement. The admission ol Ser-
vian pork into Germany would be in-
consistent with the prohibition against
American pork, which is acknowledged
to be safer and of a superior ouality. The
geueral positions of negotiations now
really trives reason to expect a formid-
able central European customs coalition,
including Germany, Austria. Hungary,
Italy, Switzerland, Roumania andServla, whileBelgium, Russia and Spain
may have partioal reciprocity with the
geueral European bund- The effects of

The American Convention
withSpain have begun to excite press
cumments. The Hamburg papers de-
nounce the convention as a permanent
blocking out of the German trade with
the Antilles. They contend that the
German-Spanish treatyof July. 1883, af-
fords a basis for the foreign office to In-
terfere, rjutll the pending European
treaties seem to be secured no pressure
upon Spain will probably be tried. As
soon as these are arranged the Bpe-
cial privileges which the couventoin
accords to America willbe contested by
the combined powers. The situation ofFrance, which country is menaced with
commercial isolation, dictates the gov-
ernment's policy of adhesion to a mod-
erate tariff admitting of reciprocity
treaties. In the chamber of deputies
to-day, on the ground that, though
premnture, ndelay in flvallllK with the
matter would result in a speculative
rise in the price of wheat, the gov-
ernment nccepted the proposal of
M. Yiger, a member ofthe customs com-
mittee, to reduce the duty on wheat to
three francs and on Hour to six francsper hectolitre. Anamendment in favor
of the complete abolition of the duty on
these articles was rejected by a vote of
oo* to131. The proposal of m. Viger
was adopted, with the proviso that the
law should only be enforced from Aug.
1. 1891, to June 1, 1892. The
posthumous revelations from the
authorship of Yon Moltke are gen-
erally interpreted in Berlin as showing
what the public had lomr suspected, that
the great general of the Franco-Prus-
sian war was not without a feeling of
jealousy to Bismarck, whom he almost
altogether ignores as a factor in the
triumphs of lb»;;. Yon Moltke, in his
quiet, slleut'way never seemed to be
much interested in praise of the late
chancellor, and it is understood thatiie
was far from displeased when Bismarck
was dismissed; while Bismarck whs nut
gratified at the way that hero worship
turned from himself to Yon MoltKe, and
has been siirnilicently reticent as to the
achievements of the general.

Aged, But Active.
London', May 23.—The queen's birth-

day willbe officially celebrated on Mon-
day, although the usual loyal services
willbe held in the churches to-morrow.
Her majesty, who willbepiu on Sunday
her seventy-third year and about a
month later the fifty-fifth year of herreien, is inexcellent condition. Her stay
at Grasse was of consideraele benefit
to her, although she was in pood health
when she went there, and she is active
Instate affairs as ever. Both the qneen
and the Prince of Wales are more pop-
alar than royalty, a fact which does not
bode well for young Clarence, shouldhe, like his cousin, the German kaiser,
be called prematurely to the throne.
Clnrence seems to be a weakling, with-
out the stubbornness of the Georges or
the tact and amiability of theCoburg line.
The Prince of Wales, it is noticed, lias
of late avoided the company of Baron
liirsch and other prominent Hebrews,
to whom he had formerly been very
affable, and who often had the Prince
on show at their city and country resi-
dences. The action taken by the queen
to relieve the prince of his debts i-> said
to be prompted by a desire to relieve
him ot disagreeable connections in a
financial way, and especially of his
obligations to Barou Hirsch, who is
looked upon as

AiiOflVn*lve lp«iiir(,
and far inferior to tlio Rothschilds,
separated by several generations
from the pawnshop. The prince, not-
withstanding his extravagance, or per-
haps because of it, is gaining in popu-
larity, lie was oiie of the first to call,
not alone, but in company with the
princess, on Mr. Gladstone daring the
tatter's illness, and he has a firm hold
on the friendship of the Liberal leader.
Even the Irish parliamentary repi
tivcs are not without liking for the
prince, whose views of home rule are
believed to be much more tolerant than
those of the Tory magnates. The mal-
ady fiom which the prince suffered so
severely in 1890 has reappeared in a
different quarter, and the fact is looked
upon as one of great sienitieance. In
spite of Ills precarious stale of
health, the prince continues his
visits to the theaters and attends nu-
merous balls and other entertainments,
but the heir apparent is carefully
guarded while thus enjoying himself,
and every care is taken to prevent him
suffering too much fatigue. Tuesday
last the prince visited the horse
show at the Royal Agricultural
hall, lslingtona, accompanied by
two of his daughters. The same day
the accouchement of his eldest daugh-
ter, the Duchess of Fife, was an-
nounced, and consequently the prince
and his daughters, upon entering the
royal box, received a tumultuously
warm greeting.
