Hate, malice,
envy, jealousy and all the other human
passions ean here be seen day after day.

Every large hostlery in the city is
fully charged with humanity, but in
gach there isa hemogenity of patronage.
The different hotels have become per-
fect indexes to the character of their
guests. With what discretion an hotel
runner will **size up’ new arrivals, and
with what rare tact he selects those who
are apt to patronize his house! They
rarely make a mistake. One of them
remarked the other day at the union
depot shortiy before the arrival of an
pverland train:

“l can stand at the depot,” said he,
“and tell to which house four out of
five arrivals will stop at. If, for ex-
ample, 1 see a man with a sample case,
who is well dressed in the most ultra
fashion, the West hotel immediately
suggests itself. "he same is true if he
gives evidence of wealth and refinement
and has a look of solidity and substan-
tiality about him.

Heilpern then re-
lated his call upon Mr. Courtin in New
Orleans, which did not ditfer materially
from that gentleman’s story.

Purdy was holding service in the
chapel at the request of John C. Reno,
one of the plaintiffs was guilty of inde-
cent and wicked conduct by interrupt-
ing the services, to the great scandal of
the congregation worshiping.

After hearing arguments on - both
sides, Judge Lochren decided in favor
of the defendants, as they were trustees
for the congregation. Each side to pay
their own costs.
