DOES NOT WORK WELL.
The People's party is yet too young to

he accountable for acts, but the cast of
its mind, as observed, is toward increas-
ing the scope and duties of the govern-
ment. That is the wrong direction for
this side of the water, at least. In the
management ot railways, for instance,
the illustrations scattered about the
world are not encouraging. The argu-
ment that the government should be
able to operate railways as well as the
postal department, and that itcan com-
mand capable aeents as well as any cor-
poration, may be defensible; but the al-
leged experience of other countries, if
the trials have been had under
favorable conditions, should be worth
more than a plausible theory. No
reference is had to the objec-
tions growing out of an enormous
extension of government patronage.

As a business proposition only, itis be-
lieved to be found, as a rule, that the
government control does not produce
satisfactory results. Most of the rail-
roads in Australia have been operated
by the government with very unfavora-
ble results, both as regards the charac-
ter of the service and returns upon their
cost. That land has been showing its
appreciation of the improvement in gov-
ernment affairs, and itis tobe presumed
that the officials average well for hon-
esty and capability; but they have tailed
to make the roads pay interest on the
capital invested in them. The most re-
cent data obtainable show that in
"Victoria the railways paid 3.50 per
cent on money borrowed at 4.20 per
cent; in Queensland they paid 2.10 on
\u25a04.21 per cent money; in New South
Wales 3.50 on money borrowed at 3.91
per cent; South Australia is the only-
one that seemed to have left a margin.
With 5.2G per cent on 4.0S per cent
money. The sparseness of population
may have had something to do with the
result. Itis not, however, understood
that the watering of stock is an exten-
sive feature in railway matters there.
Itis not insisted that the experience in
Australia is quite conclusive as to the
efficiency and economy of government
control, but the squint is in that direc-
tion. Itis on the line of the old pater-
nalism in government, like the protect-
ive tariff.

TOO MANY*OP THEM.
Whatever ill-humor any high officials

InItaly may have been inof recent times,
it is not shared by the masses of the
people, unless the shipment of the pop-
ulation of the country over here is an
evidence of malice. The large migra-
tion from that land to the United states
Is swelling so rapidly as to threaten to
depopulate the country ifit goes on. It
is now only measured by the vessels
plyinghitlierward. The United States
consul at Naples reports almost a hegira
of the populace of the provinces. In
some districts he says there has become
such a scarcity of men that the women
nave toconduct the fanning, operations.
The past four months thirty-one
ships, (with 20,043 emigrants for the
United States, have stopped* at Gibral-
tar. They are Italians, but mostly

from Sicily aud Southern Italy. The
assumption that they are the orderly,
reputable elements escaping from a
region permeated by the Mafia, and
overrun by the worst portions of a low
grade populac, is not supported by the
reports. From the impressions of the
consul these human invoices are hardly
worthsaving, so far as remunerative re-
sults are concerned. Ignorance is the
general characteristic, and the danger-
ous and vicious classes are largely rep-
resented. Itis noted that very few,
comparatively, bring their wives and
families, or send back for them. They
are not largely of the quiet and amiable
class tint cry their fruit in the street in
classical cadences or manipulate the
predecessor of the race in the
public a /enues. St. Paul and most of
the large cities have an Italian element
that fits into the local life without fric-
tion, and is a valuable part of the com-
munity. Its members have no fellow-
ship with the ignorant hordes that are
being dumped into the slums of'New
Yorkand distributed to similar Darts of

other cities, coming mainly from parts
of Italy where the stiletto has been the
badge of power. There is room enough
in this country for all the varieties of
humanity that are self-supporting and
assimilative. _', This is not the character
given this lot now in review. There
should be too much consideration for
the land that once dominated theknown
world to allow its depletion to go on
withany sort of encouragement.

THE MOVEMENT OF GOLD.

The .characteristic feature of the
American money market during the
past few.weeks has been the exporta-
tion of gold. In the seven days ending
May 23 this amounted, in round num-
bers, to ?G,000,C00, and it is estimated
that in the space of littlemore than a
month, during which this movement
has been prevailing, more than $50,000,-
--000 of the precious metal has left the
country. Such an experience in so short
a time is absolutely without precedent
in the financial, history of the nation,
and, under ordinary circumstances,
would have resulted in the intensest
stringency, with high rates for loans,
loss of confidence, confusion and many
failures. That these things have not
followed is a matter of great congratu-
lation, and, if the extraordinary drain
can be stopped at this point, it is felt
that the period can be weathered with-
out serious consequences.

Part of this gold movement is due to
internal causes, but largely anil mainly
to the contemporary complications in
foreign financial circles. When it was
evident that the McKixley bill would
be adopted, and that prices would be
raised by the increased duties for which
it provided, there came for several
months a most unwonted and danger-
ous activity in the importation of for-
eign commodities. Everybody stocked
up to the fulllimit of his capacity be-
fore the rates were changed, so as to
reap the profit which would accompany
the expected rise in values. Our nation-
al imports during this time exceeded by
about §5,000,000 a month the figures at
wliich they had stood during the cor-
responding months in the year before.
Exports continued, however, at practi-
cally the same point; and, with such a
balance against us, toadopt the phrase-
ology of the mercantile system, the dif-
ference had tobe made. up in money.
With normal conditions an exchange of
$30,000,000 to _40,0__,00- in coin for a
like amount of merchandise is no hard-
ship, but when such an expendi-
ture is concentrated In the course
of a few months, and the mer-
chandise accumulated is not imme-
diately convertible, a period of serious
tightness is sure to ensue. Itis precisely
like the condition of the individual who
has locked his money up in property
lor which there is no ready market.
His money is gone, and although he has
value for ithe cannot eat or wear what
he has, and is forced to the narrowest
economies in spite of the possession of
great resources. Even if there had
been no reasons abroad to account for
the panic in December, times would
any way have been ,hard withus, be-
cause of the confusion the tariff tinker-
ingof the last congress occasioned.

But the condition in Europe was very
extraordinary, continues so to this day,
and the end is not yet in sight. Itis.
based primarily on the South American
troubles, which exceed in wonder and
magnitude anything recorded in tiie
annals of financial folly. Inan incred-
iblyshort time the' wealth of England
poured into the Argentine Republic to
the extent of $400,000,000 for investment
in enterprises which never had any sub-
stance or promise, and which have now
faded away, leaving nothing to show for
their having existed. The record of
fictitious schemes inaugurated in be-
wildering succession would filla book,
and out of them all there is hardly one
or two which could commend them-
selves to people capable of analyzing
the merits of such things. And yet
they all were readily supplied with
funds for their prosecution by the bank-
ers of England, who vied with each
other, not in critical discernment,
but in the wildest prodigality. Of
course the crash came, and when it did
the immediate conversion of securities
into money was imperative. The Eng-
lish capitalists had to have cash to meet
their obligations; and withso much of
their wealth in South American stocks
and bonds, fictitious in their inception'
and without value, they were compelled
to sacrifice those which were worth
something. This sent our securities
back from Europe inan overwhelming

'

flood for sale inWall street at any figure
they would bring, broke the market
there, created the most wide-spread dis-
tress and alarm, and added to the drain
of gold already under way because of
the effect of the McKinleybill, which
was already being experienced.

Tne English nation has not yet recov-
ered from the loss of this tremendous
sum of money. Four hundred million
dollars is a large amount to have wiped
out ofbeing inso short order, and timid-
ityand economy mark every monetary
movement there at present. The field
of our promoters of enterprises is closed
against them. Purchases are small, and
such things as we buy there have to be
paid for not in goods, but in funds. At
the same time Portugal has been trying
to float a new loan to meet her foolish
outlays inAfrican colonization, and has
failed. Italy is in the street with new
bonds because the burden of her taxa-
tion is too heavy already to enable her to
raise any more from this source, yet
she finds no takers. Spain shows an in-
creasing deficit and needs .20,000,000 for
the maintenance of her national arma-
ment. In general the Latin races of
both Europe and America are ina bad
way, and the connection between them
and the English moneyed classes is -so
intimate that, even against their will,
they are compelled to do something for
their help. Itis a choice between losing
what they have already invested or put-
tingin still more;and, reluctant as they
are to follow the latter course, they will
surely be compelled to. This willprob-
ably swallow up what surplus the coun-
try has available, shuts us out from the
market we have confidently banked on
for the negotiation of our legitimate
securities, makes it necessary for us to
relyon ourselves for our own funds, and
draws cold from the midst of us in a
ceaseless current. ________

Russia also has inaugurated a new
system under the guidance of Vish-
nkgkadski, her minister of finance.
He ispossessed ofa passion to raise the
value of the Russian ruble, and has been
seeking gold inall quarters for this pur-
pose. He is said now to have accumu-
lated enough to pay off in full the
Dutch loans of 1790 and 1850, which are
due at this time from that country; but
his general plans demand for their suc-
cess a coin reserve of limitless propor-
tions. This he has been getting in
every way available, ahd there is:no
quarter of the world which has hotbeen
ransacked for. the purpose. Until re-
cently 865.000,000 of Russian gold has
been inEngland, but the balance has
been materially reduced of late/ Should
the demand for its .return continue un-
tilithas all been withdrawn, the proba-
ble outcome is a gloomy one. With
millions squandered beyond redemption
in South America; with- extraordinary-
demands from .Spain, .Portugal and
Italy; withRussia

'
insisting on there-

tain, nf what is her own. tha et-ai _ on.

English markets is tremendous. To
save herself she take, great sums from
us, and a period ofdisastrous monetary
contraction would seem inevitable.

Meanwhile we have kept on in our
wonted style, apparently unaffected by
the. outflow of gold. The quotations
show no marked changes in prices, and
money has continued easy and at com-
fortable rates. Pleasant prophets pre-
dicT better things for the future, and
are confident, now that we have gotten
through to this point, there is no danger
for the time to come. The real subject
of interest is as to whether we shall
have money enough to move the crops.
Those whoare inclined to look on the
bright side say that we will, because
Europe willhave to buy our breadstuff's
ot us, whether she wants to or not, and
the balance in such a market will of
necessity be inour favor. This may be
so. and the Globe of course hopes that
it will. But the contemporary reports
of what is going on in Europe do not
seem to warrant speculation for the
present.

THE MASSACHUSETTS IDEA.
The Massachusetts legislature has re-

pealed the iaw requiring the use of
tables," chairs, and.some suggestion of
food in the use of intoxicants, although
the prohibition element opposed it,and
threatened to bolt the Republican ticket
in consequence. The statute was adopt-
ed a number of years ago, but was not
enforced until the past year. Its en-
forcement was more to interest the Pro-
hibitionists, and keep their active
minds from pressing annoying meas-
ures upon the dominant party, than for
any reformatory end. A singular fact
is brought out in this connection. The
investigation by the legislative commit-
tee shows that the consumption of liquor
was larger in Boston, and the arrests
fewer, the past year under the enforce-
ment of this law than they had been
previously. Still, the liquor interests
are credited with securing the repeal of
the law, and the opponents of the traffic
oppose it. The figures of the enlarged
traffic are not impeached. Observation
and experience show that men will
drink more when comfortably seated
than when rushed at a sloppy counter,
especially when crackers or other eat-
ables are used between drinks. The
use of free lunches is to induce larger
absorption of the liquids. Then why
should the temperance element wish to
continue a process that promoted
drinking? Perhaps they concluded
that the reduction in open inebri-
ety that was shown in the ar-
rests was some gain, but more
likely they opposed the repeal because
it was favored by the liquor dealers.
Reformers frequently have that sort of
basis for their impulses. No explana-
tion is given of the dislike of the deal-
ers tothe Jaw, unless that it involved
more expense for furniture and attend-
ance. Some three thousand young men
who served as waiters are to be in need
of other occupation iii consequence.
But there are new lands open to settle-
ment out in Dakota and other sections,
and it will be the making of these
young fellows to go out there and grow
up with the country. Possibly the
most weighty element inthis revival of
the bar inMassachusetts is its relation
to the free lunch. That is the reliance
of an exceedingly temperate class.

DEGENERATE SENTIMENT.
Atone of the recent gatherings of re-

ligious experts in the East to doctor up
ailments In tbe creeds, the clerical
manager urgently importuned all the
ladies to bringhome-made cakes, for the
refreshment, ostensibly, of the assisting
clergymen and delegates in their fields
of labor. Some of the grossly secular
outsiders find vent for their depravity
in the odious insinuation that the lives
of the visitors would be doubly endan-
gered. Attempts to consume the pro-
ductions could not be graciously
averted, and this would peril their
stomachs. Then, in the heat of debate
over dogmas and definitions of the •un-
knowable, these culinary products
might become flyingarguments, induc-
ing fractured heads. The fact that
such imputations appear in the East
without protest shows the low state of
domestic and theological sentiment that
prevails there.

An incrkdulous scoffer, invokes for
himself a hot place in Lieut. Totten's
scheme by his levity. He allows the
new interpreter's suggestion that "we
are upon the threshold of a gigantic
crisis," to bring up the incident in the
career of Artemus Ward. On one of
his tours by rail, ina dubious period of
the war, he overheard passengers talk-
ing about a great crisis, when he jumped
upon a seat, and in his most impressive
and sonorous tones called out: "Ifany
passenger in this car has a crisis con-
cealed about his person, let him pro-
duce it at once."

LA GRIPPE GERMS.

The Disturbers Found and Photo-
graphed by Experimenters.

Champaign, 111., May 20.— A series
of interesting experiments has been
conducted in the University of Illinois
at this place, on the bacillus of lagrippe.
The results have been very satisfactory.
The elements to work on were obtained
from the saliva of twenty-two persons
sick with the disease, and in each case
the bacillus was distinctly discernible
under the microscope. Itwas found
that by cultivation ina diluted beef tea
the germ grew and flourished, and in
all particulars corresponded with that
taken from individual cases in human
beings. The bacillus has been photo-
graphed, and the university has several
of these in which uniformly appears
the germ like little beads on a fine
string.

CAL-IiIS ELECTED.

InJoint Session He Wins the Flor-
Ida Senatorship.

Tallahassee, Fla., May 26.—
1 morning's session of the legislature was
rather a dull one in the house. Only a
few of the antl-Callites were in the
house when the session was called to
order. Everything moved along quietly
until the hour arrived for convening
the senate. So quorum was present,
seventeen senators failingto answer to
the roll call. They had been seen leav-
ingthe city just before the hour for
meeting this morning, and inquiry at
the livery stables, where they had se-
cured teams, developed the fact that
they had boasted that they were leaving
the city in order to break the quorum
in the senate, and thereby de-
feat the election of Wilkinson
Call in joint session to-day for
United States senator. The rest of the
senate at once issued orders to the ser-
geant-at-arms to institute a thorough
search for the fleeing senators, and
when found to arrest them and bring
them forthwith to the senate chamber.
"Do this," said President Brown, "in a
quiet way if they offer no resistance,
but, ifneeds be (should you be forcibly
resisted), use force to accomplish this*,
precisely the same as would any other
authorized officer of the law." Atnoon
the Call senators appeared in the hall
ofrepresentatives and President Brown
called the joint session to order. The
anti-Call men in the house refused to
answer their names at roll call, but
fifty-fourmembers responded to their
names. A vote was taken on United
States senator, and Call had fifty-one
votes. President Brown declared him
elected.

MEXICO AND CHILI.

ARumor That the Former Favors
the Insurgents.

Ni;w Yoi:i",May 26.—A private letter
received in this city to-day from the
City of Mexico, written May 19 by a
business man who has ample facilities
for getting correct information, says
there is much reason to believe that the
Mexican authorities are quietly giving
aid to the Chilian insurgents. The Es-
meralda had been able to get all the coal
she wanted, and private advices from
Mazatlan reported that war materials
brought from San Francisco had been
transferred there early this month to
ships belonging to the Chilian insur-
gents. The same .letter mentions ru-
mors of a secret treaty between Mexico
and San Salvador against Guatemala.

City of Mexico, via Galveston, May
26.— Diario del Hogar publishes a
letter from Acapulco which says that
the Chilian insurgent steamer Esmeral-
da oh entering that port saluted the
Mexican flag and thai the Mexican gov-
ernment in return saluted the Esmeral-
da's Hag, thus making it an open ques-
tion whether this was a recognition by
Mexico of the Chilian insurgents. The
captain ofthe Esmeralda, inan interview
at Acapulco a few days ago, said that it
was not his intention to take coal by
force, or he would have done so before.
He also said he was not in a hurry to
leave the pOrt, but was waiting for
further instruction?. One of the other
officers of the Esmeralda, ina conversa-
ion held in a coffee house, said: "We
have some coal, and will soon have
more. The captain has a reason for
waiting, or lie couftl and would have
gone ere this. The captain received a
number of long telegrams some days
ago."
