He Goes to Prison in Default
of Fifty Thousand
Dollars Bail.

PHiLADELPHIA, May 29.—*1 tell you,
gentlemen, 1 have been in hell for the
past six months!” ‘This was the start-
Jing exclamation of ex-City Treasurer
Bardsley to-day after his examination
had been ended, and he had been eom-
mitted to prison in default of £59,000
bail. Bardsley was arraigned at noon
to-day in the Central police court to an-
swer to the triple echarges of misappro-
priating $39,000 of city money, the em-
bezzlement of £400,006 and upwards of
state funds, and perjury in violating the
oath of his office by loaning the city
money out at interest. Since his arrest
a week ago Mr, Bardsley has been con-
fined to his bed, suffering from
prostration, incident to the ter-
rible mental scrain that he
has been under for the past few
months. Distriet Attorney Graham ap-
peared for the city and commonwealth
and conducted the prosecution. When
the accused man was brought in a erowd
that filled every available foot of space
in the hearing room was present. When
Mr. Bardsley was called, he plainly
showed in his appearance the mental
agony he has been subjected to, and
owing to his enfeebled condition, was
allowed to take a chair facing the mag-
istrate’s desk instead of being placed in
the prisoners’ dock. Mayor Stuart,
City Solicitor Warwick, Attorney Gen-
eral Henslaw, Auditor General Me-
Camant and State Treasurer Boyer
were al! present when the hearing pe-
gan, Distriet Attorney Graham

by stating the charges against the ac-

cused. Lawrence Brown, an expert ac-

countant, who has been going over

Bardsley’s accounts, was the first wit-

ness called. Mr. Brown testified as to

deposit and withdrawal ot money from

the Keystone and Third National banks.

After several other witnesses were

called, District Attorney Graham said

that he now asked that the prisoner be

held on the specific charge of misappro-

priating £39,000. Mr. Graham said al-

though he did not intend to try to prove

that the money went into Bardsley’s

pocket, still it was clearly a conversion

to his own use. Magistrate Pole de-

cided that

The Case Was Proven,

and said he would fix the amount of
bail later. Mr. Graham next took up

the charge of the embezzlement of the

state fund. Lawrence Brown, account-

ant, testified that in the past three

years Bardsley had collected taxes for

the state amounting to $4,242,887. This

was deposited in a rumber of banks,

but the Keystonie bank was not among
them. Mr. Grabam said he proposed to
prove that Bardsley had loaned the
state funas out at interest to a number
of banks and bankers, among which

were Drexel & Co., and the Keystone

bank. Counsel for Mr. Bardsley said

that it was true that hiselient had de-
posited §945,000 of state money in the

Keystone Dbank, taken due bills for it,

received interest on it, and when the

bank failed lost his money as any other
depositor would have done. Mr. Gra-
ham asked if Mr. Bardsley was willing
to make this statement himself, and
was told that he was. Mr. Bardsley
arose from his chair, tottered to the
witness stand, and in a trembling voice
said: ‘I admit ail that my counsel has
said. Idid put the money in the Key-
stone, and will have to take what the
law-" gives me. I gotas high as 4 per
cent interest for the money. I depos-
ited the money and took due bills for it,

as is done every day, aud when the
bank failed

In answer to the questions whether he
received interest from any other banks,

Mr. Bardsley said that he did, but only
mentioned the Spring Garden. District
Attorney Graham attempted to get him
to tell what other banks paid him in-
terest, but did not suceeed. Edward T.
Stolesberry, a member of the firm of
Drexel & Co., was called and testified
that Bardsley came to their firm and
asked what interest they would pay on
deposits. He was told 3 per cent, and
received this interest on four checks of=
§22,000 cach that he deposited there at
different times. -Mr. Alexander said

that at this stage of the case
he did not propose that any
one else should be ineriminated.

But after it had been testified to that
Mr. Bardsley kept a personal aceount
in the Seventh National, the Manufae-
turers’ National, the Chestnut Street
National, the Peoples’ National, and the
Farmers’ and Mechanics’ National, Mr.
Alexander held a consultation with his
client and decided that he should tell
the names of the banks that paid him
interest. Mr. Bardsley again took the
stand and said that he had been paid
interest by all the above-named banks
with the exception of the Farmers’ and
Mechanies’. At this point the district
attorney rested his case aud said that as
he was unable to prove to-day the
charge of perjury, he asked that i1t be
continued until June 12,
Bail Was Fixed

at $10,000 on the charge of misappro-
priating the city funds, $35.000 on the
charge of embezzling state fnunds and
€5,000 on the charge of perjury. After
the hearing Mr. Bardsley was taken
into the magistrate’s private office, His
unsel notified Chief Detective Wood
that he did not expect to secure bail
and arrangements were at once made
to take him down to prison. After an
Interview with his counsel, Mr, Bards-

ley was placed in a carriage and taken
to Moyamensing prisou. During the
time which Mr. Bardsicy spent at the
city hall this morning prior to the hear-
ing, the accused city treasurer remained
in the private office of Chief
Detective Wood, in charge of two de-
tectives. He was very much dejected,
and was not inclined at first to talk
about the serious charges which had
been preferred azainst him. He sub-
sequently said that his position was
hard to bear, and then turning suddenly
to the officers, remarked: I tell you,
gentlemen, I have been in hell for the
past six months. I thought that things
would come out all right, but they
didn’t, and I’'m glad that the thing is
ended. President Marsh’s action has
been a great disappointment to me. He
should have been more courageous and
remained in town, but he has proven
himself a coward by running away. T
never had a thought about going away,
but will remain where I am and accept
whatever punishment the law places
upon me.”

OMAHA DOCTORS CINCHED.

Medical Staff of the Institute May
Feel the Law.

OMAmA, Neb, May 29.—Drs. Mg-
Laughlin, Sinclair and Williams, the
surgical corps of the Omaha Medical
institute, were arrested at 2 o’clock this
morning charged with murder. The
coroner hasbeen conducting a rigid in-
quiry as to their methods, and yester-
day exhumed the body of Isabella
Beaver at Plattsimouth, and discovered
that her death was the result of an
abortiqn, alleged to have been commit-
ted by the physicians named. The
board of health closed the institute to-
day on the grounds that it was in an
unsanitary condition. Startling devel-
opments are expected, as it is eclaimed
that many deaths have happened there,
and the bodies secretly buried. Under-
taker Gring, who has been burying the
dead for the medical institute, will be
arrested. He is charged with forging
burial permits.

RIVALRY AND WOMAN.

Fatal Hand to Hand Duel Be-
tween College Boys.

AvGusta, Ga., May 20.—News of a
duel in Hiawasse college, in Loomis
county, has just reached here. During
the spring a rivalry sprung up between
John Ward and Alexander Brown, who
were contesting for the places of honor.
The quarrel was intensified by a dis-
pute about a young woman. Wednes-
day night they proposed to settle their
differences by a duel with knives. The
young men went beyond the town lim-
its and fell upon each other with their
barlow knives. For some time the
hacking was kept up, and finally Ward
made a plunge into Brown’s ribs, the
knife pentrating the beart. Brown fell
dead into Jhe arms of his assailant. The
voung men belong to highly respected
families.

BURTHE IN THE TOILS.

The Principal Witness Against
Jury Bribers Is Caughy.

St. Louis, May 29.—Leonce Burthe,
the principal, and in fact the only wit-
ness against the jury bribers in the
case growing out of the Mafia trials in
New Orleans, was arrested in East St.
Louis, Ill., this afternoon, and is now in
jail in that city. He arrived here Wed-
nesday and registered at the Moser
hotel, but discovered that he was being
watched and gave the detective the slip.
This morning a cousin of the fugitive
called at the Moser for his valise, and
the cousin was shadowed to East St.
Louis, where the oflicer made the arrest.
When taken to the station the following
telegram, dated New Or[eans, and ad-
dressed to William. Masson, Burthe’s
cousin, was found:

“Tell my son to leave the state of
Missouri immediately and go to another
state. Advance him 50 and draw on
me for the same. Louis Burrwg.”

When seen by a reporter, Mr, Bu:-the

said: *“When the Henuesscy wurder
case was on trial 1 was drawn on the
panel. Before 1 was examined and re-

jected F. Armandt approached me and
said that 1 would get £1,000 if 1 got on
the jury and found the Italians not

guilty. Itold him I would do noth-
ing = of the kind. After the
trial 1 told Mr Parkerson and

afterward told him that Edgar White,
the deputy sheriff, had threatened to
kill me if 1 testified against his friend
Amandt. Yes, I was afraid and lert
New Orleans and got £1,000—” But he
seemed to realize that he was telling too
muce and in the next breath said that
he left New Orleans of his own free
will.

LixcoLN, Neb., May 29.—Late this
afternoon the jury in the Sheedy murder
case brought in a verdict of not guilty,
exonerating both the accused, Mrs.
Sheedy and the negro, MeFarland. The
gamblers, together with their sym-
pathizers and the whisky interests, of
which Sheedy was the acknowledged
king, are dumtounded. The jury re-
fused to believe the revoiting story that
Mrs. Sheedy had secured the negro to
murder her husband by sacrificing her
honor.

ATHENS, O., May 20.—Dave Seville,
convicted Friday last in court here of
prize fighting, was yesterday sentenced
by Judge Desteiguer to one year’s hard
labor in the penitentiary. Seville will

DR, BRIGGS IS DOWNED

His Appointment Vetoed by
an Overwhelming Ma-
Jority.

Exciting Scenes as the Great
Debate Came to a Con-
clusion.

Last Arguments of Skilled
Theologians For and
Against.

Unparalleled Scenes of Dis-
order in the Assembly at
Pittsburg.

DeTroiT, May 29.—Dr. Briggs’ ap-
pointment to a chair in Union Theo-
logical seminary has been vetoed. The
death of Judge Breckinridge yesterday,
though frequently alluded to during the
debate to-day, failed to have the soften-
ing influence which was hoped for. The
scenes in the assembly this afternoon,
as consideration of the Briggs case came
to a close, were very exciting. After
the adoption of the resolution in favorof
taking a vote on the matter at 5 o’clock,
both sides began getting in their best
licks. Brige’s friends were persistent
in their attempt to postpone considera-
tion. During the last few ~minutes the
contention for the tloor was terrific.
Civil Service Commissioner Lyman,
Rev. Dr. Baker, of Phiiadelphia, and
Rev. Dr. Bartlett, of Washington, were
among those who were fortunate in se-
curing the moderator’s eye; and, though
Judge Shipman, of New Jersey, had
been waiting an hour under Moderator

Green’s nose for a chance to say
a last word for Briggs, the mod-
erator did not notice him. Five

o’clock came, with Dr. Bartlett urging
the veto of Dr. Briges’ appointment,
when a Briggs man jumped up with a
motion to adjourn. 'The assembiy
howled him down. Dr. Worcester’s
substitute for the report of President
Patton’s committee was first presented.
There were not one hundred in favor of
it. Next came Dr. Logan’s amendment
that disapproval be extended only for
the present. which was voted down
with as big an adverse majority as Dr.
Worcester’s substitute. Then came the
report of Patton’s committee. Amid
wild excitement, mingled with hilarity,
a vote was taken, during the progress
of which from disorder the whole scene
changed to most solemn stillness. The
ayes had it from the start. Ouly a soli-
tary *no” lent aid and comfort to the
Briggsites for half an hour. The
Southwestern reserve and the far West
were solidly Princetonian. The moder-
ator voted for the report, as did the
stated clerk. Dr. Patton was not pres-
ent. The foreign delegates voted
“aye” as strongly as they knew how.
When the vote was counted it stood 440
to 59. DBriggs’ appointment had been
vetoed and Princeton had won the
greatest theological battle since the
trial of Prof. Swing.
BEGINNING OF THE END.
Routine of the Debate on Briggs’
Doctrinal Weakness.

DeTrOIT, May 29.—Dr. Hathaway,
Jersey City, saia he knew the assembly
did not want long speeches, and he
would make none. He hoped that Dr.
Logan’s amendment would be adopted.
This is ~the very least the major-
ity should concede to the minority.
Samuel Bowden, of Genessee presby-
tery, New York, followed in the same
line with the closing words of Judge
Breckinridge. At the close of Dr.
Bowden’s remarks Gen. Alger's tele-
gram announcing the safe arrival of
Judge Breckinridge’s remains in St.
Louis was read. John J. McCook, of
the prosecuting legal advisers of
the committee of the New York presby-
tery, spoke of the relations between the
assemblyand the seminaries, and ar-
gued that now was the time to take ae-
tion on the Briggs case, if any was to
be taken. Dr. Logan said if we veto
the appointment made Dby the board of
the Union seminary, do we not,
in effect, impeach the judgment
of the assembly that assented to their
election? [Cries of *“No! no!”’] Dr.
Logan thought that, if Dr. Briggs
should prove unfit, the directors of the
seminary would exercise their rights
and remove him. Also that to go slow
now will save much bickering and

misunderstanding hereafter. Elder
James S. Ramsey, of New York,
favored Dr. Logan’s amendment.

Dr. Worcester, of Chicago, offered a
substitute to the amendment of Dr.
Logan, and to the entire report of the
committee; thata committee of eight
ministers and seven elders be appointed
to confer with the directors of the sem-
inary; that the directors be es-
pecialy requested to reconsider
this action in transferring Dr.
Briggs; and that they be requested
that Dr. Briggs should not be allowed
to perform the duties belonging to said
chair for the ensuing year; Dr. Wor-
cester said: *'I stand not as a supporter
of Dr. Briggs, but as an advocate of
peace. Dr. Patton’s report says this is
the least we can' do. 1 say, what more
can we do? We cannot put him in jail,
or even turn him out of the chureh for
heresy. What Dr. Patton suggests is
straining the power of the assembly
to the utmost, it seceme to me.

Dr. McKibben said: “l want to call
your attention to another side ot this
matter. If we do not approve of Dr.
Briggs and wait until this_investigation
has been gone through, and then if the
Unicen Theological seminary is satisfied
and the church is satisfied that. after
the experience through which he
has passed, he will be mnot only
a sound but a safe teacher, and allow
them to re-elect him, they lose nothing
by this disapproval on our part, as far
as the law is concerned. They have got
all the nower. And yet we are asked to
surrender the mere pittance of power
which we do possess, to say that
we disapprove a teacher who is not
able to make himself understood.

Questions
put to ministers in the lobby elicited
nothing beyond the statement that they
are awaiting the final responses from
Washington. Mr. Smith has only
vouchsafed the assurance that the ar-
rangement already secured harmonizes
the action of the British government
with that of the American gov-
ernment. Other ministerial mem-
bers express themselves as certain
that the measure will meet with no
adverse eriticisin either in the house or
1 the coantry and that it will lead to a
permanent settlement of the dispute.
Though the period of prohibition is un-
derstood to be one year, the elastic na-
ture of an order in council will em-
power the government to make a tur-
ther extension. So many members were
discussing the situation in the lobbies
and in tie smoking room that the house
could not proceed with business, and it
was counted out clearly in the evening.

MAY BE TOO LATE.

Sxtraordinary Promptness DMay
Be Necessary on Both Sides.

WasHiNGTON, May 20.—Although it
is the belief of officers of the state and
treasury departments that sufficient
time yet remains in whieh to pass an
act of parliament, and effectually put
into operation a “close season,” a

contrary opinion is taken of the
cituation by some other persons,
who say that the effort now being

made 18 begun too late. This opinion
is largely based on Canadian opposition
and the possibility that Canadian in-
fiuence may be strong enough to delay
parliamentary action, notwithstanding
Lord Salisbury’s desire for a close sea-
son. It is understood that Lord Salis-
bury himself, through Sir Julian
Pauncfote, has expressed to this gov-
ernment doubt as to his ability to pre-
vent operations by sealing vessels
already fitted out and in the Behring
sea prepared for work. An act of par-
liament would silence Canadian opposi-
tion more effectually than an order

Jissued by Lord Salisbury, but, as
time is the great element in
the case, a short delay in

varliament would be sufficient to give
the sealers opportunity to take quite a
larze number of skins before they
could be officially ordered not to do so.
The North American Commereial com-
pany also had its preparations made to
take seals and will endeavor to take as
many @5 possible, ds soon as the drive
of seals begin, so that unless the
United States and Great Britain act
with extradoreinary promptness, it is
said, the ‘‘close season’” can be at best
only partial, instead of total, and this
condition of things may lead to litiga-
tion witht he North American Seal-
ing company, which asserts certain
vested contract rights in the matter.

TO SUCCEED VERNEY.

A Gladstone Liberal Elected by
Increased Majority.

Loxpox, May 20.—The election of a
member of parliament to represent
North Buckinghamshire in place of
Capt. Edmund H. Verney, who was re-
cently expelled from the house of com-
mons, took place yesterday and re-
salted in a victory for the Gladstonian
candidate, The result was as follows:
H. S. Leon, Gladstone Liberal, 5,015;
Hon, Evelyn Hubbard Conservative,
4,632, The Gladstonian thus won by a
majority of 381. At the last election
held in North Buckinghamshire, Capt.
Verney, Beral HomeRuler, defeated the
same candidate who was defeated yes-
terday, the Hon. Evelyn Hubbard, by
4,855 to 4,647, a majority of 208 votes.
On this basis the Gladstonians have
made a gain of 173.8When the returning
officer gave out the fizures, the people
cheereg and eroaned, according to
their sympathies, Liberal or Conserva-
tive. The defeated candidate, Hon.
Evelyn Hubbard, after the victory of
his opponent had been communicated
to him, declared that the Gladstonian
triamph was due to repeated falsehoods
which had been intentionally circulated
broadcast among the electors of North
Buckingnamshire by the electoral agent
of the Liberal party. The Liberals deny
this assertion and claim to have de-
feated Mr. Hubbard on the merits of
the political issues now before the peo-
ple.

SIR JOHN IS DYING.

Canada’s Premier on the Brink of
the Grave.

OTrAwa, Ont., May 29.—Sir John
Macdonald has suffered a stroke of pa-
ralysis. He is conscious but is unable to
speak or move. His breakdown has cre-
ated great sensation in political eir-
cles. At 2:30 a. m. no change was re-
ported in his condition. Assoon as it
became kuown the house adjourned.
In moving "adjournment, Sir Hector
Langevin said he had just received
news that the first minister had a re-
lapse, and could not last many hours
longer. Hon. Wilfred Laurier, under the
sad circumstances, seconded the mo-
tion. The country, he said, would be
shocked to learn the sad news. He saw
the impossibility of proceeding with
public business. Nearly all the minis-
ters are now at Earnscliffe, awaiting the
end. When a premier dies, the minis-
try, accordiug to English variiamentary
practice, is dissolved. SirJohn Thomp-
son iu all likelthood will be called upon
to form a ministry in the event of Mac-
donald’s death.

A Faithful Carine Causes Woe to
an Ohio Family.
