legal holiday in this state, and business
;n this city was almost entirely sus-
pended. The day was cloudy and
threatening, but there was no rainfall,
iixlmany sporting events and decora-
tion ceremonies were all well attended.
The principal points of interest were of
course those visited by President Harri-
son and the distinguished members of
the party accompanying him from
Washington. President Harrison, .Sec-
retary Proctor, Secretary Tracey,
Postmaster General wanamaker
and Private .Secretary Halford
arrived at 11:15 this morning over the
Baltimore &Ohio road for the purpose
of taking part in the ceremonies of Me-
morial day. The president and the
members of his cabinet were the guetts
fit George <;. Mead Post No. 1. In wait-
ing at tiie station to welcome the presi-
dent was a delegation from the post,
heaved by Post Commander Louis San-
ger. As soon as the train came to a
standstill, it wa.s boarded by the delega-
tion, and Commander Sanger welcomed
the president in behalf of the post and
With the following words pinned on his
breast a post badtre :"As the represent-
ative oil the George <;. Mead Post,
1 desire to decorate you with this
badge, and to pin it over as loyal a
heart :is boats in the Grand Army."
The President bowed his thanks
to Commander Sanger, and taking
his arm, left the car, followed
by Secretaries Tracey and Proc-
ter, Postmaster General VVanamaker
and Private Secretary Halford. The
president passed down the platform be-
tween a row of the comrades of the
post, who were drawn up on every side.
The president, the members of his cab-
inet, Private .Secretary Halford and the
post delegation then entered carriages,
and the line of inarch was taken up for
Independence hail. The entire route
w.i> profusely decorated with bunting
and lined withcrowds ofpeople. When
Independence hall was readied, the
president was escorted withinby Com-
mander Saugerand introduced toMayor
Stuart, who, in a brief speech, wel-
comed him in behalf of the city. Pres-
ident Harrison responded as follows:

Ithas been
settled to the great contentment and happi-

illour people, and brought what any
other nation could have brought, prosperity
to every section and every state. 1 appreciate
most highly this generous welcome whirl;
you extend to me. and 1 shall lake part in
the exercises of the (lav with a sense of their
fitness and of the great events which they
commemorate. 1 have never been able t"o
think of the day as one of mourning; I
have never been able to feel thai half-mast-
ed fla^s were appropriate on Decoration day.
Ihave rather felt that the flagshould be at
the peak.because thuso whose dying we com-
memorate rejoiced seeing it"where their
valor placed it. We honor them in a joyous,
thankful, triumphant commemoration of
•what they did. We mourn for them as com-
rades from whom we have parted ;but we
feel the glory of their dying, and the gloryof
their achievement covers all our great land.
and has set them inan imperishable roll of
honor."

After the president had concluded,
the doors were thrown open, and for an
hour the president shook the hands of
the people ofPhiladelphia at the rate ofhalfahundred a minute. At the con-
clusion of the publicreception, the pres-
ident was escorted to the station, and
took the tram for Laurel Hillcemetery,
where lie took part in the ceremoniesover the grave of Gen. George (!.Mead,
the hero ofGettysburg. The memorialorations at the cemetery were deliveredby Rev. Dr. Henry C. McCook and Rev.
Dr. Francis j.Way land. Gen. George
Mead's grave was especially honored by
volleys from a battery of small arms.
Alter honoring the dead, the president
and his party proceeded to the Union
league, where they were received by
the president of the club, ex-Mayor Fit-ler, and the guest committee. "Dinner
was served at io'clock, and a reception
to members of the league and members
of Meade post, by invitation, was held
from 5:30 to 6:30 o'clock. At7 o'clock
the president and party were taken in
charge by the guest committee, who es-
corted them to the Baltimore cv Ohiostation, where they took the train for
Washington.

AT GitANT'S TOMB,

Services and Oration at Riverside
inHonor of the Hero.

New York, May 30.
—

The ceremonies
of Decoration day . were carried on in
this city to-day inits usual magnificent
style. The parade in honor of the dead
was large and imposing, and the Amer-
ican Bag was displayed at half mast
from almost every house. Business was
practically suspended,, all the courts
and government buildings being closed.
Athletic games, the races, base ball, the
theater, and excursions were all well
patronized, notwithstanding the damp
weather and lowering skies, Itwas in
fact, a holiday in which everybody
enjoyed himself the best way possible.
The graves in the cemetery were, as
usual, decorated with loving hands, and
all the soldiers' monuments were cover-
ed with flowers.The programme for the
afternoon included services at the tomb
of Gen. Grant, at Riverside park, under
the direction of U. S. Grant Tost, of
Brooklyn. The United States man-of-
war Enterprise was anchored in the
Hudson river, opposite the tomb and
fired minute guns during the continu-
ance of the service. A number of ex-
Confederate soldiers were present as
guests of the day, Including ex-Gov.
John S. Wise, of Virginia, who deliver-
ed the oration.

The day was generally observed
throughout the state and inNew Jersey.
Gov. Hillwas present this afternoon at
the laying ofthe corner stone of a new
armory at Poughkeepsie.**

ATTHE CAPITAL..

Services in LovingMemory at the
Various Cemeteries.

Washington, May 30.—Decoration
day was observed here as a general holi-
day. Early in the morning the grand
army posts and their military escort
assembled and after parading through
the principal streets the procession dis-
banded and the grand army posts pro-
ceeded to Arlington to attend the decor-
ation services to be held there. At
Arlington, a salute at noon opened the
memorial services. A dirge was played
by the Marine band, followed by the
rendition of a funeral ode by the
Mozart club. The line then moved with
solemn music past the tomb of the
"unknown dead" and the par-
ticipants, separating, decorated the
graves. At" the sound of the
bugle the assembly gathered at the am-
phitheater, and Hon. George W. Atkin- !
son, of West Virginia, delivered the
oration. Mrs. Gen. Sheridan bad charge
of the floral arrangements. The tomb
of 2.111 unknown dead was more elabo-
rately decorated than usual, having
been especially assigned to the execu-
tivecommittee of the Potomac corps.
Another procession formed and marched
to the Congressional cemetery, where
there were services, and the graves
were decorated. Still another body of
army officers and old soldiers formed at
the Soldiers' home and proceeded to the
cemetery of the home, and afterwards
to the grave of Gen. Logan, where there
were special exercises. The band
played "Departed Days," and, after
memorial services from the Grand Army
ritual, addresses were delivered by
Commissioner Kaum, of the pension
office, and others. At St. Elizabeth,
Oak Hilland other cemeteries the cere-
monies were of the most impressive
character, and the decorations beautiful
and elaborate.

OX THIS THEY AGREE.

Chicago and St. Louis Pay Gener-
ous Tribute to the Dead.

Chicago, May 30.— The day was a
perfect one for the annual Memorial
day observances. The sky was cloud-
less and the temperature warm enough
to be pleasant. There was a parade of
Grand Army posts through the business
part of the city this afternoon with a
review by Gen. Nelson A. Miles, U. S.
A. The parade then broke into com-
panies and proceeded to the various
cemeteries, where memorial services
according to the G. A.It. ritual were
held. There were addresses, choral
singing by children and the strewing of
flowers upon veteran graves. The day
was more generally observed than usual
throughout the city. Allthe banks and
exchanges were closed and business
was very generally suspended. The
Abraham Lincoln monument, in Lin-
coln park, was elaborately decorated
with flowers and garlands by the chil-
dren of the Lincoln school.

St. Louis, May SO.—Decoration day
was quite generally observed here to-
day. Public business was suspended, and
the merchants' and cotton exchanges
and banks and other business institu-
tions were closed. The Grand Army of
the Republic and the Sons of Veterans
had an imposing street parade, and
then, with thousands of citizens of all
classes, went out to the national cem-
etery at Jefferson Barracks, twelve
miles below the city,by railroad and
river, where the usual Grand Army ex-
ercises were held, and where nearly
20,000 graves of Union and Confederate
soldiers were decorated. Ransom post
held memorial services in Exposition
hall in honor of Gen. Sherman, and the
old hero's grave in Calvary cemetery
was decorated with wreaths and flowers
by the Ladies' Relief Corps of the post
and the Gen. Grant on Twelfth street,
and the graves and monuments of all
other soldiers in the various cemeteries
received like honors.

New Orleans, May 30.— Memorial
day was observed as usual, and the cer-
emonies were conducted by the Grand
Army of the Republic at Chamett Na-
tional cemetery. Bishop Willard Mal-
licu delivered an ovation.

San Antonio, Tex., May 30.—Memo-
rial clay was observed herewith a grand
parade of military and civic societies.
The floral decorations were elaborate.
C. W. Ogden, orator of the day, ad-
dressed 10,000 people."

Nashville, Term., May 30.—The
decoration offederal graves hithe Stone
River cemetery, at Murfreesboro, and
the national cemetery,uear this city, oc-
curred to-day. Immense crowds at-
tended. The weather was beautiful.
AtMurfreesboro ex-Congressman A. H.
Pettibone, of Knoxville, delivered an
oration, and at the national cemetery
Hon. E.P. Allen, of Michigan, was the
orator of the day.
\u25a1San Fbancisco, May 30.—Despite
cloudy weather and occasional drizzling
of rain the customary Memorial day
parade of United States troops and
militia took place here, and the graves
of the dead soldiers were strewn with
flowers. Gov.Markham and Gen. Ruger
reviewed the parade.

EvAXsyiLLE,lnd., May Decora-
tion clay was more generally observed
here to-day than in many years. Busi-
ness was generally suspended during
the afternoon,

ROTTEN TO THE CORE.
New Orleans Seems to Have

Little Honesty Among- Its
Officials.

The Laws Even Conspire to
\u25a0Shield Criminals in Their

Vile Work.

A Californian's Remorse
Drives Him to Confess

TwoMurders.

Criminal Romance Outdone
by the Life of Ward

H. Goff.

New Oki.kans, May 30.— The grand
jury this afternoon made their linal re-
port. Referring to the irregular pro-
ceedings about the court building, the
fact is mentioned that the list or tales
jurors in the Hennessy case was deliv-
ered to the defense nearly twenty-four
hours before it was given to the attor-
neys for the state. The grand jury was
unable to ascertain who was responsible
for this, but they suggest that the court
officials should investigate the matter
and place the responsibility where it
belongs. Regarding the new slaughter
house scandal, as to the city council
and board of health, they say: "The
subject was presented to the grand
juryby the attorney general of the state,
who conducted the examination of
numerous witnesses during the exhaust-
ive inquiry. The workings of the whole
scheme were exposed, extending from
its incipiency through all the minute de-
tails of its progress, down to the closing
act when the disclosures were made.
Testimony was freely rendered by all
parties interested; charges and counter-
charges of violated pledges and corrupt
bargains were plainly stated; past
friendships seemed changed into burn-
ing hatreds by the accusations each side
of the controversy made against the
other. The new slaughterhouse ordi-
nance passed by the council required
concurrence of the board of Health.
About this time

Ail Intermediary Appeared.
npon the scene claiming from the an-
nounced proprietors a written recogni-
tion to the extent of a heavy interest in
the new enterprise. This is claimed by
friends and representatives of two
prominent members of the board of
health. That demand was concurred
in, as evidenced by the written compact
inour possession signed induplicate
by live parties. We may add that the
original paper or form was dratted by
one of the two members of the board of
health to whom reterence is made. The
course of affairs did not materialize as
intended or expected at the board
meeting held May 14 last, and hence
the developments Which followed.
While no criminal intention may have
been entertained by any of the parties
concerned in the creation of the
slaughter house, the evidence abounds
with acts plainly inviolation of public
policy and morality, but unfortunately
the statute which would indicate the
remedy for such transactions fails to
meet the facts and circumstances of the
matter we have investigated, or to crys-
tallize them into a defined offense; and
where the statute undoubtedly would
apply we find that no penalty has been
prescribed, rendering its provisions of
no effect whatever. To say the least.
these schemes show a disregard of
the moral attributes that should
mark every act of the city,
as well as distinguish those holding po-
sitions of trust and honor by appoint-
ment from the governor, and this refer-
ence would be far too mild a condemna-
tion. We have advised the attorney
general to present to the governor the
facts in this matter that he may take
such steps as willlead to a vindication
of the law and the purification of the
public service." Inconclusion the grand
jury say: "The official records of the
crurt show the extent of our labors, hav-
ing examined over O.jo witnesses, result-
ingin eighteen indictments and two re-
turns of 'not a true bill."

A TORTURED CONSCIENCE.

A. Californian Voluntarily Con-
fesses Two Murders.

Sacramento, Cal., May 30.—A
strange story came to light here to-day.
Justice of the Peace W. A. Henry was
sittinsr in his oflice when two men
drove up ina cart and one of them, an
old man of about fifty-fiveyears, asked
to see the judge privately. He said his
name was John Sewald and that he
lived on a ranch a few miles
south of here, near Sutterville. He
said his conscience had been torturing
him for the past two years, and he had
concluded to make a confession and
take the consequences. Sewald was ac-
companied by his eldest son. and as the
latter never heard of his father's crimes
the old man requested him to hear the
confession. Sewald then told the story
of how he had murdered two wives
eleven years ago. He said he lived in
Ohio with his wife Catharina and four
children. Prior to that it had been a
happy home, but his wife began todrink
and it became impossible to livelonger
with her. He took two of the children
and fled to Minnesota, locatine at a
place called Anoka. A few months
later his wite followed him, and the un-
happy life was resumed. Finally
Sewald says he became so exasperated
at her drunkenness he concluded to put
an end to it. He purchased arsenic and
put it in her whisky. She died In two
days,and he buried her without causing
any suspicion. Three years later he
moved with his children to Wayne.Neb.,
and after living there some time,
married again. His second matrimo-
nial adventure, according to his story,
was worse than the first, and he had
succeeded so well the first time in rid-
ding himself of his wife that he tried it
again. Tjiis time he smothered his wife
with the bedclothes. The coroner of
Wayne investigated the case, but could
get no evidence, and Sewald escaDecl.
He came to California then and took
up his residence near here. Justice
Henry believes that Sewaid tells the
truth. Others who have known him
during his residence here say is not in-
sane, but has been morose over some
great trouble. The matter was report-
ed to Sheriff Stanley, who took Sewald
iiitq custody at the latter's own request
until the matter could be investigated.

Enough was understood to give
people an idea that she had been deeply
wronged, but it was not until she died

'
suddenly that itwas learned that Sewald
and Mrs. Shields had been very in-
timate in the fatherland, and undue re-
lations had still been kept up. Ms \
Sewald objected, and soon after she
died under suspicious circumstances.
The neighbors "knew nothing of her
death until some time after her burial,
and her death was never recorded.
Other parties are suspected of being
implicated in the murder. The body
was buried on the premises.

A STUPENDOUS RASCAL.

Remarkable Record ofa Swindler
on a Large Scale.

New York, May Ward H. Goff.
president and general manager of the
American Export and Trading com-
pany, died Thursday night at his home
in this city. Almost simultaneously the
company was dispossessed from its
offices for the non-payment of rent, de-
spite the fact that the advertised capital
is 9500.000. and the surplus, according to
treasurer's annual report is 8523,500.
Goff, itwill be remembered by the busi-
ness world, as a man with a remarkable
record. He first came into prominence
about thirty years ago, appearing in
Montreal as the agent of the Agricul-
turalInsurance Company of Watertown,
N. Y. Two or three years later he or-
ganized the Canadian Agricultural In-
surance company, with a capital of

10,000. This company went to pieces
with great loss to the stockholders.
During the same time he had various
other schemes in hand, among
them the Wingate Chemical com-
pany, International Express com-
pany, the National Insurance company,
and many others. His latest scheme
was the American Export and Trading
company, for which he procured a char-
ter inColorado. The capital was . $500.-
--000. The company was "organized and
equipped for doing a general and com-
mercial business throughout the South
and Central American republics." Rosy
statements were issued, and it was said
a private treaty had been made with
Ecuador, the terms of which awarded
to the company a monopoly of all the
trade that passed through Ecuador's
custom houses. The death of Goff, how-
ever, cut the company adrift, as the
treasurer had no money to pay rent or
salaries. The debts of the concern, in
addition to the interest of the stockhold-
ers, are probably not more than $2,500,-
--000.

SPOILED HIS VACATION". :*
One of Chicago's Four Hundred

Arrested in New York.
Chicago. May 30.—Chief Detective

Kipley this morningreceived a telegram
from Inspector Byrnes, of New York,
notifying him of the arrest there of
Walter P. Dempsey, of Chicago, as he
was about to board the steamer Umbria
for Liverpool. His arrest was on com-
plaint of C. S. Rcdfield, a real estate-
and loan agent, for whom he was cash-
ier and bookkeeper, and A. F. Sehu-
man, Dempsey's partner, as agents of
the Wilier Sliding Blind company, of
Milwaukee. He is charged with falsi-
fying his accounts, and embezzling
15,000. Dempsey occupied a prominent
position in society and church circles.

One Wicked Editor.
Springfield, Mass., May 30.—Au-

gust Lehman, a prominent German, and
editor of the Springfield Zeitung, has
been arrested, charged with swindling.
He issued circulars announcing that
money had been left to buy laud upon
which to build a German orphan asy-
lum, and that he was to raise money for
the structure. Mostof the appeals were
sent to Germans away from this vicin-
ity. Itis not known how much money
he has collected. Lehman belongs to
many German societies, and lives in
Ilolyoke.

ARapist in Danger.
Peoria, 111., May 30.— Alarge crowd

is gathering in Tazewell county, about
fivemiles from this city, with the in-
tention ofgoing toPekin tolynch Ditch,
whorecently assaulted Miss Gerber, a
school teacher near this city. The tele-
graph and telephone wires between
here and Pekin are in trouble and it is
doubtful ifparticulars can; be obtained
to-night. Miss Gerber is said to be dy-
ing.

QUIET AFTER THE STORM. ;
The General Assembly at Detroit

Does Routine Work.
Detroit, Mich., May 30.—This morn-

ing all was quiet in the Presbyterian
assembly. The attendance was light,
and the time of the assembly was taken
up by the reception and consideration
of the overtures made by the various
presbyteries. A rule was adopted re-
quiring allministers who did not report
their fieldof labor at least once a year
to be put on a reserved list. The over-

tion day was generally observed here
by the citizens and people of the neigh-
boring towns, Ellsworth post, G. A. R.,
Of this place, conducting the services.
At 1 o'clock p.m. the citizens, headed
by the school children, who inarched
to the beat of the drum, assembled at
the large roller rink, where they were
soon followed by the post, escorted by
the Hush City band. After the usual
ritual of the order, interspersed with
vocal and band music, an able prayer
was given by Rev. C. C. B.Duncan.
Rev. Father C arey delivered one of the
most eloquent and patriotic orations
ever heard in Rush City. The speaker
was frequently applauded, he being
listened to by one of the largest
and most intelligent audiences ever
assembled in this part of the state, and
all joined in hearty congratulations to
the speaker. Led by the veterans, the
entire gathering went first to the Cath-
olic cemetery, thence to the Protestant
cemetery, where the graves of deceased
comrades were decdrated in the usual
manner. An accident occurred while
driving from one cemetery to the other
to Prof. V. D. Eddy, editor of the Rush
City Post, one of the veterans, and Miss

While
the dry nature of the services robbed it
of much of the bluster and roar so es-
sential to the proper observance of the
Fourth, there is every reason to believe
that Decoration day will yet become
quite as popular a holiday as Independ-
ence day.

A beautiful cross has
here been elected, dignified with the
title of the "Soldiers Rest." Here a
vitual service of song and prayer wars
most pathetically as well ;i- impres-
sively rendered. Another very instruc-
tive part of the ceremonies at the ceme-
teries were the remarks made
by comrades over the graves of
men known to them. The
reminiscences where of the most inter
esting character. A floral design, a
very prettily executed anchor, "To the
Unknown Dead," was furnished by the
Women's Relief Corps OfGarfield post.
A similar design was furnished by the
W. K.C.of Acker post. Mrs. Sherwood
and family placed a very handsome
cross over the grave of Lieut.
