ONLY A FEW QUIT.
W. R. Regan Says Price-Cut

Caused the Bakers' Strike.
The bakers' strike did not last long.

Nearly all of the proprietors conceded
the demands of the strikers, and the
men have gone to work again. Regan
Bros., the Lillibridge-Bremner com-
pany, July Bros, and Azleson are the
only large employers who have not done
60. Most of their employes are non-
union men, so they are little affected
by a strike. Not over dozen bakers
"have quit work. Not «i man quit work
in Reiran Bros.' bakery, nor were any
union men discharged. W. M.Regan
said yesterday:

"We never ask our men whether they be-
longto the union or not. We pay them good
\u25a0wages and work them a fair number of
hours. They board in our restaurant and
order from the same billsof fare with ourregular customers. They can order 3u cents
worth for breakfast, 40 cents for dinner and
BO cents forsupper, making $i a day, whichvrc say is about (T) cents cash. The board
they vet in this way is almost invariably bet-
ter than the men can afford at home, and
consequently they are not dissatisfied with
boarding withus. We are afraid the 'board'
furnished by some of the small shops has not
been lirst-class and think there has been
abundant ground for complaint. Inmany
cases, too. the lodging where the employer's
lod^e their men is not what it should "be.
The night crew tumble out and (he day
men rollinto their places in the bunks. The
bedding, a blanket or two— there is often no
sheet— isn't aired. It's used that way fora
month sometimes. We don't undertake tolodge our men. We pay them more than the
union scale of wages and work them less
hours. Not one ofour men has quit.

The primary cause of the strike is
that bakers have been selling bread
cheaper than they can afford to. Such
price-cutting always results iv wase-
cuttiner.

During the examination of the dog
catchers charged with cruelty to ani-
mals Judge Malioney yesterday ren-
dered a ruling which willereatly add to
the complications and difficulties expe-
rienced in the discharge of his duties.
Shortly after the hearing opened and
after the testimony of Agent Tatro, the
complainant in the case, had been
taken, the defendant Charles Felter
was dismissed on the ground that there
was no testimony against him. The
other boy, Kmil Glanson, was then put
on the stand, and when he was ques-
tioned by Attorney Rand, for the de-
fense, as to whose employ he
was in on the day of his arrest,

the court sustained an objection
by the prosecution on the ground
that the question was immaterial. The
court then ruled that while the ordin-
ance covering the catching of dogs pro-

j vided for the appointment of a dog
icatcher, it did not provide for the ap-
j pointment by him of any deputies, and
Ithat in the absence of a special law del-

egating to him such power, he had no
j right to appoint deputies to do the work

for iiim.
Under this ruling Mr. Hidden will

findhis office a much harder one than
was at first supposed, as he must give
his personal attention to the catching of
each individual doir. He is not re- |
quired to take every cur witli his own
hands, but itroust 'ail be done in his
presence and under his supervision and
direction.

LEIF ERICKSOX'S MONUMENT.

One Will Probably Be Erected in
Minneapolis Soon.

There is a movement on foot to erect
a monument in Minneapolis to Leif
Erickson, the famous Norse navigator
and explorer who preceded Columbus
in the discovery of America by 492
years. A meeting of the prominent
Norwegians of Minneapolis was held at
the West hotel last evening to consider
the project. The matter was discussed
in ali its aspects and met nothing but
favor. While the Norsenien expect to
take the advanced position in this un-
dertaking, they desire it understood
that it is an American project, purely a
Norse-American undertaking as it were.
They desire to commemorate Erickson's
discovery cf this continent as an epoch
inAmerican history. There are already
two such monuments in America, one
in Boston and one inMilwaukee.

The outcome of the discussion last
evening was the appointment ofa com-
mittee to draft a constitution and by-
laws for a monument association, to be
called, probably, the Leif Erickson
Monument association. This commit-
tee consists of Rev. M. P. Gjertsen,
Charles Kittelson, Olaf Iloff, Prof.
Peter Clausen and Nicolay Grevstad.
The committee willreport at a meeting
to be called two weeks hence.

EVA WILL MARRY.

Ignatius Donnelly's Opponent in
Skirts Scon Will Wed.

The cause of the workineman, much
more the working wornan, will soon lose
an able, earnest advocate, and Ignatius
Donnelly willlose an opponent who has
been a source of much vexation to him

first part is Frank Valesh, of St. Paul,
who is deputy labor commissioner, and
wellknown in labor circles. Itis hardly
possible, however, that Miss McDon-
ald's assumption of the marital role will
entirely withdraw her energies from
the field when* she lias made herself
famous. She is too earnest to drop the
work. It is more probable that the
cause for which she has worked will be
aided by a new worker.

MAJ. BASSETT OBJECTED.

No Chance of Getting the Repub-
lican National Convent ion.

Maj. J. B.Basselt caused the zephyrs
to sail through the Lumber Exchange
yesterday morning when the board of
trade met. There was no regular busi-
ness before the meeting, but Secretary
Hallhad loaded up on communications
referring to possible conventions for
Minneapolis.

The first was a letter from vV. H.
Eustis. secretary of the Union League,
asking that the board of trade appoint
a committee of nine to co-operate with
like committees from the B. M.\V. and
chamber of commerce in raising funds
to secure the national Republican con-
vention for Minneapolis. Maj.Bassett
was on his feet instantly.
"Imove." said he, "that this communica-

tion be referred to the committee on city
affairs."

"Mr.President," exclaimed E. J. Phelps,
"Imove that a committee of three be ap-
pointed, which committee will appoint a
committee ofnine at the earliest opportuni-
ty, to represent this board in the matter."

That motion was seconded and the
chairman was about to put it to a vote
when Maj.Barrett again took the floor.

"Now, gentlemen," he said, "ithas always
been declared that this board is entirely dis-
tinct from politicalmatters; it has 6qu"inted
at everytning political. Itis not a political
institution and poiitics should be kept en-
tiielyout of it. These gentlemen are pro-
posing to harbor a convention, which Is
strictly political,and forms the platform of
which the coming president of the United
States would be discussed and nominated.
Itwould cost a great deal of money and it
was as much as the board of trade could do
to raise money for themselves. Ishall
strongly object to money going for political
purposes. But there isus much chauce of

the convention being held here as there is of
the moon Tailing."

Dr. O. J. Evans did not believe Maj.
ISissett was serious. George P. Wilsori
inquired if there was any exptnse in

voivtdj should the convention not be se-
cured ?

"Now, just let me place myself risht,1
'

cried Maj.Bassett, taking his%ue from Gen.
Wilson's question. "Ifthis council is sim
plygoing to ascertain how much money it
willue necessary to raise in order to get the
convention here, then Ihave no objection ;
let this committee be appointed to look into
the matter and report the outlook to the
bqord: if that is ;he understanding, then I
willnot oppose the motion."

Mr.Phelps' motion prevailed, and E.
J. Phelps, George P. Wilson and H. P.
Robinson were appointed the committee
of three.

Secretary Hall was not yet done. He
said the National Editorial association,
which will convene in St. Paul next
month, would come toMiuneapolis for
a clay, ifinvited. T. B. Walker had of-
fered to pay for the entertaining, so the
board willextend the invitation. The
lowa State Traveling Men's association
wants to come, too". There are 3,000
men in that body, so the board referred
the entertainment of that body to the
jobbers' union.

UNIVERSITY ATHLETICS.

Several Local Records Broken at
the Field Day Sports.

The regular commencement week
programme of the university has been
opened in real earnest, and all day yes-
terday the excitement was kept up
without abatement.

OLDEST LIVINGNAG.

Kentucky Animal That Carries
a Deep Scar From the Mexican
War.
The oldest horse on record is owned

by Maj.Robert Maas, of Louisville,Ky
who possesses pa pt-rs proving its age to
be something over forty-seven years,
says the Memphis Commercial.. Ivan-
hoe, as he is called, is a large bay, with
a white spot on his forehead, and, up toa few years ago, of a gentle, affection-
ate disposition, but has grown peevish
and capricious withhis increasing age.
This, however, is only shown toward
strangers, while he is devoted to his
master and his children, who play about
him withperfect fearlessness, lvanhoe
was stolen several times during the
civil war, but invaribly made his way
back in safety to his pasture, having
contrived in some way to escape from
his captors.

He bears on the right flank the scar ofa gunshot wound received in the Mexi-
can war, at the battle of Buena Vista,
whileridden by Maj.Maas' grandfather.
Itis over thirty years since lvanhoe has
known bridle or harness, but spends his
days strolling about his pasture, into
which he will allow no other horses to
be placed, but willresent all intrusions
witha vigorous use of his teeth and
he*ls. His faculties all appear unim-
paired, with the exception of a totaldeafness, resulting from a severe attack
of a disease prevalent a few years ago.

Par from being feeble, lvanhoe moves
briskly about, and willoften permit two
or three of the younger children to
mount and vide him about the pasture.
He has, however, lost nearly all of his
teetli, and lives upon boiled corn and
other soft food, lie made his last ap-
pearance inpublic at the cattle fairheld
inLexington last fall, and came home
completely denuded of his inane and
tail, by people securing thus relics of
the oldest horse known.
