Alexander Is Wanted to Handle
the North Dakota Exhibit.

Dakota state board of world’s fair
managers met by direction of the gov-
ernor, to effect a reorganization, the
attorney general having decided Com-
missioner Rucker, who had been elected
president, was ineligible for the office.

Mr. McKenzie secured several
gold medals, besides an autograph letter
from the late Jefferson Davis, who used
to command the United States troops
here when Dakota was regarded as a
wilderness, expressing his astonishment
at tl.]e- productions of the then territory
exnibited. 1f Mr. MeKenzie will accept
the position of executive manager so
unanimously tendered him, North Da-
kota’s position in the front rank at the
world’s fair will be assured.

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ARMOUR ON THE HOG,

The Chicago Packing King
Talks in Europe About
His New Yards.

Hopeful Views For Foreign
Recognition of the Ameri-
can Porker.

The Gambling Scandal is Still
the Sensation inEng-
land.

News of Interest Gathered in
Many of the Old-World
Capitals.

CARLSBAD, June 11.—P. D. Armour,
of Chicago, is here at present with his
invalid wife, on account of whose health
he came to Germany. Mr. Armour said
he had just received along dispatch
from his home stating that ground had
been hroken at Tolleston, Ind., tor the
new stockyards, in which he, Mr. Mor-
ris and. Mr. Swift are interested.
“We have 4,000 acres of land there,”
he said, **where we propose to estab-
lish packing houses and stockyards.
We have fine railway accommodations,
pure water and excellent sewerage. We
shall not be so cramped for room as at
the old stockyards, which are altogether
out of place in such close proximity to
the best part of Chicago.  We propose
to issue £10,000,000 of stock, which we
will divide among the packers and
dealers who follow us to our new quar-
ters. The preeeeds of the sale of this
stock will enable us to put up all
the necessary buildings and improve-
ments upon our land.” *“Will the other
packers follow your example and de-
sert the old stock yards?’ asked the
correspondent. “They

Cannot Help Themselves,”

answered Mr. Armour. “We three
practically control the business; the
others must follow. Besides, it is to
their own advantage. 1n the old stock-
yards the charges are so high that
it scarcely pays to do business there.
We shall beable togive acecommodations
at much more moderate rates. You see,
the old stockvards,which cost originally
about $1,000,000, were sold some eight
months ago to an English syndicate for
$25,000,000. The investors want to get
their imterest on this immense sum,
consequently high charges are neces-
sary.”

**But what will become of this $25,-
000,000 invested, when you and all the
other great houses move away, will it
not be practically lost?”

“I am not worrying about the Eng-
lish investors. I feel | sorry for them,
but I must look out for my own inter-
ests and the interests of the community
irst.” ;

*Will you not lose heavily on your
packing houses and other improvements
which vou have erected in the old stock-
yards?”?

“They are worth very little,”” replied
Mr. Armour. “They have served their
uses. Besides all other motives, there
are sanitary reasons why we should
make this change. In our new quarters
we shall have the most perfeet arrange-
ments for the proper examinaticn and
packing of pcrk. You know the objec-
tions which are made both in Germany
and in France

Against American Pork.

“[ think Germany has a perfect
right to demand that food products im-
ported into her territory should be per-
fectly healthy. I and all the other
great packers are willing to meet rea-
sonable demands in this regard. Our
own iuterests as well as common com-
mercial honesty cause us to see that no
diseased meat should be exported from
our places. The first piece of trichin-
ous pork imported from America into
Germany would cause a renewal of the
ordinance forbidding the importation
of American pork.”

“But those ordinances are still in
orce,” said the Associated Press corre-

poudent. “Do you think that they
will soon be repealed.”

‘1 have no doubt,” said Mr. Armour,
*‘that as soon as the German government
1s convinced of the proper examination
in America it will ailow the importation
of our pork. Of that examination we
can now give full proof. We are will-
ing to have our goods rigidly examined
upon their  entering Germany,
and I can state for myself and
for all the other packers that we will
take the utmost care to send nothing
except sound meats. We are constantly
looking for new markets for our prod-
ucts, and we should be very careful not
to ruin newiy opened avenues of trade
by any carelessness in handling and
shipping diseased meat. We have too
many close social and business relations
with Germany to keep up a comwmercial
war. When once the government is
satisfied of our perfect good faith, the
whole question will be settled.”

AFTER THE TRIAL.

England Still in a Foment Over
the Gambling Scandal.

LoxpoN, June 11.—The outspoken
newspaper press comments upon the
part the Prince of Wales played in the
bacearat scandal,continue to be the sen-
sation of the day 1n England and else-
where. A newspaper reporter who was
present near the Prince of Wales at As-
cot to-day, telegraphed that the prince
of Wales was in a very sulky frame of
mind, caused, it wculd appear, by the
storm of adverse newspaper critieism,
which has swept and is still sweeping
over the heir apparent. The religious
press, as might be expected, is the most
severe in its comments upon the Prince
of Wales’ conduet. The Christian World,
an influential religious weekly paper,
representing all the Protestantdenomin-
tions, says, for instance: “The throne
rests upon the foundation of public
opinion only. A few more scandalslike
that of Tranby Croft would destroy this
foundation, and Edward the Eighth
would never be crowned.”

The British Weekly remarks: *The
revelations are enough to sober up the |
strongest supporters of the monarchy.”

The Vienna correspondent of the
Times says that the baccarat scandal
has caused a sensation in army ecircles
on the continent, especially in countries
where the Prince of Wales is honorary
colonel of several regiments. This cor-
respondent also calls atteution to the
fact that an Austrian general, who was
found to have condoned in a similar
manner to that adopted by the
Prince of Wales, acts of cheating
upon the part of one of his,
subordinate officers, was compelled to -
resign from the army, 1n order to avoid
being tried by court martial, The Globe
this évening says that the army
and navy feel most keenly the stigma
which has been placed upon an honor-
able profession by the agreement en-
tered into between a field marshal and
a general to maintain Secrecy in

GERMAN GRAIN DUTIES.

Sensational Speech by Herr Rick-
ert on thé Question.

BERLIN, June 11.—In the lower house
of the diet to-day Herr Rickert made a
motion to the effect thatthe govern-
ment should submit to the house the
material upon which Chancellor Von
Caprivi based his recent speech upon
the grain duties. The chancellor opposed
this motion, declaring that the inquiries
had been in progress since April. But,
he added, they had been confined to
official guarters in order to avoid creat-
ing excitement. The government, he
continued, was convinced that there
was mno distress existing from the
duties now levied on  grain,
but in consequence of the
agitation which had been aroused in re-
gard to this matter, the government had
since consulted a number of private
parties, and, naturally, could not sub-
mit these reports to the house, and he,
the chancellor, was not in a position to
be able to mention the names of the per-
sons who had been consulted.

Herr Rickert made a most sensational
speech, during which he said that it
would be found *‘necessary to recall the
man who alone was able to direct the
government.” He added: *7The Ham-
burger Nachrichten will soon send a
trumpet blast throughout the land.”
Herr Rizkert charged the government
with ‘endeavoring to silence those
who were defending the interest
of 7,000,000 against the minority.” The
same speaker said that he discredited
the government report about grains.
Tne available stocks, he said, were
small, and prices would advance. Po-
tatoes, he continued, had already re-
placed bread as the food of the people,

d they (potatoes) were thus
;raced at an exorbitant price.. His
party would not rest until the
duties on grain were abolished. The
minister of agriculture promised to pub-
lish definitive ficures in July, when he
could make more favorable announce-
ments regarding wheat, rye and ﬂ)ta—
toes than in previous estimates. err
Richter taunted the government with
vacillation, and condemned what he
termed the *“*baldness’ of Gen. von Cap-
rivi’s statement regarding grain duties.
He declared that if the weather became
niore unfavorable the duties must be
absolutely removed.

UNCLE SAM INTERESTED.

French Seizures on the Liberian
Coast Stir Up Strife.

Loxpox, June 11.—Advices from the
west coast of Africa state that much ex-
citement has been aroused in Monrovia,
the capital of Liberia, by news that
the French have seized part of
the Liberian coist, near Cape
Palmas. An appeal will probably be
made to the United States against this
action on the part of the Irench, who
claim that the territory in question is
within the sphere of France. The
Liberians have held much of the coast
now claimed by France, almost since
the foundation of the Liberian republic,
and citizens of the republic are settled
there and engaged in trade. Should
the French put gzarrisons and custom-
houses in the ports on the coast, trouble
will no doubt ensue, and the Liberians
have no power but the United States to
look to for assistance. The French
have for a long time regarded the Af-
rican republic with muzh jealousy and
made encroachments on its interior
boundaries. This, however, is the first
move on the coast.

FOR CHURCH REUNION,

Pope Leo Favors Uniting Eastern
and Western Chuarches.

RoME, June 11.—The pope has just
requested several ‘competent men to
furnish him with detailed memoranda
for an encyclical letter which he pro-
poses issuing im» favor of a reunion
of the [Eastern and Western
churches. The Vatican has been
under the opinion that European
opinion would tavor the status quo, and
therefore gave every opposition to the
desired rapprochement. The pope in-
tends to give instructions to the repre-
sentatives of the Latin chureh in the
East to modify their opposition toward
the rival church and to strietly avoid
any actiogs of an inimical nature, in
order that a more friendly spirit may be
generated between the two churches.

REGISTER FORDULUTH

Monroe Nicholls Is Being
Strongly Urged for the
Position. :

Senator Davis Is Credited
With a Desirs for His Ap-
pointment,

An Agreement Reached on
the Catholic Indian School

Question.

Montana Grazing Lands Will
Be Divided--General Cap-
ital Gossip.

WAsHINGTON, June 11.—Probably
one of the boldest attempts to control
an office, with a view to plunder, is now
being made by the Minnesota Iron com-
pany in its strong efforts to secure the
appointment of Monroe Nicholls to the
office of register of the Duluth land of-
fice. This company, which has im-
portant litigation before that office,
notably the famous Hyde and MeDon-
ald and Chippewa eases, involving sec-
tion 30, township 63, range 11, with its
fabulous mineral wealth, is moving
heaven and earth to put into the office
of register a man who is notoriously an
instrument of that corporation. It
seems that Senator Davis, who has been
retained by the Minunesota lron com-
pany in these important pending cases,
is using his official influence to further
the interests of his client by recom-
mending and urging this appointment.

THE INDIAN SCHOOLS.

Rev. Dr. Chappell and Mr. Mor-
gan Reach an Agreement.

WaAsHINGTON, June 11.—During the
last two years the relations existing be-
tween Indian Commissioner Morgan
and the Catholic bureau of Indian mis-
sions has been somewhat strained. This
difficulty has its origin in the Catholic
opposition to Mr. Morgan’s poliey of
substituting public schools for denomi-
national schools on Indian reservations.
Since then there has beer no personal
commubication between the commis-
sioner and Father Stephan, the
head of the Catholie bureau.
Under these circumstances, the
disbursement of the large fund
paid by the government through the
Catholic bureau for carrying on the
Catholic mission schools has been at-
tended with difficulty and at times with
serious embarassment. Finding that
their work has retarded by the continu-
ance of this state of affairs, Rev. Father
Chappell, D. D., who is in charze of the
bureau during the absence of Father
Stephan in Europe, asked for a conven-
tion, at which an amicable uhderstand-
ing reached. Commissioner Mor-
gau,%’wever. plainly stated that while
the samie number of contract schools
would be continued for the next yeéar,
as directed by recent legislation, no
new schoo!s would be auticrized.

INDIAN GRAZING LAND.

New Arrangement Proposed for a
Montana Reservation.

WAsSHINGTON, June 11.—The interior
devartment, acting upon the recom-
mendation of the Indian office, has
adopted a new departure in the manage-
ment of grazing matters upon the Crow
Indian reservation in Montana. The
Crow Indians are authorized by the act
of congress of April 11, 1882, to permit
cattle grazing upon their reservation;
but, under previous arrangements,much
friction between cattlemen has resulted

from the indiscriminate pasturage
of the portions of the reserva-
tion set apart for grazing, proving

a fruitful source of treuble and annoy-
ance, not only to the agency manage-
went, but to the department and the
Indian office. To obviate these diffi-
culties in the future, and to give the
Indians the benefit of the advantages
resulting from competition among cat-
tlemen for these grazing privileges, the
total unoccupied portion of the reserva-
tion has been divided into five grazing
districts, and proposals for grazing the
same were invited by advertisements.
The proposals received were opened at
the Ciow agency on the 1st inst. by
Agent Wyman and United States In-
dian Inspector Cisney, and per-
mit agreements, covering each of
the districts, were executed by
Agent Wyman with the high-
est bidder for each, said permits to be
in force for a period of three years from
July 1, proximo. These agreements are
now.pefore the departmeut for approval.
It is believed that this new arrange-
ment will relieve the department of
much annoyance and troable, and be
decidedly better for the Indians and
vetter for the cattlemen. It brings the
management of the whole business
under the direct control of the depart-
went, and by the terms of the agree-
ment executed with the cattlemen, the
caitle are to be removed from the reser-
vation at any time by the department.for
any violation of the stipulations in the
same., The improved holdings and
herds of the Indiansare tobe at all
times kept secure trom interference by
the stock or employes of the cattlemen,
and the grazinz ranges occupied by cat-
tie belonging to the Indians are to be
kept undisturbed. The pecuniary ad-
vantage to th2 Indians is also consider-
able, as they receive about six thousand
doilars more under this new arrange-
ment than under the old system, not-
withstanding the titleto an area of
about 1,800,000 acres upon the western
portion of the reservation has been re-
linquished to the government,

THE CHILIAN SITUATION.

AnInsurgent Representative Gives
His Views.

WaAsHINGTON, June 1l.—Ricardo L.
Trumbull, a representative of the Chil-
ian insurgent party, had a long inter-
view with Secretary Iracy to-day. The
subject of the interview ecannot De
learned definitely, but there is reason to
believe that Mr. Trumbull made a strong
piea for the insurgent cause, and sought
to have the arms still on the Itata re-
main in the custody of Admiral MeCann
until a judicial determination of their
ownership can be reached. Of course
the uneonditional landing of the arms in
Chili would be preferred by insyrgents,
but failina]in this they are anxfous to
prevent the return of the weapons to
the United States. To a representative
of the Associated Press Mr. Trumball
said that the condition of affairs in
Chili is one of absolute despotism. In
his communication to his con Bal-
maceda, he asserted, conf the
truth of this. Mr. Trumbull has no
hope of relief as a resuit of the presi-
dential election which takes place in

‘228 e

Chili this month. B Lunaceda’s adher-
ents, he said, e ynprise all of the office-
holders and haugers-on and tavorites,
but the people ¢s a whole are opposed
to him. Nevertheless, in the present
state of affairs, with the courts closed
by Balmaceda’s orders and sufiraze
practically suppressed, he wounld find it
an eisy matter to d ctate his successor.
As the new president would not assume
his office before next September, which
is also the date set for the trial of tne
Itata in California, no tangible hope of
relief iif the near future is held out.

FOR FREE COINAGE.

Senator Stewart Is Sanguine That
a Bill Will Pass.

WASHINGTON, June 11.—The meeting
of the free coinage siiver committtee,
which was to have been held in Wash-
ington on tbe 18th inst., will take place
at the same date at the Hoffman house,
in New York, instead. They will
meet at 10 o’clock in the morning and
take up the work of the promotion of
free coinage where they left it at their
last meeting. ‘The proposition for
a comprowmise on the coinage on the
products of the American mines is
not regarded favorably by the commit-
tee, and they say that they will have
nothirg but free coinage in the fullest
seuse of the term, and claim to have
enoughn votes to carry it through next con-
gress.  Senator Stewart said To-day that
he was confident that a free coinage bill
could be passed through the next con-
gress over the president’s veto. Of
course, he says, there ecan be no
doubt about a two-third vote for
free coinage in the house and in
the senate it has been shiown that there
is a majority. The question is, what
will the senate do in case of a veto. If
all the Democrats in the senate will
vote to pass the bill over the president’s
veto, Mr. Stewart says there will be no
trouble about the matter.

The Republican votes in the senate
which Mr. Stewart counts on as sure
for free coinage are: ‘IT'wo from Cali-
fornia, 1 from Oregon, 2 from Washing-
ton, 2 from Idaho, 2 from Montana, 2
from Nevada, 2 from Colorado,
1 from Wyoming, 2 from South Dakota,
1 from North Dakota, 2 from Kansas, 2
from Nebraska, and 1 from Pennsyl-
vania.

FOOD AND CATTLE.

Adulteration and Disease to Be
Provided Against.

WASHINGTON, June 11.—The treasury
department has issued a circular to cus-
toms officers, enjoining a strict enforce-
ment of the act approved Aug. 30, 1850,
prohibiting the importation of adulter-
ated articles of food and drink, and pro-
viding for an inspection of foreign cat-
tle, ete. The circular says that the fol-
lowing named ports are the only places
at which neat cattle, sheep and other
reminants can be imported into the
United States: Boston, Mass.; Port-
laud, Me.; New York, N.Y.: Baltimore,
Md.; Vanceboro, Me.: Houlton, Me,:
St. Albans, Vt.; Island Poud,Vt.; New-
poit, Vt.; Rousse’s Point, N. Y.: Buf-
falo, N. Y.; Suspension Bridge, N. Y.;
Charlotte, N. Ee. Detroit, Micl., and
Port Huron, Mich.

A SHALL-POX SCARE,

Three Cases of the Virulent

Disease Unearthed in the
Heart of the City,

Two Employes Taken From
the Merchants’ to the
Pest House.

Doctors Suggest the Tempor«
ary Closing of the Popu-
lar Hostelry.

The State Board of Health
Meet To-Day to Discuss
the Situation.

Once azain that dreaded pestilence—
the small-pox—-has appeared in oupe
midst. For two years the city has been
free from countagious diseases to any
extent, and when any signs of an epi-
demic were apparent, prompt and ef-
ficient measures were taken by Health
Co'nmissioner Hoyt and his able corps
of assistants, and to St. Paul’s health
department great credit is due for the
low death rate in the past. For what
reason small-pox should develop in our
midst, its cause or origin, at the com-
mencement of the summer season, it is
hard toeven conje . but the warm
weather is a mighty factor in quickly
putting down what might, in cold
weather, become epidemic. As it 15,
there is absolutely no cause tor alarm,
as a rigid quarantine has been institut-
ed, and every precaution thrown around
to protect the public and those in prox-
imity to infected vlaces.

Walter Dawkins, a colored boy, has
been employed at the Merchants’ ~hotel
for some time past in the capacity of
bell boy. About the middle of last week
he complained of not feeling well, and
Friday was compelied to give up his
work and remain in Led at his boarding
house on the coruner of jackson and
Ninth streets. AS he did not improve
Dr. Paxton was called and preseribed
for the young man. [t was not until
Wednesday, however, that the ailment
reached such a stage as to show signs of
being a virulent cotitagious disease, and
then it was plainly discernable that the
young man was suffering from small-
pox. Health Comumnssioner Hoyt was
at once notified, and upon visiting the
place

that a serious ease of small-pox was
raginz. He at once summoned his dep-
uties, 'who guarantined the house, and
late at night removed the unfortunate
to the pest house on Dale street. Jo
this summary removal Dawkins strenu-
ously objected, and even went so far as
to attempt to escape en reute, but was
frustrated by Health Omicer Sinks. In
the meantima the infeeted bedding and
furniture of the room was burned,
and the landiady, Mrs. Jennie Adams,
and two other inmates vaccinated,
There were several other young
men rooming in the house, but they
were placed under strict surveillance,
and will not have a chance to mingle
with the publie for the next nine days,
Health Officers Green, Secannell, Le
Clair and Jarshisiiek standing six-hour
watches in guarding the quarantined
house and its inmates. One of the male
members got somewhat refractoryat his
enforeed imprisonment yesterday after-
noon, and undertook to leave the house
without regard to the officer, who
warned him to keep within doors, bug
tie sizht of a pistol 1n the oflicei’s grasp
sufficed as a peremptory warning, and
the iellow quickly hied him to the inner
portals.

Hardly had this ease of smallpox been
digested than Health Commissioner
Hoyt was hurried post haste to the Mer-
chant’s hotel, as it was feared that three
other employes were sick with the
noisome disease, Upon his ar-
rival he found consternation reign-
mg among the help, and it was
hard to teli who was afflicted
with the contagion and who was not.
He found, hiowever.after a rigid search,
that Mary Hempton, a chambermaid,

and Casper Petter, who has been in
charge of the hotel Dbilliard room,
showed unmistakable signs of small-
pox, and he immediately had them

placed in an isolated portion of the
house, and a guard set over them. An-
other woman was subsequently taken
sick, and it was noised abroad that she
also was a small-pox victim, but this
was found to be untrue, as she had but
anordinary tomplaint. Proprietor Welz,
of the Lotel, did his utmost to guard the
quarters where the sick ones lay, and
prevent a further spread of the disease,
and thereby greatly aided the health
officers in the diseharge of their duty.
At 9:30 o’clock Health Officer Hoyt and
Oflicer Sinks made preparations for the
removal of the
Man and Woman

to the pest house. Upon the arrival of
the pest wagon Petter, who was able to
dress and walk down stairs, was placed
in the vehicle and rapidly driven to the
smallpox hospital, and an hour later the
woman was taken out.

When interrozated by a GL.OBE re-
porter on the maiter last evening Dr.
Boyt said: *Of course it is hard to tell
just how far this disease may possibly
spread, but 1 hardly think we shall have
any more unless some one wantonly
spreads it. Where Dawkins contracted
the disease it is hard to say, as there
seems to be no possible chanee for him
to have got it from any one in the hotel,
These two last cases are of a mild form,
and it is meore a matter of precaution
than of necessity that | caused their re-
mova!l to the pest house.”

After the removal of the sick peopla
from the hotel Officer Sinks thoroughly
fumigated the rear portionof the house,
and used every precaution to prevent a
further spread. A rigid waich, how-
ever, wilt be kept on the hotel for sev-
eral days to coine,

In view of the fact that in 1872 an
epidemic arose in the hotel from smail-
pox and spread to a eonsiderable extent
about the city, the local physicians are
of the unanimous opinion that Dr. Hoyt
should * at once order the Merchants’
hotel closed and quarantine it for a
time in order that no risk as to a further
spread of the disease about the hotel be
caused.

Dr. Hoyt is determined at any cost to
prevent the possibility of a further
spread and proposes to take extreme
measures if necessary.

Dr. Aucker, to whom is entrusted
tne medical care of the patients, says
that while Dawkins has a viruleng
type of smallpox, his condition is such
that his recovery is fully expected.
The Kempton woman and Petter are
very light cases and will undoubtedly
be well in a short time. Besides the
sick woman there are eleven girls em-
plosed and in daily contact with her,
who are 1n danger of catehing the dis-
ease, and these have been pilaced in
strict quarantine, and an officer keeps
guard over them.

A special meeting of the state board
of heaith will be held to-day, at which
Dr. Hoyt will be present and the situae
tjon 3= "4 its yhases fully discussed.
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
