SKIPPED THE JAIL.

Georgiana Taylor Gains Her Lib-
erty Only to Be Recaptured.

*Stone walls do not a prison make,
nor iron bars a cage,” sang the poet
years ago, and an instance of the truth
of the proverb occurred yesterday,
when  the massive walls and bars
of the county jail did not pre-
vent a thirteen-year-old girl, Georgiana
Taylor, from making her escape. The
girl was charged in the municipal court
last week with incorrigibility, and her
mother, who is an invalid, testified that
she spent her hours in bad company and
houses of ill-repute. The case was cer-
tified to the district éonrt, and the girl
sent to the county jail until the court
should order that she be taken to the
reform school. She was placed in
charge of the matron of the county
jail and locked in the celi room known
s the female ward—a large apartment
with an iron grating dividing the room
in two. Yesterday there were three
women and the girl behind the iron
bars, one of the women being slightly
insanc. At the noon hour the matron
unlocked the cell door for the purpose
of hauding in the dinner for the in-
mates, The instant the door opened
the insane woman sprang at her
and a violeut struggle ensued.
assistanee arrived, and the woman was
‘perpowered, but in the meantime the
wttle girl had quietly stepped into the
corridor and boldly walked down the

main steps onto Wabasha street. The
matter was reported to the police,
and  a general order to police

oftficers ~to look out for the
missing one. Her parents live near
Rondo street police station, and it - wus
thought she would make for that neigh-
borhood. About 9 inthe evening Of-
ficer Kukla, of Rondo street, caught
sight of the girl coming out of a dance

hall attached to a saloon at
the  corner of Blair and Arun-
del  streets and rearrested = her.

She was taken to Rondo station and
the county jail notified. Deputy Sheritf
Picha drove out to the station and
brought the wayfarer back to jail.

The girl stated to a Groee reporter

that she had attended the high
scnool, and admitied that she had
done wrong, and gave as her
reason that her  stepfather had

treated her in a eruei manner, also mak-
ing serious charges against him. She is
very bright and pretty, She will be
brouzht up in the distriet court this
morning.

HE HURRIED HENCE.

Julius Stockemann, of Brill-
iant Attainments, Sorely
Sick of Life,

Died at an Early Hour Yester-
day Morning in St. Jo-
seph’s Hospital,

Having, as Reported in the
Globe, Overdosed Himself
With Morphine. :

A Youth Leaps to the Rescue
of His Brother and Is
Drowned.

Julius' H. Stackemann, the man who
took a dose of morphine at the nouse of
a friend Saturday afternoon, died at St.
Joseph’s hospital yesterday morning at
50’clock. For a long time the deceased
had Leen meditating suicide, for he had
been troubled with a disease of the
heart, and this made him despondent.
As long asa year ago he told his friends
he would make way with himself, but,
as he constantly repeated his threats
without attempting to accomplish them,
his friends did not think seriously of his
words. For nearly a year Stackemann
had roomed at the Gioss hotel, on West
Seveuth street. He was well acquainted
with the proprietor of the place, and
some months ago he showed him the
small phial containing the deadly drug
which he swallowed Saturday after-
noou.

Stackemann wasa man of brilliant
parts and great literary ability. One
morning paper stated that he wasa
Jaborer at the capitol. This is not so.
He spent a great deal of time at the
rooms of the historical society and in
the state library, wirere he gathered the
material for his works. Some yearsago
he was editor of the Volkszeitung
of this ecity, but lately he has
earned his liveithood by writing his-
torical sketches and romances for the
German papers. He contributed exten-
sively to the columns of the Illinois
Staatszeitung, the New York Bellitris-
tiche Zeitung and several papers in
Germany. He was an able maun, and his
sietches were much sought.

Although Stackemann had been a
frequenter of the Iistorical society’s
roums for over four years and had be-
come the warm friend of J. B. Chaney,
he never admitted that he was a married
man, but always said his wife had died
years ago. It now appears that his wife
has been living on West Third street in
this city for many years. Four years
ago husband and wife separated and
since that time they had not spoken a
word to one another. Mrs, Stackemann
had first learned of her husband’s death
from Messrs. O’Halloran & Murphy,who
have taken charge of the remains. She
called upon the firm yesterday to state
that she did not wish the remains to be
interred by the city, but would pay all
necessary expenses herself.

Stackemann left several short notes in
the places he frequented, which show
that his death was premeditated. The
following notes were left on his desk at
the capitel for J. B. Chaney:

Friend Chaney: Please direct my mail and
other matters to Mr. Frederick Sander, Ti-
voli, Bridge square, city. if I should die, and
oblige your ever thankful friend,

JuLius H. STACKEMANN,

I do not feel well, and something may hap-
ren to me. I do also desire that ail other
matters on this table and in its drawer, as far
as belongs to me, should be delivered to Mr.
Sander. J. H. STACKEMANN.
J. B. Chaney, Assistant Librarian State His-

torieal Soc -, Capitol:

Dear Old Friend: Let Frederick Sander

have all that there is on my table and in the

draswer, as also my yet incoming mail. Give
my loye and e¢steem to Mr. Williams, Many,
many thanks to both of you for the many
kindnesses which you bestowed upon me.
I am now weary and I must have rest. Good
by. JULIUS H. STACKEMAXN.
On the back of an old sheet of paper
he had written the following note to
Mrs. 1da Hudek, who is the wife of the
manager ot the Gross hotel:

Mr. Sander was seen by a reporter
vesterday evening, but he said he had
not yet had time to look over the papers
of his deceased {riend. He stated he
had not seen Stackemann in tiiree weeks
A letter was also left by the deceased
addressed ta Corouer Quinn,in which he
asked that his body be given to Dr.
Obage for dissection for the benefit of
science. The body was taken to the
morgue last evening and turned over to
Dr. Ohage by Coroner Quinn. Ohage
performed an autopsy upon the remains
and will fultill the last request of the
suicide.

HIS LIFE FOR ANOTHER.

Youth Drowned in an Attempt to
Save His Brother.

A sad drowing accident occurred on
the West side vesterday in which James
Slavin, a youdh of sixteen, sacrificed his
life to save that of his younger brother.
The boy was the oldest son of James
Slavin, of 327 Winnifred street, who is
master mechanic at the Kansas City
railway shops. The two boys had gone
1o church in the morning and on their
way homeward they encountered a few
of their young neighbors, who were on
their way to wash a bugey in the river
bebind Moriarty’s slaughter house. The
latter persuaded the Slavin boys to ac-
company them, and the whole party
proceeded to wade into the water and
wash the carriage.

It seems that the vounger Slavin
boy, who had eclimbed into the
carriage, fell out on the other side into
a deep hole. He struggled to save him-
self, but apparently in vain. The older
boy sceing the danger of his young
brother, plunged into the wathr to save
him from death, but incumbered as he
was with his clothes, he soon found it
impossible to save himself, and he sank
down to meet the fate which had threat-
ened his brother,

Meanwhile the other boys had gone
to the rescue and saved the younger
brother, but the older one had disap-
peared. It was about 11 o’clock in the
forenoon when this occurred, but the
body was not recovered until 2 p. m. It
was taken in the Ducas street patro)
wagon to the home of the afHicted
parents. The funeral will take place
to-ieorrow at 10 o’clock.

A Second Drowning.

A second case of drowning in the Missis-
sipi yesterday was that of a young man
named Hans Dehr, aged eighteen, laborer,
residing at the corner of Goff avenue and
Curtis street. He went with some compan-
ions to swim in the river above the Milwau-
kee railroad bridge. He was seized with
eramuand drowned before assistauce could

be rendered. His body was uot” recovered,
rhough every effort was made.

The Jaw of right recognizes our two
great original relations, that to God and
that to our fellow beings, and prescribes
our duty in both. Love to God is the
earnest, abiding choice of God and His
service as the chief good on the one
side and the undying hatred of all evil
on the other. Love to our fellow izen
consists of an earnest desire to promote
their welfare. A man may enter any
line of trade or any business and yet be
a faithful follower of the Lord. In this
desire to help our fellow beings we must
be careful of ourselves.

The doctor closed his address by ex-
horting the young men of the class of
"1 to stand firm in their faith and to be
ever mindful of the men who have been
eminent in all the pursuits of life.

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LAY THE OLD ASIDE.

Place of the Chureh, Under
the Influenc2 of the New
and Better Spirit.

Rev. W. S. Vail Replies to the
Sermon of Archbishop
Ireland.

Profound Changes Admitted
to Be Going On in the
Protestant Mind.

This No Reason Why the
World Should Return to
Catholicism.

“A Cathclic View of the Crumbling
Creeds”—Suach was the subject taken
by Rev. W. S. Vail for his address yes-
terday morning before the Universalist
society in the Grand opera house. The
striking parts ot the able sermon read:

Great interest has been expressed
concerning the sermon of the areh-
bishop of St. Paul, 1t is good to see
ourselves as others see us. And much
interest must be felt by the alert Roman
Catholie who views the question from
his “standpoint. Like ourselves he is
limited by his prepossessions and edu-
cation. A retrospective view brings to
his mind the mighty change wrought in
the Columbian period. He recalls the
day when Phillip 11. held the cords
connected with nearly all the powers
of Europe, and when he conceived
the idea of subduing both Great Britain
and the Netherlands to the will of the
pope. He recalls the mighty battles
that were fougnht, and those colossal
fizures of history like Martin Luther
and William the Silent, who gave direc-
tions, and by giving directions, gave
power to the stream of history. He re-
calls the defeat of the Armada, the loss
of the chureh in England and Scotland,
and the complete triumph of the oppo-
sition in the Netherlands and in Ger-
many. He recalls the struggles since
that time, aggravated by the changes
produced by education and the develop-
ment of the printing press; the publica-
tion of letters on the

Condition of Education

in the papal states, and the general up-
springing of the spirit of individualism
throughout the world, He knows very
well that little by little the territory of
the pope has Dbeen sliced off until he
only has his palace remaining, and re-
cails the fact that the flag of united
Italy flies within sight of the pope’s
windows. He looks upon America, after
considering the condition of Europe,
with the profoundest interest. Revo-
lution may sweep ltaly like a cyclone,
and any day 1s likely to see the vatican
razed to the ground, and the pope seek-
ing a home. Through the zates of Cas-
tle Garden he has seen an unending
and unchanging tide of immigration,
most of which is turned to the doors of
the Catholic church. That church has
grown to imirense porportions by this
kind of development and is becoming
one of the influential institutions of
Americanlife, Knowing tbat the papal
residence will very possibly be changed
within thirty years, that Spain is the
only European country where the pope
has a possibility of finding a refuge, in-
telligent meu everywhere expect that
within that time Washington city has a
possibility of being

The Papal Residence,

and in sight of our national capitol will
be planted that. celebrated college
which sends its constituents into all
lands, and within sight of the White
house will be the office of the Jesuit
generals. Therefore it is easy to see
that the interest of Catholic bishops
must be very great.

The conclusions are two. The prelate
claims that a creed has been given
founded upon eternal truth, itself an
unmistakable revelation of God to men,
and unchanging amidst all changes.
I'hat, of course, is the creed of his
church. He claims that Protestantism is
a mere denial, and that'the introduction
of the right of private judgment opens
the way to constant appearance of here-
tics and to constantly recurring changes.
In this he is right. To allow a man pri-
vate judgment is sinrply to allow him to
think for himself, and to-day his con-
clusions as to doctrine are the result of
such a_ privileze. That private judg-
ment will kill the theory of endless pun-
ishment 1s very certain. But a distine-
tion is to be observed between endless
and tuture punishment. "Future pun-
ishment will be believed. Endless pun-
ishment

Will Be Given Up

as a theory. DPrivate judgment will kill
the theory that every word of the Bible
is equally inspired; and the soul of man
will seek out of the Bible, guided by
reason and conscience, the inspired
teachings. Say what we will, if we are
to judge the future by the past, we may
reasonably believe that this will come.

But are we to conclude that this
change will in any way impede the
progress of what is known as the Prot-
estant religion, and is it a case of great
lament that ecreeds are becoming obso-
lete? Shall a man who views the ques-
tion from a different standpoint be filled
with alarm, or shall he believe that this
change is only a transition in the his-
tory of the church, to enable it to make
use of the large circle of knowledge de-
veloped in the last half ot the nine-
teenth century? Does such a man see
any reason why the world should turn
back to the Catholic church because
certain changes are taking place in the
Protestant minds? And when he sweeps
the world with his glance and sees the
vast development of education and the
continued spread of intelligence, is it
not evidence that the

Heart of Humanity

is looking for a rational religion rather
than a religion of forms? Itis very im-

rtant for us to know that it is not the
judgment of an individual nor the light
shed by one person’s conscience that is
working this change. It isthe light shed
by the reason and conscience of human-
ity which rectifies the extravaganeces of
the individual, and in a sense this voice
of humanity is the voice of God.

I think it very probable that profound
changes are going on in the Protestant
mind. It seems to be agood time to
harbor the hope that such changes will
continue. Does it follow that men will
seek arest in theunchanging church?
That depends on the answer we give to a
most serious and important question. Is
the human mind so constructed as to
rest anywhere? 1s it not as changeful as
a sea that to-day is a stretch of liquid
blue, to-morrow a rolling, howling mon-
ster,and ever varying in form and color?
Where is the artist, the inventor, the re-
former, the singer, the poet, or the
statesman who is ready to say I have
found perfection?

AIM OF LIFE.

Baccalaureate Sermon at Macal-
ester by Dr. Hill.

The baccalaureate sermon to the class
of ’01 of Macalester college was deliv-
ered yesterday afternoon at the Macal-
ester Presbyterian church by Rev. M.
L. P. Hill, D. D. The text was IL. Sam.
xxii,, 36, “And thy gentleness hath
made me great.”

Christian gentleness is the true gen-
tleness of character.

It appears from the fact that there is
in it so much of the omnipotence of per-
suasiveness or love. Gentleness is not
the mere absence of rude vigor: it is the
softness and tenderness of vigor and
great power. The greatest power of
which we can be possessed is that per-
suasiveness of power that excels with-
out friction and that one never gains
without first being master of himself.
And "'homas Hughes, in an article on
the manliness of Christ, mentions in
particular this quality of gentleness as
one of His divinest attributes.
There was His tenderness and
potency that little children and
rough men and women alike felt.
Greatness of character is in proportion
always to the presence and strength of
moral qualities.

In his ‘““Greatest Thing in the World”
Henry Drummond speaks of David Liv-
ingstone, whom the poor Africans could
not understand, but whose dusky faces
would light up as they told of the kind
doctor who years before passed their
way,

:True gentleness of character is great-
ness of character, because it is the pow-
er of self-centrol. To say that it is the
absence merely of what is harsh and
violent would be to state only a half
trath. If it is elimination of the rougher
apd more rigid elements, it is-also com-

ehensive of a certain reserve of force
and seli-possession that gives one com-
niand of himself. We find that the men
apd _ women whose force of char-
acter goes for much are those
who - carry a gentle grace, a
quiet decision and self-control; that is
bpth their charm and their power. The
zreat general must -be like our own
Gramt, whose quiet persistency and
self-possession were in pre-eminence.
Knoywing his opportunity, he seized it
with a callous, silent courage and per-
sistency that nothing could upset or de-
stroy, and still he could be as gentle as
a child, as forgiving to a fallen foe as a
mother.

Gentleness of character is greatness
of character, because it is the grandest
power of usefulness in this world. Suen
effectiveness and usefulness depend
upon two things, the ascendéncy of
moral tone or character. Ifa manis
under the purer or gentler disinterested
motives, that moral spirit that lovesfa
tranquilizes the mind, in which truth is
always sought and seen, and right loy-
ally served his every effort and aspira-
tion is a joy not only to himself, but is
felf in all its intrinsic beauty and noble-
ness on others. Such elevation and
chasteness of sentiment needs to be
braced and girded by a true moral earn-
estness, which is never connected with
bustle or restlessness. So that all
along in the great work of life a man
may bejsurmouunting difficulties,gaining
fresh acquisitions, reaching out into
wider spheres to influence for good his
fell ow men.

The age in which we live is one of
growing restlessness and attempts to
command attention. Too many are for
just a sensation. The weakest and most
useless people are those who are forever
craving attention and pushing into pub-
licity. ‘True worthiness of character
excels by its sweetness and gravity.
Beware how you fall into the notion
that you are not appreciated. You may
be tempted to feel that you have a nar-
row field, but remember it will widen
out to you in proportion as you show
real worthiness and facility.

Thrifty application to a worth
will give you the best results. Take
care of your character. Your reputa-
tion will take care of itself. Any lhife
which ends in its own amusement or
emolument is unworthy. Eduecation
for the sake of erudition; cultivation for
the sake of culture: sunlight for the
sake of sunshine; polishing for the sake
of polish, is low. Get as far away as
possible from yourself and live for oth-
ers.
