The much-talked of,much-speculated-
over ami very sensational §25,000 dam-
age suit of Police Officer John C. Crich
against the Minneapolis Tribune was
called yesterday afternoon in Judge
Smith's court. The suit is brought on
an article published in the Tribune, iii
which an ex-policeman named Blake
claimed be overheard ex-Mounted Offi-
cer Grifiinand Crieh plan to burn the
latter's house to secure insurance
money amounting to $1,000 on the
house and furniture. In his statement
Blake claimed that the two officers
brought pictures, clothing, etc., to his
house for safe keeping.

Officer Crich is well known in the
city and has always borne an excellent
reputation, until the publication of the
article. He is an artist by profession,
and At *the time the article was pub-
lished had a wife and seven children.
His wife has since died. Mr.Crich con-
siders he has been damaged to the ex-
tent of $25,000. Charles P. Barker ap-

lie was found in securing a jury,
one juror being challenged, and
by the prosecution.

The first witness called was George

Blake, lie was formerly on the police
force, but was discharged some two
years ago. He had an easy time of it
while under direct examination, but got
considerably "rattled" several limes
while being cross examined by Mr.
Barker, despite the length of time he
took to answer questions. He used his
handkerchief freely to mop his perspir-
ing forehead, and seemed ill at ease.

Blake in takiug the stand started right into
the Biory of the fire, being adroitly led by
Judge Ki-a. He stated that about a week be-
fore the tire Crieh made a proposition tohim
to burn his (Ciich1.-)bouse. He finallyagreed
to do so lor jfl'Ai.one-half to be paid in ad-
vance. Ciich said he hud not the money
with him, but would go down to the bank
and draw it. Crieh then left and they met
again v few minutes later at the saloon ruu
by Blake's brother, at 2so Hennepin avenue,
when Crieh paid him S». all iiigold. After-
wards he gave Crich buck $2.50 at his request.

The witness stated that Crich said he
would get excused to «o to St. Paul and take
his wife with him, and would ieave his chil- I
dreu with neighbors, thus giving Blase an
opportunity to tire the building. He met Of- I
fleers Crich and GriMm late the Fame even- I
ing. The latter was to assist in destroying I
the house. They met on Western avenue oe-
yoiid the bridge, and Crieh said he could get
a can or oil. He would steal it. He left aud
returned in a few minutes with a four-gallon
can of gasoline. Urittin objected to using it, I
as it would evaporate too quick, so they
poured itout on the bridge. The uext day
four gallons of kerosene was got and takeu
to crich's house in readiness to start the tire.
Blake then said Crich went to St. Paul as

\u25a0ed, and that night the witness and Grif-
fent to Crich's house.

Blake continued:

'•Gritlin was drunk the night the houFewas burned. He and 1 weut to Crich'shouse; Griffinlit the lamp and took some
blankets and hung them up to the window. I
He theu took the can of oil and poured it
over a pile of straw. Before Crich went to I
St. Paul with his family the last words he
said were to Griffin: 'I will give you Si"> I
extra ifyou see that everything eoes all I
right.' Of the things that he took from the
house before the lire he got some aud 1have
the rest."'

The witness stated that he had known
Crich for some time, but had not had
much to do withhim until about a week
before the fire. After the fire Crich ex-
pressed himself as well satisfied with
the way the job was done and "had no
kick coining."

C. P. Barker, attorney for Mr. Crich,
conducted the cross-examination.

"Blake, how many times have youbaen ar- I
rested forcrime'?'
