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RATES T0 THE WEST.

Anxigty Over Tariffs From
the Seaboard to St.
Paul.

The National Dispatch Basis
as It Affects the
Omaha.

Finley and the Alton Still at
Cross Purposes on
Rates.

News Gathered From All Over
the Roads of the
Land.

CoicAco, “June 16.—The west-bound
lake and rail situation is being watched
with considerable anxiety by railroad
men. The 79 cents basis established by
the National Dispatch line from the
seaboard to St. Paul is goodonly by
way of Washington and the Chicago,
St. Paul, Minneapolis and Omaha road.
The question has been raised whether
the Omaha road is accepting a reduced*
proportion of this rate, and as that road
is in reality a part of the Chicago &
Northwestern system, Chairman Midge-
ly has begun negotiations with the man-
agement of the latter company with a
view to having the tariff cancelled.

FINLEY AND CHARLTON.

The Chairman and the Agent Still
at Odds.

CnicAco, June 16.—The notice given
by the Chicago & Alton ot its intention
to make a round trip rate of $20 be-
tween Kansas City and  Chicago, to
place itself on an equality with other
Western roads that have been author-
ized to sell through tourist tickets to
Eastern points, has called forth no re-
spouse as yet from Chairman Finley.
The new $20 rate, when added to the
tourist rates east of Chicago, makesa
lower rate by $1 from Kansas City to
seaboard points and return than that
authorized by the sale of through tick-
ets. This will probably lead the
other Iines to a;}ply to Chairman Finley
for relief, f relief should be
granted by permitting the lines in
question to make a 320 round trip rate
between Kansas City and Chicago, the
Alton will not object, but if the chair-
man should decide that through tickets
may be sold at a lower rate to meet the
competition, the Alton will retaliate by
a further reduction. In his letter to
Chairman Finley to-day General Pas-
senger Agent Charlton declared that
the chairman had no excuse for his
action in ordering the sale of throughe
tourist tickets, as all the members of
the association except one, at the meet-
ing called to hear arguments on this
question were in favor of another
method of meeting the difficulty. After
giving formal notice of the intention of
his company to make an excursion rate
of £20 from Kansas City to Chicago and
return, and §15 from Kansas City to St.
Louis and return, Mr. Charlton adds:
“*All this is subject to chanze in the
event of you or any-of our competitors
making any further aggression on us,
by making any lower rates, or issuing
tickets liable to misuse, or misusing
tickets which are now being sold.”

WILL NOT CHANGE.

The Atchison Disregards Chair-
man Midgely’s Order.

CH1cAGo, June 16.—The Atchison,
Topeka & Santa Fe refused to cancel
its arrangements with the Indiana, 11li-
nois & lowa railroad, whereby divisions
of through rates are made in traffic
originating at the Missouri river, and
destined to the seaboard. In reply to
Chairman Midgely’s order the Atchison
has replied that it will not change its
present system, and that he has no au-
thority to demand such a change. The
existing agreement with the Indiana,
Illinois & Jowa rallroad was made as
long ago as 1838, and before the Atchi-
son became a member of the Western
Freight associatiion.

Illinois Central Finances.

CHICAGO, June 16.—The financial
statement of tle Illinois Central for the
eleven months ending May 31, of which
the month of May is estimated, shows,
compared with the same period last
year: Gross, $16,328,000, increase, $999,-
000; operating expenses, $11,633,000, in-
crease, $1,369,000; net, $4,694,000, de-
crease, §370,000.

MEXICO’S ROYAL LINE.

Pensions Paid to Descendants of
the Montezumas.

City oF MEXICO, June 8.—A local
paper has the following: *It isa curi-
ous fact that for 865 years the various
governments of this country—colonial,
imperial and republican—have con-
tinued paying pensions to the heirs of
Montezuma II. The family of the an-
cient royal race of the. country seems to
be in no danger of extinetion, for each
generation sees additions to the line.
Many of the family live in this country,

while there is a numerous section
who reside in Spain, and there
are among the Spanish braneh
many titled vpeople. The Duke

of Abrantes died last year, and his pen-
sion will now have to be divided among
his five children by his firsg marriage,
the Marquis of Sardoal, the Marquis
of Puerto Seguero, the Count of Villa-
loa, the Marquis of Navamoreundo and
the Marchioness of Villa de la Torre.
By a later marriage the duke had sey-
eral children who will also share in this
pension. In addition to this family
there are other Spanish descendaunts of
Montezuma 1L, the Marquis of Aguila
Fuerte, the Marquis of Castellanos and
the Count of Miravalle. 1t is noted as a
remarkable fact that, during 365 years,
there has only been one instance of a
marriage uniting two brancnes of the
descendants of the Aztec monarch, this
being the union of Louis G. Sierray
Horeasitas with Miss Maria Dolores
Abadiano, which oceurred on the 20th
of November, 1890. As the years run
on the multiplication of inheritors of
the pensions renders the subdivision of
the sums a matterof considerable calcu-
lation, and the amounts become so
small that often the legally authorized
inheritors do not come forward to elaim
the amounts due them. It is known
that for more than 500 years the gene-
alogy of the royal line of Mexico has
been kept by the family, and, as before
said, for the last 365 years the matter
has been attended to by the various
governments of Mexico. Probably
there are few families anywhere who
can trace their ancestry for five centu-
ries without a_single interruption. If
there is anything in the theory of blue
blood, the line of the Montezumas may
lay elaim to the possession of the genu-
ine article.”

Inauguration of Three of the New
Tribunals.

CnicAGo, June 16.—The new conrt of
adpeals for this district was organized
at noon to-day. The proceedings were
rather informal, but dignity was lent to
the ocdasion by the presence of United
States District Judges Wiliam J. Allen,
of the Southern Illinois district; Will-
iam A. Woods, District of Indiana; J.

Justice Harlan
caused the entry of an order
assigning Judge H. W. Blod-
gett, of the United States district

court for the Northern Illinois district,

Capt. L. O. Gilman, of Illinois, marshal,
and Oliver T. Morton, of Indiana, clerk.
Justice Harlan also announced that the
rules for the various appeilate courts
.prepared by the supreme court had been
adopted, and that the judees of the
court, when in session, would wear
gowns similar to ihose worn by the su-
preme court juges. The court then
took a recess, and the new appointees
qualified.

St. Louls, June 16.—In accordance
with the act of congress, a new United
States court of appeals was organized
this morning by Associate Justice
Brewer, of the United States suopreme
court, assisted by Circuit Judge Cald-
well and Distriet Judge Thayer, who,
until the president appoints the regu-
lar judge, will constitute the court
itself. Prominent members of the bar
were present from Kansas and Texas.
Judge Brewer appointed John J. Jor-
dan, of Des Moines, lo., clerk, and Will-
iam R. Hodges, of St. Louis, marshal.

CiNcINNATI, June 16.—The United
States circuit court of appeals created
by act of congress last winter was or-
ganized here to-day. It is to consist of
one circuit judge of appeals for the dis-
trict (not yet appointed), and of the eir-
cuit and district court judges already in
office. There were present to-day Cir-
cuit Judges Browne, of Michigan, Jack-
son, of Tennessee, and District Judge
Sage, of this city. These appointed
Walter S. Harsh, of Detroit, clerk, and
Thomas Claiborne, of Nashville, mar-
shal. About fifty members of the bar
were admitted to practice in the new
court. Its officers will be established
here. Its regular session will begin
October next.

Affairs of the Order as Presented
by Grand Officers.

DEeTROIT, Mich., June 16.—The nine-
teenth annual meeting of the supreme
lodge, A.O. U. W., opened at Clawson’§
hall this morning. All the officers
were present. The reports of officers
were read, pending the reports of com-
mittees. Supreme Master Workman
Wilson recommends among other mat-
ters that the maximum age limit be re-
duced to forty-five, and that Jan, 19 of
each year be set apart as a memorial
day, which shall be observed appropri-
ately in memory of deceased members
by all subordinate lodges, the date
chosen Dbeing the anniversary of
the death of J. J. Upchureh, the
founder of the order.

Some were carried to
their trains on stretchers, while others
came to the depot on crutches and
wheeled chairs. Father Mollinger was
a very busy man yesterday. About

his presence before their departure for
his final blessing. He will not com-
plete the religious feature of his treat-
ment until Wednesday. While a great
ma{‘ority of the patients have been buat
little -benefited, others report what
seem like almost miraculous cures.
