NeEw YoORK, June 17.—Jere Dunn, the
referee in the Kilrain-Slavin glove con-
test in Hoboken last night, has finally
concluded that Slavin is entitled to the
lion’s share of the Granite association’s
$10,000 purse.

Dunn also declared that all bets that
Kilrain would Dbe knocked out within
the ten rounds were off.

In
this instance the mistake of the time-
keeper in not sounding the gong before
Kiirain was on his feet after a knock-
down in the ninth round caused the
trouble; but technically regarded Kil-
rain, being up and ready to fizht when
ithe gong was struck, was not gnocked
out. The decision has made consider-
able stir among betting men. many of
whom had wagered for and against Kil-
rain’s being knocked out. It was learned
to-day that the purse was about $2,000
short, but the Granite association will
doubtless make up the defizency.
