ON A GRAVE CHARGE.

Thomas Mclﬁtyre Is Accused
of Debauching a Ten-
Year-0ld.

Locked Doors Are Between
the Crich Jury and the
World.

Doctors Wind Up Their State
Convention With a Big
Banquet.

Work for the National Con-
vention--Insurance Men
Go Home.

One of the most shocking and revolt-
ing cases of brutal depravity, if all
stories be true, which has come to light
in Minneapolis for some time past was
brought to notice yesterday by the
arrest of Thomas MeclIntyre, charged
with having debauched Katie Kusick, a
chiid of ten years, the daughter of Pat
Kusick.

The circumstances of the case, as re-
lated by the almost distracted father of
the injured child, are so monstrous as
to be almost incomprehensible. Both
families are in the humbler walks of
life, Kusick being a laborer in the em-
ploy of the street railway company, and
at the time of the alleged oftense, Dec.
23, McIntyre was a market huckster en-
gaged in buying vegetables in quantities
and selling them at the South market.
The men were near neighbors, McIn-
tyre living at 417 Twenty-first avenue
south, and Kusick only a few doors
away, and their relations were of the
most neighborly and friendly nature.
Kusick, who was seen yesterday after-
noon in the office of the clerk of the
municipal court, related the story as
follows:

“You see Mr. MeIntyre and I were
the best of friends, and he was always
a welcome visitor at my house. Al-
though this offense was committed on
the 23d of December, I had no suspicion
of anything of the kind until the latter
part of January,at which time MclIntyre
had left the city. My daughter Sarah,
who is about thirteen years of age, dis-
covered it at the time, but as my wife
was then lying at the point of death,she
said nothing about it for tear the knowl-
edge would kill her mother. Dee. 29
my wife died, and my sister came

to keep house for me. Sarah
told my sister, but nothing
was said to me until = the

latter part of January. One nignt
while 1 was sitting at home it occurred
to me that I had not seen McIntyre for
several days and I inquired of my sister
what had become of him. She said: “I
shouldn’t think you would want to
know where Mclntyre is after what he
has done. He has left the city.” I
questioned her and she told me all. I
learned then that at six different times

Mecintyre had debauched my child
Katie, and that she had been
very sick from the effects of

his abuse. If I could have found him
at that time I should have Kkilled him.
I learned that he was in Chicago, but
could not secure any more definite in-
formation, although I complained to the
police. Nothing was heard of him un-
til a week ago Friday. At thattimel
received a letter from him, in which he
stated that I had been led astray and
misinformed, and indignantly denied
the charges made against him.
He said he wanted to come back, and
wanted me to write to him and tell him
whether 1 believed the stories or not.
1 did not reply to his letter; butIex-
pected that he would come back, and I
watched for him. To-day 1 left my
work at noon, and as I passed the mar-
ket Isaw him sitting there. I called
Officer Pat McQuearey and had Meln-
tyre placed under arrest.”

The child was examined yesterday by
Dr. Gibson, who states that there is no
question but that she has been de-
bauched, and more than onee.

MeclIntyre denies the charges in the
strongest terms and declares, apparently
with the greatest confidence, that he will
be able to establish his innocence. He
says that he has always been a firm
friend to Kusick, and that at the time of
his wife’s death he loaned him money
to pay the expenses created by that

misfortune. Mclntyre states, however,
that he has an evemy in the
person of Mrs. Bridgett Ellicott,

Kusick’s mother-in-law, who, shortly
after Mrs. Kusick’s death, accused him
of having taken liberties with the chil-
dren; but that, as he denied it, nothing
further had been said on the subject, he
supposed she had been satisfied to the
contrary. He says that the first he
learned of any charges against him was
about two weeks ago in a letter from
his son, and that he wrote his son at
once that he would return as soon as
he could sell his horse and wagon and
have an_explanation of the affair. He
returned Tuesday and intended to see
Kusick and have matters straightened
up.

THE JURY IS OUT.

Crich’s Libel Suit Is Still Undecid-
ed by the Twelve.
At midnight the jury considering the

Crich libel suit against the Trib-
une was sleeping at the court
house. A disagreement is expected.

The case was given to the jury yes-
terday morning at 10 o’clock after an
able charge delivered by Judge Smith.
A large number of spectators was on
hand and closely followed his honor in
his charge. During the entire day in-
terest in the case was unabated and the

common question around the court
house was, ‘*‘Has the jury come
in yet?” The general opinion
of those who have followed

the case is that a verdict will be re-
turned in favor of the newspaper, or
else the jury will disagree. Crich spent
the entire day at the court house, and
the suspense and excitement of the ease
is plainly shown in his face, as he has
an anxious and care-worn expression.
He still wears the star as a member of
the police department.

In his echarge, Judge Smith said: “A
publication is a libel when it charges a
person with having committed a erime,
or when it tends to injure his reputa-
tion in the estimation of his fellow citi-
zens, or to hold him up to disgrace or
to contempt. To charge the plaintiff
with having entered into a conspiracy
to burn his house, or to cause his
house to be set on fire and burned, to
get the insurance, as the Crich libelous
article in question here does; in effect
it charged the plaintiff with a crime
punishable by imprisonment, and is a
libel per se, from which the law pre-
sumes malice on the part of the defend-
ant, from the seriousness of the charge.
Damages could be recovered to the ex-
tent which in the opinion of the jury
would equal the loss of position or
business that had been sustained.

*“The Yublication of the libel being
aamitted by the defendant, 1n order to
defeat the plaintiff’s recovery, it is in-
cumbent on the defendant to prove by
a preponderence the proof that the li-
belous article was true. It must estab-
lish the truth of every material allega-
tion of the charge; not only that the
words were true, but that the meaning
ascribed to them was true.

After reviewing the facts in the pub-
lished article, his honor went on to say
that the plaintiff claimed that there was
actual malice in the publication of the
article, wnereas the defendants claimed
that it was published as a matter of
news, 2nd that they believed it to be
true, and gave the name of the author
of the statcment.

*“The tesiimony in this ease has been
very confiicting and there are many
things yocu may take into cousideration
m determining wherejthe truth is--the
appearance of wiineeses on the stand,
ke manuoer i which they gave their

i tiestimony, whether they appeared can.
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did and truthful, and their character
for truth and veracity. The first ques-
tion for you to consider is, has the de-
fendant established by a preponderance
of proof the truth of the libel, or in
other words,has it established the truth
of the libel or the fact that
plaintiff is guilty of the crime of con-
spiring with Blake to burn his house.
Defendant is not required to establish
the fact beyond a reasonable doubt, but
only by a preponderance of evidence,
and if you find that the detendant has
proven the charges in the libei in every
particular, then you will bring in a ver-
dict for the defendant. If the defendant
has failed to make substantial proof,
then your verdiet will be for the plaint-
iff for sucn damages as in your judegment
compensate the plaintiff for the injury
sustained. You may consider in esti-
mating the amount his mental suffer-
ing and public disgrace and the effect
upon his reputation in the commuuity,
the effect it may have on his social
standing; and if vou find there was
actual malice on the part of the defend-
ant in publishing the libel complained
of, you are at liberty to award a sum in
addition to compensatory damages as
you may deem proper. ¥

“This matter of damages is largely in
?'our discretion, in the exercise of your
sest judgment upon the evidence and
law of the case as you have heard it on
trial, by which you will be governed
without pregudice or sympathy for
either party.”

BACK TO THEIR PATIENTS.

Minnesota Doctors Wind Up a
Convention With a Meal.

The doctors were as slow as usual in
getting together yesterday morning.
While the laggards were coming Prof.
A. M. Sherry entertained “the prompt
arrivals with solos on the pipe organ.
At 10:45 the session began. The by-
laws of the society provide that the
annual convention shall be held in St.
Paul or Minneapolis, unless decided
otherwise by a unanimous vote. St.
Paul was selected as the meeting place
for next year. Dr. Robertson, of Litch-
field, applied for membership, but was
rejected. He has lived in the state only
two month and is ineligible. The ap-
plication of Dr. E. S. Kelley, health
commissioner of Minneapolis, provoked
some adverse voices. -Some one
said he had sinned ethically.
No one was willing to father a com-
plaint to the censors, so he was ad-
mitted. A recess was taken tall 11:3
to allow the St. Paul doctors to arrive
before the election of officers. After
the recess the election was taken up.
There was no excitement and no con-
test. The secretary was in all cases
asked to cast the upanimous vote for
the first name mentioned. Dr. Park
Ritchie, of St. Paul, was nominated in
a humorous speech and elected as
president. Dr. William J. Mayo, of
Rochester, was made first vice presi-
dent, Dr. Pine, of St. Paul, one of the
lady members, second, and Dr. D. N.
Joues, of Gaylord, third. Dr. C. B.
Witherle, of St. Paul, and Dr. R. J.
Hill, of Minneapolis, were respeetively
re-elected sectretary and treasurer.
Drs. A. C. Fairbairn, of Minnerpolis,
and Charles Mayo, of Rochester, were
made censors for the ensuing year.
‘The afternoon was, as usual, given up
to the reading of technical papers and
to discussion thereon.

A very pleasant event, and one that
was heartily enjoyed by all present,
was the banquet given last evening at
the Guaranty Loan restaurant by the
Hennepin County Mediecal society in
honor of the Minnesota State Medical
society. At 8:30the guests to the num-
ber of 200 took places at the table and
several hours were devoted to the grat-
ification of the inner man, all thoughts
of indigestion and the other evils at-
tendant upon high living haying appar-
ently been laid aside and forgotten.
During the progress of the feast Danz’
orchestra furnished delightful musie,
and after this more material portion of
the entertainment had been con-
cluded, tne no less enjoyable
programme of toasts was taken up.

Paul, came first, responding to the toast
‘““The Minnesota State Medical Society”
in a brief, but very enjoyable address
which was heartily appreciated by all
present.

A PRIVATE AFFAIR.

Galitzen M. Nash Loses His Suit
Against the Street Railway Com-
pany.

The case of Galitzen M. Nash against
the street railway company was con-’
cluded in Judge Mahoney’s court yes-
terday. Nash sued the company to re-
cover 3475 damages for ipnjuries which
he claims to have received last March
at the hands of M. Alton, a conductor
on one of the Nicollet avenue cars.
From the pleadings in the case it would
appear that Nash boarded the car
and when the conductor demanded
his fare refused to pay. The conductor
passed on and later came to him again,
but met with the same response. He
came around a third time, and, when
Nash again declined to settle, took hold
of him and pushed him off the car. This
Nash resented by striking the conduc-
tor. and the latter jumped off the car
and administered a thorough punching
to Mr. Nash. The defense made the
points that the conduct of Alton while
he was on the car was perfectly justi-
fiable, and that when he stepped off the
car to strike Nash he was no longer act-
ing as the agent of tie company, but as
a private individual vesenting a per-
sounal injury, and, therefore, that the
company could not be held liable for his
actions at that time. The jury brought
in a verdict for the defendant.

STRUCK A.SNAG.

The Railway Telegraphers and
Brotherhood Cannot Agree.

St. Louis, June 19.—The grand di-
vision of the Order of Railway Telegra-
phers nas decided to purchase outright
the organ of the order, the Railway
Telegrapher, published semi-monthly.

The Railway Telegraphers and the
Brotherhood have struck a snag in
their negotiations toward coming to-
gether. The hitch in the proceedf’ngs.
it 1s said, is caused by a clanse in the
organic law of the railway people,
which provides that an operator must
have done railroad telegraphing three
years before he can become a member.

'he Brotherhood people are stick-
ing out for a one year
qualification: that is, an operator must
have been in railroad employment for
one year only. The judiciary commit-
tee of the Order of Railway Telegraph-
ers and M. D. Shaw and J. H. Schwerz-
gen, grand officers of the Brotherhooa
of Telegraphers, came together at 11
o’clock, and it took only a short time
for them to reach a conclusion as to the
question of amalgamating the two or-
ganizations. The judiciary committee
of the former reported that the grand
division had refused to reduce the time
of the eligibility clanse of the organic
law, whereupon Messrs. Shaw and
Schwerzgzen called all negotiations o.f.

1t is said that an amicable agreement
was reached whereby the two orders
will proceed and organize the tele-
graphers of the United States, one not
encroaching on the other’s territory—
that is, the brotherhood will take
in commercial operators and railroad
telegraphers not members of the O. R.
T.. while the Order of Railway Tele-
graphers will receive only raiiroad op-
erators. The O. R. T. will apply for
membership to the Federation of Rail-
- way Employes, but it is understood the
rassurance has been given the Brother-
hood people by members of the council
! that neither organization will be ad-
witted until an amalgamation has been
: reached.

Events of a Day in the City on
the St. Croix.

W. S. Furlow, an employe of Musser,
Sauntry & Co., was arrested yesterday
for raising a time bill from $48.33 to
§75.83. Furlow was employed on the
St. Croix river drive, and worked nine-
teen days, beginning May 21. He clev-
erly erased the figure 1, making the
time bill read May 2.

He refused to pay it Thursday, and re-
quested Furlow to wait uptil yesterday,
when Mr. McKusick would be in the
office when he would payit. In the
meantime he notified the police author-
ities, and Furlow was arrested yester-
day morning. He confessed his crime,
and the only explanation he gave for
his deed was that he was sick and
hoped to raise money enough with
which to go to Hot Springs, Ark. He
will have a hearing in the municipal
court this morning.

The libel suit of Martin Sherin vs.
August Cappert came up in the munici-
pal couart yesterday but the case was
continued until  Monday, Fayette
Marsh, attorney for the detendant, an-
nouncing that he wished to file a de-
murrer.

The raft of lumber recently taken out
from C. N. Nelson’s mill at Lakeland
by Durant and Wheeler’s steamboat,
the R. J. Wheeler, consigned to Capt.
A. S. Meriam, Quincy, Ill., was the
largest raft taken from the waters of
the St. Croix this season. The raft
was composed of sixteen strings con-
taining, 3,072,000 feet of lumber; 1,043,-
000 lath, 1,400,000 shingles and 4,000
pickets. The raft weighed nearly 6,672
tons, which is considered a big load
for a tow boat.

A large number of tax pavers were
present at the council meeting last
evening, and the matter of laying sew-
ers on South Third, Pine and Olive
streets was thoroughly discussed. A
great many objections were raised, and
ine city engineer was instrucced to pre-
sent areport to the council at the next
meeting of all parties interested.

The lumber market is picking up con-
siderably, and Secretary Atwood of the
Hersey & Bean Lumber company stated
vesterday that the business already
done by that concern_this month in-
dicated that the month would be the
laigest in the history of the concern.

Mrs. William Rutherford died sud-
denly of apoplexy _early yesterday
morning at the home of her son, John
Rutherford, about three miles north-
west of the city. Deceased was sixty-
seven years of age, and one of the early
settlers of Washington county. The
funeral occurs to-mworrow.

The funeral of the late Herman Seeba
occurred yesterday from the family
residence on south Sixth street. The
dry goods stores of the city were closed
from 2 o’clock until 4 p. m., and nearly
all of his business associates attenaed
the funeral, together with a host of
friends.

Ina game of base ball on the Bur-
lington street grounds yesterday the
Junior nine of this city defeated a
White Bear nine by a score of 15 to 0.

TOOK A SIESTA.

Canadian Authorities Give Warner
a Peculiar Dose.

RocnesTER,N. Y., June 19.—Wednes-
day night N. H. Warner, with a party
of friends was on his way to the Thou-
sand islaands on the steamer Siesta,
owned by Mr. Warner. The Siesta
struek a shoal off Horseshoe island, two
miles from Kingston. A lifeboat was
manned and sent to Kingston to secure
help. About a year ago when the Si-
esta was making a trip down the river
she collided with the schooner Annie
Poster, owned by Kennedy & Co., and
the schooner was sank. ‘I'he Foster and
cargo were valued at §7,000 by her own-
ers, who wanted Mr. Warner to pay that
sum, which he refused to do, and since
that time the Canadian officials, who
have the matter in charge, have been
endeavoring to catch the steamer in
Canadian waters, in order that they
might seize and hold her in bond for
the damages.

When the Siesta’s ecrew reached
Kingston on Wednesday night they had

no difficuity in securing aid, but it
came inn rather surprising form. The

tug Olivia Gordon, went to the rescue
of Mr. Warner and his party and
brought them to Kingston, where the
Canadian officials informed him they in-
tended to tie up his boat. He protested
against it, but his protest was useless.
At Kingston the Siesta was tied up and
placed under $10,000 bonds. Mr. War-
ner gave the necessary bond, and the
Siesta was then boarded Dby the party
and taken to Alexandria bay. What the
Canadian people will do now in the
matter is hard to prophesy. but it is
probable that Mr. Warner will have to
fight a suit against Kennedy & Co.
