close yesterday. The strength was on'ly ap-
parent, however, and was due to the bidding
of a few nervous speculators, who had mag-
nified the importance of the wet weather
damage in the winter wheat belt, where .lh'l
harvest is in progress. All of the eonditions
were against them. Cable market reports
ghowed lower prices for both spot and
futures at Liverpool, and for cargoes for
prompt shipments at London. A series of
private cables from the principal wheat
market centers of Europe was shown around.
These ( s reported improved crop
vervwhere; said that French im-
porters had already bought more grain
than the situation warranted. which seemed
to account for the sharp drop in prices yes-
terday, and that 1,500,000 bu were in hulls off
the English c for which there were no
bidders, Furthermore, the weather map
showed but little rain in Kansas indicating
that the: harvest there would soon be re-
sumed, and the break in stocks, consequent
upon the continued gold exports, i '{01} in
the decline. The local feeling was bearish,
and the selling pressure quickly overwhelmed
the litile coterie of buyers. Within five min-
utes from the opening July sold at 93%¢c. At

Then Pard-
ridege and Cudahy turned short seliers, break-
ing the price to 537¢, from which there was

FINANCIAL.

New York.

New Yorxk. June 19.—For several days
there have been persistent reiteration of
rumors that gold was likely to go out this
week, and to these assertions the tendency in
exchange gave some probability, but the re-
duction in the Bank of England rate and the
generally better feeling and conditions on the
other side were felt to be against such a move-
ment, and while there was the usual hesi-
taney about buying no new ventures were
started. To-day, however, the street was
treated to the surprise of the taking of over

2,300,000 for exports by to-morrow’s steamers
and stood the surprise very well. The fact
was made, as was to be expected, the oppor-
tunity for a bear attuck upon the lead-
ing speculative stceks, but there was
no long stock brought upon the market
and while the lack of support rendered the
marking off of prices a comparatively eas
matter, the movement was spasmodic an
the most intense dullness marked the traq-
ing after each drive. The movement 1s felt
to be only the remains of the one gone be-
fore, and while the possibility, and even
probability of further exports from time to
ti me are acknowledged, no apprehension as
to the state of thie money market is now felt
from the counseguences of such movement,
while the favorable eonditions both at home
and abroad are continually kept in mind and
the usual conservativism is shown on the
part of holders. The strength in silver was
also to-day an influential factor in sus-
taining prices, the revival of speculative
interest in the metal taking some of
the edge off of the loss of the gold. The
stock market, however, was _even narrower
than usual ¢f late, and, outside of the halfa
dozen stocks which now monopolize atien-
tion, the movements during the day were en-
tirely insignificant. Among the leaders,
however, losses of from 84 to 1Y% per cent
were sustained. These stocks inciude St.
Paul, Chicago Gas, Louisviile, Atchison. New
Engiand, Rock Isiand. Wabash preferred and
Wheeling & Lake Erie preferred. The open-
ing wasdull and steady, but the shipments
of gold soon started selling by the profes
sionals, and more animation was accom-
panied by a persistent decline, which, how-
ever, was made in spurts, and followed in
every case by increased dullness. The market
showed the effect of the shorts gut out
earlier in the “day in the final dealings
and a fractional rallv took place, which
closed the market firm at the improvement.
The final changes are generally small losses,
but Jersey Central and New England are off
1 per cent each, while silver is up 11gc. Rail-
road bonds were a little more active, the
sales of all issues reaching $660,000, and the
increased interest was seen in the firmer tone
resented. and which prevented any ‘mater-
al change in prices against the influence of
the day in the share list. The only move-
ment of 1mportance was the rise in the Nor-
folk & Western 35s to 93 from £8ls, The
rest of the list were quiet, and held fairly
steady throughout. Goverment bonds have
been dull and steady. State bonds have
been dull and steady. Petroleum opened
steady, and declined slightly on a few selling
orders from the West. The market then be-
came dull, and remained so until the close.

DUNS REVIEW,

Crop Reports Favorable, But
Reduced Volume of Business.

New Yorx, June 19.—R. G.Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade will say: While crop
reports continue remarkably favorable, the
volume of business at present irausacted is
not as large as 1t has been in other years at
this time. This is in part because exception-
ally hot weather at many points has induced
something iike midsummer dullness, but the
more importaut cause undoub'edly is that

rade in mauy oranches has been waiting for

certainty ot improvement and definite orders
before undertaking new risks. There is
also some hesitation owing to recent
failures. particularly in Philadelphia. Credits
have been more cautiously given in the
woolen and the boot and shoe trades, and
this has lessened the volume of transactions.
Hence it is encouraging to find that there is
actual improvement in_the demand for con-
sumption in several of the more important
trades and tha* manufacturers aiready begin
to feel the effects. At Beston more disposi-
tion to buy is noticed in the leather trade,
and steady orders for boots and shoes,
though small, give encouragement.

It is imporiant that all Northwestern and
Southwestern reports mention rain and
brighter crop prospects. Reports from all
quarters indicate little complaint as to collec-
tions. Regarding mouey, they show almost
everywhere an amg\e supply for legiiimate
and safe business, but it is frequently men-
tioned that there is no BUPDIE for specula-
tion, and at St. Louis the market is stiffer at
7 and 8 per cent, at Kansas City firm at8to
10, Detroit strong at 7, and rather
stringent at Cleveland. From &ll other
points comparative ease - is indicated.
In woolen goeds there is 2 large volume of
business, and the orders show that distinct
gain in the consuming demand is felt. The
orders for foreign goods are said to be 50 per
cent less than a year ago, but the domestic
trade gains. In hides, large receipts at the
West have broken the combination to lift

RACE OF GIANT CANNIBALS,

Strange Men and Women Popue
lating a Mexican Island.,
San Francisco Examiner.

A man staying for a time at a hotel
in San Franeisco thus spoke recently ta
a reporter: *‘There are 147 giant can-
nibals, men and women, living on Serf
island, in the Gulf of California, and
not sixty miies from the mainland of
Mexico.

“What 1 say might scem ridiculous,

but itis nevertheless a fact. for I have
seen some of them during my travels in
Mexico. Who their ancestors were or
how long they have occupied the island
is not known, but they are now becom-
Ing extinet.
L saw three women and one man, and
their appearance and manner gave me
the impression that they are brutes by
nature and brutes in heart and soul. -It
was Just by chance that I saw them, as
few of them venture from the
island, except to sell the mats and
shawls which they make from the skins
and feathers of the albatross. They are
cunning thieves, but otherwise their
minds are dull—in faect, they seem stu-
pefied. They have a vacant stare in
glu;ir eyes, and, when not serious, an
idiotic smile spreads over their taces.

*The island ot S=ri is about twenty
miles long and at places ten miles wide,’
and 1 was told no Mexican or white man
ever ventures near or attempts to land
on it, as they elaim the island is their
domain, and shoot the intruders with
poisoned arrows or capture and eag
them. They exist on fish and goat meat,
which are plentitul. Low houses, builf
of shrubbery, are their abode. Some
live in *dugouts’ or caves cutinto banks.

They roam about the island and lead
the laziest life of any people that [
have ever heard of, Noone can really
tell what their daily routine of !i\'in'g

is, but it is a fact the tribe is dying out,
and it will not be many years before
they will become extinet. b

*“Their mode of burial is not known,
but it is estimated that where there are!
now a handful there were several thou=
sand not ten years ago, and if they bury
the dead and do not burn the bodies, as!
canunibals do, the bones of their mmr-!
mous frames will cover a large area of |
the island. s

*“The man 1 photographed is over
seven feet in lheight. His face was a
study wnen he saw the lens pointed at
him, fand he could not understand what
was being done. He, as is all his race,
was superstitious, but we overcame that
obstacte by giving ium an old pair of.
trousers, which he immediately tied
around his neck. The gentleman stand-
ing next to him is about six feet tall,
and he had to hold the Indian’s hand.
Au old rag encircled the upper portion
of the Indian’s lunbs, and it was tied
around the waist. 'The blanket is made
of albatross skin and feathers. The
bow and arrow which he holds are the
only weapons they know of or use. His
legs from the kuee down are not coy-
ered. The hat he wears is of straw, and
he, as he stauds there, is the typical
Seri Indian.

“The women wear patehed
made of eloth which thev receive for:
albatross mats and shawls. They are
wrinkled and old, very few girls being
among the tribe. ‘The bowls on thelr
h;':uls contain broken vessels made of
clay.

“They are a wonderful people, and ne
doubt their past history, 1if revealed,
wiil bring to light facts that relate to
the magnificent reign of the Montezu-
even far beyond the time of
