With properly organized com-
Blittees, and especially witli the co-
operation of a convention press bureau,
tremendous leverage ought to be gained
at once through personal proselyting
among the editorial brethren from ail
over the country who will attend those
meetings. No event could be so oppor-
tune for Minneapolis' advantage in the
effort to secure the National convention
at the presenceof these two conventions
in St. Paul.

HAS THE EVIDENCE.
Rev. G. L. Morrill Prepares

Himself for the Grand
Jury.

Rev. T.F. AllenDelivers Some
Advice for That August

Body.

Miss Abbie Judson Attempts
to Prove Shakespeare a

Spiritualist.

InOther Pulpits— What Min-
neapolis People Did Yes-

terday.

Itis very evident that Rev.G.L. Mor-;

rillhas determined not only to preach
asainst the Sunday saloon, the drug
store, the blind pig and the other open
violations of the laws of the city, but to
exert every other means inhis power to
put a stop to these things as far as pos-
sible. His coadjutors, Rev. T. F.Allen
and Dr. Wells, have apparently lost
their zest in the fight since they were
called before the grand jury to
tell what they knew about the
breaking of the laws and where
they had gathered \u25a0 the facts for
their scathing sermons, and were subse-
quently roasted by that august tribunal
for being unable to make definite and
explicit accusations. These two gentle-
men have rather showed a disposition
to drop the matter, but the grand jury
roast has had a contrary effect upon
Mr. Morrill,who has decided to accept
the challenge of that body, who told
him that they would allow him two
weeks in which to secure evidence to
bear out his charges, lie started with
the Eighth ward drae stores, and has
already secured several bottles of evi-
dence, which willprobably be submit-
ted to the grand jury to-day.

Last evening after preaching a scorch-
ing sermon of thirty minutes' duration,

the vigorous divine immersed himself i
in a bath tub to reduce his temperature
to the proper pitch, donned an old suit
of clothes, and in company with two
young men, members of his congrega-
tion, hustled down town tohunt for side
doors. They visited three places which
they found no difficulty In entering,
and secured abundant evidence to con-
vince the giand jury that the saloons
are not all tightly closed on the Sab-
bath. He was seen last evening and
expressed himself somewhat as follows:

"1don't condemn this thing merely
from a moral pointof view, but we have
laws, and why not enforce them.
Mayor Winston has taken his oath that
he willenforce the laws to the best of
his ability, and why does he not live up
to his oath? Ifthe saloons are going to
be open on Sunday, 1say let them keep
the front doors open, and let the law be
abrogated."

On the subject of drug store blind
pigs, he said:
"Iwould rather see a saloon in the

unfinished part of my church, and help
the fellow to put in his stock ofliquor
than to have the drug stores sell the
stuff. Then, if my boy went there. I
would know what he went for. When
he goes to a drug store you can't tell
what he goes after. He may want a
bunch of toothpicks or a glass of soda
water, and he may want a drink of liq-
uor out of the soda fountain.* or even
out of the demijohn. 1 say, let them
show their hands and tell us what they
are going to do. 1 can't tell what the
grand jury will do. but 1will furnish
them with evidence."

ALLEN'S PET LADIES.

Some of Their Peculiarities as
Viewed With the Ministerial
Eye.
Perhaps the most sensational sermon

ever delivered in Minneapolis was j
preached at the Lake Street M. E.
church last evening by the pastor, T.
F. Allen. His subject was"Ths Strange j
Woman," and without much prelimin- i
ary talk he plunged into the point I
of his discourse, and with words
so plain that they could not be
misunderstood, he held his audience for
over an hour, with one of the most
scathing attacks on the social evil that
has ever been administered in the city. |

He began by describing the early life
of Blue Livingstone, one of the most
notorious characters of Grand Forks.
She was a beautiful girl in her
youth, but loved too well, and
after her betrayal and ruin
she swore vengeance on allmankind.
According to Rev. Allen, she is carry-
ingout her plans with the most dam-
nable results.

How itwas possible for women to fall
so low he claimed was an unsolved
problem.

A hasty description of strange women
in general, their term of life,"the num-
ber that have reformed inthe past, and
the probability of reform in the
future, if certain plans were
carried, was given. Her house was
next described as being the way to hell.
He held that it was a deplorable state
of affairs. He believed that if a kodak
was used between last night and this
morning in the various houses of ill
fame in the city that a sensation greater
than that ever preached by any minis-
ter would be made. He believed in
being honest in the \u25a0 matter, and
meeting the evil face to face. The next
question was "What- are you going to
do about it?" Several ways were sug-
gested to bring about a different order
of things. "Change the temper of so-
ciety so that the young men, the parties
of the first part in this evil, willbe com-
pelled to stand by the side of the
woman he has helped to degrade, and
not be received into society. He held
that society was improving somewhat in
this respect.

Inhis afterlurte. Mr. Allen read lists
of saloons which had been found open
a week ago yesterday, with the number
of men found drinking in them, as well
as a list of the madams who were fined
in the municipal court the present
month. He would give these lists and
other information to the grand juryif
desired! but was of the opinion that they
would not care for it. Among the
saloons mentioned were .the

" Casino,
where it was claimed that twelve men
were found, eight of whom were said to
be drinking, one man having a child
withhim. Atthe Merchants', on Nicol-
let avenue, both front and back doors
were found open and six men found
drinking.

SHAKESPERE A SPIRITUALIST

Miss Abbie Jndson Sizes HimUp
From That Standpoint.

The feature of the spiritualist meet-
ingheld last evening at the hall, 624
Hennepin avenue, was a lecture by
Miss Abbie Judson upon "The Spirit-
ualism of Shakespere." By way of in-
troduction, . Miss Judson stated that
there were two phases of this subject to
be considered. First, whether Shakes-
ipere was a sensitive and worked by the
forces transfused into his personality
by those who had passed beyond, and,
second, whether he was himself a spirit-
ualist and showed in his writings evi-
dence of his belief in spiritualism.

She argued that persons who are still
in the flesh were enabled to do work
which they could not otherwise accom-
plish by means of- the forces lent them
by decarnated individuals, and stated
that this. In;her opinion, produced the
difference between talent and genius.
A man of talent was able to accomplish
works by virtue of his own forces :and
out of himself, and his powers were lim-
ited, while the man of genius worked
by the forces poured info his soul by
decaruated ;beings and his capabilities

were unlimited. As examples of this
genius she cited Beethoven and Raphael.
She said, however, that the person who
performed these works must of himself
possess certain gifts and talents beside
being susceptible to the spirit influ-
ences. Beethoven, she said, possessed
great musical ability, but this was en-
hanced and intensified by the spirit in-
fluences which were able to work
through him.

Speaking of Shakespeare, she said he
was singularly well qnalified naturally
toreceive these spirit forces. He was a
man of great perception, wonderful im-
aginative powers and keen wit,and was
also a negative incharacter— that is, he
was without strong prejudices. He was
not what could be termed a medium,
but should rather be called a sen-
sitive, through which the spirit
forces could readily work. She ar-
gued that the chronological order
of Shakespeare's plays could
be readily determined bythe character of
the plays themselves. Shewould divide
them into four classes. The first-class
were written when he was young and
before he had become familiar with the
work of writingplays, although some of
them must be classed among his best
efforts. One of these was "Midsummer
Nieht's Dream." Then he developed and
become susceptible toa different charac
ter oispirits. He wrote historical plays,
such as "Richard the III." Another
change took place in his character and
still other spirits worked through his
agency. It was at this stage that he
wrote his very dramatic plays, "King
Lear," "Macbeth" and "Hamlet."
Later he passed into what might be
termed the contemplative stage, as may
be seen by "Winter's Tale" and "Cym-
beiine."

•
Of Shakespeare as a spiritualist. Miss

Judson said that inmany of his works
there could be found evidences that .he
was a believer, notably in the "Temp-
est." The three witches who whispered
temptations into Macbeth's ear, simply
represented spiiits which sought to
work evil through his agency. They
made a similar attempt with Banquo,
but he would not listen tothem. She
also referred to the deathbed vision ot
Catherine, who. she claimed, simply
received a visitation from the
spirit world. "The Tempest," she
claimed, was filled with evidences of
Shakespeare's spiritualism. He pict-
ured Prospero as a medium and Ariel
as ifspirit, and, in fact, all through the
book strong indications of the author's
belief in spiritualism could be found.
However, she claimed that Shakespeare
made a great mistake In making Pros-
pero burn Ins book and give up his con-
nection with the spirit world.

CHRISTOLOGY ANDTHEOLOGY

Why Rev. TV. J. Lhamon Prefers
the First to the Last.

At Christ church yesterday morning
Rev. W. J. Lhamon preached on
"Christology and Theology." His t -xt
was, "God was in Christ reconciling the
world unto himself." 11. Cor. v.,19. He
said :

"A good friend has criticised me for
preaching so much about Christ and so
little about God. Really, since Icome
to think about it, it is a good fault.

"Inpreaching so one finds himself in
keeping with the spirit of his owntimes.
Itis an intensely practical age. We
must see and feel and know. Specula-
tion is below par. Eyes, ears and finger
ends have asserted their supremacy in
the world of investigation. Practical
religiondemands apractical basis: tangi-
ble religion a tangible basis. We worship
easiest one whom we can see and touch
and hear. God, though truly God, is in-
visible, intangible, inaudible. We can
know Him only as we know Hie, that is
by knowing things that are alive. Iv
philosophy God is an abstraction; in
theology He is a dogma; iv science he
is The Unknowable; in Christ He is a
friend, a lover, a forgiver, a father, a
conquerer of death, an eternal savior.
Christ is God's best, and therefore final,
revelation. Christ is tact; He is his-
tory; He is undeniable; His life was
above reproach; His love never failed;
in His resurrection lie conquered
death; in Him we have a practical, act-,
tual, historic center and source of re-
ligious life. One who preaches Christ
meets the demand for the actual.

"We preach God best by preaching
Christ first and most. 'God was in
Christ.' The Son reveals the Father.
The Word is made flesh. The picture
reveals the painter; praise that and you j
praise Him. Using a present day busi-
ness phrase, Jesus represents the heav-
enly house; God transacts His business
with.this world through Christ. We
must transact our business with God in
the s ame way.

"Theology is speculative; it results
increeds, quarrels, dogmas and divis-
ions. The last thousand years are j
proof enough of that. Christology 4>
practical; it results inhome and foreign
missions, evangelical alliances, Young
Men's Christian associations, Y.P. S.
C. E.s, and whatever is useful ami fra-
ternal.

"Ifitwere not for Christ I, for one,
would be an agnostic. 1 should say,
'Perhaps there is a God; 1don't know.
He can't be seen with the telescope.
The chemist does not find Him in the
crucible. The argument of design is in
His favor, but "vho is He, and what is
He?' But ivChrist Ifind one who is
too wise to err, too good to deceive. He
knows. To me His word is ti nal. 'God
is my Father, heaven is my home.' He
says so. None but a Christ could fab-
ricate a Christ. His solution of Him-
self is the only possible one. God sent
Him. He is the Son of God. He called
God 'Father;' therefore God is, and He
is Father. Therefore 1believe, and am
not an agnostic. Therefore, also.Christ
is to preached; He is the way,the truth
and the life;' He is the reconciler, the
mediator; through Him we reach God."

THE CITY'S ANSWER.

Philadelphia's Comptroller Says
the State Owes the City.

Philadelphia, June 20.— CityComp-
troller Thompson to-day forwarded a
communication to Attorney General
Hensel in response to a letter received
from that official yesterday, notifying
him that the state intended to bring
suit against the city to recover 1622,-
--013.11, unless settlement was made in
ten days, in which he contends that the
commonwealth has no claim against
the city. The letter states that no offi-
cial recognition of this claim can be ac-
cepted by the city comptroller's de-
partment from the fact that no recordswere filed withthat department by John
Bardsley while acting in the capacity
of fiscal agent of the state, and for
which he .gave bond to the common-
wealth for the faithful performance of
the duties thereof. The comptroller
further says: -The amount claimed as
due the state has been paid by the re-
ceiver of taxes to John Bardsley, andin our opinion, instead of the* city
of Philadelphia being indebted to
the state for the amount as set forthin your communication, we claim thatthe state is largely indebted to the city
not only being entitled to one-third of
al[ personal taxes collected under the
act of June, 18S9, but in addition to
which a number of other discrepancies
have been discovered, for which, in my
opinion, the state is_clearly liable."

Carey won his heat, but was defeatedin the final. Young was second in the
