To the Board of School Inspectors.
Gentlemen*: Your Committee on

Fuel and Janitors would respectfully
recommend as follows:

First—That the janitors of the Dean,
Logan, Fisher Ames, S. S. Tayior.Sher-
idan, Tilden, Victoria and Edmund
Streets, Quincy, Mattocks. Ramsey and
Murray schools be discharged, to date
Juue 30, 1891, and that for the next
school year the duty of providing for
the care of the buildings named be im-
posed upon the principal teachers as-
signed to same, and that for such care
the principal teachers in buildings
where two rooms shall be opened shall

receive fifteen dollars (sls) per month,
and where but one room is opened ten
dollars ($10) per month to defray cost
of some; that in the respective cases
the amounts indicated be added upon
the pay roll to the schedule salary of
the teacher.

Second— We recommend the follow-
ing schedule of salaries for engineers
and janitors:

Buildings in which three rooms shall
be occupied, £25 per month.

Buildings in which four rooms shall
be occupied, $35 per month.

Buildings in which six rooms shall be
occupied, ?40 per month.

Buildings in which ten rooms shall be
occupied. -«45 per month.

Buildings in which twelve rooms shall
be occupied (with steam plant and en-
gineer), ÜBS per month.

Buildlnsrs in which twelve rooms shall
be occupied (withoutsteam plant and
engineer), $50 per month.

Buildings in which fourt3en rooms
shall be occupied (without steam Dlant
and engineer), ?55 per month.

Buildings in which sixteen rooms
shall be occupied (without steam plant
and engineer;, ?60 per month.

Buildings in which sixteen rooms
shall be occupied (withsteam plant aud
engineer), $50 per month.

Buildings in which eighteen rooms
and over shall be occupied (without
steam plant and engineer), $00 per
month.

Buildings in which eighteen rooms
and over shall be occupied (with steam
plant and engineer). $50 per month.

Third—We recommend that the sal-
ary of the engineer of the High school
be fixea at §75 per month, and that of
the janitor of the same building at $50
per month.

Fourth— We recommend that the sal-
ary of the engineer of the Madison and
Manual Trainine schools be fixed at $100
per month.

Filth— We recommend that the sala-
ries of the engineers of the Lincoln, Jef-
ferson and Franklin schools be fixed at
MOper month each, and that the sala-
ries of the janitors of those buildings be
lixed at $85, $45 and 845 respectively.

We recommend that all assistant en-
gineers, assistant janitors and firemen
be discharged June 30, 1891.
