The Appellate Judges Eluci-

date the Law for Lawyers
and Litigants^

An Important Case Bearing
Upon the Famous

Usury Law.

Two Trial Court Judges Found
to Have Given Unfair

Decisions.

The Wage-Earners' Associa-
tion Not Dead, But

Sleeping.

\u25a0 The supreme court yesterday reversed
the order of the lower court in the case
of Loafs Stein, respondent, vs. Peter P.
Swenson et at, appellants. The ques-
tion was of usury on a loan and exten-
sion thereof by plaintiff acting through
his general agent, to loan money to V.
&Co. A writing signed by the borrow-
er authorizing him to negotiate the loan
and referring toextensions was proved.
Held competent to prove an oral con-
temporaneous agreement in respect to
extensions and commissions.'

Also held proper to prove the general
j manner in which the agent transacted

the business of his principal in loaning
money, as that he ordinarily used a cer-
tain kind of blank and made loans for
only one month at a time and exten-
sions for only one month, and charged

missions of a percentage on
the amount upon each loan and
extension. -The principal, says the
court, is presumed to know the
general manner in which his general
agent transacts his business. If the
principal either authorizes or sanctions
the taking for the use of money loaned
by his agent a sum in excess of the
legal rate of interest, even for the
agent's own benefit, the principal is
chargeable with usury. The taking by
the agent of a sum in addition to the
lawful rate, if exacted by and paid to
him bona fide as compensation for his
services, and not for the use of the
money, willnot make the loan usurious,
even though the sum be unreasonable

| as compensation. Hut its unreasonable-
ness is evidence of greater or less
weight as it is more or less unreason-
able, that it was taken in part at least
for the use of the money, and that re-
quiring it as compensation was only a
cover.

When a party has taken in a cause
the deposition of a witness, he cannot
claim the right, on the ground of the
witness' absence from the state, to
prove his testimony ina former triai of
the issues. Failure of a witness to rec-
ollect the particular facts, short of
mental inability, will not justify prov-
inghis testimony ina former trial.
