There are several baskets of food for re-
flection in Dr. J. H. Tuttle’s resignation from
the Church of ihe Redeemer pastorate. Dr.
Tutle has been with that church twenty-five
years. Now that he seeks to withdraw from
his charge his whole congregation rises and
asks him to mnot do it. They don’t
want him to continue as active pas
tor. He is begining to feel the weight-
of years. His people know it. But
they want him to remain in connection with
the church. They don’t want to lose him.
Thnat sentiment on the part of a congregation
sgpsaks in no whispered accents for a pastor.
That a pastor remained with one congrega-
tion for a quarter of a century also speaks
well for him and tor the congregation, too.
There is little doubt that Dr. Tuttle could
have left Minneapolis more than
once; that he counid have gone
to larger cities and to churches that
would have paid him a larger salary. But
D:r. Tuttle is not o man who sits on the
housetop with an extra large telescope
sweeping the horizon in search of a *-call.”
Neither is he the sort of & man that pecople
called upon to undertake, stngle-handed, the
work which the Master delegated to several
men wheg, the world was smaller
than it IS mnow—the conversion of
all men, He has been content to do
his best for the peonle of his church. He at-
tracted mer by his earnestness and his
power, not by the drag net of gratifying cheir
curiosity for something new or their desire
for amusement. In order to build hisown
house, he never deemed it necessary 1o tear
down that of his neighbor. And his reward
comes now. Hisexample is one that might
be followed more generally with more profit
to the world and with more satisfaction to
the world's people.

THERE IS NO TROUBLE.

Batters Settled Amicably Be-
tween Goodrich and the Build-
ing Inspector.

The trouble between the building in-
spector and the street railway com-
pauny does not appear to be of sucha
serious nature as bhas generally been
supposed. Upon investigation it is
learned that it was merely the result of
a misunderstanding. Upon this sub-
ject Manager Goodrich.said yvesterday:

“According to a resclution passed by
the city council our electric work was
to be done under the direction of the
eity engineer. We have been acting
under his orders in the matter, but find
In running certain wires that a permit
from the city engineer is not legal. We
applied to the council for right and
have been permitted to string wires
under the direction of the building in-
spector. When the building inspector
was substituted for the city engineer
we made application to him to string
wires. ‘There is no trouble between it
and the building inspector.”

Building Inspector Hazen stated that
he and the street railway company haa
not had any serious trouble, and that
what little misunderstanding had ex-
isted had been satisfactorily adjusted.

*I have only interfered,” he said, “in
this matter of stringing wires in cases
where the property owners have called
upon me to do so. The charter of the
street railway company provides that it
have the right toerect poles in the cen-
ter of the street on all electric lines ex-
cept the Fourth avenue,which was com-
pleted before the ordinance was passed,
the poles and the wires being subject to
the approval of the city engineer. An-
other ordinance gives the building in-
spector the supervision of all electric
wires in the city, and states that all in-
dividualsor corporations stringing wires
must first secure a permit from the
building inspector.”

In regard to the erection of poles on
Hennepin avenue last Sunday afternoon
Mr. Hazen said:

“Well, last Saturday T granted the street
railway company permission to string feed
wires on the trolley poles in the ecenter of
Hennepin. The company began to put up
poles on the side of the street. John C. Cs-
wald refused to allow any in the frontof
bis house. That matter is settled all right
now. The company will take up the few
poles and remove them to the other side of
Lthe street, where the Brush company’s poles
wre. The residents on that side have no ob-
Jections,”

TESTING STANDPIPES.

Chief Runge and His Men
Made a Little Investiga-
tion Last Night.

Mayor Winston Will not Ap-
point That Board Until
To-Morrow.

Ole Fremstad, Pounded With
a Chair, Denied Wifely
Comfort.

Druggist Lasher Acquitted on
One Charge and Tried on
Another.

Chief Runge of the fire department
discovered last evening, almost by
accident, the existence of a defect in
the fire protection of the West hotel,
which, had it been allowed to go un-
noticed for any creater length of time,
might have resulted in a great loss of
life. The chief decided last evening
that it would be a wise precaution to
take oneof the engines to the hetel and
make-a practical test of the fire ap-
paratus, so that he might know what to
expect in case of fire. Upon his ar-
rival he was surprised to learn that the
stand-pipe  on  the hotel had
been made much larger than
the regulation size and that, conse-
quently, the department could make no
connection with it in any way, and, in
case a fire had broken out, it would be
absolutely useless. Manager O’Brien
was informed of this fact and the defect
will be remedied at once. A test was
also made last evening of the standpipe
on the Minnesota Iron Store company
and it was found to be so leaky that
eighty-five pounds of pressure was lost
in forcing the water through it. This
pipe will also be repaired. Several
other pipes in the wholesale distriet
were tested and found to be in good con-
dition. The chief has decided to test
the pipes on all large buildings through-
out the city as soon as possible. Among
those which will be visited in the near
future are the Gaurantee Loan build-
ing, the Holmes and Langham hotels
and the Skiles Lindley block,

TO NAME THEM TO-MORROW.

The Mayor Will Appoint the Board
of Corrections and Charities.
Mayor Winston has not yet made the
long-expected appointments, and the
interested ones are still guessing.
Upon being questioned on this subject
yesterday the mayor said: “I have not
made any of the appointments, ner wil
I make them until July1l. On that date!
I expect to name the board of correc-
tions and charities, and at the same
time I shall probably make what police
appointments are necessary. There are
several reasons why I have not acted in
this matter before, but Iam not just
ready to have them made publie.”

A LIVELY TIME.

Ole Fremstad Gets Smashed Over
the Head in a Saloon Row.

Ole Fremstad, who,with his wife, con-
ducts a Scandinavian massage estab-
lishment at 72) Seventh avenue south,
was very much mussed up yesterday
afternoon in a saloon row at Molin’s
place, corner Washington and Seventh
avenues south.

It appears that Fremstad had been in
the saloon for some time, and had been
drinking heavily, About 3 o’clock Nels
Peterson came in, and the two had sev-
eral drinks together, Finally they
quarreled asto which of them s hould
pay for one round of drinks, and Frem-
stad, who 1s much the larger man, made
hostile demonstrations toward Peter-
son, and threatened to ‘*‘do him up.”
Peterson became frightened, and, seiz-
ing a chair, defended himself so sue-
cessfully with it that in less than a ino-
ment Fremstad lay stretched on the
floor at his feet,with a very ugly wound
in his head. The patrol wagzon was
called, and the wounded man was
taken to the city lock-up, bleeding pro-
fusely, and apparently more dead than
alive.

Dr. Gibson arrived about this time,
and, upon examination, found that
Fremstad’s skull had been fractured
and that one of the arteries in his head
had been severed. The wound was
sewed and bandaged, and after the pa-
tient had been washed he revived con-
siderably and expressed a strong desire
to be taken home.

When the patrol wagon arrived at the
Fremstad home the lady of the house
was decidedly loth to receive her sorry-
looking hubby. She said that he had
become an habitual drunkard and had
given her no end of trouble, and that
she was tired of him. She was finally
prevailed upon to take him in, how-
ever, and it is thought that under her
tender care he will soon recover. Shortly
after the trouble Peterson was arrested
by Officer Conway. He appeared per-
fectly willing to go to the lock-up, and
declared that he only struck Frunstad
in self-defense, and that he used the
chair because he knew he would have
no chance without it in a fight with
Fremstad.

“I'M A POOR SINNER.'

Witness Goss Admits His Position
in the Lasher Case.

Charles W. Lasher, the druggist who
was indicted last week by the grand
jury, was arraigned yesterday morning,
The charge against him was selling
liquor without a physieian’s presecrip-
tion. His trial was due to the war in-
augurated by Rev. Golightly Morrill
aagainst blind pigs in the Eighth ward.
Lasher was defended by Chris Galla-
gher. A jury was secured by noon
without difficulty, and the case was com-
menced the first thing after Innch.

James Brennan was the first witness
calied. He stated that he purchased a
pint of whisky on May 10 from Lasher
in his drug store, corner Lake street
and Nicollet avenue. He did not have
a physician’s prescription. He was ar-
rested the same evening, and Monday
morning he was found guilty and fined
in the police court for drunkenness.

Under cross-examination he admitted
drinking on the night of the 9th, and
continued his spree over Sunday. The
defense called the prescription cierk,
named Moulton, to the stand, who testi-
fied that Brennan represented he had a
preseription, and gained the liquor in
that way. Mrs. Lasher, as well as her
husband and Moulton, testified that
Lasher was not in the store at the time
Brennan claimed e bought the liquor,
but was out driving. Brennan’s testi-
mony was corroborated by Albert Shoe-
maker, who was with him at the time
the whisky was purchased.

The jury retired at 4 o’clock, and re-
turned in ten minutes with a verdict of
not guilty.

The second indictment against Lasher
was then taken up. The charge was
selling 10 cents’ worth of whisky to R.
E. Goss, on June 15. Goss himself took
the stand and related how he obtained
the liquor without a prescription, and
without any difficulty, no questions be-
ing asked.

“Are you in the habit of purchasing
whisky?’’ asked Mr. Gallagher.

“No, | am not.”

*“Well, then, this must have been just
an odd freak of yours?”

“You can cali it what you like. Don’t
know the meaning of the term.”

“You come very near filling it.”

“Did you not go to Mr. Lasher and give
him a cock and bull story about a man
being injured at your place and wanted
the whisky for him? And when he re-

fused to give it to you, but suggested
arnica, von took the laiter?”’

“No, sir; I did not.”

“What yere you doing when this
happened?”’

“Working at my trade as a barber on
Nieollet island.”

*Did you own the place?”

"NO."

““Do you own your present place?”?

*I am running it.”

“That is all.”’ said Mr. Gallagher,with
a quiet smile at the jury.

To Assistant County Attorney Daven-
Bort Goss repeated a conversation he

ad with Lasher and a man named Ar-
nold, in which both suggested the best
way for him to get out of the difficulty.
as they termed it, was for him to leave
town until after the trial. In the con-
versation Lasher asked him if he con-
sidered himself a Christian and was a
member of the church, to which he
made reply:

“No, I am not a Christian, but a poor
sinner, although I do belong to the
church.”

The state rested atthe end of Goss’
evidence, when Mr. Gallagher made his
opening.

HIDDEN’S TROUBLES.

He Is Getting Tired of the Office
of Dog Catcher.

Dog Catcher Hidden has become
thoroughly disheartened by the long
series of troubles and annoyances that
he has encountered during the brief
period that he has held office, and now
threatens to resign his office. Since his
season opened, six weeks ago, he has
captured 655 dogs and has realized
about €350 in cash, but even that, he
claims, is not a fitting recompense for
the faultfinding and abuse which has
been heaped upon him from various
sources.

He states that Judge Mahoney’s ral-
ing to the effect that the dog catcher
had not the power to appoint deputlies,
and that the assistants employed by him
were acting without proper authority
in capturing dogs, has hampered him a
great deal in the discharze of his duties.

Vheun his men found that they would
not be protected in the work, they re-
fused to remain any longer, and, as he
cannot do all the work himself, he does
not know what to do.

An ordinance placing the dogz catcher
and his assistants upon salaries has
been prepared, but it 1s stated thatit
does not meet with the approval either
of the mayor or the aidermen. Mr.
Hidden held a long conference with
Mayor Winston yesterday, but no deci-
sion in the matter has been arrived at
as yet. The mayor has authority under
the law to abolish the office altogether,
and leave the work to be handled by
special policemen appointed for that
purpose, or to place the matter in the
hands of the health departmeht.

DR. TUTTLE'S RESIGNATION.

After Twenty-Five Years of Act-
ive Service He Wants to Retire.
Rev. J. H. Tuttle has formally re-

signed the pastorate of the Church of
the Redeemer. He has been at the head
af this church, one. of the largest mu-
merically and certainly one of the
strongest in point of influence, for its
years. ln laying down his burden, Dr.
Tuttle says: *On the first Sunday in
July the twenty-fifth anniversary of my
pastorate will occur, and this seems to
be a natural opportunity for me to ask
veur permission to resign. I therefore
herewith respectfully offer you my res-
ignation, desiring that it shall take ef-
fect the day mentioned.

*It is unnecessary for me toassure you
that the occasion to sever the happy re-
lation 1 have so long held with our
church here has cost me noinconsidera-
ble struggle. And this step has not
been made suddenly nor without earn-
est, prayerful reflection. My advanc-
ing age has been warning me that such
a change must, in the nature of things,
come soon; and as you five years ago
secured for me an able and successful
associate, we are all fortunately re-
lieved from any anxiety regarding my
successor. 1 do not leave an empty pul-
pit behind me. All things in the church
are well prepared for the change. The
continuity of the parish will suffer no
break.

“] have in my heart and mind enough
to make a much longer letter,but as Iin-
tend to exprass myself more at length
elsewhere on this matter, brevity is per-
haps better now. If my life among
you these many years has not shown
my perfeet confidence in the Church of
the Redeemer, and my deep abiding
love for it, any words 1 might use here
would be in vain. And yet, though it
must appear a commonplace form, 1
must thank you and the church and the
congregation a thousand times for your
ten times thousand Kkindnesses to me.
That our Heavenly Father will continue
to bless yoa all and keep you all in his
loving charge 1s and will be my sincere
and constant prayer.”

In all probability the resignation will
not be accepted literally. Dr. Shutter
will become the active pastor. Dr. Tut-
tle will be asked to remain as pastor
emeritus. He will discharge, then, sach
pastoral duties as he feels able to un-
dertake. He is sixty-three years of age,
and feels that he needs a rest. The
twenty-fifth anniversary of his connec-
tion with the church will be celebrated
July 13. Many prominent preachers in
the Universalist church will attend at
that time.

AN EXPENSIVE TELEGRAM.

Edward Aungier Cashes Two Drafts

Upon One Telegraphic Order.

Edward Angier, formerly a Chicago
drummer, was arraigned in the police
court yesterday, charged with having
obtained money upon a fraudulent
draft. He has been in the employ of
the Chicago Rubber and Mill Supply
company, of 312 Dearborn street, but
was recently discharged. It is. stated
that  Angier  wired his firm
from the Ryan hotel at St. Paul
for 50 and the firm telegraphed back
authorizing the proprietor of the hotel
to cash a draft of that amount.

THEY ARE SAFE.

An Electric Car Is Not a Danger-
ous Place During a Storm.

The question of whether an electric
car is a safe or a dangerous place dur-
ing a thunder storm is one that has been
frequently raised during the past few
weeks, and the general impression is
that it is tempting providence to ride on
one of these vehicles during an electri-
cal storm. That such is not the case
may be seen from the following facts
sta(Lied by Wire Inspector Deming yes-
terday:

“It is not strictly accurate to.say that a car
is struck by lightuing. Electricity always
chooses the very shortest practicable path
to reach the earth. During a storm, when
the atmosphere is surcharged with electric-
ity, the trolley wires absorb a good deal and
have an extra heavy current to carry. Now,
the only route by which thiscan reach the
earth is through the trolley arm and the car
to the rail. Oceassionally the current is too
heavy; 1t will not wait to travel through
the half mile or so of wire that
is wound up in the moter. Instead
it leaps across from wire to wire by
