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NOT SO BAB.
A Year's Work Accomplished by
the Public Library.
The annual report of the city
fan (Mrs. I1. J. McCaine) for last year
has just been published. There are 21,-
604 volumes in the library, and 7,165
people had qualified to draw books.
There were 14,036 books issued in the
reading room on week days, and 1,600
on Sundays. The whole number of vis-
itors on Sunday was 65,144, Mrs. Me-
Caine closes her report:
“*The number of volumes in the libra-
ry has been increased the past year
more than 23 per cent: the book bor-

TOWers, Iv per cent, and the eircula-
tion 3 5, or about 40 per cent. Of
the 1,6y2 free libraries in the United

States in 1885, not including college and
state libraries, only thirty-six were
Jarger than the St. 1 public Iibrary
at the present time. The value of a libra-
ry is not always known by the number ot
its volumes, but an examination will
show that this library is now furnished
with many valuable and standard
works, and it is believed that it will
compare favorably with any library in
the country of 26,000 volumes. While
laboring under many disadvantages for
want of rooms better suited for the
vork, the books are at least safely
housed, the rooms more accessible and
the use made of the library much larger
than ever before.

A Flagrant Fraud and Scheme
to Deceive the Pub-
lie,

Is the Way Commissioner
Dearth Speaks of the Com-
pany’s Operations.

Action to Be Taken to at Once
Exterminate the Organ-
ization.

Th& Equitable Insurance Coinpany of
Minnesota will soon disappear. The
concern has for months past been pos-
sessed of an unenviable notoriety, as a
resuit of alleged crooked methods of
transacting business. The concern was
strongly denounced by newspapers all
over the southern part of the state, and
the insurance commissioner was called
upon to look into the matter. Accord-
ingly, Deputy Commissioner Elmer H.
Dearth was dispatched to investizate.
His report, justsubmitted, shows that
the stories about the Equitable have not
been exaggerated in the least, and In-
surance Commissioner Smith stated yes-
terday that he would at onee proceed to
wind up the affairs of the company.
Attorney General Clapp will commence
operations to that end to-day. The re-
pun submitied by Mr. Dearth says:

*Owing to varied and numerous com-
plaints filed with this department, and
in pursuance to the provisions of the
laws of this state, 1, Elmer H. Dearth,
deputy insurance commissioner of the
state of Minnesota, have made an ex-
amination of the affairs and condition
of the Equitable of Minnesota, cover-
ing a period from date of commence-
ment ot business to June 24, 1891:
