MORRILL DOWNED.

C. W. Lasher Doesn't Receive
Even a Fine.

The second charge against Charles
W. Lasher, the druggist, for selling

1 iquor, was continued fyesterday morn-
ing before Judge Pond In the criminal
court. R. E. Goss was recalled to the
stand, but failed to give any evidence of
importance. A witness named Gray
failed to answer when his name was
called.

Assistant County Attorney Daven-
port argued the case before the jury,
impressing upon them the necessity of
being uninfluenced by anythiug except
the law and the evidence.

Chris Gallagher, for the defense,
availed himself of the opportunity to
give Rev. Goliirhtly Morrill one of the
graatest dressing-downs that any mem-
ber of the pulpit ever received m this
city. Mr.Galhigher is a citizpn of the
Eighth ward, and said lie protested
against the remark ofthe attorney for
the prosecution that there was a de-
mand for and a supply of liquors in that
trost moral of wards. Continuing, he
said:

"Hundreds of decent women on lower
Nicollet and Hcnnepiu avenues were
insulted by the statement from the pul-
pit that every room in that locality was
occupied by a prostitute. G. L.Morrill
went before the grand jury and testified
how he wrnt about disguised in a flan-
nel shirt, and witha ?louch hat on, but
where is he now? Why is he not here
to tell the jury that he

paid that man

Goss for trumping up these charges'"'
Attorney Morrill, who is watching the

case for his brother, interrupted by say-
ing: "1can tell you."

"Yes," resumed Mr.Gallagher, "you
may have been the bookkeeper, but you
were not in the case. You have all seen
that face of Rev. Morrill. Itdid not
require any disguise to enable him to
buy whisky. Itwould pass muster at
any whisky bar or prize tight ring in the
country. The only time he is disguised
is when he is in the puipit talking as he
has talked. We are tired of this rant-
ingpulpit demagogy."

The jury after a very few minutes'
consultation returned a verdict of "not
guilty." The third indictment against
Lasher was dismissed.

ITMAYBE CHANGED.

AStrong Opposition to the Coun-
cil's Locution of the Hospital
Site.

Since the council at its last meeting

adopted the rvport of its special com-
mittee recommending that the city hos-
pital be located on the site offered
gratis by tbe regents of the state uni-
versity, there has developed a strong op-
position to this plan in various quarters.

Certain of the attorneys of the city

claim that the city cannot, legally erect
a buildingon ground not exclusively
owned by it. but. to offset this objec-
tion. Assistant City Attorney Simpson
states that he has been unable to find
provision in the city charter or enabling
act forbidding it.

Another opposition is|headed by those
residing near the campus, TUc resents,
it will'be remembered, offered three
sites— one near a group ot dwelling
houses, and another on the river bank
in the rear of the main building

Ifthe site near the dwelling houses
is selected there will be a kick by the
owner*, who are determined to carry
the matter into the courts if necessary
and obtain an injunction. The thought
of a large hospital near their homes is
narrowing to their minds, and they
won't have it. Incase the hospital is
placed on the river bank itis not likely
that these people will make any objec-
tions.

Other objections to the proposed loca-
tion have been advanced, and besides
this itis now stated that under the law
the new board of corrections and chari-
ties has the selection of the hospital
site and that toe council has no power
In t tie matter farther than to recom-
mend.

AFRICAN MISSIONS.

Thomas L. Johnson Delivers an
Interesting Lecture on That
Subject.

Thomas L. Johnson, the well-known
Afro-Amerieau missionary, delivered a
very earnest and singularly interesting
address upon the subject of missionary
work in Africa last evening to a large
audience at the Y. M.C. A.rooms. Mr.
Johnson is a native of Virginia, was
born and spent the first twenty years of
his lite in slavery. He has devoted the
past twenty-six years to missionary
work, and during that time has trav-
eled extensively through all parts of
Attica. He is an intelligent man, and
a remarkably fluent speaker, and
handled his subject in a most interest-
ingmanner, illustrating it with maps,
pictures of natives of various parts of
Africa, and native gods aud relics of

other kinds, He advanced the Idea
that the first slaves were sent into this
couutry by the hand of God as Joseph
was sold Into Egypt that they might
carry Christianity back to their be-
nighted brethren. He stated that then 1,

were 30.000 Afro-Americans now living
in Equatorial Africa, or that section
known as the "white man's grave." He
argued that the Afro-Americans were
the most fitting persons for African
missionaries, as they were best quali-
fied to stand the climate.

WHAT THE CHIEF SAYS.

He Issues an Order Relating to the
Celebration ofthe Fourth.

Superintendent Henderson has issued
the followingorder to regulate the use
of fireworks ami firearms on the Fourth
of July:
Itis appropriate that the anniversary of

the declaration of independence should be
fittingly observed. Custom lias established
as aproper expression of our patriotism and
gratitude for the liberties weenjoy, the use
and display of fireworks, but such observance
should be made withdue regard for the pres-
ervation of life and limb aud the rights of
property.

By virtue of municipal ordinances the

superintendent of police is vested with dis-
cretion as to the use and display of fireworks
in the streets, alleys and public places in the
cityof Minneapolis.

Now, therefore, in the exercise of such
discretion, public proclamation is hereby
made thai the proper use and display of fire-
works, squibs, rockets, crackers, torpedoes,
serpents and other explosives within the city
of Minneapolis will be permitted on vacant
lots, in and upon the streets and the public
parks aud grounds under control of the city
authorities on the 4th day of July nextbe-
tween the hours of4 o'clock a. m. and mid-
night, subject, however, to the followingre-
strictions: > '

Tne discharge of fireworks, lire crackers,
gunpowder or any other explosives in an
alley, back yard or other confined space is
hereby positively prohibited.

The discharge of cannons, guns, revolvers
or other firearms is hereby absolutely pro-
hibited under a penalty of $10 for each of-
fense.

Parents are especially requested to protect
their children against the dangers resulting
from the use ofsuch toy pistols and percus-
sion caps and other dangerous explosives.

The police are hereby ordered to be vigi-
lant and to exercise discreel authority in the
enforcement of the restrictions of this procla-

mation.
Dealers are hereby notified that the ordi-

nance prohibiting the sale of fireworks ex- 4cept in the original packages will not be en-
forced between June 28 and July5,1801.

1 always have a cup of
coffee and a roll at once. Breakfast is
atS:ls. We have oatmeal, eggs, rolls
and coffee. Some time between 10 and
12 o'clock they make me take a glass of
milk and bread or a sweet cracker. At
1:80 we have our dinner of meat, vege-
tables and plain pudding. Inthe middle
of the afternoon there is a cud of tea
and a cracker, and at 0:30 a nice light
supper of cocoa or tea, graham and
white bread, croquettes or some sort of
cold meat, lettuce and prunes or baked
apples.

"At9 o'clock, just before going to
bed, Ihave another glass of milk and a
roll. You see this way of doing gives
one some sort of nourishment at inter-
vals of two or three hours all through
the. day, and lam beginning to think it
a very sensible rule, especially for hard-
working people like myself," and away
tripped a brisk little woman witha re-
juvenated complexion.
