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CENSUS BULLETIN NO, 82,

The New York Sun was the first pub-
lic newspaper to call attention with any
emphasis to Ropert P. PORTER'S now
notorious Census Bulletin No. 82. This
is the bulletin, it wiil be remembered,
which purports to give the annual in-
comes and expenditures of a number of
the largest cities in the United States.
St. Paul enjoys the unenviable pre-em-
inence of heading the list with an al-
leged annual expense account equiva-
lent to $27.61 for every man, woman and
child within its borders—a figure in the
most startling contrast to those given
for other places of its approximate size,
like Denver, for example, which ap-
pears with an annual expense ac-
count of only $452 per -capita,
or Kausas City, which appears with
an annual expense account of only
§7.05 per capita. Directly after
St. Paul eomes New York, which, as
the bulletin states, spends for the main-
tenance of its municipal government
every year a sum which, divided among
its inhabitants, would require from each
one a contribution of £23.89,

Commenting on the general showing,
the Sun, in the first place, went no fur-
ther than to say that, as far as New
York was concerned, none of the statis-
tics of the PorTeR census amounted - to
anything, because its enumeration of
the city’s population was purposely and
admittedly incorrect. The population
as determined by the census department
falls 200,000 below the real number as
fixed by a count made under the super-
vision of the local authorities, and if,
instead of calculating on the basis
of 1.500,000 inhabitants, the calcu-
lation had been made on the basis of
the true figure, 1,700,000, even granting
that the total annual expenditures of
the city were as stated in the balletin.
New York, instead of following St.
Paul, would have fallen $2,16 per capita
below Boston, which appears in the
list with an expense account of $23.74
to the head. The Sun agreed with
everybody e¢lse who knows anything
about the subject, that noreliance could
be placed on any figures of the ecensus
of 15390, because they had been compiled
without intellizence and in a spirit of
partisanship and favoritism. And such
conclusions apply to St. Paul as well
as to New York.

THE METHOD EMPLOYED.

Since then the San has followed the
subject up, and although statisties and
the analysis of them are dreary affairs,
the interest excited by the figures for
St. Paul prompts the GLOBE to givea
summary of what it has found. Its re-
sults directly atfect New York alone,
but their bearinz on St. Paul’s case will
appear as they arerecounted. It appears,
then, that in order to get at the total
cost of maintaining a municipal govern
ment for the purposes of the bulletin-
the ecensus department selected 1889 as
the representative year, and in the first
place compiled all that each city in the
list had expended for schools, public
libraries, fire department, health, light-
ing, police, charitable objects, streets
and bridges, sewers, public buildings
and improvements, parks and publie
grounds, salaries of judicial, legislative
and general executive officers, water
supply, miscellaneous demands and 1n-
terest on debt.

As the Sun very clearly points out,
thetotal of the figures secured by the
addition of these items would not rep-
resent in any fashion the cost of run-
ning the city government. If a city of
250,000 people, for instance, should have
erected in the year 1889 a million-dollar
court house, according to this system its
per capita outiay would appear as $4
more than that of another city of the
same size which had no court bouse or
had erected one the year before. But
the erection of a court house cannot be
properly classed as an expenditure at
all, It 15 an investment, not an ex-
penditure, and "as no more right to be
included in such a calculation than

would a purchase of interest-bearing
securities be included by an individual
in making up the total of lus personal
Itving expenses.

The census departimnent recognizes
tself in its bulletin the nonsense of such
figures, and, having first given them,
proceeds to eliminate some of these
items with the intention of constructing
a second table,”which, as 1t says, will
include “that part of the expenditures
presumed to be necessary for the con-
duct of ordinary city affairs.” From
this second table there are omitted the
expenditures for schools, libraries, pub-
iiec buildings, charitable objects and
water works, and the sums outlayed for
the other objects enumerated are added
up, dividea by the number of inhabi-
tants in the cities under counsideration
as the same were determined by the
census of 1800, and the quotients are
ihe fizures published in the bulletin as
the comparative per capita cost of run-
ning the different municipal govern-

wents.
— ——

THE REASON OF THE METHOD

The absurdity of this plan will be ob-
vious if the list of things he included
and the list of things excluded are con-
trasted. Expenditures for schools,
libraries, public buildings, charitable
objects and water works are omitted, be-
cause they cannot fairly be called out-
lays, but are investments. But, on the
other hand, the expenditures for streets,
bridzes, sewers, parks and public
grounds, and interest on publicdebt are
aliowed to stapd. Now, if a public
building is not an outlay, but an invest-
ment, why is not a park er a bridge also
an investment? Aund if water works are
to be counted with investments, why
should not the sewers, without which
the water works can not be used, come
in the same catezory? And on what
principle is the inteest on past accumu-
lated debts numbered with the salaries
paid city officers, or the cost of lighting
the streets or maintaining the fire de-
partment?

The Sun answers these questions by
saying that the reason why the park
item is included in the list of admin-
istrative expenses is because the city of
New York spent $10,000,000 in the year
1889 in the purchase of public parks,
and Rorert P. PorTerdelivberately ar-
ranged his tables so as to make it ap-
pear that the Democratic administration
of the metropolis was a conspicuously
extravagant one. Great force is given
to this view Dby its calculation that, if
this improper item were omitted in-
stead of included. New York would ap-
pear in his list with an annual per
capita outlay, not of 23.80, bat of §15.78,
or with a still smaller one if its true
population were empioyed as a basis of
the calculation,

If the GLoBE’s readers have followed
this ratber arid argument, they will see
that Census Bulletin No. 82 has_not
been compiled to show the truth, but
juzeled with for partisan ends. The
same department which would include
some items and exclude others, for no
other reason than to bring discredit on
cities of an opposite political com-
plexion, would use false figures for the
same purpose. When the case of St.
Paul is considered, it will in like man-
ner be found that when Mr. Porter pub-
licly states that it costs #27.61 per head
to run the St. Paul eity government, he
states what is untrue and what he
knows to be unirue.

Wholesale Liguor Dealers Not Re-
quired to Pay a License.

The joint committee on liquor licenses
met yesterday 1in the counecil ebamber
and heard a very important application
from the wholesale liquor dealers. P.
H. Bowlin & Co.and George Benz &
Sons sent rcpresentatives to the com-
mittee, and protested against the pay-
ment of the $1,000 liceuse fixed
by the city for liquor license.
They complained that St. Paul was the
only eity which collected a liquor license
from wholesale dealers who supplied
the retail trade, and that the supreme
court had ruled that the legislature
which passed the license act did not in-

tend that the wholesale houses
should pay the license. Assem-

who sold liquor in' quantjties of over
five gallons.

ON A TEGHNIGALITY,

The Famous Block of Kansas
City Tickets Now Before
the Court.

President Egan and Passen-
ger Agent Holdridge Face
the Law Musie.

It Is Claimed That the Tickets
Sold Were Limited as
to Use.

The trial of John M. Egan, president
and general manager, and Charles H.
Holdridge, general passenger agent, of
the Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas City
railway, which began yesterday in the
United States district court, attracted
guite a collection
of railroad officials
to the court room.
Hon. Amos M.
Thayer, of St.
Louis, United
States distrigt
judge for the Fast-
ern district of
Missouri, pre-
sided. The jur-
ors chosen to try
the gentlemen
upon an indiet-
ment charging
unjust passenger
rate discrimina-
tions, in violation
of the interstate
commerce law, are as.fgllows:

John Schafer, St. Cloud; E. A. Strait, Jor-
dan; J. F. Harriston, Heron Lake; W. K.
Mercer, Minnen\})olis: Henry L. Moore, Min-
neapolis; M. N. Nelson, Waseca; E. W.
Washburn, Lake Crystal; George W. Wat-
kins. Waseea: George A. Boye, Albert Lea:
Andrew Johnson. Waseea: William Doxey,
Zumbrota; Thomas Thorpe, Lanesboro.

United States District Attorney Eu-
gene Hay, together with his able assist-
ant, George B. Edgerton, conducted the

rosecution. Seated near them was

rank G. Kietschmer, special agent of
the interstate commerce commission.
On the opposite side of the attorneys’
table sat Judge J. W. Lusk
and Hon. C. D. O’Brien, attorneys
for the defense, as well as Mess s,
Egan and Holdridge. Near these sat a
group of prominent railroad officials,
either summoned as witnesses or ap-
peared as interested spectators. Among
them were W. W. Finley, president ot
the Western Passenger association,
Chieago: Francis C. Donald, vice presi-
dent ot the Central Traffic association,
Chicago; Charles S. Fee, general pas-
senger agent of the Northern Pacifie:
F. I. Whitney, of the Great Northern;
W. J. C. Kenyon, general freight
and passenger agent of the Chi-
cago, Burlington & Northern; General
Auditor M. E. Healim, of the
Kansas City; John Byrne, assistant
general passenger agent of the Topeka,
Atchison & Kansas City; General Pas-
senger Agent Busenbark, of the Kan-
sas City; Assistant General Passenger
Agzents Dixon, of the Milwaukee: Pond,
of the Northern Pacific; also Nic Van-
derpool and W. B. Jerome, of the New-
York Cential; Walter Wyand, of the
Michigan Ceutral; Charles Johnson, of
the Northern Pacific; C. R. Lewis, of
the Milwaukee; Clarence Robb, S. O.
Brooks aud Frank Ross, of the Kansas
City. A. F. Walker, of the iuterstate
eommission, who is on his way fiom the
Pacific coast to the East, stopped over
in the city, and was in the court room
during the afternoon.

After the jury had been impanneled,
the indictment was read to the court
and jury by District Attorney Hay,
which

Charged the Defendants €53
with selling tickets contrary to the
regulations of the interstate law, and
H. L. Martin, the union depot agent- at
‘Minneapolis, was called to the witness
stand. Objection was raised toa ques-
tion put to the witness, and Mr. O’Brien
proceeded to argue the validity of the
indictment, claiming it to be insufficient
in thatitdid not charge that adiscrimi-
nation had been shown to one person
over another, or a class of persons. It not
being alleged that tickets of this class
had been sold to different persons at
different prices. Attention was called
1o the fact that roads are allowed to sell
different classes of tickets for different
prices. and were authorized to sell to
ministers and others, tickers at half
rates. It was also argued that the in-
dictment did not
charge that the
persons inaicted
had acted by an-
thority of the rail-
road ecmpany.

Judge Thayer
overruled the ob-
jection raised by
Mr. O’Brien, and
the witness Mar-
tin was asked rel-
ative to the sale
sale of tickets at

‘Minneapolis in  March, 1890, and
as to the current rates for
tickets to Chicago at that time. A tick-

et sold March 12 of that year was pro-
duced, which was sold for $7, whilst
the unlimited rate was $11.50.

Mr. Hay sought to show to show that
this $7 ticket was an unlimited first-
class ticket, good to be used at any time
within a series of years.

Upon eross-examination by Judge
Lusk, the witness stated that about
that time there was sharp cutting in
rates to Chicago by several roads. The
Burlington was then selling an unlim-
ited ticket to Chicago for 3. 'The Kan-
sas City had three rates for tickets,
namely: $11.50; special limited, §7; and
second-class, $4.35.

Herman Brown, of the St. Paul union
depot, testified in a line similar to that
of Mr. Martin.

General Auditor M. C. Healim, of the
Kansas City. was called by Mr. Hay to
show the sale of tickets. Judze Lusk
said it would be admitted that there
had been sold to Charles H. Petseh, of
St. Paual, 5,000 tickets at $7- each, and
that the Kansas City had been paid the
$35,000 therefor. Mr. Hay asked what
had become of the tickets and was in-
formed that some of them had been
taken up in the course of traffic by the
road and destroyed, but that some of
them are still out. Judge Lusk fur-
nished samples of the tickets used in
March of last year,and they were identi-
fied as auch by Mr. Healim. Asked as
to the distinction between the tickets,
Mr. Healim said the $11.50 ticket was
unlimited as to time and was first-class.
The 87 ticket was first-class, but limit-
ed as to time.

Charles H. Petsch testified as to pur-
chasing the 5,000 tickets and said he had
paid the money therefor to General Pas-
senger Agent C. H. Holdridge. He had
asked for special rate tickets and Mr.
Holdridge said he would sell them to
him as limited tickets. He identired a
ticket shown to him as being one of the
$7 tickets and said it is not

The Regular Ticket,

but a special form of ticket. When he
asked to purchase the block of tickets,
he debated the matter for a day or two
before purchasing. He understood that
the tickets were limited as to time and
did not entitle the bolder to stop-
over privileges. In response to
cross-examination by Judge Lusk
Mr, Petsch said the tickets were first-
class, in that they
alllowed the pas-
sengers to ride in
first-class cars, He
said tickets had
been sold with the
same distinction
as to unlimited
and special lim-
ited ever since he
-had been in the
railroad business,
which began nine-
teen years ago.

"Leneral Passenger Agent William J.

C. Kenyon, of the Chicago, Burlington
& Northern, was next called. He said
he had been in the railroad business
since 1876. An unlimited ticket was
good until used. A limited ticket was
sold at a reduced rate and is generally
understood to be limited as to date or
train on which it is to be used, and the
time is usually limited to one day. Itis
not customary to limit them for as lon,
as ayear. His road had three classes
tickets in Mareh, to wit: $11.50, $7 and
$#4, He defined the limited ticket as
being only for a continuous trip, but
said in cross-examination that he could
stop off on a limited ticket.

Judge Lusk—We are not talking
about whether you could play sneak,
change conductors or such dodging.
Don’t you mean that a limited ticket is
a continuous trip ticket?

Mr. Kenyon said the ticket was un-
derstood to be such, but the limit was
usually for one day beyond that of sale.
One class of them provided that the
passenger must leave the initial point
on a certain day, at a certain hour and
by a certain train. If the limited ticket
was dated in July and was good until
November, he rezarded it as being un-

necessarily extended.

District Attorney Hay announced at
this point that the government rested
its case, .

_ C. D. O’Brien asked Judge Thayer to
msttsruct the jury to find for the defend-
ants,

The court intimated that it would be
better for the defense to introduce any
testimony it had.

Mr. O’Brien replied that under the
practice they had a right to a dismissal
of the case if the government had failed
in showingsuflicient grounds for convie-
tion. He said the schedules for $11.50 and
$7 tickets had been properly made and
had been approved by the interstate
commerce commission, and it had not
been shown that the terms of the
schedules had been violated. Said he,
“*An indictment that shows no unlawful
intent or diserimination, and when no
vioiation had been shown, should be
dismissed. A ticket is produced which
is shown by the evidence for the prose-
cution to belong to the limited class,and
that it does aot come under the $11.50

class.Even Mr.Hay claims it isnot an un- |

limited ticket, but is a first-class limited
ticket. If Mr. Petsch was shrewd
enough to know that a $7 rate would
not be maintained. and wanted to profit
by arise in price, that is to his credit.
There is, to my mind, nothing to show
a wrongful intent on the part of these
defendants, and the jury should be in-
structed to acquit.”

Judge Thayer said that the defense
might proceed with its evidence, as he
would for the present overrule the mo-
tion to dismiss, without decidine the
question as to the counstruction of law
as to limited o1 unlimited tickets.

T'ne defense called Franecis C. Donald,
vice president of the Central Traffic as-
sociation, of Chicago, to the witness
stand. He defined a limited ticket to be
one that requires

A Continous Trip

by the holder, and would entitle him to
ride on a first-class coach. An unlim-
ited ticket is good during the life of the
corporation selling it, and entitles the
holder to demand st op-off priviles. The
tickets are usually distinguished by -
dications on their face.

John J. Byrne, of Chicago, assistant
passepger agzent of the Topeka, Atchi-
son & Kansas City road, gave about the
same definitions of the two tickets.

The; defense haviug concluded its
testimony, the jury was excused until
this morning and Distriet Attorney Hay
proceeded to argue the counstruetion to
be placed upon the two classes of first-
class tickets, He claimed that the $7
ticket is an unlimited tieket, as it might
be used at any time within a series of
years, provided the statute of limitation,
whieh is six years in Minnesota, does
not invalidate it.

The court stated that he understood
the district attorney to admit that the
government has no case unless this §7
ticket be construed to be an unlimited
ticket.

Mr. O’Brien arzued that whilst a mis-
take in the law was no detense to an
action, yet it did not constitute a erime,
and the construction of a law did not
make a crime. The tickets were not
shown to be interchangeable. The dis-
tinetion was made between them before
the enactment of the interstate com-
merce law, and in his view ot the 1aw
and facts the court should instruct the
jury to acquit,

I'he court took the matter under ad-
visement until 10 o’clock this morning.

The opinion of several prominent at-
torneys who heard the trial is that no
case has been made against Messrs.,
Egan and Holdridge.
