CnicAc.o. July ll.—lt was the dullest day in
nianv months inall the pitaon the board of
trade to-day. There was DO special reason
foritdiscoverable, as the situation has not

materially changed, but it just came about
that outside orders were scarce and local
traders were in a wailingmood. So the pits,

during most of the day, were about as de-
serted as a last year's birdnest. Wheal opened
nt about yesterday's closing price, was in-
clined to firmness for a time, selling up a
good fraction, but finally weakened and lost

all of the advance, and something more.
There was little in the situation that could
be called bullish: the government report was
not quite so flatteringas many had expected,

but the promise of a month ago was fully
sustained. Cables showed the English mar-
kets rather firm,but continental advices in-
dicated lower prices, due. no doubt to the
fact that the reduction of French duties on
wheat sod flour went into effect yesterday.

The weather map showed rain insome por-

lions 01 the winter wheat country, with a
lowbarometer all through that region, indi-

cating coming storms. Asmuch of the wheat
is still in shock, rain will be regardca as un-
fortunate, and this helped to cause a little
strength and stimulated the buying. 1here

was little forsale, and the backwardness of
Belters was a strengthening feature. The
cable advices of famine in portions of Russia
cud India and drought and scorching
weather in Spain were about the only en-
couraging pieces of news for the bulls. On
tne other hand, receipts of new wheat were
generally liberal. 100 cars reaching Toledo,

of which 104 were contract, and 198 cars of
new wheat were received here, 172 of them
being contract. New York bought some
wheat, and Logan had buyingorders from St.
Louis, where the receipts are not as
large as yesterday. Bradstreet reported
a slight increase in exports, compared
with the week previous. The available sup-
plycf wheat inEurope and America was re-
ported at 63.400,000; against 185,00 bushels
Bt this time last year.

September opened st 51%c. sold up to
s!sfc, broke to 51%©31%c; strengthened
tome, but closed at 51c. Oats were quiet and
firm early. but eased off some later in sym-
pathy with corn, though the fluctuations
were confined to a range of %c. Provisions
were rather strong onsmaller receipts ofhogs
than expected and firm prices at the yards,
but trade was very dull indeed, with fluctua-
tions confined to "a verynarrow range.

Thedemands from the shorts with a little
new bnvinc served to keep prices moving up
ward in a listless sort ofa manner, until the
issue of the bank statement which created
rather a disappointing impression with its
small loss insurplus reserve ana immaterial
losses in other items. The only movement
ofnote was that in C. C. C. & St. L. which
rose ",i per cent on rather large business for
that stock, but afterward lost the enure im-
provement The rest of the list were held
within the narrowest limits, and only St.
Paul, Atchison, Burlington and Louisville
showed nny animation whatever. The
industrials "ami silver certificates which
have monopolized so large a propor-
tion of attention lately, were quite neglected.
The opening was firm", and further advances
of from i,.to *\u25a0> per cent were scored, but the
late trading neutralized these gains to a large
extent, and the close was rather heavy at
insignificant advances over first prices. The
final changes are in allcases insignificant
Kailroaa bonds were relatively more active
than stocks, and displayed a more decided
firmtone resulting in some material gains
among the Inactive issues. Among these
Houston & Texas 6s rose 2*4 to 82*s. The
sales were $481,000, Government bonds have
been dull and firm. State bonds have been
neglected.

The Post says: 'At the present moment
the financial markets are practically be-
calmed. The outlook naturally favors the
bull side, but the bulls are showing no dis-
position to take advantage of the situation,

nnd there is practically no outside interest
The en«e in the loan market Is largely an ef-
fect and illustration of the reluctance of bull
operators to venture farinto the market and
hence is not altogether a legitimate argu-
ment on the bull side. Thus far the only
reallynoteworthy result of the heavy July
disbursements is"a tendency among lenders
of sixmouths* money to lower their rates.
This change has been "slight, but perceptible,
aud does not indicate a belief on the part of
lenders in great speculative activitylater on.
and a consequent squeeze in money. To-
day's bank statement as was foreshadowed
in"this column yesterday afternoon, showed
relatively small change for the week in cash
holdings". A brief summary of the statement
willbe found elsewhere ou this page. To
the street the statement was a disappoint-
ment for a considernble increase was
very generally predicted. The market,
however, was too deed to reflect
any such feeling. Much curiosity has
been expressed as to the reason
for limiting the offer of new Louisville
stock for shareholders subscription to B*,-
--800,000, when 87,000.030 had been authorized.
There ought to be no wonderment on this
score. The §3.309,000 which will result from
the present subscription will a littie more
than pay for the Kentucky Central stock
recently "acquired, which was the onlyim-
mediate requirement There is noreason to
suppose that the Louisville will have oc-
casion before long to pay forother stock
similarlyacquired: but it would be obviously
bad policy to sell the rest of the authorized
stock at "the present low prices when the
cash isnow needed.
