BOWER OF BEAUTY

Presented at the Grand, Where
the Sessions WillBe Held.

The Grand opera house, one of the
most charmingly pretty little theaters
in the country, never since its opening
presented so pretty an appearance as it
does to-day.

SHOT AT M. CARNOT.
A Madman Attempts, While

in a Frenzy, to Killthe
President.

Excited Citizens of Paris In
__, Resentment Would Kill

the Lunatic.

Gladstone WillStill Lead the
Liberal Party and Plan

Its Policy.

William of Germany Is Ready
to Go Home— in

General.

Paris, July 13.—There was consider-
able excitement to-day throughout
Paris caused by the report that Presi-
dent Carnot had been shot. This ru-
mor proved upon investigation to be un-
true, but there was foundation for the
report. The president was present to-
day at the ceremonies of the official
opening of a new thoroughfare, the
Avenue de la Republicjue, where he re-
ceived an enthusiastic welcome. Sud-
denly a man. wild-eyed and making in-
sane gestures, forced his way through
the crowd, and pushed past the soldiers
on duty about the spot where the cere-
monies were taking place. This man
rushed up to the carriage in which the
president had driven up to the new ave-
nue and fired a pistol at M. Carnot. As
he did so the man shouted: "I'llprove
that there are more bastiles to be de-
molished."

President Carnot was undoubtedly
alarmed at what appeared a direct at-
tempt upon his life, but was unhurt
and soon regained his entire presence
of mind. The man who fired the shot
was promply arrested by the police, and
such was the anger of the crowd pres-
ent that the officers had the greatest
difficulty in protecting their prisoner
from becoming the victim of the popu-
lar fury which he had excited. As itwas, itrequired the services of a strong
force of police to escort the man in
safety to the nearest police station.
Upon arrival there the man's examina-
tion soon disclosed the fact that he was
a madman ana that he had just been re-
leased from confinement in a lunatic
asylum.

WILLSTILL LEAD.

Gladstone Has NoIdea ofRetiring
at Present.

London, July13.— For some time past
reports have been in persistent circula-
tion alleging that Mr. Gladstone, be-
cause of his advanced age and failing
health, had determined to abdicate the
leadership of the Liberal party in favor
of some younger and more vigorous
man, and much speculation has been in-dulged inas to which of the more prom-
inent among the lieutenants of the ex-
premier would succeed him. The ru-
mors gave rise to such confident pre-
dictions on the part of the political op-
ponents of Mr.Gladstone that he would
never lead the Liberal party in another
general election campaign that many of
his followers were induced to accept the
statements as based upon personal in-
formation to that effect.

Recently a close personal friend of
Mr.Gladstone wrote to him calling at-
tention to these reports and asking him
what part, if any. he would take in
the coming campaign. Saturday a
reply was received, which is given to
the public this morning. Mr.Gladstone
writes that he has not, nor has he had
at any time, the remotest intention or
givingup the leadership of his party;
but on the contrary he intends to take
a very vigorous personal part in the
next struggle for party supremacy in
the house ofcommons. The letter was
written by Mr.Gladstone himself, ana
shows neither inphraseology nor chirog-
raphy the slightest sign of "the waning
power ascribed to the writer by those
who would gladly see him abandon the
field and cease the activity with which
he has hitherto obstrncted their polit-
ical path.

THE WIND-UP.

Germany's, Kaiser Abont Ready to
Quit England.

London. July 13.—The kaiser this
morning went out, unattended by any-
one save a guide, for a horseback ride
through the most interesting parts of
the beautiful Hatfield park. 'His host,
Lord Salisbury, saw that every part of
the park should be thrown open for the
Inspection of his imperial guest. On
the emperor's return to Hatfield house
an elegant farewell luncheon was
served. The company which enjoyed
it was a distinguished" one, comprising
the cabinet ministers, ambassadors of
foreign nations, the gentlemen of the
imperial suite, and Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain and his wife.
Itis reported that the Pnnce and

Princess of Wales have accepted the
Kaiser's invitation to visit Germany in
full state during the autumn as" the
guests of the nation. The kaiser has
presented a splendid Dresden clock to
Lord Salisbury as a mark of his appre-
ciation of the premier's hospitality at
Hatfield house. The emperor returned
from Hatfield this afternoon, and pro- •
ceeded directly to Windsor, whither he
was escorted by the life guards. The
queen met him. at the entrance to the
castle and led her imperial guest to her
private apartments, where she embraced
him with much warmth. Afteran hour's
conversation the queen bade him an af-
fectionate good-bye, and the kaiser-
took his departure for London. He re--
joined the kaiseriu and proceeded with
her to the railroad station, where she
took a train en route toFelixstowe, to
remain a month at that place, with her
children.

The German empress willtemporarily
reside at Felixstowe, incognito as
"Countess Ravenburg." The" German
crown prince and his two brothers met
the empress on her arrival at the station
and drove her to the South Beach house
in an open landau. Masses of roses
were thrown into the carriage by the'
crowds of people assembled along the
route.

Emperor William started for Scotland
to-night. Count yon Hatzfeldt, the staff
of the German embassy, the Prince of
Wales, the Duke of Conuaught and the
Duke of Cambridge bade him farewell
at the station. The Duke of Connaught
entered the saloon of the imperial car-
riage, where he remained in conversa-
tion with the emperor fora few mo-
ments. There was prolonged cheering
a3 the train departed. T[i_q efiiperor
affably waved b& band iii farewell . in-
stead of recognizing the demonstration
accorded him with his usual military
salute.

International Meeting Has a Mm
-

11 nesota Vice-President.
London, July 13.—The international

council of the Congregationalists was
called to order in Exeter hall this morn-
ing. A great majority of the 100 divines
who are now inLondon to represent the
church InAmerica were In their seats• when the proceedings were opened by
prayer, followed by an address of wel-
come, by R. W. Dale, of Birmingham,
one of the most able clergymen of En-
gland, ln the address Jthe rever-
eud gentleman announced that among
the topics which would come before the
body for consideration would be the fol-
lowing:
A First, Congregationalism in its dom-
estic sense, or its own internal work-
ing forces; such as Sunday, schools,
young people's societies, theological
currents ot thought, the ecclesiastical
councils and training of ministers. Sec-
ond, Congregationalism In the nation,
home missions, church and state, labor
and capital, temperance, international
federation far the promotion of peace
and righteousness. Third. Congreza-
tionalism in the church catholic.
Fourth, Congregationalism and the
world, and missions in their broadest
scope and claims. Among those who
will read papers are Rev. S. Goodwin,
of Chicago; Fullerton, of Waltham,
Mass.. and Cordley, of Lawrence. Kan.
Ben Tillett, the well known labor agi-
tator, will,by special invitation, ad-
dress the conference on the "Labor
Problem, and the Relation of the
Church Thereto."

Rev. Dr. Bevan, of Melbourne, Au-
stralia, .was elected president, and Rev.
Dr.Northrop, of Minnesota; Rev. Dr.

it is thought that she reserved small
funds until she had raised these large
amounts.

TEN-INCH HAILSTONES

Destroy Considerable Grain and
Break Many Windows.

Aberdeen, S. D.. July 13.— A furious

storm of wind, rain and hail prevailed
eight or ten miles north of here last
night, extending over the country as
many miles wide and thirty or forty
miles long. In some localities nothing
suffered, but,inothers fine, promising
crops were pounded into the ground,
and houses and barns swept away. It
is estimated that hundreds of acres of
wheat have been destroyed. AtColum-
bia the bridge over the James river was
lilted up and dashed topieces; while
large trees along the river were torn
out by the roots or blown down. Near
Claremont, farmers Harker. Cooley,
Whitefield and others lost their houses
and barns. Loss of lifeis rumored, but
has not been confirmed. Hailstones
measuring over ten inches in circumfer-
ence were picked up, while an hour
alter the storm passed the ground looked
as though covered withpieces of marble
the size of hen's eggs. One farmer says
hail was driven through boards near
his house, and another had his cow re-
turn covered with blood as a result of
the terrible bombardment. The major-
ityof the farmers had no insurance. In
this immediate locality no rain of con-
sequence has fallen for twenty-five
days, and the crops arc badly damaged.
Allother sections are booming.

These Are Larger Still.
