THE SENATE ALSO,
The Republicans have found comfort,

apparently.since the last election in the
faith that the Democratic majority in
the house next winter willbe so over-
whelmingas to be unruly, and all sorts
of wild vagaries will have an airing.
These are to turn the public stomach
and spoil the chances of Democratic* success in the general contest. Itis in-
timated that tiie Republican minority
will from its cover of obscurity incite
the romantic people and extremists to
produce all the strange concoctions pos-
sible. Perhaps the majority will be a
little unwieldy, but the Republicans
willhave from six to eight majority in
the senate, according to the moods of
the Alliance senators from Kansas and
South Dakota. Any measures from
the Democratic house must be stamped
with the approval of the Repub-
lican senate and president to become
effective. The responsibility for legis-
lation willbe equally divided. But the
Democrats do not share the Republican
anticipations that their members will:attempt to electrocute the party. On
the other hand, they believe that when
the Democratic president is inaugurated
March 4, 1893, the senate willhave a
sufficient majority for the Democrats.
Ohio and New York elect legislatures
this year, and the Democrats have a
better prospect of New York than they
had last year, and should gain His-_COCK's seat. John* Siiekmax is nearly
certain to be thrown out in Ohio, and
his successor will be a large per cent
Democratic. The Republicans about
concede that the Democratic districting
will make the next legislatures

-in Wisconsin and Michigan Demo-
cratic. They will elect Democrats
in place of Messrs. Sawyek
and Stockbridge. The chances are
good that the two from Minnesota and
Nebraska willnot be Republicans. Mon-
tana may be counted on to send a Dem-
ocrat in place of Sanders. There are
fair chances for the Democrats inRhode
Island and Connecticut, and some in-
cline to believe that the fossil Dawes of
Massachusetts will give place to one of
those bright and progressive young
Democrats who are coming to tiie front
there now. In Pennsylvania Quay is
to come onto the coals, and, if those Re-
publicans who are after him mean busi-
ness, he may do the Jonah act. There
is very little chance for the Democrats
to lose a senator anywhere. With the
most moderate sort of luck, then, 'they
willhave the senate neatly two years
hence.

AN OLiD MATTER.
It does not appear that any urgent

public interest or suffering condition of
history demanded the opening of the
controversy as to Mr. Lincoln's choice
of the candidate withhim on the presi-
dential ticket in 186-. Courtesy to the
widow of the man who was not rechosen
easily could have dictated that the ret-
icence of a quarter of a century should
have continued until the bereaved
woman had laid away her dead. The
suspicion is not easy to avoid that
the parties to the ill-timed controversy
are more eager not to miss an op-
portunity toadvertise themselves as the
special custodians of the confidence of
the martyred president than tosubserve
any higher purpose. Still, the ambi-
tion to be associated in the pub-
lic mind, and in the coming time to fig-

u:e, as one taken into the inner life of
the man who is to be accepted as the
type of citizenship to he put in the high-

est niches of the national statuary, is
by no means ignoble. Mr. Lincoln,
while a partisan, was a sincere patriot
and most profoundly earnest in his over-
shadowing purpose to save the national
unity, whatever became of men or par-
ties. If itseemed to him that this great
end could be best advanced by the selec-
tion of a man from the loyal element of
the insurrectionary states for the second
place on the ticket, he was unquestion-
ably for that course. That the man
available had been of opposing politics
would be stillmore likely to persuade
him of its practical wisdom. He was a
practical politician in the use of the
term that involves great sagacity
and nothing ignoble. He was able
to lose all mere personal feel-
ing in the cause that absorbed his whole
being. Only those who did not under-
stand him could suppose that he would
put Hamlin aside because he was un-
derstood to be the favorite and. perhaps,
in sympathy with the Republican ele-
ment represented by Davis, Wade,
Greeley and others that had conspired
to throw over Mb. Lincoln as not
radical enough or Tacking in decision.
Their failure was complete and crush-
ing. The convention was a Lincoln
body in all its fibers. Its only aim was
to reflect his wishes and convictions.
He was too sagacious to exhibit any
discourtesy toward Hamlin, either as
an individual or the representative of a
dissatisfied faction. There should be
no words of his to rankle in
any breast. There is no rational
doubt, however, that he inspired
the action taken. It is immaterial
that Mr. Johnson afterwards disap-
pointed those who nominated him. This
could not be foreseen, and did not affect
the practical wisdom that influenced
Mr. Lincoln. Itnever occurred to him
that he should ask the advice of his
clerk. Mr.Nicola yhad been, for his
time, a very fair newspaper reporter in
Illinois. He had reported some of Mr.
Lincoln's speeches in a satisfactory
manner, and was regarded as plodding
and accurate. Still,it was somewhat
ofasurprise to those who knew him
when he was made private secretary of
the president. There is no evidence
that he was selected as an adviser, and
not a mechanical aid. Mr. Lincoln's
relations to McClure are not material,'
except to the pride of that gentleman.
Hamlin was laid away not for personal
reasons, but because Lincoln saw, with
many others, the policy of taking a
Union man from the South.

If any of our
guests experience discomfort or ennui
while here, they may be sure that it is
because they have been misguided, and
that a little inquiry will put them on
the right track. There is a beautiful
region about the city, well traversed by
good roads, and there are comfortable
vehicles obtainable in which it may
be explored. The shops of St. Paul
are skillfully stocked withan admirable
supply of the goods which people of
taste will appreciate. During the first
part of the week our theaters will be
closed, but those in Minneapolis are
open, and the means of communication
be ween the two towns are many and
easy.

TOBE ENDURED.
Recent reports from Germany indi-

cate a hostility on the part ofthe police
authorities at Berlin to the Salvation
Army that takes the form ofa concerted
movement with the other cities of the
empire, to suppress it. The charges
alleged are 'immorality, turbulence
and travesty of religion.'' Those famil-
iar with the regimen of the orgaization

know that the regulations require the
most rigidmoral demeanor and practice.
Allthe popular vices are tabooed: clean-
liness and decency are made imperative,

The discipline is constant and compre-
hensive, covering both morals and man-
ners. There is no doubt here and there
a weak brother or sister who falls away,
as there is insome of the other religious
schools, and possibly among some of
their critics. One was electrocuted in
New York the other day tor killinga
wife he thought superfluous. But itis

not believed that an imputation of im-
morality has any reasonable ground.

Nor in any disorderly sense are they
turbulent. Their only disturbance of
the peace comes from their mouths and
the alleged musical instruments they
perambulate the streets with. There is
no pugnacity about them. Even when
attacked by hoodlums or ruffians they
do not exhaust the right of self-defense.
Reviled, they retort with blessings. The
last objection is the only one that has
much room. It may be painful to the
pietists of the Berlin police to see the
"travesty of religion." Some in this
country not of the constabulary element
occasionally suffer in the same way.
But in this country much latitude
of opinion must be indulged on
this point. Religion has many
vaiiations in its modes of inter-
pretation. Some are impressed withthe
divine potency in the thunder and
storm, whileothers must have the clois-
ter and -dim religious light"' for their
vision. Itmay be only amatter of habit
and education in not finding the devo-
tional phases in street parades and the
instrumental agony. Itmightbe legiti-
mate to require more regard for artistic
and sensitive ears. But that is rather
affectation than else. The electric tor-

ture produced by the motorneer is even
less palatable. The Salvation Armyis
on the whole rather a picturesque feat-
ure of the later civilization, and has
rights that must be protected.

The Democrats in Kansas, whohare
for some reason never been able to get
many of their votes into the ballot
boxes, have sternly resolved not to fuse
or form entangling alliances withany
other party this year. They reached
this decision just after the Alliance had
resolved to expel any member who
whispered the word fusion.

FEAR UNCLE SAM.

The "Black Republic" Takes a
Peculiar Stand.

Late in
June the Athos touched at Hayti, and
according to her officers it was learned
that Fred Douglass, United States
minister to Hayti, had left his
post at Port Au Prince be-
cause the Haytian government did not
care to recognize arepresentative of the
United States.and that itwas rather the
desire of the "black republic" to break
off all intercourse with this country.-

The Haytian government, it is said,
fears the United States, and, in order to
avoid interference of any kind from
this government, would sacrifice offi-
cial intercourse with it.

Washington, July 13.— reports
brought to New York by steamer from
Hayti that Minister Douglass left his
post at Port Au Prince because the Hay-
tian government did not care to recog-

nize a representative of the United
.States, and desired to break off all in-

tercourse withthis country, are discred-
ited at the department .of state. Mr.
Wharton, acting secretary of state; re-
gards the stoiy as a pure invention and
says there is no reason to believe that
any such condition of affairs exists in
Hayti.

A GLUCOSE TRUST.

Englishmen to Also Control This
Combine.

Chicago, July 13.—American glucose
willhereafter be controlled by an En-
glish syndicate. The contract by which
the principal plants of the country
werepurchased was closed to-day. The
syndicate will attempt to control the
American glucose market as well, it is
said, as compete with the starch com-
bine, and invade the territory of the
whisky trust.

For several days last week a party of
Englishmen with Col. H. Cooper Glead-
ow at its head, were in Chicago. When
they left they carried with them a prop-
osition for the sale of the plants form-
erly controlled by the glucose trust, and
to-day the syndicate telegraphed Levy
Mayer, who represents the old trust,
accepting the proposition.

The glucose trust, which has been
dead only in name, is, or was, composed
of the companies controlling the facto-
ries in Buffalo, and Glencove, N. V.;
Davenport and Marshalltown.la. ;Wau-
kegan, Wis; East St. Louis, Peoria and
Chicago. The combined capacity of these
factories is from 00,000 to 70.000 bushels
of corn a day. The property held by
the eight companies is valued at about
•510,000.000, and it is said that to handle
these plants the English company will
float bonds amounting to 820,000,000 par
value. -m
