The assured success of the Twin City
Jockey club meeting to be opened
Wednesday, the 22d, is but another
proof of that fact. Derby day has a
mouth-filling, ear-pleasing sound in
itself, and when to this is added the
knowledge that many cracks are to race,
and all the town and everybody else
willbe present, it is a foregone conclu-
sion that Wednesday next will see
such a multitude at liamline as never
before gathered in a grand stand or on
a lawn in Minnesota. Extensive and
complete arrangements, from the plans
for the biirirest race to the smallest de-
tail,have been made for the comfort
and pleasure of visitors and the con-
venience of horsemen, trainers, jockeys,
bookmakers, and, in fact, all who may
be nt the track during the sixteen days'
meeting. Good weather is the only
thing not yet absolutely assured, and
Secretary Shaw has appointed a compe-
tent committee to bespeak favorable
treatment from the weather man. But
the races will go, rain or shine. The
element of uncertainty in this regard
has been abolished. .

Five races are scheduled for the first
day. The opening event willbe a mile
sprint for three-year-olds and upward;
then conies a five-furlong dash tor two-
year olds, followed by a three-quarter
mile heat race. The fourth contest,
and the event of the day, is the Twin
City Derby. The entries for this are so
choice in quality that the man who can
name the "good thing"' will have a
chance to win simoleons enough to tide
him over the rough edge of a quiet win-
ter season and some to spare for an oc-
casional "flyer"on the many other good
rontests assured for this meeting. The
day's sport willend witha selling race
Df? mile and a sixteenth for horses
three years old and upward.

EARLY TRAINING.

Successful Handlers of Colts and
the Reverse.

By early training we do not mean ex-
clusively colt training, but the firstles-
sons given to horses of any age the first
few weeks on the track is the most crit-
ical period In the career of young trot-

and pacers. It is indeed wonder-
ful how many handlers will not learn
how to trot a soft colt or horse.

There are three distinct classes ofac-
tors among green horses, and while
quite different, all are alike subject to
abuse on account of their peculiarities.
These classes are the youngster with
lots and uniform speed, and a willing-
ness toshow it;the one with speed inspots, and the one with really no speed.
Every handler and observer has noticed
these distinct classes, ana knows, also,
that the future winner is no more cer-
tainly found in one class than the other.
For example, Axtellhad no speed when
Mr \\ llhams began driving him, whilewe have all known of pbenomonally
fast green ones that never lived, incon-
dition, to face a starter.

With the speedy youngster theanxiety to see how fast he can go is so
great, nine times out of ten, he is sent
so fast and so often that he knocks him-
self to pieces or has the speed all
worked out of him before he is in con-
dition to go fast quarters even, and, the
first thing we know, Mr. Brown's colthas struck a tendon, lost his speed, or
got sour headed, and lias to be turned
out. With the speedy in spots fellow
there is usually an uncontrollable de-
sire on the part of the driver to see
this speed carried the mile out, and ere
the student (for horses in training are
students) has time to get his mind on
the knitting, he is repeatedly
scored for a half mile or
mile trial, and as often leaves his
feet as soon as he reaches near the top
of his speed, and this iskept un until he
becomes an intolerably bad breaker, or
becomes discouraged, and loses both his
head and speed. With the youngster
or green one that shows no particular
speed at all at first many trainers be-
come negligent, and he is onlydriven
\u25a0when there isnothing else to drive, and
often when he is hitched he is yanked.

DOX'T BURN THE HOOF.

Dangerous Habit Indulged in by

Blacksmiths.
Infitting the shoes, says Joseph Cairn

Simpson, many smiths apply the shoe
red hot, and keep it to the foot suffi-
ciently lone for the shoe to burn a bear-
in? for itself. This is an extremely
dangerous and pernicious habit, and
should not be permitted under any cir-
cumstances. The result of the appli-
cation of red hot shoes to the foot is to
set up a certain amount of inflamma-
tion in the sensitive portion of the foot.
The shoe should be only applied suffi-
ciently long to ascertain" where the
irregularities on the wall exist, and
these should be reduced, either with
the knife or rasp, the latter for
choice. The shoe' should be fitted
to the foot, not the foot to the
shoe, as is done in many instances.
The shoe being fitted itshould then be
nailed on, five to seven nails are quite
sufficient ifthe horse has a good, sound
foot; too many nails have a tendency to
split the external wail and in many
cases cause lameness. The nails should
not be driven more than half wayup
the external wall, as the wall becomes
thinner toward the coronet, and there
may be a possibility of laming the horse
by driving them too high. Inmany
cases side clips are used, and in most
cases toe clips. The clipis equivalent,
or should be made so, toone or two
nails. The clip should be of moderate
size and should not be hammered down
too tightly.

Another common practice is to rasp
the external wall after the nails are
clinched. This should never be per-
mitted. A smith will remove in one
rasping more than nature can produce
in three months. The continual rasp-
ing willso weaken the foot that after a
time it becomes almost impossible to
keep a shoe on.

to be something very considerable.
Now for a few items which will not be
allowed in horse Shoeing: Never allow
the >oles or foot to be pared out. Never
allow a red hot shoe to be applied for a
long time. Never allow the nails to be
driven up to the hair, and, lastly, never
permit the rasp to be applied to the ex-
ternal wall of the hoof.
