Finish Their Round-the-
World Trip.

“Colonel -—"

“How are you, my boy? I'm glad to
see you”—a vigorous handshake and a
clap on the shoulder said the rest.

Not a mo-
ment of it was uniuteresting. Yet he
was glad to get home.

“Was I glad to get home!” and he
fairly chuckled in the excess of his
glee. “The happiest moment of my life
was when 1 stepped out of the ear down
here at the union depot this morning. I
woke up out beyond Minnetonka. I
looked out of the window and saw
where 1 was. *Thank God! 1 said,
‘we’re here.’ 1 tell you it felt good.
There’s nothing like it.” And the
colonel turned to greet another inquir-
er after his personal welfare.

Col. West has kept himself posted on
Minneapolis while away. The papers
met him at every landing point. At one
time the clerks at the hotel became a
little mlxed on the route and time.
That time 300 papers were received in
one bundle. some of them three months
old. Butthey were read just the same.
Anything from Minneapolis was greeted
heartily.

The private car of General Manager
Underwood, of the Soo, met Col. West's
party at Neche, N. D., just on the line.
George, the colonel’s personal attend-
ant was with it, and one should bear
him tell of his greeting from George to
thoroughly aporeciate it. There is not
a lighter heart in Minneapolis to-day
than George’s, if it is carried in a black
skin.

Of all the places and all the people
seen 1n his travels the colonel thinks
most of Japan and the Japanese.

““T'he finest country, the finest people
in the world. after our own,” is the way
the colonel put it. **So intelligent, so
polite, so delightful in every way! A
wondertul people:” and his eyes shone
with the delight of his remembrance.

Thetravelers met Rev. Clay Maeauley,
formerly of Minneapolis, in Japan. He
is a missionary there among the natives.
They also et other Minneapolitans at
Yokohama.

*You siould-have seen us there,” said
the colonel. *You never imagined such
a celebration as we had in Yokobhama
on the Fourth of July. Talik about your
fireworks, your canunons, your patriot-
ism! Why, we tore up several square
miles of the Pacific ocean. Lieut. Foster
there, on the American man-of-war, is
an old Minneapolis boy. Born and raised
here. Dr. Titfany’s son was paymwaster
on the same vessel. Oh, U'll tell you
enough to fill a column about that
Fourth of July eelebration,” with a ret-
rospective stroke of the head.

Col. West wouldn'’t submit to an in-
terview yesterday. lIle was too tired
and too busy. After his asrival in the
morning and an exchange of greetings
with evervbody about the hotel, he
went out for a drive, just to take
another look at the town.

“I’1l teil you what I'!l do,”” he said to
a Grose man: -*I'll get all you boys to-
gether in a day or two and give you a
complete history of the trip. I'liftell you
everything, and I've seen pretto nearly
everything.

GREEN GOODS MEN.

’

They Have Established an Agency
in Minneapolis.

Some time since it was stated thata

gang of counterfeiters had located in

{ Minneapolis, but as no tangible evi-

dence of that fact was brought to light
at the time no particular attention was
given to the statement. Now, however,
it has Dbeen defimtely ascertained
that dealers in *“queer” money
really are doing business in Minneapo-
lis, although very little further than
that has been learned. Apparently
these dealers conduct their business
principally through the mails. They
ascertain in some manner the name ofa
merchant in a small town, and write
him a very carefully and skillfully
worded letter in which they indmate in
the most guarded terms possible that
they are prepared to furnish green
goods at very low prices, and that the
goods so closely resemble the genuipe
article as absolutely to defy detection.
One of these letters was received re-
cently by G. V. Parrier, of Farmington,
who exhibited it to a GLOBE reporter
yesterdaay.

The writer, after promising that all
negotiations shall be ander seal of the
most profound secrecy, offers to sell Mr.
Parrier 500 for $50. He signs himself
H. B. Barney, and gives an address
which, upon investigation, proves to be
that of a well-known saloon. The pro-
prietor, upon being questioned, stated
that he had no knowledge of any such
person as H. B. Barney, and that thus
far he had received no mail addressed
to him. Mr. Parrier will turn the letter
over to the police for investigation.

HOLD YOUR NOSE.

There Will Be More Agitation of
the Reecking Garbage Mass.

It is almost an offense against publie
decency to disturb the festering earcass
of the garbage question, but that ques-
tion has such an uncomfortable way of
arising at dead of night and scattering
its noisome odors broadeast over a sleep-
ing city that it must be spoken of occa-
sionally because of the promineut posi-
tion it holds in the publie nostril.

The city is destined to see yet more

scrapping of an undignified character
before this troublesome question is put
out of the way.

Last Friday nizht the council distin-
guished itself by abandoning any fur-
ther proceedings looking toward the es-
tablishment of a dump for the disposi-
tion of night soil. They decided to set
aside the £3,000 appropriated for the

dump, for the erection of a cre-
matory on the workhouse grounds.
Meanwhile, the old dump below

the Washington avenue bridge will be
used for the night soil and stable re-
fuse. The ecity has no good title to a
dump at that point. Moreover it is said
to be a nuisance. Ere mauy days, it is
promised, the residents of that vicinity
will demand the removal of the dump.
They will go into the courts if neces-
sary. One thing is eertain, they won’t
stand the dump.

Opposition to the system of dumping
refuse into the river will come from
still another quarter. In his last report
the government engineer in charge of
the improvement of the Upper Missis-
sippi, said that there was little use in
spending money on river improvements
if the city of Minneapolis were allowed
to continue dumping refuse into the
river. 1t destroys whatever good
dredge boats may accomplish. Many
men there are in Minneapolis who are
continually striving to make Minneap-
olis the head of pavigation. They have
taken alarm at thie engineer’s report. A
movement is on foot among them to put
a stop to dumping into the river.

Another scrap will come up over the
selection of a erematory for the inciner-
ation of vegetable mwatter and dead ani-
mals. An attempt will be made, of
course, to employ Kilvington’s crema-
tory. Some of the men who fought
Kilvington’s crematory when it was an
actuality are still in the couneil and
prepared to fight it as a possibility.
Ald. Barrows is at the head of them.
He 1s reinforced by recent additious to
thie council. Kilvington’s personal un-
popularity around the ecity hall will
enter into warfare. And there you are.

Let the ball team play as poorly as it
will. The city hall is just beginning to
furnish amusement.

BY WIFE AND DAUGHTER.

Alleged Conspiracy to Get a Poor
Man’s Property.

Some time ago Mary E. Tinklepaugh
brought suit for divorce against Benja-
min H. Tinklepaugh on the ground of
cruel and inhuman treatment. In his
answer Mr. Tinklepaugh denies all
those charges, and adds that his wife is
conspiring to deprive him of his prop-
erty. Charles I. Baxter, Tinklepaugh’s
attorney, explains it this way:

There was a mortgage on Tinkle-
paugh’s property. In order to meet the
payment of the mortgage he had to put
a second mortgage on it. His wife
refused to sign the mortgzage untii the
property was deeded to her. That was
done through their daughter. Then
Tinklepaugh went away down South

to work. In his absence _ suit
for divorce was begun. Notice
was served upon Tinklepauzh by

publication in an obscure weekly pub-
lished on the East side. A brother of
Tindlepaugh’s saw the notice, and noti-
fied Mr. Baxter. Had the divorce been
grauted, with the deed to the property
standing in Mrs. Tindlepaugh’s name,
she would be tree to dispose of it.
Tinklepaugh doesn’t care if she does
get the divorce, but he wants the prop-
erty. Hesays his wife and daughter
conspired to get the divorce without his
knowiedge, and so secure the property.

FARMERS WILL CO-OPERATE

Formation of a Warehouse Com-
pany by the Hennepin County
Alliance.

The farmers of Hennepin county are
going into the warehousing business.
This matter has been discussed by State
Alliances numberless times. It has
even been considered by the national
body. Now the Hennepin County Farin-
ers’ Alliance will undertake to put it
into practice. The Northwestern Labor
Union outlines the plan thus:

The Hennepin County Farmers’ Al-
liance are forming a co-operative com-
pany which has for its objects to pro-
vide a building and establish a ware-
house in Minneapolis which shall be in
charge of a manager, and this ware-
house to receive the products of farm-
ers and artizans, and there offer them
for sale. Asan important part of the
plan it is proposed on receiving these
products for sale, the financial secretary
shall give a warehouse receipt for the
same, with their present market price,
and enter on the books an itemized ac-
count of goods with price and condition.
These warehouse receipts shall be good
at any time for 80 per centof the amount
in any goods or money that the
company may hold. The 20 per cent
balaunce due the depositor shall be pay-
able when the goods are sold, less the
commission. 'Fhe whole stock of goods,
credit and money shall stand security
for any money goods that may be de-
posited with this compauny. It is pro-
posed that the company shall be com-
posed exclusively of farmers, artizans
and laborers. It 1s expected by this
plan to secure for the farmer a readier
market and better prioces than he now
gets for his produess, and also enable
the laboring men of the cities to secure
the farm produce, such as bLutter, eggs,
potatoes, ete., at less prices than they
now pay, in addition to securing a
fresher and better article.

A NEW CONCERN,

Another Manufacturing Firm
Will Locate in Minneapolis.

It has been announced that the S. E.
Barrett Manufacturing company, of
Chicago, contemplate removing to this
city in the near future. ¥or some time
past this concern has been negotiating
with Ladd & Nichols for a site, and on
Saturday a deal was completed where-
by a parcel of land near the St. Louis
tracks in the neighborhood of the gas
works was purchased from the railroad
company for the sum of £6,600. The
erection of a plant will be begun at
once, and it is thought that it can be
completed by fall. 'This company man-
ufactures tarred paper, and has
branches in nearly all of the principal
cities of the United States,
