The Dead Goodwin Went to
Sioux Falls in May With
a Woman.

She Is Mrs. Annie Snyder,Wife
of a Prominent New York
_ Banker.

She Leaves for New York as
Soon as She Hears of His
Death.

Report That a Marriage Was
to Occur on the Granting
of the Deecres.

Storx FaLrs, S. D, Aug. 7.—From
w-day’s developments it is evident that
ihe killing of Charles G. Goodwin Jr. in
New York Sunday afternoon will bring
jo light a scandal of immense propor-
fions. The evening of May 9 Goodwin
arrived in this ecity. He was accom-
panied by a short built woman with jet
black eyes and a handsome form. Her
four children are with her in chargze of
R nurse. When both registered at the
hote! her name appeared as Mrs. Annie
Bnyder. Immediately after getting their
breakfast they began a search for a cot-
tage. They said they wanted it for
ninety days, just the length of time re-
quired to perfect a residence in securing
a divorce. They selected a neat, one-
story cottage, ten or twelve blocks from
the business center, and there they
lived for a week, when Gooawin Aisap-
peared. going to Minneapolis, and then
on to New York. Friday there appeared
a New York correspondent in the eity,

and it was understood that he was
going to write up each indi-
vidual case of the 103 divorce

applicants in the city. Mrs. Snyder,
who heard the rumor, called on your
correspondent and denied that she was
here for a divorce, as was claimed by
the New York man. Her health had
been impaired, she said, and the high
altitude of South Dakota was recom-
mended by the physicians. Monday she
received word from New York that
Goodwin was dead. She called on
friends and declared 1t was the greatest
misfortune of her life, and in the after-
noon she left for New York. where she
is now, Her children are still here, and
to-day a friend received a letter from
Mrs. Snyder, who is wealthy, a relative
of the Harper Brothers, the publishers,
and is the wife of Peter Snyder, eashier
of the Hudson River National bank, m
New York, in which she savs: *‘Fate
1s azainst me.  Friends have left me,
they misconstrue me, and no matter
what 1 may say they believe the worst.”
Rumor says here that Mrs. Snyder was
after a divorce and that it was agreed
between herself and husband that he
should come to Dakota for the decree.
During her stay here Mrs. Snyder was
constantly receiving letters from Good-
win, and friends here say she intended
to marry him as soon as freed from her
husband.

SHE WANTS $5,000.

CLOSED THE MEETING.

Installation of G. A. R.Officers and
Adjournment.

Detrorr, Mich., Aug. 7.—To-day. ac-
cording to the G. A. R. programme, was
to be excursion day, but 1t is exodus
day. The encampment was later
in gathering this morning and the
attendance was curtailed. Reports of
progress on the Sheridan and Logan
monuments were read. There are $12,-
000 private subscriptions and a congres-
sional appropriation, enough to wake
some £64.000 for the Logan; for the
Sheridan monument £50,000 are on hand
and more coming. A report on the
erection of a natiofal memorial hall in
Decatur, Ill., was adopted. The quar-
termaster’s report showed the finances of
the order to be in excellent condition. A
large lot of misceilaneous matter, reso-
lutions, ete., were laid on the table.
Among them are questions for a $5,000
appropriation from the Grand Army for
a monument to Dr. Stephenson, the
founder of the o1ganization. A glowing
resolution was adopted eulogizing and
emphasizing the generous treatment
accorded the G. A. R. by the city of De-
troit. The capita tax was reduced from
3 eentsto 2 cents from next January.
C'The encampmemt then began the in-
stallation of the newly-elected officers.
The officers were called to the stage, the
encampment arose, the ritual was read

and the obligation administered. With
these simple ceremonies the officers

took their places. Commander-in-Chief
Johin Palmer was presented with the
flag by the retiring commander-in-chief

with the declaration that there would be
500,000 wen swtnd by him and the flag.
Palmer then assumed the gavel
and closed the silver encamp-
ment. This afternoon the dele-

gates took a boat for a pleasure trip
on the river. The committee appointed
to take action on the deatd of Gen
Sherman, Admiral Porter and e<-Vice-
President Hannibal Hamlin and Past
Commander Charles Devens, reported
an appropriate resolution. The new
council of administration met and trans-
acted some routine business. Befoie
adjournment the annual salaries and
expenses were voted the same as last
vear and appropriation was made for
the keeping in repair the cottage at
Mount McGregor.

THE RULER OF ROME.

King Humbert Flatly Refuses
to Extend Papal Juris-
diction,

Forecast of Proposed Legisla-
tion by the British Parlia-
ment,

The Shah of Persia Orders
an Unfaithful Minister
Boiled Alive.

Jack the Ripper Makes an Ap-
pearance--All Over Eu-
rope.

RomE, Aug. 7.—The Italian cabinet
was recently sounded by the French
ambassador to the Vatican on the sub-
ject of a possible settlement of the
trouble with the papacy by extending

" the limit of papal jurisdiction over the
city of Rome, Italy to have the rights of

a general nature that migh t be requisite
to protect the welfare of the Kingdom.
When the matter was submitted to King
Humbert he declined to give it even a
moment’s consideration, and declared
that Rome would forever remain the
capital of united Italy; that he would
as soon think of surrendering his crown
as of recognizing any other authority in
Rome,and that however much it pained
him to be under the ban of the head of
the Catholic church, it was farthest
from his mind to surrender one iota of
what had been won with so much sacri-
fice and suffering by the 1talian people.
The French ambassador took back the
answer to the Vatican, where there was
much chagrin, as it appears to have
been supposed that the king was in a
frame of mind less uncompromising
than rformerly. A prominent citizen of
Rome stated, when he heard this, that
even if Italy should ever abandon Rome
the Romans themselves would never
again subwmit to the papal yoke.
ENGLISH LEGISLATION.,
Forecast of Bills the Ministers
Have in Hand.

LoxpoN, Aug, 7.—Besides the Irish
local bill the ministers have perfected
an important English measure develop-
ing the existing system ot local govern-
ment by creating distriet councils, and
bills to assist the purchase of land in
small allotments, and an amendment in
favor of workmen the law affecting the
liability of employers will re-appear
with every chance of passing.
The opposition _are quite prepared
to see the government suceeed in
carrying these and other minor popular
measures without fearing that the cabi-
net will be thereby so strengthened as
to avert defeat on an appeal tothe coun-
try. ‘The burden of the work of the re-
ress rests upon Mr. Balfour. In his
Irish local government bill, it is under-
stood, the feature will be the franchise,
the electors of the county boards being
confined to persons actually paying
rates. The measure will bear the small-
est possible resemblance to a home rule
measure. The leading principle will
prevent boards created under its pro-
visions from being controlled by the
masses.

BOILED HIM ALIVE.

Persia's Ruler Is Severe on Indis-
creetness.

LoNpoN, Aug. 7.—A letter from Te-
heran brings a queer report to the effect
that the shah, having become much en-
raged against Abdullah Khan, the gov-
ernor of Mazenderan, condemned that
ruler to the terrible death of being
boiled alive. The charge against the
unfortunate governor was that he had
embezzled the taxes due the shah’s
treasury. ‘The truth, it is alleged, is
that Abdullah had not embezzled any
more than he was in the habit of doing,
but that, owing to poor harvests and the
poverty of the pesantry, he did not
keep the usual amount for the shah.
This greatly enrazed the monarch, who
is much in need of money,and he caused
Abdullah to be seized and brought to
trial before the council ot state, which
unanimously found him guiity of em-
bezzlement, and found him worthy of
death, leaving the sentence to be passed
by the Shah. The latter, with a view
of striking terror into other thieving
governors. ordered that Adullah should
be boiled alive, but graciously decreed
also that the water should be boiling
hot at the time of the fatal dip, so as to
finish him as quickly as possible. The
sentence is said to have been ecarried
out. The severe punishment will, it is
supposed, be a lesson to other govern-
ors to be more prompt in their pay-
ments, 7The punishmept of boiling
alive has been inflicted in Persia be-
fore, and the Persians claim that under
the above conditions life is destroyed
immediately, and there is no suffering.

THE “RIPPER” REVIVED.

Another White Chapel Woman
Cut to Death.

LoxDoN, Aug. 7.—The White Chapel
district was to-day again thrown into a
ferment of excitement by the commis-
sion of a crime the character of which
suggests it having been perpetrated by
“Jack the Ripper.” Early this morn-
ing an unknown man attacked a woman
named Woolfe, seventy years of age,
and a resident of White Chapel. When
aid reached the mortally wounded
woman, it was seen that her throat had
been cut and that she had been stabbed
in the body and in one arm. She is dy-
ing. Her assailant escaped, and so far
the police are without any knowledge
as to his whereabouts. Of his identity

nothing is known more than the circum-

stances and nature of the crime point to
the “Ripper’ as the murderer.

It has been ascertained that the
woman was a German, who does not
understand the English language. By
the aid of a translator and with much
difficulty, it has been gathered from her
that the man sprang upon her and at-
tacked her without a word of warning.
She suddenly saw the glitter of a knife
and mechanically raisea her arm to
ward off the blow. <Then she fell to the
doorstep where she was subsequently
discovered. She was unable to mgke
the ?nssfng people understand her
{)liq and remaiped where she fell un-
il the officers finally came to her as-
sistance. On the-arrival of the police a
razor smeared with blood was found
lying near thé wounded woman. One
arrest has been made by the police, but
it 1s considered an unidiportant one.

WILLIE WILL BE WILD.

French Stories of Alleged Orgies’

Taken Seriously.

Loxpox, Aug. 7.—A Berlin dispatch
says that Count von Munster, the Ger-
man ambassador at Paris, has been in-
structed to ascertain the origin of the
outrageous story published in a French
newspaper, accusing the kaiser of hav-
ing killed a lieatenant in a drunken
orgie on the Holenzollern. Although
the German imperial family have been
accustomed to ignore libels in the
French press, it is said that Chancello:
von Caprivi, urged by the ex-Empress
Frederick, considers this attack in a
prominent paper too serious to be
ignored, and it is possible _that,
it an apology is not proffered.
the French ambassador at Berlin may be
given his passports, not with a- view to
war, but as an evidence of the indigna-
tion of Germany. It is understood that
the kaiser himself has not yet been
made aware of the statements of the
French press, and that when he is there
may be a seene in which the French
legation will figure. 1t may be remem-
bered that the present czar of Russia,
who usually ignores what foreigners
say aboat him, was aceused, some years
ago, of murdering one of his officers in
a fit of senseless rage. The czar was
deeply moved when he heard of the re-
port and caused it to be circumstantial-
ly denied throughout the world. Itis
believed that the kaiser. who is much
more sensitive to public opinion, will
have something to say about the accusa-
tion against Lim.

LOOK TO THE PEOPLZE.

Points of Policy i'rom Vatican
Dignitaries. > :

RowmEe, Aug. 7.—Prof. O’Gorman, of
Washington university, has had an au-
dience with the pope. His holiness
made many inquiries about the univer-
sity and its courses of study and about
Archbishop lreland aund Bishop Kean,
rector of the university. Prof. O'Gor-
man has had interviews with many
ecclesiasties high in rank. He found
them all opposed to any such scheme as
that proposed by Herr Calensly, and
hopeful that the pope’s prompt decision
would keep the matter out of politics in
America. Cardinal Rampolla thought
the influence of Cardinal Gibbous
and Archbishop Ireland would likewise
have great weight in this direction.
Cardinal Parochi, bishop of Rome, ex-
pressed himself as heartily in favor of
Archbishop Ireland’s views in rezard
to the duty of Awericanizing imawi-
grants, and also touching Christian
demoeracy. “The tuture,” he said,
**belongs to the people of the United
States.”

Speaking of the temporal power of
the papacy, Cardinal Parochi said it
was not necessary that Catholies should
demand a return to the old regimes
They should demand nothing more thau
that Rome should be free—an indepen-
dent international Catholic town. *'That
is,”” he said, *the idea of Pope Leo.”
**L.#0,”” he continued, *“*has plainly and
clearly expressed approval of a political
alliance with the dembocracy. *1tis the
only good and possible alliance. The
church will have to reckon less with dy-
nasties and states than with the people.
The reign of the democracy is a fact and
a triumphant fact.” Cardinal I’arochi
concluded by saying that the fu-
ture pope will be and should be a re-
forming pope in matters concerning the
canon law and the ecclesiastical system.

TRUE TO PARNELL.~

Dillon Found Little Success With
His Adherents.

LoxpoN, Aug. 7.—Mr. Dillon, while
here, conferred unceasingly with Par-
nellites with the view of ending the
chism in the lrish party. He found
them resolutely opposed to Mr. Par-
nell’s retirement as a condition of re-,
union. Several intimated their inten-
tion to withdraw from public life, but
during the tenure of their places in the
house of commons they will adhere to
their old leader. The meeting of Messrs,
Dillon, O’Brien, McCarthy and Sexton,
to deliberate on the future leadership of
the party, resulted in an agreement
that Mr. Dillon should Dbe formally in-
vested with the leadership when par-
liament reassembles. Meanwhile Mr.
McCarthy will be the nominal chief,
though Mr. Dillon will be the virtual
leader. 'This arrangement settles ru-
mors aseribing to Mr. Sexton an inten-
tion to contest the presidency of the
party.

To Disqualify O’'Brien.

Loxpox, Aug. 7.—Lord Salisbury has
instructed his solicitor to press the
bankruptey case against Mr. O’Brien to
a rapid conclusion. Besides Lord Salis-
bury another claimant, George Bolton,
to whom a jury awarded £4,000 dam-
ages in a libel action against Mr.
(O’Brien years ago. has revived his de-
mand. It is plaip that the object of
both suits is to disqualify O’Brien for
parliamentary life.

Chili and Bolivia,

PARIS, Aug. 7.—A telegram received
in this city to-day from Buenos
Ayres asserts that Chili will declare
war against Bolivia, because the gov-
ernment of the latter country has recog-
nized the congressional party of Chili
as belligerents. .

ACGUSES HIS BROTHER

Adelbert Goheen Insists That
He Did Not Murder Rosa
Bray.

He Charges That His Brother‘
Anderson Committed the
Deed.

The Yearning for Money Giv-
en as the Motive for the
Crime.

Anderson Goheen Is Arrested
While Getting Shaved at
Moorhead.

FeErGus Farrs, Minn., Aug. 7.—Sher-
iff Billings arrested Anderson Goheen
late last night in Moorhead, for the
murder of Rosa Bray, of this city, last
March. This is the erime for which
Adelbert Goheen. a younger brother of
Anderson, is now under sentence of
death. Anderson was very cool when
the arrest was made and made no oppo-
sition. ‘He was in a barber’s chair, get-
ting shaved, when taken. His only
curiosity was to know who swore out
the warrant. The cause of his arrest
was the statement made about a month
ago by Adelbert Goheen to Sheriff Bill-
ings, County Attorney Daly and his at-
torney, J. W. Mason, in which he
claimed his brother Anderson was the
real murderer and he innocent. He
went into the matter circumstantially,
giVing full details and claiming he saw
ital

From a Distance.

He accounted for his presence by say-
ing he was suspicious ot Anderson, and
so followed them. He said the motive
of the crime was to get possession of
some money which he had told his
brother Rosa Bray had, and gave such
a clear, coherent account that it im-
pressed the oflicers with the beiief that
Anderson better be locked up. Since
then they have been quietly searching
for him. The arrest has stirred up peo-
ple of the neighborhood as they have
never been stirred before, for in the
minds of nearly all there has been little
question of Adelbert Goheen’s guilt.
At the trial Anderson did all he could
to save his brother, and swore they
were at home together at the time the
murder was committed. Anderson’s
preliminary examination will be held as

A JEALOUS FOOL,

With a Revolver and a Bad Heart,
Does Murder.

CINCINNATI, Aug. 7.—About 8 o’clock
to-night Joseph J. Levy, recently em-
ployed by the Baltimore & Ohio South-
western railroad, shot and almost in-
stantly killed lda Kipp just as she was
entering the gate of a Fifth street beer
garden with a gentleman friend.

Just as they
reached the beer garden he stepoed _up
and drew a revolver from his pocket,
firing four shots at her, one taking effect
in the head and another through the
left hand.

In
his flight he stumbled and fell
to the sidewalk, discharging the
revolver but doing no serious damage.
He got up and tried to escape from the
crowd who were after him, but was
finally captured and lodged in the cen-
tral police station. Levy was an appli-
cant for a position on the police force of
this city, and had passed the examina-
tion a few days ago. He is about twen-
ty-six years old. lda Kipp was a hana-
some girl about nineteen years of age.
Her father keeps a blacksmith and
wagon shop at 428 Second street, and
lives at 26 Anderson street. After being
wounded the girl was taken to the city
aospital, but died soon after she reached

voice was drowned in Thoroughgood’s
Rileous appeals toheaven. As he walked
e kept his eyes straight above bim
shouting *‘glory to God.” He was as-
sisted up the steps tothe scaffold, avert-
ing his eyes from the noose. Aftereverv
reparation had been made for the drop,
f{ev. Jackson asked: **Did you do this
crime?”’ ‘I'he negro on the verge of
eternity replied: *‘I am not guilty.”
Just as the black cap was drawn over
his head, Thoroughgood shouted: *lI
am not gmlty, thank God, and as I
stana here on the scafiold 1 declare to
God 1 have never doune injury to man
or woman living. God have mercy
on my soul.” Scarcely had the words
died away when the hatchet fell, and as
the doomed man shot throuch the trap
there was some muscular contortions,

but Iis neck was Dbroken, and
he was  pronounced dead in_8ix
and a halt minutes and cut down

in fifteen minutes. The hanging was
witnessed only by the jurymen, the
legal witnesses and the press representa-
tives. Thoroughgood’s victim, little
Louisa Buffington, eame in from Viola
with her mother during the morning,
but could not be induced to enter the
jail, though efforts were made to get
her to confront Thoroughgood. When
she came near enough to hear his voice
she becamse so terror-stricken that it
was necessary to remove her.

FIREBUGS KILLED.

Alabama Farmers Mete Out Quick

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Aug. 7.—News
has reached here of a quadruple lyuch-
ing 1n Henrietta, Ala.

OMAHA, Neb., Aug. 7.—Rev. Dr. Sher-
wood. a colored evangelist, who has
been holding a camp meeting in South
Omaha, was arrested this afternoon,
charged with horribly maltreating a
number of colored lads who he had
taken from the orphan asylum and had
practically enslaved. Sherwood trained
the boys as musicians and formed them
mto a band. He made them work ail
hours of the day and then took their
earnings from them, allowing them
each 10 cents a day for food. The pre-
liminary case is set for to-morrow.

Ready With Their Guns.

BIrMINGHAM, Ala., Aug. 7.—Wednes-
day night, near Marion, Dr. G. B.
Crowe shot and fatally wounded & negro
named Frank. The negro had driven
Dr. Wilkerson to see a patient whom
Dr. Crowe was attending, and went to
sleep in the carriage at the gate. Dr.
Crowe went out to ask him to have
some supper. The negro was startled
and pulled a pistol and fired at Dr.
Crowe, who returned the fire, hitting
the negro and wounding him fatally. A
few weeks ago Dr. Crowe killed B. F.
Glass at Briertield.
