SUGAR PRODUCTION.

Estimates of Producers and the
Treasury.

Washington, Aug. B.—A revised
statement lias been prepared in the in-
ternal revenue bureau in regard to do-
mestic sugar production, based on the
latest returns. The producers' estimates
are: Sugar cane, 545,257,200 pounds;
beets, 29,210.000 pounds; sorghum,
2,510,000 pounds; maple, 5,000,000
pounds: total. 507,977,200. This estimate
is considerably in excess of that of the
treasury whicii is as follows: Cane,
405,000,000 pounds; beets, 25.000,000;
sorghum, 25.000,000; maple, 8,000,000,
making a grand total of 500,000,000
pounds. Estimating that the beet
and sorghum sugar will polar-
ize 90 degrees or over, and be en-
titled to the bounty of two cents per
pound, and that three-fourths of cane
sugar willpolarize 90 degrees and over,
and one fourth between 80 and 90 de-
grees, and that ail the maple will be
between 80 and 90 degrees, the amount
of bounty-will be as follows: On cane
sugar, ?9,549,375; on beet sugar, $500,-
--000; on sorghum sugar, $40,000; on
made sugar, $140,000; total, $10,229,375.

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

Flames inForests-Blazes AllOver
the Land.

Cijeboygan, Mich,, Aug, 8. The
smoke from Hie forest rires is almSSt
unbearable here. Everything isparched
up and burning. There has been no
rain to amount to anything for four
months. The trees and the grass
are dying, and the crops arc ruined.
The farmers willhardly realize enough
on good farms to maintain their stocks
through the coming winter. Fruits of
all kinds, and especially wild berries,
have dried up, and the cVop is a total
failure. The oldest inhabitants have
never experienced such a drouth in this
section. The well-known cooper house
at Coopcrstown caught fire inthe kitchen
at 4 o'clock this morning, and before
8 o'clocu was burned completely to the
ground. The firemen worked bravely,
but the hotel, being a frame building,
the fire could not be controlled. Every-
body got out in time,but some lost their
baggage. The Joss is placed at $75,000,
partly covered by insurance.

Sonoma. Cal., Aug. This morning
a fierce fire broke out at Elverano,
spread over tne town and consumed
eight houses, with barns, fences and
many tons of bay. The fireis now burn-
ing over Egler and Sears' ranches,
sweeping away everything in its path.
It has crossed Sonoma creek, and is
spreading towards this place. The fire
department has been called out. and
every man in town has gone to fighting
the fire. A high wind is blowing.

Cincinnati, Aug. B.—The Fairmont
Woolen mills, at Queen City and Harri-
son avenues, burned this morning.
Through the strenuous offorts offiremen
and employes the fire was confined to
the thirdand fourth floors, saving the
whole building and $100,000 worth of
stock and machinery. One hundred and
fortygirls were employed in the build-
ing at the time, but all escaped unhurt.
The loss willreach $20,000, lullycovered
by insurance.

New Yokk, Aug. The six-story
building,Nos. 128 to 132 Jane streef, oc-
enpied by John D.Hass, manufacturer
of tinware, was early this morning with
its contents damaged by lire to the ex-
tent of $70,000, partly insured. Six
horses were burned to death. The ad-
joiningproperty was badly damaged by-
water.
