AFRAID OF GROVER.

The Lone Fisherman of Buz-
zard’s Bay Troubles Some
People,

And the Republican KHanagers
or Tools Tey a New
Dodge.

An Anonymous Cireular De-
signed to Foment Trouble
Among Demoerats.

Chairman Campbell's Apt
Characterization of Such
Underhand Kethods.

“Anti-Cleveland” is the high-sound-
inz title borne by a anounymous pamphlet
of some twelve pages, purporting to
have been written by a Democrat for
the purpose of defeating the reromina-
tion of the ex-president. The most
casual examination of the circular will
convince alinost any one that it is the
work of the Republican national com-
mittee through ore of its most ignorant
tools. The circular cominences with a
short address to the publie, introducing
a letter from *“a prominent business
man of New York,” which, strange to
say, is dated Washington, and ad-
dressed to the “editorof the Democrat.”

The introduction opens up with an ac-
court of an anti-Clevelaud convention
claimed to have been held in Spring-
field, Mass., in June, 1885, and gives a
choice array of the blackguard ex-
pressions used, as the writer says, on
that occasion, by “delegates from seven-
teen states.”

sweep. President Cleveland is stated
to have said in substance:

paragranph completely *knocks one

silly,”” to use a common expression. It
is nothing more nor less than a decla-
ration that these 2,000,000 Democrats all

Anti=Cleveland Seecret Soclety,
with its grips and passwords. In 1888
Mr. Cleveland received 35,528,233 votes,
so that it will be seen that according to
this circular nedarly 50 per cent of the
entire party is not only against Cleve-
land’s renomination, but have become
so fearful that he will win in spite of
them thal they have banded themselves
together in a way totally un-Demoeratic
and un-Americau. The paragraph is
80 absurd that it isreproduced here. 1t
follows:

“We”’—meaning the 2,000,000 anti-
Cleveland Democrats—**meet freqently
and secretly, have our passwords; and
grips, and visiting delegates whose bus-
iness it i3 to report progress and see
that all branches of our order work in
harmony, and we are prepared to pre-

And now, deem-
ing it time to make known our position,
we have decided to reprint the able let-
ter of a promlnent business man of New
York, published some weeks ago, and
send it broadcast throughout the land,

branch of the party and gives a
ringing declaration of true Democratic
principles, as well as a forcible expose
of the true inwardness of the present
mixed and unuatural situation of gov-
ernment affairs, business and social
problems.”

The Jetter of the “prominent business
man of NewYork is,”strangely enough,
dated Washington, and not New York.
‘I'he writer first wants to know how
Henry Watterson knows that the peo-
ple of the country want Cleveland, and
then elves the result of astraw canvass
taken by himself in his traveis on the
favorite

This is summarized as follows: Dem-
ocrats—Hill, 61 per cent: Cleveland, 27,
and the balance scattering. Republic-
ans—Blaine, 73 per cent and Harrison 5
per cent.  The latter then proceeds at
greatlength to denounce Mr. Cleveland,
and makes the astounding statement
that he ran behind his ticket in Louis
launa, -stravgely confusing the War-
moth-Nichols with the presidential
fight in 1888,

The real inside of the matter and the
hand of the Republican manager, scared
at the prospect of Cleveland’s renom-
Ination, is seen when the long list of
available candidates 1s mmentioned.
Among these the following are sug-
gested: Carlisle, Morrison, Boles,Gray,
Voorhees, Crisp, Palmer, Pattison, Vest,
Russell, Bland, Springer, Mills, Camp-
bell, Gordon, Gorman and Hill.

< Hepubiicans Afrald.

The Republican managers are afraid
of the renomination of President Cleve-
land and have set out to create dissen-
sions in the ranks, thinking that in this
way they can foment discord, if not de-
feat his renomination. State Chairman
William M. Campbell, who was shown a
copy of the ecircular yesterday, thus
neatiy disseets it:

“1 have waded throuzh the™pamphlet
bearing the title *Anti-Cleveland’ which
you handed me,” said Chairman Camp-
bell. *ltis butone of several indieca-
tions that the Republicans are making
strenuous efforts to prevent the nomina-
tion of Mr. Cleveland. They are play-
ing now to secure anti-Cleveland dele-
gations to the next national convention,
and this thinz is designed to foment a
feeling that exists among some of those
Democrats who failed to receive office
at Mr. Cleveland’s hands, and who
would naturally like better to see one
of their kind nominated. The Repub-
licans see defeat in the nomination of
Mr.Cleveland. 1 assume that the pamph-
let has a Republican origiu because,
among other reasons, it says that they
are proceeding to secure the defeat of
Mr. Cleveland by an un-Democratic
method, the organization of a secret so-
ciety, oath-bound, with grip and pass-
word. That isn’t the Demoeratic way.
We fight out our differences openly in
our conventions, and accept the results
as decisive,whoever wins. Another slip
indicating its fraudulent origin is the
statement in the preface that it is writ-
ten by a “prominent business man of
New York,” whose name is carefully
omitted, while the letter is dated at
Washington. It is addressed, too, to
the editor of the Demoerat, and at that
date, March 23, 1891, no paper was pub-
lished in Washington bearing that
name. The pamphlet is as full of false-
hoods as an egg is of meat, and as mal-
odorous as an over-ripe one.

DAY FOR BEAR DANGE

The Bulls Had Charge of the
Wheat Market on ’Change
in Chicago.

Large Buying Orders Created
a Sharp Advance at the
Opening.

A Nervous Feelingand Strong
Undercurrent in Corn
Dealings.

Dullness Prevailed in the
New York Dealings, Trad-
ers Bullish.

Cmicico, Aug. 11.—The bulls took charge
of the wheat market to-day, and kept the
bears daneing most of tha time, T he potent
news around the opening was bullish. The
government crop report was interpreted as
rather Learish, but the European situation
was looked upon as so decidely buliish as to
more than counterbalance the home condi-
tions. Liverpool was strong and 1%d higher;
first advices from Paris indicated a strong
market there; th2 weather abroad was wet
and unfavorable, and there were dispatehes
seemingly confirmatory of the damage from
blight in the Norihwest, caused by the
late hot weather. New Yorx and St. Lo‘uls
opened higher and there were heavy buying
orders from those markets. Logan, 8.V
Whnite, Schwartz-Dupee and many of the
smaller commission houses had generous
buyving orders at the opening. and as the
offerings were 1imited prices were sharply
advauced. After the flurry causea by the ex-
ecution of these orders was over, and the
market began to manifest a tendency to
sag, it was given a new and strony impetus
upward by a series of cablegrams to some of
the larger houses, saying at first that Russia
would prohibit the exportation of rye
from the empire after Auz. 27, aud later that
it had issued the decree of prohibition to go
into effect on the I5th iust,, to continue for
one year. .

When this news was first mooted it met
with little credence: but, as the house which
first received it bought heavily on the strength
of it, and as other houses receivinz the ad-
vices ranged themselves on the buying side
also, the smaller shoris became panic-strick-
en and rushed to cover, vaiues advancing
rapidiy amid considerable excitement. De-
cember opened ragged at 9135@ 2140, azainst
9flac at the close yesterday, sold up f&lll(‘kh’
to w2lae, sazged back to 923702 Y%e, and then,
on the report of the Russian rye export
prohibition, jumred to . At this point
the late cabl?s announced better weather on
the continent and some decline in Paris, and
the shorts having pretty well covered there
was a drop to 9t Then corn began to
show increased excitement and the esti-
mated receipts for to-morrow teing light,
there was another rush to buy. which sent
December to 9i%2~. It took another drop to
9ic, then bovmed upward again, teuching
913jc amid mueh excitzment, wavered a lit-
tle, receding to 94tge. and then, in thé last
fifteen minutes, under free covering by the
big shoris, who had bezn hoiding out, went
humming to Yic and closed firm at 9i7zc.

Purdridge. the big bear, was forced in at
the last, covering a heavy line of shorts
through his brokers. Ream, however, con-
tinued to put out good lines on everv bulge,
Cablss were all higher. Berlin showinz the
most advance. The weather in Enzland was
wet. Foreigners were said to be buying in
New York.with eighty-eight boat leads taken
there and at other rexboard ports. Counsel-
man was reported o be a biz buyer of Loth
cash and futures.

it then groke to S0ie,  at  which
price it closed. The feeling

was very nervous, and prices went up and
down spasmodiecally, but the undercurrent
was very strong.

New York.

New York, Aug. 11.—Dullness was again
the most prominent characteristic of the
stock market to-day, but there was a sharp
rally in the forenoon which was not main-
taived later, and the final changes for the
day are in almost all eases in-igniiicant. The
traders are again in rather a bullish frame of
mind. but do very little. working on the other
side of the market as frequently as the bull’
side,but shoits are covered quickly on indica-
tion of any new buying or rumor which
points to any large interest protecting its
stocks. The sharp rally this morning in the
face of moderate selling by London was en-
tirely due to the covering of shorts, while the
offerings of stocks from domestic sources
were unusually smail.  Union Pacifie
to-day was rather less promment in
the dealing, and while 1t toucned 3535 in the
early trading, rallied with the other active
stocks, and indications point to the fact that
the large earnings reperted by the Atchison
and the reassuring nature of the government
crop report have made the sellers of Union
Pacifica little more cautious in their opera-
tions.

The movements of importance in the list
were very few in number, and the general
list was as dull and teatureless as usual.
though the sensation of the day was the drop
in Richmond & West Point preferred to 4012
against 56 as tae last sale of last week. Spe-
cial weekness was seen in Tennessea Conl
also,but the general tendency among raiiroad
stocks where any fluctuation was ap-
parent whatever was upward.but the trading
in the general list was so dull that no feat-
ure could be seen other than those men-
tioned. The apparent selling by Loudon
made Louisville rather weaker than the other
leading stocks. while’ Rock Isiand was the
strougest on the list, and while toe early rise
was material, the greater portion of the im-
provement was lost before noon, and later in
the dey the selling of Union Pacitic and
Louisville & Nashville was resumed ona
larger scale, the former especially weaken-
iig under the pressure, Its best figure of the
forenoon was 3514, but it tonched 3214 before
the close, and ended at the lowest price.

The late dealings developed some support
in a few stocks, bat the entire iist felt the ef-
fect of the extreme weakness of Unio
cificand everything yielded in syvmpathy,
many stocks reaching their lowest for the
day at the time. The corn roads made a
speeinlly stubborn resistance to the down-
ward tendeney, but the market closed quiet
and heavy to weak at or near the lowest
prices of the day. The dealings m raiiroad
vouds were not so widely distributed to-day,
and while the market as a whote displayed's
fairly steady tone, the trading reached only
497,000, with no other feature in the market.
Government bonds have been dull and
easier. State bonds have been entirely neg-
lected.

The Post rays: In the afternoon there was
considernble pressure to sell, centering first
in Louisville & Nashville, the offerings on
which came from houses with foreign con-
nections.

With the bears worried, as
they now are, through the difiiculty of
covering their outstanding shorts, one
of the simplest devices for working down is
the giving out of regular commission or-
ders to_brokers wno often do business
tor London. The London market is jtself so
flatand narrow that its appearance as a
heavy dabbler in American stocks 18 highly
improbable. The truth about Union Pacific
appears to be that the director who last week
outlined the make-gip and intentions ot the
relief syndicate was somewhat premature in
hisstatements. The apparent difliculty now
is'the arranging of terms on which the usual
banking agents of such nscal operations will
undertake to manage this affair. They have
the reputation of making at times startlingiy
heavy charges, and the present delay is prob-
ably attributable to some such demands.
