a week..Cochins, Leghorns, Brahmas, Wyan-
dottes and Dominiques have yellowlegs.-Many buyers prefer yellow legs, and it
is well to supply this demand.

Turnips make a good cheap green
food for the .turkey during the winter,
and it is a good plan to grow a supply
for this purpose. Now is a good time to
sow the seed. :y',iiyy
. Millet seed makes a good feed for
young poultry. Usually at this time it' can be bought cheap.
Itdoes not pay to allow the hens to

sit now;break them up at the start.
Late-hatched chickens rarely prove
profitable unless we except bantams.
This month willdo very well for them.

There is no advantage in feeding tur-
keys for an extra large size. Medium
fowlsin good condition bring the best
prices per pound, and when there is an
overstock sell the more readily.

Gather up and store the sorghum
blades without threshing. Picking off
the seed willhelp to give the fowls ex-
ercise during the winter, besides"sup-
plying them with a good ration store,
where itwillkeep dry.

Poultry Yard Fencing— There is no
material cheaper or more enduring than

'

wire for fencing a poultry yard; yet, in
winter it lets the wind nave full sweep.
This matter should be considered by
those who may, at this season, make
preparations for the future.

Feed for Chicks— Sorghum seed is an
excellent food for chicks, and popcorn
is another. Itis in providing a variety
that success is met with. Wheat can
probably be bought cheaper than itcan
be grown, but sorghum seed is not al-
ways easily obtainable at prices to per-
mit of feeding it to chicks.

Pekin Ducks—The Pekins will often
begin to lay when they are six months
old. but for next year the layers should
be from ducklings hatched in April,or
the oldducks should be retained. Itis
better to use old females with young
drakes, iffertile eggs are desired early
in the season next year. Pekins grow
very fast and mature early. When they
begin to lay they produce a large num-
ber ofegas before they cease.

Fattening Young Fowls— While grow-
ing, cockerels and pullets willuot fat-
ten as well as adults, as they convert
their food iuto growth. The cockerels
should be fat for table use. They
should be seprated and given all the
corn they can eat The pullets should
Asa in moderate condition. . Give them
:little orno corn, but meat two or three
times a week. Allbirds to be used as
food should be kept away from the
flock. • \u25a0;...; :.

bors did from their thoroughbred Plym-
outh Hocks. His fowls have access to
what was a large sand pile, with an oc-
casional feed of pounded rock or dishes,
and are given onion tons, chopped fine.
They have not been accustomed to air-
tight "houses,'* nor do they die on the
bests from lice and smaller insects.
