Fakgo, N.D.. Aug. 1.").— railroad

commissioners in session here to-day
appointed as chief deputy grain inspec-
tors the following: C. A. Roberts, at
Fargo: Chris Olson, at Wahpeton;D.

Ellsworth, at Fairmount; and Will-
iam Clone, at Grand Forks. They re-
port being ready to inspect the grain at
the four points named, and that they

have purchased the Pest apparatus, and
that it is on the way here. They believe
that there is no danger of a blockade;
Attorney J. F. McKee, representing the
National Elevator company, proposed
that they institute a test case at once to
establish the constitutionality of-the
law, ignoring during tlie meantime the
rules requiring an inspection in North
Dakota, the rule requiring a daily re-
port, and requiring the elevator com-
panies to give bonds. The commission-
ers are willing to institute a lest case,

but insist on the enforcement of iiithe
rules in the meantime.

Grand Forks, N. D.. Aug. 15.—
Railroad Commissioner Walsh, Chief
Grain Inspector Wineman, President
Shortridge, of the state Farmers Alli-
ance; Hon. 11. B.Richardson, of Dray-
ton, and other prominent Alliance lead-
ers went to Fargo this morning to at-
tend the meeting of railroad commis-
sioners. Mr. Wineman says he has not
yet decided whether to accept his ap-
pointment, but it was understood that
liis bonds were ready a week ago. Pres-
ident Shortridge. in an interview, said
he had called a conference of the Alli-
ance leaders at Fargo to-day todeter-
mine what action, if any. the Alliance
willtake regarding the issue between
the railroad commissioners and the ele-
vator companies. Shortridge has not
issued a circular tothe farmers indors-
ing the elevator rules, which was ex-
pected this wee!:. Personally he is
understood to favor the rule-.. Editor
Muir,ofiie Dakota Independent the
official organ of the Alliance, strongly
opposes the rules and says they are con-
structed in the interest of the elevators.
Spiritedproceedings at Fargo are antici-
pated. "The impression is growing
every day that the farmers do not wish
the grain market to be disturbed or the
elevators interfered with.

DEFECTIVE TAX TITLES.

Decision of Far-Reaching Effect
inNorth Dakota.

Bismarck, N.D., Aug.15.—Three de-
cisions were handed down by the su-
preme court to-day. One was the case
of Illstad vs. Anderson, on appeal from
Grand Forks county. The judgment of
he trial court is affirmed, the opinion
holding that "an order of reference re-
ferring an action to a referee, 'with the
usual powers,' warrants the referee in
making and reporting findings of tact
and conclusions of law."

The next case is Boss vs. Northern

Pacific Railroad, up from Cass county;
This is a personal injury case, and has
had three trials, and this time the judg-
ment will stand as rendered. The
amount of the recovery is $3,509. ',_

In the matter of Powers \u25a0 vs. Larabee.
up from Barnes county, the court has
made a very important decision and one
unit willhave a far-reaching effect on
taxation matters in tne state. Powers'
property inBarnes county was sold for
of 1881 to Larabee. and in due course. of
time Larabee received a tax deed. Prior
to the lime ot hi- receiving his deed,
and subsequent to the issuing of the tax
sale certificate. Larabee paid the taxes
assessed for tne years 1887 and 1888.
The sale fordelinquent taxes was based
upon a description on the assessment
rolland taxlist, as folio.vs:

The court unanimously holds that the
above description is only an attempt at
a description, and that it is insufficient
as a basis of taxation, and that no valid
assessment was or could be made on
such a description. They say that the
description is not expressed In common
language, nor are characters and abbre-
viations employed such as used by con-
veyancers in describing real estate, nor
do tne people generally use such a com-
bination of words, letters and figures in
referring to or cescribing land. .A de-
scription ofreal estate is essential to its
assessment, and there being no suffi-
cient description in this case, there is
no assessment and consequently no tax.
On the trial inthe court below, the in-
validityof /he tax deed was admitted
by the "defendant, but as a condition
precedent to canceling the same ana re-
moving the clou I oiiPower's land, he
wauled his money uaid forthe delinquent
taxes to be refunded with SO percent in-
terest. The trial court agreed withhim
and rendered judgment accordingly.
This is reversed by the supreme court
on the ground that there was no valid
tax and it was error to require a repay-
ment ot a worthless consideration ex-
pressed in the tax deed.

Another point of great moment to the
taxpayers of the state was also passed
upon, In this case it appears that the
board of county commissioners did not
assemble as a board of equalization at
the lime required by statute. Judges
Corliss and Wallin hold that this fact is
fatal to the legality of Hie tax: that the
fact that the board of equalization con-
vened at a later dale does not cure the
omission to meet at the time and pace
fixed by law. They say that the public
is not chargeable withany notice of any
meeting of the board except that desig-
nated inthe statute. Judge Bartholo-
mew does not agree with this pari of the
opinion.

INDIANSSHUT OUT.

Valuable Lands Which the Iron
Nation Lose.

the commissioner of Indian affairs, has
investigated the rights of the head chief
of the Iron nation and other Indians to
lan. settled upon immediately after
the opening of the. Sioux reservation by
several whites for town site purposes,
and reports to the local United States
land office to-day that the Indians have
no legal rights to said lands under
the allotment act. and that they
do not desire the lands to be
allotted them, In consequence of the
report a number of tilings were pre-
sented by the land officials. A new
town, Oacoina, is built on these lands,

and the decision of the special agent

will give it quite a spurt The lands
adjoin the 640 acres belonging to the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Rail-
road company, and are very valuable.
Special Agent McKean is entitled to
credit for his prompt action in the mat-
ter, as the rights of the whites or In-
dians to the lands has long been in
doubt.

Heavy Railroad Subsidies.

Hugh J. Campbell will undoubtedly
be a candidate before the Farmers' All-
iance, whileHartlett Tripp will be the
choice ofthe Democrats. Both the lat-
ter gentlemen were prominent candi-
dates forUnited States senator last win-
ter. Opposition to all of these gentle-
men is rapidly developing. F. J. Wash-
abaugli, of Deadwootl, ex-Senator
Moody's law partner, and Gov. Mellette
are among the probabilities for Repub-
lican nominee. The election of con-
gressman willoccur in November.

SPLIT ON BOSSES.

Tom Piatt's Methods Are at a Dis-
count.

Elmira. N. V.. Aug.15.— The Twen-
ty-seventh district senatorial convention <

is to be the most unique in history, if
to-day's county convention is any

criterion. The Republicans to-day
are divided among themselves, and

the fact is peculiarly significant

because this is the county of Collector
of the Port of New York Fassett and
Gov. Hill. At Ilorseheau's to-day,
where the Chemung county convention
was held to name delegates to the state
and senatorial conventions. I*o dele-
gates were expected to be in their seats.
Contests, however, are. made in-18,
and these are divided up as follows:
Fassett faction, 4S: Flood faction. 65.

The fact that Mr.Fassett had been
made collector seemed rather to
strengthen than to diminish the fight
which originated some years ago when
Mr. fassett supported LeviP. Morton
for senator as against the choice of then
Assemblyman Van Duser, who sup-
ported Mr. Evarts. The widening
of the breach to-day means a di-
rect fight against Thomas C. Piatt's
influence and Mr. Fassett's proposed
senatorial candidate, Charles Bell, a
clerk of the senate last year. Mr. Fas-
sett. however, and his followers, assert
that the opposing Republicans are
friends of Gov. Hill,and that the split
is used in the hope of obtaining a Dem-
ocratic senator from this district.

The Evening Star, of Elmira, prints |
an open letter from Ex-Assemblyman
Van Duser in which he accuses Col-
lector Fassett of tryingto defeat him in
IS.S4 at the instance of Thomas Piatt and
of swinging over from Evarts to Mor-
ton at Piatt's suggestion, after promis-
ing to support Evarts for United States
senator. The letter, which contains
over 1.000 words, claims that Mr. Fas-
sett is trying to maKe a deal with the
Democrats to get the county. Mr. Van
Duser was seen this morning and said:
"The letter Is an answer to an open
letter sent to me in which Collector
Fassett admits that he defeated the
nomination ofCongressman Flood be-
cause Flood declined to let him name
the postmaster. We are averse to a
split this fall, but we do not propose
that Collector Fassatt shall run the
place for Tom Piatt."

Congressman Flood, who is leading
the opposition, said: 'Tf 1 had been
nominated Ishoul d have been re-
elected; as it was, Mr. Fassett suc-
ceeded in electing a Democrat. We do
not propose to have any. deals with
Democrats. The statement that we are
waging this fight by order of Gov.
Hill is false. It is decid-
edly more probable that Collector
Fassett is in league with the
Democrats than we. Postmaster Flood
also spoke against Mr. Fassett. and
said that the Republicans of the district-
were trying to show the .people of;the
state that they could not be contrbled
by Mr. Piatt." Gen. Charles J.Langdori,
who was on Gov. Cornell's staff, and J.
L. Radin are also against Mr. Fassett.
Abner C. Wright, chairman ofthe coun-
ty committee and a Fassett adherent,
said: "Itis the usual old fight. All
because one man wants to run tilings.
Mr.Fassett has tried' his best for bar-

monv, but the Flood faction are work-
inginto the hands of Gov. Hill and his
cohorts. We willlisten to the contests
after the convention is organized.''

POOR LUMOUT.

A Christian Celestial Boycotted
by His Fellows.

Chicago, Aug. 15. Lum Out, an in-
offensive looking Chinese resident of
this city, is ina serious predicament.
Anorder lias been promulgated through-

out the city to all Chinese that Lum is
boycotted. All good Chinamen are
warned not to talk with, trade with, sell
toor in any way associate with him.
Lum, who keeps a laundry on the West
side, embraced the Christian faith sev-
eral years ago, and by his efforts has
brought a number of his country-
men over to the faith. So suc-
cessful has he been that he
established some time ago a
little Sunday school in his laundry,
where meetings are held every Sunday,
The cause of the trouble is that certain
influential members of the Chinese col-
ony believe that Lum furnished infor-
mation to the treasury agents which led
to the deteution at Winnipeg of several
Chinamen who were returning from a
vjsit home.

These Chinamen, it will be remem-
bered, were stopped at Neche, Manitoba,
and, although they had passports, itwas
believed the papers were the property
of others, and that the suspects were
rving to break into the country
tor

"
the first time. When the

news of their arrest reached Chicago

the sentence of boycott was pronounced
against Lum. Indeed, it is reported
that some of the more hot-headed ones
wanted to kill him, but the mandarin
wovld not hear of this. What so greatly
incensed the colony leaders was, they
assert, the fact that the information
furnished the treasury agents was
whollyfalse—that the men were bona
fide residents of Chicago and that their
papers were straight. From informa-
tion gathered at the government build-
ingthis evening it seems that their
story is right, arid the Chinamen, who
have been watched for several weeks
by special agents at considerable ex-
pense, willnow be permitted to come to
Chicago.

RAINAT COMMAND.

The Scientific Skyshooters Will
Try Again.

Midland, Tex., Aug. 15.— rain
makers are busy withpreparations and
propose Monday or Tuesday as the time
lor the decisive experiment. Profs.
Meyer and Custallar, balloonists, and
Prof. Roselle, chemist, are manipulat-
ing the explosives, but as much
remains to be done the opinion prevails
that there will be no rain produced
before Thursday next. The rain of
Tuesday last is thought not to have
caused by the explosion except as a co-
incidence. They are, however, hopeful
ot success in the final test. About fifty
balloons inflated with explosive gas, as„
many kites with explosive tails, and on
terra firma mortars of rendrock, willbe
discharged, not simultaneously, but in
rapid succession, while scientific obser-
vations willbe taken by balloonists in
mid-air and Gen. Dyrenforth on earth,
connected by telephone. The pro-
gramme is elaborate, the material
abundant, and the science involved ex-

Lieut.Chatlield
was tried here last week on two charges,
viz.: Conduct unbecoming an officer
and a gentleman and conduct to the
prejudice of good order and military
discipline.

While acting as assistant quartermaster
of Fort Brown, Tex., he made wrong
reports of money expended to the quar-
termaster general, and used money
charged to laborers as a slush fund at
the post.
