Matsada Sorakichi Passes Away
of Consumption.

New York, Aug. 16.—Matsada Sor-
akichi. the noted Japanese wrestler,

died suddenly in the parlor of the Nip-
pon ciubat 4 o'clock Saturday after-
noon. For the past three months the
"Jap," as he was known all over the
country, has been suffering from con-
sumption. For a while he was a
patient of St. Vincent's hospital. Re-
cently he has lived in a Japanese board-
ing house in Wesi Twenty-fifth street.
The Japanese club, the Nippon, is di-
rectly opposite, at No. 227 West
Twenty-fifth street. Of late Mat-
sada has been without money,
but liis friends at the clv!)
saw that he did not want for anything.
He has been in t!;'1 habit of strolling
about West Twenty-fifth street. Satur-
day afternoon he walked out, but was
too weak to sio far. lie crossed over to
Ihe club rooms and sat down in a chair
in the parlor. In a few minutes hr
fainted and did not recover. A doctor
was summoned, out the wrestler died
before hi> arrival. Saturday nii:lit the
body was removed to the undertaking
establishment of John Roth, at No. 534
Sixth avenue. The funeral will take
place to-morrow, and the remains will
tie interred in Woodlawn cemetery.
The "Jap" came to this country about
eight years aso. lie was thirty-two
years old at the lime of his death.
His birthplaeefj was Shinano, Japan.
In appearance he was ot medium
height, but of powerful build. His
chest and shoulders were magnificently
developed. He was intelligent inman-
ners, and did not dissipate in any way.
A few years ago the ''Jap" married a
young woman of thN city, with whom
he did not livehappily. They did not
live together very long. When Matsada
was a youth in hi- own country he had
as a teacher the famous Japanese
wrestler, Esesagaha. In Japan Mat-
sada was considered a third-class wres-
tler, but in this country he stood in the
front ranks. lie wrestled with all the
first-class men throughout the conntry.
His friends say that he failed in
strength ever since Kvan Lewis, the
••strangler," wrestled him and broke
his ankle.

RUSSIAN SEAL CATCHING.

ItGoes on BferrtirjRegardless of
Agreements.

Loxnox, Axis. 10.— A dispatch from
St. Petersburg states that, according to

recent Russian advices from Eastern
.Siberia, the Russian sealers have already
captured a considerable quantity of
skins in the waters controlled by the
Russian government, and there is no
apparent cessation in their operations.
The authorities are keeping a keen look-
out for trespassers in the Russian
jurisdiction, and so far several have
been chased, but none captured.

being apparent. The Russians appar-
ently feel under no obligations as to
any agreement between Great Britain,

SALISBURY THE MAN.
How the Queen's Counselor

Appears to the Eyes of
an American, a

The Close Observer Unable
to Find Any Angles in

His Character.

He Is Well Rounded Mentally
and Has a Well-Poised

Brain.

The Story of His Life at Home
Told in a Charming

Manner.

Loxpon, Aiip. 13.—Opposite the
Vaudeville theater, on the Strand, is
Salisbury street, which, with Cecil
street close by, occupies the site of Sal-
isbury house, once the residence of
"the great Sir Robert Cecil." as he is
called. The Cecil family has long since
outgrown the manner of livingwhen in
town which was considered as suitable
toa sjreat man at the end of the six-
teenth century, when Sir Robert flour-
ished. He may be called the founder of
the family,although his ancestry was a
long and honorable one. He was
created Earl of Salisbury In
1005, and survived the honor
seven years. The seventh earl
wa9 promoted to a inarquisate, but

failed to leave any other marks on the
pages of history. The only Cecil since
"the great Sir Robert" who has done
signal honor to th<! name is the present
marquis of Salisbury, though he has
suffered under the disadvantage of two
changes of appellation since he entered
public life. Many a brilliant man in
parliament has found one such trans-

formation fatal to his chances of having
either the old or new cognomen in-
scribed on the scroll of fame, especially
when, as is frequently the case, itis ac-
companied by a transference to the
upper house, that grave of ambitions
and home of mysteriously disappeared
public men.
Ihave found, by the way, many men

who as commoners . bade fair to take a
front seat in the nation's councils a
couple of decades ago and who 1 had
supposed to have passed away because
their names are no longer heard, to be
flourishing feebly under an alias forced
upon them by the laws of primogeni-
ture, or in the shape of a so-called ele-
vation to the peerage by a grateful sov-
ereign. The result being the same in
each case, the reputation made by Rob-
ert l,owe, for instance, being of little
practical value 10 Lord Sherbrooke,

whois, besides,deprivedof the incentive
to effort by his new environment.

Lord Salisbury began public life as
Lord Robert Cecil, serving as member
for Stamford under that name from
1853, when he was twenty-three years
of age, until the death of his elder
brother in 1865, when he became Vis-
count Cranborne. Itwas a year later
that he became secretary of state for
India under the late Lord Derby's ad-
ministration, his firstappointive office.
Since then honors have fallen on him
thickly. Not the least of these was the
visit which the queen paid to him at
Hatrield house, his principal residence,
during the jubilee year.

This mansion is said to be the finest
owned by a subject of her majesty. I
is charmingly situated in Hertfordshire,
withinhalf an hour's ride by traiu from
London.

The . leading characteristic of Lord
Salisbury is the absence of peculiari-
ties, or, if the paradox is permissible,
of characteristics. It would, perhaps,
be fairer tosay that his character is so
well rounded that, though aremarkably
ablH man, he has scarcely a quality
which stands out boldly enough to per-
mit itself to be identified. This is re-
flected in his personal appearance, to
the disgust of the caricaturists,

whose cartoons which include the pre-
mier are always more or less faithful
portraits, according to the ability of the
artist. Itis, perhaps, remarkable that
his almost massive proportions should
not have led to his oeing pictured as a
Colossus, an ogre or some other gigantic
figure, good or bad. to suit the occasion.
Instead of this sole tangible feature
being used by the seekers after the pict-
uresque the fellows actually seem to en-
deavor to rob his lordship of the out-
ward and visible sign of the gen-
erous Band with which nature has
.dealt out her gifts to him. A
characterization which, Ithink, does
injustice to the Englishman, but appears
plausible each time Isee him or hear
of him, would be to say that he is a big.

brunette Benjamin Harrison, without
any of the qualities which go to make
the president of the United States oc-
casionally the subject of contemptuous
reference, even by his friends. Salis-
bury has nothing small about him. He
may be said to lack the empire-creating
genius-of Disraeli or the superb debat-
ingpower of the late Lord Derby or the
diplomatic acuteness of Bismarck or
even our own Blame, but it would
have taken any one of these in
his best days considerable effort
to have got the better of the
queen's chief counselor. He has none
of that quality called genius, which is
to madness so near akin, but his su-
perbly balanced faculties render him
independent alike of the tricks of the
politicians and the highly-keyed strain-
ing after effect necessary witha man
of less average capacity. Everything
the man does or says or leaves
undone or unsaid bears the stamp
of mental poise. His oratorical ef-
forts are devoid of those flights
of- rhetoric affected by some speakers
inorder to make their points tell. His
state papers are remarkable for the
same equable tone. He has no rivals in
his cabinet, though Mr.Balfour would
be dangerous to the prestige ofa less
capable chief. Itis. in tact, anot un-
common remark that tEe chief secretary
for Ireland is the ablest man in the cab-
inet, but this is generally accepted as
without prejudice to the premier.

At home Lord Salisbury is a model
family man. domestic to a degree, yet
not uxorious or e.ien ostentatious in his
recognition of the claims, of his family
upon a due share of his attention. His
marriage, which occurred in 1857, has
been blessed with five sons and two
daughters, the eldest of the boys, known
as Viscount Cranborne, bidding fair to
be a fitting successor to the headship
of the house. By marriages in this
or the previous generation of Cecils
became allied to the houses of Stanley,
and De la Warr, not to "mention more
remote connections of equal \u25a0 impor-
tance. Lord Salisbury's widowed sis-
ter-in-law married: the present Earl of
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Derby, and, through a similar alliance,
before his birth. Lord Salisbury became,

a cousin of Lionel Sackville West, who
lately succeeded to the title and estates
of Lord Sackville. The two families
are very intimate, and iti3said that the
necessity for the recall of SacKvillo
West from Washington was a sad blow
to the premier.

Allof Lord Salisbury's children are
ofage and in the world of politics and
society. The unmarried ones are con-
stantly with their parents, except when
social or other duties or pleasures call
themawav. They occupy a fine town
house at 20 Arlington street, within
bowshot of Mr.Gladstone's in one di-
rection and of the Prince of Wales'
(Marlborousrh house) in the other. Itis
in the very center of the fashionable
W est end residence quarter, and is sur-
passed by none in London in its ap-
pointments and in the hospitality
dispensed. Lord Salisbury never
has a house closed up or even
run with any less style wheu he is not
there. The beautiful residence he pur-
chased in the Kivieralately is kept open
the year rouud, though only in occupa-
tion a few weeds of tlie time. Of course
a staff of personal servants follows the
family from house to house, never omit-
tiug the French chef de cuisiue, for the
Drime minister's appearance does not
belie his nne taste in matters of the ta-
ble, lie is a moderate eater, but is ex-
tremely exacting in his demands ofcook
and butler, hence the popularity of his
dinners, apart from the prestige of din-
inx with the premier.

With no pretensions to the methodi-
cal habits iv regard to work put forth in
behalf of many of the great ones of the
earth, Lord Salisbury is known as a
niau who never puts off until the mor-
row what can be disposed of out of
hand. He is impatient ot procrastina-
tion in others and intolerant ot any-
thing approaching slovenliness in ex-
pression upbn official subjects. State
papers have to be entirely rewritten if
faulty either from inaccuracy of syntax
or from the mere redundancy of a few
words or verbosity in style.

How the Notorious Ed Stokes
Enjoys Life at Saratoga— He
Dearly Loves Attention.
Edward S. Stokes, the notorious pro-

prietor of the Hoffman house, inNew
Yorkcity, is attracting a great deal of
attention at the present time in Sara-
toga, writes a correspondent of the
Kansas City Star from that famous
American watering place. Stokes'
mother and sister have an elegant cot-
tage there, and lie lives with them most
of the time. His hair and mustache are
now nearly white. He is a very at-
tractive looking man, and dresses with
extreme taste. Few men in New York
have such large tailors' bills.

Stokes lives to attract attention to
himself, and no man loves notoriety
more than he. Considering his career,
itmay be hard tor those who do not
know the man to understand why he
shouid. Everywhere he goes he is point-
ed at as "the "mail who killedJim Fisk."
Nor is it an infrequent thing for this
remark to reach his ears. Stokes is not
a popular man, and, unless a person is
rich, or occupies a position of power.
Stokes does not try to winhis friend-
ship. His manners are extremely chilly,
except with those whose acquaintance
ne thinks can be of benefit to him.
Leta United States senator, forinstance,
or a governor or a millionaire be intro-
duced to Stokes, and he will at once be-
come enthusiastic in his cordiality, and,
watching, one would think he was a
man of a most affectionate disposition.
Itmust be admitted, though, that he has
friends, and those that he has are very
loyal to him.

Nothing delights Stokes so much as to
be seen in company with men of influ-
ence except to read in the newspapers
that he had entertained either at a din-
ner or on board of his yacht men of that
character. Just before he went to Sar-
atoga he had Gov. Hillhis guest a week
on board his yacht. Stokes wants to be
known as a great politician, not that ho
expects to run for any office, for he
knows that he could not be elected to
anything, but he wants to be a sort of a
WarwicK. He is a power in the coun-
cils ofTammany hall, and Boss Croker
and Mayor Grant and Gov. Hill are his
boon companions.

Stokes is a magnificent horseman and
he has a horse with him now which is
the finest by all odds in Saratoga. The
animal is a black Kentucky charger and
cost $5,000. He may be seen on the back
of this beautiful animal at all times of
the day prancing up and down the lead

ing thoroughfares, conscious, of course,

that he is attracting the attention of
every one and in turn is the subject of
conversation.

Stokes is said to be a millionaire, but
nobody really knows what lie is wortii.
He started in live fir six years ago.

backed by Bonanza KingMackay's mill-
ions, with the expectation of becoming
one of the great financiers of the country.

He promoted several lines of telegraph
and talked of running Jay Gould and
his Western Union out of business. But
Jay didn't down worth a cent, and in a
short time Mr.Mackay toon these tele-
graph lines out of Stokes' control. A
year ago Maekay sued him. and since
"then they have' been bitter enemies.
Friends of Mackay say that the only
disagreement that was ever between
the bonanza kingand his wife was Mrs.
Mackay's strong disapproval of her
husband's having any relation with
Mr. Stokes. She never met Stokes,

but intuitively disliked Him. Short-
ly after Stokes got out of the
penitentiary he went out to the coast,

and there became acquainted with the
bonanza king.He told Mackay his story
and the big-hearted millionaire felt
sorry for him and determined to help
him! He is sai-i to have lent him the
money with which he returned to New
York"and purchased the Hoffman
house.

Stokes' mother is a beautiful old lady,
and SLokes is certainly very good to her
and also to his sister.

lie is a very unhappy looking man.
He cannot bear to be alone. They tell
stories in New York about how he
sleeps with tiie gas burningat fullblaze
in tiie room and that lie always has His
valet in reach of him. Persons em-
ployed in the Hoffman house say, how-
ever, that these stories are pure inven-
tions.

LIFTING THE MARKET.
The BullsGetting Things Well

inHand on the Stock
Board.

A Lorgnette Focused on the
Very Exciting Union Pa-

cific Deal.

Mr. Morgan Credited With
Being" Something of a

"LifeSafer,"

But Several People Ara Still
Unable to Forget the

Reading- Affair.

New York, Aug.16.— A bull combi
nation has done much more in the way
ot liftingthe market during the week
than seemed possible ten days ago. It
is all professional, of course, but that
goes for little. Public support mayor
may not come in later. The upward
movement was preceded by another
and severe break in Union Pacific,
which carried the price down to31, be-
ing the lowest figure the stock had
been quoted at since 1884. Ditches
in the syndicate scheme were
talked of. Later on arally was reported
—that everything had been arranged

and the plan would be published Tues-
day next. It looked as if the same
crowd that broke the stock to 31 rallied
it ;iud the rest of the market. Itevi-
dently bought as low as possible and
expects to unload at a round profit.
Such an operatiou, if successful— and it
promises to be so— would bring greater

than the commissions to be had
for lending the company the money
it needs. The stock bought at the
low figures can he marketed above 40 if
the general market be kept strong. The
last buyers will get left, but some one
must get left now and then In Wall
street. Provided a fair-sized bull move-
ment can be maintained, peopitt will
not stop to reflect thac the oDerations of
the syndicate are not for the benefit
of the stockholder, but to help
the creditors of the company.
The cost of their help will
certainly not be small, and it there is
now anything good still left for the
shares one may be sure the syndicate
willhave safely pocketed itby the time
its contract has run out. At this mo-
ment, however, is heard nothing but the
philanthropy of the financiers and the
saving of the property, which ought to
be good for at least live points further
advance inthe stock.

Concerning "'iafe-Savers."
Mr.Morgan is being trotted to the

front again as life-saver-in-chief. It
might have been supposed that this
idea was played out in Wall street after
the Reading business. The story ofthe
way that property was "saved" and the
profit to the savers willmake an inter-
esting chapter some day. The firm of
Drexel. Morgan & Co. is composed

of hard-headed, cool men, who know
how to make money and work
their eminent respectability for all itis
worth in the market. If they have
taken hold of Union Pacific there may
be expected another Reading expe-
rience. Everything willue boomed un-
tilthe public has been loaded with the
securities which itis desired to sell, and
thru the bottom will gradually drop

out. There is some speculative vitality
still left in the patient, and Wall street
has to live-
Itwas noted that the general market

resisted withconsiderable stubbornness
the depressing effect of the drop in
Union Pacific. This was a good
bull sign. It encouraged the traders
when the turn came to go in wrongly.
Some new "plungers" developed among
them, who attracted no end of atten-
tion. They spread themselves all over
the list, and bought and sold on a
scale which made the older
professionals stare with all their eyes.
But the market was wellhandled. The
principal efforts were directed to bid-
dingup those stocks which were known
tohave a good-sized short interest in
them, and Burlington was made a leader
on this account. So well was this done
that the price of the stock has been
forced up to where it was some weeks
ago. The Boston insiders fought the re-
cent decline most vigorously, as they
had good reason to, in view of the nec-
essity for maintaining a market for
their bonds, and, of course, the good
crop outlook gave them encouragement.
Itmay interest these gentlemen toknow
that the strongest bears on their stock
are people who may also be called in-
siders, and whose views are based on
their official knowledge of the prop-
erty.

Rti*»ia Played a Part.
The other Western stocks were taken

up in turn and advanced. There \v;is

cau»e for this in tiie weather conditions.
The recent hot wave brought no end of
personal discomfort, but it was just the
thing the corn crop needed, and has
brought it forward by leaps and bounds.
Ifitescapes an early frost the crop is
safe. Itwillnot be a banner one, yet
folly up to the average. Then
rhe Russian eovernnient kindly

a tremendous speculative im-
pulse to the markets by its decree for-
bidding the export of rye. Itis long

since any government action has so
thoroughly stirred the markets of two
continents. Its impulse was first feltin
Germany, from there itwas communi-
cated to "France and England, and then
it came to us. while to-day the grain
Markets of Chicago were wild with ex-
citement, wheat advancing five cents
per bushel. The impulse was
felt in the stock market. Every-
body seemed filled with a de-
sire to buy, and a bank statement
which showed only a small loss in the
surplus reserve brought the climax.
There was a rush ofjthe shorts to cover,

while the bull combination bid up the
price of everything in sight, so that the
market closed under a full head of
steam.
It is wholly on the crop conditions

here and abroad that the bulls are work-
ing. Estimates are given of engage-
ments of wheat for this and next
mouth's export running up to between
60,000,000 and T0,000,000 bushels. Ifthis
be true, within ten days there should
be seen the effect in imports of gold. It
is contended that a very large amount
of the gold sent to France was sent in
anticipation of wheat imports later in
the year, and that the Bank of France
is now in position to pay for this wheat
in gold without disturbance of money
markets. These theories will soon be
put to the test. Itis strange, financiers
gay, that more commercial bills are not
seen on the exchange market, or, at any
rate, whyexchange rates should have ad-
vanced "during the week, instead of de-
clining.There is no ready explanation of
tiiis. The Financial Chronicle notes it.
and hints that London may be selling
silver to America. Itmay be selling
some more securities also. Ifithas.tne
market lias absorbed them without much
difficulty. London was credited with
selling a good deal of Union Pacific and
some Louisville & Nashville. The lat-

ter stock was inclined to be weak when
the rest of the market was strong, but
this may have been due to efforts to eret
a line of stock as low as possible previ-
ous to a rise.

Reaction in the South.

There is less bullish feeling on South-
ern properties than on others, because
of the low price of cotton and the evi-
dent reaction the South is experiencing
from its recent booming times. The
strength of St. Paul continues co sur-
prise the street in view vf its being a
non-dividend payer and showing a sur-
plus for the year ending June last of
about \l{ per cent on the common
stock. The answer given is that
the time when it will again become
a dividend payer is being discounted—

which it evidently is. It may
also be said that all the prosperity
which the crops are to give the chief
Western roads is being discounted.
How far the present bull combination
can carry the market neither they nor
any one else can tell. They have cer-
tainly engineered a very rapid rise,
which so far is purely professional and
mainly on the short interest. Conse-
quently the market is Barrow. The
real test will come when the short
interest has been eliminated and
some advance takes place in
money rates. If the market broad-
ens then, even without much
advance, it can be reckoned that it is
getting public support, and further ad-
vance can be calculated upon with cer-
tainty. But such a closing as to-day
was palpable manipulation, and the
pace was entirely too fast to last.

The weekly bank statement shows
the following cnanges; Reserve, de-
crease, $803,625; loans, increase, 18,950,-
--400; specie, decrease, $507,500; legal
tenders, increase, $91,200; deposits, in-
crease, .31,549,300; circulation, increase,
$45(5.800. The bnnks now hold c17.(H7,-
--175 in excess of the requirements of the
25 per cent rule.

jured. The dead and injured were
taken to Denver this morning.

Fifteen per-
sons were injured, and some of them so
seriously that thpy will probably die.
Th« rear of the special train was com-
pletely wrecked.
