Detective Tom Hayden
was notified that there was an old man
kicked in a room and being gradually
Starved to death. Upon arrival at the
spot, he found the report but too true.
The windows of the room, a little shed
attached to the house, were boarded up,
md inside. lyingupon a small cot, was
m old man. a Norwegian by birth,

named Andrew Staugberg. He had
nothing on except a little short jacket.

Mid nothing under him but the hard
boards. His body bore marks of terrible
ibuse, and the room was so foul with
Human waste and other Hastiness that
the detective could not stay there. He
reported the case to headquarters, and
Use. man was taken to the hospital ina
patrol wagon. Inthe front part of the
bouse where the man was found lives
James Lindberg with his wife and two
children. Neighbors say that they have
often heard blows and piteous cries
coming from the room as though they
had been beating him. The cause of
this abuse is said to be a desire on the
part of Lindberg and his wife to have
liiindie, and by dint of beating and
starving they have almost succeeded.
Stanejierg is worth about 52.!,000, and

years ago lie made a will, leaving
to Lindberg. whose tirst wife

was Stangbere's daughter, and *6,000
apiece to each of his children. It is the
most aggravated case of cruelty that
can tie imagined. Stangberg is about
Bixtyyears oldl and lias lived in Amer-
ica twenty years. For the last three
years he has been kept a prisoner in the
little room wheie he was found to-
night The Lindbergs will beairested
to-morrow. During the time between
Hayden's discovery and his second vi~it
the Lindbergs had cleaned out the
room where the old man lay, and had
also put some clothes on him.* As tin'
detective approached the bed Liudbere
came in and said in a very tender tone of
voice: **I)on'tyou want something to
eat, papa?"

Scott and Alf Stillnian are among

the losers. Several of these
claim a los~- of one-half their crop. The
storm went from northwest to south-
west, and covered an area six miles
vide. A!!standing grain is blown tlat.
and in some places ht aten into the
ground. In the Eionipe neighborhood
iill garden stutl— even potatoes— is
desttiyed. The Deer Creek cheese
factory smoke st:i -k and school house
chimney were blown down, and nearly
every house in ttie town shows marks
ofthe storm. The grain, which was in
shocks and stacks, is scattered promis-
ciously about the fields and badly
damaged. The loss cannot be less than

Few
farmers were insured.

Breckkxriikje, Minn.. Aug. is.—
From one to two thousand neros of
train was destroyed by hail in the
north part of Wilkin county yesterday,
between 4 and r> p. m. The storm was
narrow, but very violent. Hail stones
covered the ground so that they could
be scooped up by the wagonload. Grain
in that vicinity is almost whollyuncut.

RETURNING CHINESE.

SEIZED A SKALER,

The Far Bearers Are Extremely
IMentiful.

Washington, Aug. 18.—Capt. Hoop-
er, commanding the revenue cutter <'or-
win, reports to the treasury department

under date of Ounalaska, June 10,
1891, that while cruising in the
vicinity of the Pribyloff islands he
seized the schooner Ethel, hailing from
San Diego, Cal., for violation of the
president's proclamation in recard to
sealing in Behrlng sea. lie says he
towed the vessel to Ournlaska and
turned her over to the senior naval of-
ficer present on the 30th. The Ethel,
lie says, sailed from San Francisco May
2on a hunting and sealing voyage, en-
tered Behriiur sea on June 12, and ap-
pears to have remained near the seal
islands until she was seized. Continu-
ous thick foes prevented her being seen
before.

The master admitted the firingof the
jruns from nis vessel, but said that some
of his crew had merely tired at a tin
can for amusement, lie expressed sur-
prise when told of his close proximity
to the seal islands, and said he thought
he was thirty or forty miles from
them. When seized there were found
on the Ethel ISI salted fur seal-
skins, 2!> fresh fur skins, 11 unborn
pup sealskins, two other skins,
one hair seal skin and 200 pounds of
whalebone. The vessel had a complete
sealing outfit, with boats, trims, ammu-
nition, salt, etc. She was surrounded by
seals at the time. So plentiful and fear-
less were they, said Capt. Hooper, that
several might have been killed from the
Corwin's deck, while lying near the
Ethel.

New Your, Aug. 18.—President Har-
rison, en route to liennington, Yt.,

where he will take part iv the dedica-
tion of the soldiers' monument to-mor-
row, arrived at the Penntylvania rail-
road depot in Jersey City at 12*35 to-
day, and lefr over the West Shore road
for Albany at 1 o'clock. The president
was accompanied from Cape May by his
private secretary; George W. Boyd, gen-
eral passenger agent of the Pennsyl-
vania railroad; Howard Cole, for-
merly a law clerk in the president's
office at Indianapolis, and a number of
newspaper correspondents. At Jersey
City be was joined by his son, Russell
Harrison, and John A. Sleicher. The
special train bearing the president and
parly left Cape May at 8:45 this morn-
ing, and the run to jersey City was
made without incident. The run was
made on time, much of the distance
beintr covered at the rate of sixty
miles an hour. The president was
dressed in a black Prince Albert
coat, light-colored trousers and wore a
white traveling hat. He appeareu to
be In perfect health, and his cheeks
showed slight traces of sunburn. The
West Shore private car. In which the
president is traveling, is a palace on
wheels and has been specially arranged

for his comfort and convenience on this
trip. Itwas attached to the regular ex-
press on the West Shore road which
left Jersey City at 1o'clock.

THE TALKBEGINS.

A Little Flattery anil Patriotism
Mixed.

Newbuboh, N. T.. Aug. IS.—The
president's train arrived here at 3o'clock
and stopped for ten minutes. There
were 3,000 people at the station who
cheered. The president appeared on the
rear platform. He held a soft felt hat
in bis left lind and -grasped the rail with
the other. He said: MMydear friends,
you can weli imagine what a great
pleasure itis to run out of the rain and
mist that have hovered about our train
for an hour or two into the sunshine and
gladness of this welcome which you
have extended. You are situated here
in a region full of historic interest.
Every child must hear the story
of sacrifice and courage of those
who laid the foundation of
the eovernment which has grown so
much beyond the conceptions even of
the wisest of our fathers. 1am sure that
under these influences you must all find
inspiration for good citizenship, and It
is pleasant to know that what you re-
joice in here has left its impress upon
the hearts of our people. Far away on
the Sacremeiito, as well as upon the
beautiful Hudson, men iove the flag of
Washington.

"1am glad to be with you a moment
to-day in passing to the observances in
Vermont of one of those great events
which led to the independence of our
country. And, while we divide in the
methods by which we form the national
prosperity, Iam sure we are all devoted
in heart to the country that has ob-
tained so much for us— the country
for which brave men have died,
and for which brave men
willyet die if occasion should call for
that sacrifice. In the interest of eood
government we are one. though divided
sometimes in the method by which itis
obtained. We are consecrated in the
one purpose that this government shall
be so administered that all the people
shall share in its benetits. and that no
favored class shall usurp, its benefits
being foreverybody equally, spreading
sunshine in all homes and upon all law-
abiding people. Aeain expressing my
pleasure at meeting you, 1 say fare-
well."

•WAKJIIXG TO HIS WORK.

A TrifleJocular, and Much Moral-
i/iny.

Kingston-, N. T., Aug. 18.—This
place was reached promptly on sched-
ule time. Several hundred people were
preseut and handshaking began imme-
diately. After shaking hands with the
people for five minutes the pres-
ident said: "My fellew citizens: Per-
haps 1had better spend the moment or
two that remains in Baying a word to all
of you than in shaking hands with the
few that can gather about the car. You
ask for a speech. Itis not very easy to
know what one can talk about on such
an occasion as this. Those topics that
are most familiar to me, because
I am brousht in daily contact
with them, namely, public affairs,
are in some measure prohibited
to me, and Imust speak, therefore.only
of those things upon which we agree,
for 1 nave no doubt if we were closely
interrogated some differences would de-
velop in the views of those assembled
here. That is one of the things we are
proud of and That tend to the perpetuity
and purity of our institutions; that we
are permitted to differ in our views, to
be independent in our opinions, and to
be answerable to our consciences and to
God only for the convictions we enter-
tain.

"1am sure, however, we all rejoice to
know that no cloud is over our horizon :
that we are at peace with the world and
at peace among ourselves. Ithink the
world has come to understand that itis
well to be at peace with us. and Iam
sure we have come to understand that it
is very well to be at peace among our-
selves. Our situation is one of ereat
favor. We are pretty widelyseparated
from those who would hurt us, if there
are any such. We are secure in -our
great isolation, and we are secure, too,
in our great and patriotic people. We
do not maintain armies; we do not need
to extend the conscription list until it
takes in old age and youth.

"We have this year a season of un-
usual productlvepess. Qod has Sfeatly
blessed us: and it happens that this
season of our abundance is not only

food for us, but for the world; for
gain, as niahy times before, the

nations of Eurj»p?\ by rfiason of
Crop failures, must look to ug to feed
their people. We have a great suirrifls
and an assorted market fnr if. As long
as men have a free and efjußl chance,
as long as the labor of their hands may

bri;ig the needed supplies Into the
household, as long as there are open av-
enues of hope and advancement to the
children they love, men are contented—
they are good, loyal American citizens."

DAVID TO BENNY.

Governor and President Swap
Compliments.

Albany, N. Y.,Aug. IS.—The special
train bearing President Harrison and
party reached here shortly before G
o'clock. Apresidential salute greeted
the party. They were driven to
the city hall square, where
thousands" waited about a platform
on which were seated Mayor Manning,
Gov. Hill and the state officers. The
president received an ovation as he ap-
proached the front of the platform.
Mayor Manning then welcomed the
president on behalr of tiie city, after
which Gov. Hill welcomed the presi-
dent, on behalf of the state, as follows:

"The limited time at your disposal
here renders it appropriate that 1
should express the sentiments of the
people of the state in the fewest words
possible. The citizens of the Empire
state receive you with profound
respect and greetyou with the greatest
pleasure <>n this occasion; not only be-
cause youare the honored chief magis-
trate of the notion, at because of their
appreciation of your high char-
acter and eminent public service.
They recall with interest your
many patriotic speeches during your
recent memorable trip in the
South and West, ancl shall content my-
self withsimply saying that in behalf
of the state of New York Itender you a
cordial and sincere welcome."

President Harrison replied in part ns
follows: "Gov. Hill, Mr. Mayor and
Fellow Citizens: 1 receive with great
gratification the very cordial expres-
sions which have fallen from the lips of
his excellency, the governor of this
great state, and of his honor, the mayor
of this great municipality. Itis very
gratifying to be thus assured that as
American citizens, as public officers ad-
ministering each different functions
in connection with the government of
the nation, of the stafe and of the
municipality, we, in common with this
great body of citizens, whose servants
we all are. have thatcommon love for
our institutions, and that common re-
spect for those, who by the appointed
constitutional methods, have been
chosen to administer them, as on such
occasions as this to entirely obliterate
all differences and bringus together in
the great and enduring brotherhood Of
American citizens.

"1am one of those that believe that
these men from your shops, these fann-
ers remote from money centers, have
the largest interest of all people In the
world in having a dollar that is worth
100 cents every day In the year, and
only such. Ifby any chance we should
fallinto a condiiioii where one dollar is
not so good as another, 1venture the in-
sertion that the poorer dollar will do its
fust errand in paying some poor
laborer for his work. Therefore, in the
conduct of our public affairs, 1 fee[
pledged forone that all the influence of
the government 3honid be on the side
of livingthe people only good money,
and just as much ofthat kind as we can
get.

"Now,my fellow citizens, we have
this year a most abundant— yes, ex-
traordinary—grain crop.

This is our opportunity, and 1cannot
see how itshall be possible but that the
export* of grain, now reaching the
limit of the capacity of our railroads
and of our ships, shall soon bring back
to us the lost gold we sent to Europe
and more that we did not lose. Where
there has been complaint, where there
has been poverty, there must come this
year plenty, for the gardens have loaded
the table; the orchards cannot bear the
burdens that hang upon reddening
limbs, and that granaries are not equal
to the product of our fields."

The party boarded the special train
which left here about (5:45 p. in. for
Bcnuington, but before leaving the
president received in his ear a commit-
tee of citizens of Troy, led by Gen. Jo-
seph G. Can*. When Troy was reached
at 0:50. workmen just from the shops
gravitated toward the station to
await the arrival of the presidential
party. The train moved with diffi-
culty through the throng. Itwas the
noisiest demonstration of the day, and
when the train stopped the president
made a brief speech. Secretary Proc-
tor, Gen. Carr and Postmaster Warner,
of Albany, traveled with the president
from Albany to North Bcnnington,
where they "arrived at 8:15 o'clock.
There the president was met by J. G.
McCullouch, and was driven, with Sec-
retary Proctor, I'ussell Harrison and
his secretary, to the McCullough resi-
dence, where they dined at 9o'clock.

GERMAN' KCOXOMICS.

The Government Has a Deliberate
Policy.

Hahburg, Aur. 18.—The official
newspaper announces to-day that the
intention of the government to use
wheat in makintr bread for the army is
an important advance in a deliberate
policy, the object of which is to make
Germany more independent than hith-
erto of foreign countries in regard to
economic interests. The paper adds,
significantly: "Although the Russian
rye prohibition was perhaps really
prompted by a bad harvest, it is not
impossible that at a future date political
reasons might dictate similar meas-
ures."

Entomologist Fletcher Slakes a

Strange Statement.
Washington-, Aug. 18.—The Associa-

tion of Economic Entomologists held its
first session yesterday and was ad-
dressed by the president, James
Fletcher, entomologist and botanist to
the Dominion of Canada. In referring
to the great loss to crops occasioned by
the ravages of insects, he said that the
value of agricultural products of this
country is estimated at about JQSO.OOO,-
--000 and of this an average of about II
percent Is lost; in short $83,000,000 is
given up, almost without a struggle, by
tne people of the United States.

When found the child's waist was firmly
tied to that of the mother, proving itto
be another case of the double crime
of suicide and murder. Mrs. Dickison
was married in 1878, but has since lived
very unhappily with her husband. She
has for some time past been
receiving the attention of \V. E.
Spotten, well known in this vicinity.
Mrs. Dickinson made an application for
a divorce last spring with a view to
marrying Spotteu, but was refused. It
is rumored that upon the refusal of
the court to grant a divorce for her,
Spotten and she attempted suicide, she
by taking poison and he by attempting
to cut his thioat. They were last seen
together on Sunday evening in the
presence of her husband, where a furi-
ous family quarrel was In progress. She
was seen later in the evening on the
banks of the iake in company with her
little girl, with whom she was
found this afternoon. The, affair has
created a profound sensation in this
locality, where the parties are well
known. Spotten was formerly princi-
pal of the Montevideo High school and
was principal of the New Auburn
school tor two years.

ANDREWS EXONERATED.

The South Dakota Bar Finds in

His Favor.

Watkktow.n, S. D., Aug. 18.—Judge

J. O. Andrews lias been entirely exon-
erated of the charges preferred against
him of amoral and criminal nature. A
meeting of the bRr of this circuit was
held here to-day, and sixty-four out of
the sixty-nine attorneys were present.
By their final vote, after hearing the
evidence on both sides as presented and
the resolutions herewith, they have
practically said that his character lias
been maliciously assailed, and that he
has persecuted by political enemies
without cause. The charges were pre-
ferred by the bar of Codington county,
and the evidence against the judge was
furnished by that body. When the final
vote was takeu on the adoption of the
resolutions, seven voted against them
and fifty-seven for their adoption. The
resolutions are:

McMahoifs little son Milton had a
foitune of ?30,000, and it was asserted
that the stepmother's chief motive in
marrying was to obtain possession of
this sum. MeMahon and wife on one
side and his mother, sister and Million-
naire Smith on the other have charged
each other with attempting little Mil-
ton's death by poison to prevent the
opposins party from securing his cus-
tody. The Canadian deposition read
was in furtherance of the legal
fight by the Smith faction. Mrs.
MeMahon, shortly after entering
the court room to-day, walked
quickly to where Smith and Mcllugh
were sitting, ami with a blacksnake
whip,before the astonished bailiffs or
spectators could prevent, slashed Smith
and MeHugh repeatedly across the face
and neck.

the front door and itflew off its hinges.
He ascended to the roof, and swinging

himself over the edge grasped the cor-
nice and moved hand over hand across
the frout of the three-story building.

MAGNATES ROBBED.

Krauthoff and Speas Relieved of
Their Wealth.

Denver. Col., Aug. 18.— L.C. Kraut-
hoff, president of the Western Base
Ba-11 association, and John W. Speas,
president of the Kansas City club, ar-
rived here last night. They have been
prowling around the Yellosvstone re-
gion and met an adventure. To reach
some magnificent scenery, it was neces-
sary to undertake a seventy-live-mile
stage coach ride.

We started immediately, and. upon
reaching a telegraph office, had to send
home for money to continue our jour-
ney."

A HORRIBLE AFFAIR.

Finding of a Man Mutilated in
AwfulFashion.

Raoine, Wis., Aug. IS. -The horri-
bly mutilated body of Dennis McCue, a
prominent citizen of Kockford, 111.,
was found in the river here this morn-
ing. The body was entirely devoid of
clothing and out leg was off at the
trunk, the foot on the other was miss-
ing, a long gash was found in his
breast, from which the lungs protruded,
and the throat was cut, while a number
ot deep knife gashes were found on his
face and hands. McCue was last seen
alive Friday night. He expected to
leave for home next morning. Itis be-
lieved he was foully murdered and the
body thrown in the river, but the sup-
position is that the dismemberment was
caused by the body being caught in a
steamer wheel. The coroner's jury is
now making a thorough investigation.
Mr.McCue was fifty-six years old, and
a prominent man in Kockford. Itis
said ne had considerable money with
him usually.

Clemens, a reputable younff physician
of this city, was released.

Mortimer, the secretary and treasurer
of the National Capital Savings Build-
ingand Loan association, arrived from
St. Paul in custody ofInspector Stuart
to-day. Mortimer was placed under
bond before Commissioner Hoyne.

Nevada, Mo., Aug. IS.—Upon infor-

mation ot Charles Truinmer. a depositor
of the suspended Citizens' bank, Pres-
ident William Christian, Cashier O. K.
Caldwell and Director \V. H. Robinson
were arrested to-day. Each gave bond
in $5,000. The bank had on deposit $13,-
--000 when itsuspended. Depositors will
not get 10 cents on the dollar.

"HURRIED ORDERS."

The Manipur Princes Were Sent
Offina Rush.

Calcutta, Aug. 18.—The execution
of the Manipur princes has created a
profound sensation throughout India.
The newspaper press of India, which is
printed in the native language, other-
wise the vernacular press, strongly con-
demns the so-called "hurried orders"
issued for the execution, which, the
native press declares, was hastened lest
English opinion should undergo a
change in favor of the condemned
princes after the publication of their
defense. The manner of the Tongal

general's execution, particularly, great-
ly shocked the native feeling. Itis said
that he was too illto stand up, and that
his executioners were obliged to lift
him upon a stool before the drop fell.

The second great organization that is

Ttiis committee has been called to
meet at the Nicollet house, in Minne-
apolis, at 10:30 a. m. Friday, Aue. 28,
when a plan of campaign will be

in the state, along the lines followed by
the Democratic associations of other
states. Heretofore the psirty has had no
means ofsecuring the active co-operation
of its members throughout the state,
either in the campaign or at the polls
on election day. Allthis is now to be
changed, ami besides enthusing the
voters in the heat of the campaign,
these clubs willbe expected to do al-
most invaluable work in the way of ed-
ucating the voters to the new plan of
voting, as well as seeing that they go
to the polls and voie on election day.

To Mayor Durant,the president of the
organization, was left the selection of a
name. This task the genial Stiliwater
statesman has already performed, but
will not announce his choice until the
Nicollet house meeting on the 28th
inst. Itwill then be submitted to the
committee, and ifsatisfactory indorsed,
and thus sent forth officially.

While itmay be very exasperating to
tiie Republicans that it is so, this new
organization will work harmoniously
with the Democratic Association of
Minnesota for the good of the party.
The names of the gentlemen who form
the executive committee are a guarantee
of the work that willbe done, as well
as of trie fact that it is not a factional
organization, as the Republican papers
have attempted to demonstrate. The
leaders of both the Democratic associa-
tion and this new organization feel
that there is work enough for
both to do, and rather wel-
come each other to the ripening
field. The new association will be
made up of clubs located everywhere
throughout the state, and these subor-
dinate clubs will be entitled to a voice
in the state or grand organization, the
officers of the latter being elected at the
conventions held annually. More def-
inite plans for the future work of the
association willbe adopted at Minneap-
olis on the 2Sth of this month.

HAVOC BY FLAMES, j

Several Cities Suffer From Costly
Blazes.

Waco, Tex., Aug. 18.— A disastrous
fire occurred in this city yesterday. The
flames started In the large dry goods es-
tablishment or Golastein &Miguel, and
soread rapidly. The place was filled
with customers on its three floors, and
they became panic-stricken and rushed
about. Several leaped from the win-
dows and were serioush* injured. They
are Mrs. C. N. Alexander, who sus-
tained a compound fracture of her left
leg; Watt Smith, left hand and eyes se-
verely injured; I.A.Goldstein, Harry
Caldwell and Miss Georsie Best sus-
tained severe burns. It is not yet
known whether all who were in tha
building escaped with their lives. Tha
store ofCurtis ifc Rand, hardware mer-
chants, soon caught fire and was
wrecked. Several buildings on the op-
posite side were badly damaged. The
total loss will stun up over £300.000.
Eiectric light wires are supposed to
have started the blaze.

Jacksonville, Fla., Aug. 18.—Ahalf
amillion dollar fire this morning de-
stroyed fifty-five buildings, including
Knight's Crockery house, the Hubbard
block, in which was located the West-
ern Union Telegraph office and a half
dozen other lunre concerns, the Tre-
mont hotel. Seminole club, Smith &
Mattar's building, Hotel Placide, Chel-
sea place, Tilton house, Me.Murray &
Bakers carriage warehouses, St. Jo-
seph's convent; the Ritzewaller, a resi-
dence, and LloydBros.' crockery store.
The buildings for four squares back
from Bay street, and a strip two squares
wide, were burned. An explosion of
dynamite in Forsyth street made the
fire uncontrollable, aud injured many
people quite seriously. Many other
buildings in the vicinity of the burned
portion were damaged and some were
completely gutted.

Boston, Mass., Aug. 18.—Cambridge
was visited this morning by a destruct-
ive fire. The Damon Iron works are
now a mass of ruins. The building was
owned by Mr. Damon and was valued
at $50,000. The two-story wooden
structure adjoininer, owned by Mr.
Damon also and leased to Edward Ken-
dall &Co., machinists, also succumbed
to the flames. The entire loss of the
Damon Safe and Iron company will
approximate ?::00,000. In the Kendall
shod &20.000 worth of patterns were
destroyed and the stock and machinery
ruined were valued at &>O,OOO. The
men employed in both places number
about 250. Amajority of these owned
their tools, in many cases valued at 1100
to ?150. The loss suffered in this way
willbe in the vicinity of $10,000. The
Harvard Dry Plate company, in a
building also owned by Mr. Damon,
was burned out, their loss being about
?7.000, with §1,500 more on the buildiuar,
partly insured. Total insurance,* $143,-
--000.

Three alarms were given in quick
succession this afternoon in this city
fora fire in the six-story brick building
occupied by Putnam & Co., manufact-
urers of spring bedsteads. The firm
employs about seventy men and thirty-
Jive girls, all of whom were at work
when the fire started. They all got out
alive. The building, which is owned
by Putnam <fe Co., is practically a total
loss, and its contents also. S. P. Put-
nam, senior member of the firm, states
that the loss on building will be about
$20,000, and on stock from §50.000 t0560,-
--000. Insurance, ?35.000: on contents,
536.000. Chief Engineer Sweeney, of
the Chicago fire department, was an in-
terested onlooker at the work of the
firemen.

The Pocoek can
factory, an extensive establishment at
the corner of Franklin and Second
streets, was desdroyed by fire this
morning, and two or three other smaller
adjoining concerns were gutted, entail-
inga total loss of about ?150,000. The
Pocock loss is about §100,000, within-
surance of870,000. The other property
was well insured.

AUSTRIAN'S DROWNED.

A Cloudburst Sweeps Men and
Animals Away.

Viexxa, Aug.18.
—

A dispatch from
Botzen, an Austrian town at the conflu-
ence of the Talfer and Eisach, an-
nounces the partial destruction ofthe
village of Koihnan through a cloud-
burst. The cloud, it appears, burst
over the mountains near Botzen, which
is protected from inundations by a
strong dyke two miles in length. The
fall of water flooded the lowlands and
converted a mountain stream into a tor-
rent, which swept through the village
of Kollman, carrying away men and
cattle, and destroying half the l*ouses
of lhat place. Many persons were
drowned, and the Bremer railroad track
was flooded.

The cloudburst occurred at midnight.
The water loosened an avalanche.
Forty persons were drowned. The
railway was destroyed for many miles.

EIGHTY PEOPLE LOST.
Bridge Carried Away by Floods

inHayti

Port au Prince, Aug. 18.— A terri-
ble accident occurred here last Satur-
day. Kecent storms had swollen the
mountain streams, and In consequence
the river St. Mark overflowed its banks.
A large number of natives were assem-
bled on a stone bridge over the river
watching the raging torrtnt, when tiie
foundations became undermined by the
action of the water and the structure
tumbled into the river, carrying many
people with it. The fortunate ones
managed to reach the bank after a hard
struggle, but all the others, some eighty
in number, were swept along, and their
dead bodies were carried out to sea.
